WHEREAS, the Federal Aviation Administration recommends that general aviation airports adopt Minimum Standards to provide a safe and efficient environment for the conduct of commercial and tenant activities, while at the same time providing a level of aeronautical services commiserating with the needs of the flying public, and


WHEREAS, one of the objectives of the Minimum Standards is to provide a fair and reasonable opportunity, without discrimination, be accorded to all applicants to qualify, or otherwise compete, for available Airport facilities and the furnishing of selected aeronautical services.


WHEREAS, all operators are encouraged to exceed the minimums, but none will be allowed to operate under the minimum conditions established.  The County reserves the right to modify or add to the Minimum Standards as needed.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that we do and hereby adopt the Minimum Standards for Airport Aeronautical Services dated April, 2010 effective immediately.  


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Minimum Standards for Airport Aeronautical services at the Lorain County Regional Airport is considered a part of this resolution by mention thereof and a copy is available for review in the Commissioners office.

WHEREAS, Ken Carney, Lorain County Engineer, by letter dated March 29, 2010 submitted the following:

“Attached please find the 2010 Annual Highway Condition Report.  In addition to our in-house grader hot mix and chip and seal program, the following Resurfacing Program was completed in 2009.

1. Baumhart Road from the bike path north to Garfield Road in Camden and Henrietta Townships.
2. Indian Hollow Road from State Route 303 to the CSX Railroad in LaGrange Township.

The cost of the 2009 Resurfacing Program was $1,000,319.00 of which $890,284.00 or 89% was funded by the Ohio Public Works Commission with the balance of $110,035.00 from MVGT funds.

 
The following roadways will be resurfaced this year:

        1.   Durkee Road from State Route 82 north to Butternut Ridge Road, Eaton Township

        2.   Bates Road, Henrietta and Camden Townships

        3.   Gore Orphanage Road, State Route 20 to Bates Road, Camden Township

        4.   Butternut Ridge Road, Grafton Road to Cul-de-Sac, Carlisle Township

        5.   Grafton Eastern Road, Grafton Township

        6.   Mennell Road, State Route 303 to Law Road, Grafton Township

        7.   Parsons Road, Whitehead Road to Indian Hollow Road, Carlisle and LaGrange Townships

The estimated cost of the 2010 resurfacing program is $626,000.00 of which $557,140.00 or 89% will be funded with Ohio Public Works Funds and the balance of $68,860.00 from MVGT funds.

The Colorado Avenue reconstruction project in Sheffield Village is under construction and is scheduled for  completion by November, 2010.  This project will consist of widening to 3 lanes from the Lorain Corp. line to Abbe Road at a construction cost of $4,417,000.00 which is being funded at 100% Federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA).

The resurfacing of Russia Road from State Route 58 to Oberlin-Elyria Road in Carlisle and New Russia Townships is under construction and is scheduled for completion by November, 2010.  The construction cost of this project is $1,440,000.00 and is also being funded at

100% Federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA).  

Station Road from State Route 82 to Sprague Road in Columbia Township will also be put out for bids this spring.  The project includes roadway widening, resurfacing, and drainage improvements.  The construction cost of the project is estimated at $2,126,000.00 which will be funded at 80% federal funds and 20% Ohio Public Works. 

The widening and rehabilitation of Island Road from the CSX Railroad to the southerly line of Eaton Township in Eaton Township will be advertised for bids later this year for construction in 2011.  The estimated construction cost is $1,495,000.00 which will be

funded 80% federal and 20% Ohio Public Works.

Work is also continuing on engineering for future federal aided projects as follows:

1. Station Rd. Rehabilitation – Crocker Rd. to State Route 82 - $2,379,300 Estimate

2. Griswold Rd. Widening – Lake Ave. to Leona St. - $2,700,000 estimate

3. Cowley Road Rehabilitation – Crocker Road to State Route 82 - $1,674,000 estimate

4. Oberlin Road – Russia Road to State Route 113 - $436,000 estimate

5. Tower Blvd Construction – Elyria Avenue to Falbo Avenue - $3,500,000 estimate

6. State Route 57 – Railroad to Grafton North Village limits - $3,929,000 estimate

7. Lear Nagel Reconstruction, State Route 10 to Center Ridge Road - $5,015,000 estimate

8. Abbe Road Widening – Elyria Corp. limits to State Route 254 - $1,600,000 estimate

9. Cooper Foster Park Road Widening – State Route 58 to Oberlin Avenue - $6,100,000.00 estimate

As you can see, we have a large schedule of projects which makes a good use of federal funds, OPWC funds and our bond funds for engineering.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT


