Commissioner Kokoski said she is not happy with #3&#5, both these house are nice and have acres of property and one has only a 16 year old roof. She would like to know what happened at the meeting Commissioner Kalo, County Administrator Cordes and Assistant County Administrator Twining attended with Ohio Department of Development last week.


Commissioner Kalo said since the county has implemented prevailing wage, not many contractors submit.


County Administrator Cordes said the meeting was not very productive, ODOD cares more about statistics rather than the people that are unemployed, etc.  ODOD will decrease the amount of money that the county receives or eliminate the program if Lorain County does not drawdown. They also commented on the Neighborhood Stabilization Program, that the county is not drawing down, but new legislation was approved were counties can land bank.  Commissioner Kalo asked the state if the county could allocate, give a waiver of entitlement to the cities of Lorain and Elyria since they need it the most and action needs to be taken by May 31, 2010.

Assistant County Administrator Twining said we are the second largest county that deals with the state regarding these programs.  He said the house that has a 16 year old roof, was built without building codes, which is a concern and the other house is a century house, both owners are income eligible, it is not based on value of house or land value, the county needs to stabilize the neighborhood.   County Administrator Cordes said the county needs to move ahead with the projects or expect to lose money.


Commissioner Kokoski said she is sure that more owners are out there that need the help, do we work with Job & Family, etc. Commissioner Kalo said the townships, village and cites are aware of their entities and should be able to help the people that are in need, the problem sometimes is that people do not want to give the information.