Commissioner Kokoski had nothing to report today.
Commissioner Kalo mentioned that he had received a lot of calls regarding Teletech, especially in the city of Lorain where there are a lot of residents and employees; and he asked County Administrator Cordes if he could give an update about it.  County Administrator Cordes said about 60% of the employees are from the city of Lorain.  Commissioner Kalo commented that this has been in the newspaper, but wanted to share publically for those who may not have read the newspaper.  County Administrator Cordes said he had received early notification from Teletech that they would be doing the filing, and that gave a little time to activate our rapid response team in Lorain County, and also alert all of the partners we work with through the growth partnership and pull in the resources to provide services for the folks at Teletech.  Yesterday, representatives of the rapid response team met with management at Teletech to discuss what could be done on site to try to transition these unfortunate individuals who will no longer have employment at the end of May.  We are trying to figure out if they are going to start gearing down employment or if everyone is leaving at one time, and how we can best serve them and where the dollars are coming from.  We are at the end of a fiscal year  with authorized dollars, and we are facing some cutbacks next year, at least 10% within our allocation.  We are looking at a different funding pool and have contacted the state, although the dollars are a little bit more difficult to access.  We are also looking to see if there are additional adult dislocated workers and rapid response dollars available so we can program as many of these dislocated workers as possible.  One of the problems with the adult worker dollars is they have to be at certain levels on the poverty scale before they can access those dollars, which actually drains the other pool of resources pretty quickly.  The Project Ten Team has also been alerted, and unless we have something that is seriously in the cue, we are probably going to have to recommend converting our Project Ten dollars back to program dollars within the pools of adult workers and dislocated workers.  Commissioner Kalo said he just recommended a company for the layoff aversion this morning and he called Don Graves about it.  Administrator Cordes said we can work with them because we will have a new allocation, but he doubted that the application would pass very quickly because we just have to get to July 1st when we get our new authorization.  We would have had to convert some of that money either way because the new waiver is only for 10% and the old waiver was for 20%.   We are taking a look at the continuation of the stimulus people that were hired (24 and below) from Obama’s money, and we continued them on the youth dollars that we had from our rollover dollars.  It looks like we are going to cancel the whole program, although he was hoping to keep a few, but in going through the numbers, we may need some of those dollars because there are some people who are qualified for youth dollars to service them out of Teletech.  We are trying to get a handle on the age groups, and do not want to overact only to find out that we did not have anyone eligible.  JVS and the college are gearing up, and we are looking for space if they do not let us use the onsite facilities to meet with people.  We are printing literature, and we will have teams to meet with these people to try to give them a clear line of sight to the most rapid way of accessing benefits and getting reengaged either in the job search or developing more skills.  Some of these folks had already exhausted their opportunities, and then they found jobs at Teletech, so they will be able to re-access the system because they have been there for a while.  Unfortunately, some folks had run out of unemployment a long time ago and then they re-engaged with Teletech, so they will be eligible for unemployment benefits and some new training benefits that they were not eligible for before.  He said he would have more in the coming days, and there is a conference call later today that he has not confirmed with Sandy yet, and once he gets information, he will pass it along very rapidly to the commissioners.  This has nothing to do with the workforce in Lorain County. Team Mobile is moving their customer service back in-house.  There were reports last year that we had some problems with the employment base and things like that, and we worked through all that and got it worked out.  His understanding was that the center was doing very well on their overall satisfaction surveys, and it was not caused by the inability of the workers to perform satisfactorily on the site.  Some people have indicated that and it is not far to the workers out there who need these jobs and have put a lot of time in.  Unfortunately, 60% or more of the workers we believe have come out of the city of Lorain where unemployment is already in the double digits, and this just adds to the problem in Lorain.  

Commissioner Kalo appreciated the update and just wanted to make sure everyone was aware of what is being done and that we are not sitting on this.  He also congratulated Greg Holcomb for being appointed by Congresswoman Sutton’s Director in Lorain County.


Commissioner Blair said as she had reported last week about the Lorain County Transportation Day that was hosted by the Lorain County Community Alliance that starting next week on April 12th you can view clips of this on their website at (www.lccommunityalliance.com) and this is in addition to the dates given to us for viewing on the college channel and those dates have passed.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin was glad to hear that there was an explanation about Teletech.  She had read a few stories in the newspaper about it.  She felt that it is very important to report the information here and every session is necessary, but she wished that the newspaper would write some personal interest stories, not just about Lorain County people who got jobs there, but about people who moved here in order to have a job.  Some were abandoned by our society and our economic situation and we need to know about that.  Administrator Cordes said he did not know if they would be abandoned because we will give them as many life nets and supports as possible.  It is unfortunate about their job loss but they are not abandoned.  Ms. Johnson said she did not mean that they were abandoned locally but by society in general and how we handle economic situations and how we let it happen and could have avoided it maybe.  Commissioner Blair asked Ms. Johnson how this could have been avoided; and Ms. Johnson said we could have had some regulations through people on Wall Street and the banks and so on.  Commissioner Kalo agreed with her and he said if we had done that after the savings and loans collapsed in the 80’s and kept those same rules we would not be where we are at today.  Commissioner Kokoski said it is unfortunate because it does not just affect the people at Teletech but affects everyone in Lorain County in one shape or form just because they are not shopping at our stores, eating at our restaurants and not spending the money they would normally have if they were still working.  So it affects all of us.
Administrator Cordes said when you take a multi-million dollar payroll and you withdraw it from the community it has a trickle down affect, and we use a rule of three to five, three meaning more realistic of many times it multiplies.  We understand that 600 jobs were lost, and that is a sizeable payroll.  Commissioner Kalo said that means $6 million gross per year at $11.00 per hour.  Administrator Cordes said so if you multiply that by three or four, you are talking about $20 or $23 million worth of spending that is not occurring within our community.  He said as Dr. Shanahan at the college says it is not what gleans the community that makes it prosperous, it is what comes into it that makes it prosper, and what we ship out as an export.  Those dollars are now leaving, they were dollars coming in, and now they are gone.
