Section 9: Mileage, Parking & Tolls read as;

9. Mileage, Parking and Tolls:

a. Employees shall be reimbursed for actual miles (per the IRS mileage reimbursement), on official county business, when using their personal vehicle.

b. Such payment is considered to be total reimbursement for all vehicle-related expenses (e.g., gas, oil, depreciation, etc.)
c. Mileage reimbursement is payable to only one of two or more employees on the same trip, in the same automobile.
d. Employees should use a County-owned vehicle when traveling for business with the exceptions of the County Commissioners and County Administrators unless otherwise approved.
e. Employees should use a County-owned vehicle when traveling for business with the exceptions of the County Commissioners and County Administrators unless otherwise approved.
f. Charges incurred for parking at the destination and any necessary highway tolls are reimbursable at the actual amount.  Receipts for   parking costs and highway tolls are required. Said policy is considered apart hereof to this resolution by reference as follows:

Travel & Expense Reimbursement
1. Employees under the Lorain County Commissioners are to receive reimbursement for necessary expenses incurred while traveling on official County business.
2. Employees are eligible for expense reimbursement only when travel has been authorized in writing by the Department Head and approval has been received from the Board of Commissioners.  (a copy of the travel request must accompany any invoices submitted to the Auditor’s Office in order for the employee to receive reimbursement.)
3. The Travel/Expense Request Form is to be pre-approved and submitted by the proper Department Head or County Administrator Office prior to the meeting/seminar date for Commission action with a copy of the meeting/seminar notice attached.  This form must be fully completed detailing names, purpose, dates, appropriation account number, total estimated costs, etc.
4. The Department Head that submits the Travel Request Form is certifying that dollars have been appropriated and are available to cover this travel request.  No official, appointing authority or employee is to exceed the amount appropriated in their line item account.
5. Any overage to the estimated and approved expense must be resubmitted on a new request form and authorized by proper action of the County Commissioners.
6. The County Commissioners and the County Administrator will approve or disapprove the travel request after carefully considering the adherence to the parameters this policy and the merits or purpose of the meeting/seminar.
7. Upon the County Commissioners’ approval of the request form, the original shall be returned to originator, and a copy sent to the County Auditor.  Disapprovals will be returned to the originator.
8. When, for reasons of time, prior approval cannot be granted for important or required meetings which comply with these policies, the County Commissioners authorizes the County Administrator to grant special verbal approval.  Written follow-up shall be required, i.e., the Travel Expense Request.

Lodging
       expenses will only be reimbursed for prior approved travel that is more than fifty (50) miles from the employees place of
       business unless otherwise approved.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT



Commissioner Kokoski said this weekend the Democratic Chairman’s Banquet honored Betty Blair and John Hatcher for their dedicated service. The Board presented her certificate of recognition today. Commissioner Blair quoted Chuck Blair’s speech teacher at Amherst High School, stating “a speech should be like a women’s skirt, long enough to cover the subject but short enough to maintain interest”
Commissioner Kokoski noted #12 under board correspondence relating to the drop off site for various prescription drugs.

Commissioner Kokoski said there are people in the audience regarding the Vermilion River Scenic designation study. She stated that in the Commissioners resolution, some wording might indicate more than a study and she would like to rescind the resolution or strike out and/or amend it so we can assure that no language can possibly give anyone a chance to infringe on their rights or restrict the use of anyone’s lands along the Vermilion River.  It is her understanding that all the government entities along the designated river have either not been in favor of it from the beginning or have since rescinded there resolution, which includes our Lorain County Planning Commission, Soil & Water District, Huron County Commissioners, City of Vermilion, Brownhelm, Florence and Henrietta Townships, you name it, they are all not in favor of this and don’t think there is any reason the Commissioners should not rescind the study, if it was just a study, but she is concerned with the designation and did ask Jerry for his opinion on this matter.  
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the resolution the Board passed really has two sections; 1) we supported the study; 2) does not support or recommend the designation it just does, sensually if there is a designation the county agrees to cooperate in preservation techniques and specifically talks about zoning, and we do not have county zoning.  Commissioner Kokoski said but in the event, if there is a designation then it says we support it, so do we want to support it, she thinks we don’t.  
Commissioner Kalo disagrees and after reading through this all the Board did was support the study.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if anyone has seen this study. Commissioner Kalo said all the information was received and the comment period has been opened up indefinitely and sees it dying a slow death currently, and State Representative Terry Boose, 58th District is present.
Commissioner Blair said that the section 2 reads; Section 2 reads as;

Lorain County Board of Commissioners agrees to cooperate with the Ohio Department of Natural Resources, Scenic Rivers staff, with other units of government and agencies in the development and implementation of river preservation techniques including but not limited to land use controls such as zoning for long term protection of the Vermilion River.

State Representative Terry Boose, 58th District, glad to be here and the cooperation that was given when he was a Huron County Commissioner relating to ditch issues, etc.  Representative Boose said about 3 weeks ago, he had a town hall meeting in Amherst and about half the people that showed up had just heard a study had been done and moving forwarded on the designation of the Vermilion River.  The concern was property rights and this is his concern, he does not think it is very defined, does not know what it means that from a 1,000 feet out from the river they have control over those property rights. There are various rumors going around about what is going to be done, how it is going to be done, some of the things that are said are; the public area is going to be upgraded and this can be done without the scenic river designation, no one has really said, what by designating the scenic river does for the community and this is his concern, what are we doing for or against the community.  He would like the other people here to speak about this and also, not just the people on the river, there are other issues like agriculture drainage, sewage drainage and these things that go into this river that could have some major effects on it and do appreciate that ODNR is cooperating, with extending the comments and information to at least 3 more meetings to hear what the people have to say and do not know any political subdivision along the river yet, that has gone along with what they want to do and he would appreciate if Lorain County would put a resolution together or amend a resolution to say, yes we agree with the study, and there is nothing wrong with the study, it is good, but now it is time to analyze  those and everyone needs proper time. 
 Commissioner Kalo said this is what the discussion period is for, you as a State Rep is closer to ODNR than the county is and he stated Dan Martin, Director, Lorain County Metroparks is the one that started this and got all the resolutions of support of the study and for preservation of our waterways, which he agrees with, and we have not heard from him because they are our designees over the parkland in the county and to change or rescind at this point he does not see a need because the study is done. 
State Rep Boose said as the other political subdivisions must feel they are trying to move this along quicker than what people want and as he understands, if some people would have not saw the one ad in the paper, this would have all been all over with, moved through being a scenic river.  He thinks there is a problem in the law that allows them to come in a put a small advertisement in part of the paper that most people don’t read and move forward with such major changes, we need to look at the state level as to notification to everyone that would be affected, and in this case it is 1,000 ft of the river, and there are many people along this river that still are unaware and don’t think this is fair and he will work on this at the state level relating to the notification because everyone should have been notified to include all County Commissioners, all political jurisdictions, property and business owners, etc.  He also hopes that the Board is also concerned, not just of the park but also the rights of the people.  
Commissioner Kalo said there is also the same issue with the lakefront residents with the watermarks, State Rep Boose agreed. Commissioner Kalo said in his case, the board supported the study and this has not gone for approval yet and to rescind our support for the study is ridiculous. Commissioner Kokoski said she is not asking for rescinding of the support for the study, she is asking for the strike of the second paragraph that talks about the designation to make sure that we do not open up for the change that someone thinks we are in agreement with it when the property owners might not be.  
Commissioner Kalo said it was in the paper this week, so he thought residents would show up but for him to rescind something they did 3 years ago he would have to look into it same with the residents.

Orrin Leimbach, 8888 Bank Street, Brownhelm Township Trustee presented some documents to the board and said his family has about 62 acres of land along the river bank and has been designated as conservation farm property and he is the 5th generation to live and work on this farm.  The scenic river is set up by Ohio Revised Code 1547.81.  In the first highlighted area; paragraph 5; “Declaration by Director that an area is a wild, scenic, or recreational river area does not authorize the director of any governmental agency or political subdivision to restrict the use of land by the owner thereof, and Paragraph 6 states; “The Director may enter into a lease or other agreement with a political subdivision to administer all or part of a wild, scenic, or recreational river area and may acquire real property or any estate” and this did affect next paragraph “they may participate in watershed-wide”. The second page, exhibit is the Resolution, Lorain County Commissioners passed on October 18, 2007 “study”.  Under the Administrative Codes 1501:17-3-02 “preservation of property; exceptions; paragraph 1; “no person shall collect, remove, injure, deface, destroy or otherwise disturb ice, soil, sand, gravel, rocks, fossils, minerals, plants, plant materials, animals or any other substance within any nature preserve, scenic river land or natural area under the supervision and control of the department or its designated custodian. collecting materials for research purposes may be permitted upon written application to and approval by the chief of the division; it
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says nothing about the landowner. Section 1501:17-3-03 “introduction of plants and animals and feeding of wildlife prohibited; “no person shall introduce or bring any plant or animal or their reproductive bodies into any nature preserve, scenic river land or natural area without written permission of the chief of the division of his appointed agent. No person shall place or scatter salt, grain, feed or other substance capable of luring, enticing or attracting wild animals and birds on any nature preserve, scenic river land or natural area”. He stated the key word is “scenic river”.  He skipped OAC Section 1501:17-3-05 “firearms and fireworks prohibited; exceptions.  He said all these sections do not mention the lands of the division.  He stated that Mr. Logan, Director, ODNR had indicated at a meeting, that these things only apply to their lands.  In Section 1501:3-2-13 “permission required for public meetings, events and special activities; “no person or persons shall conduct any public meetings or events, or special activity upon the lands or waters of the division”, no other section mentions division.  Section 1501:14-3-04, this was changed to the following on March 25, 2010, 3 days after the meeting at the park  and was not mentioned at any of the meetings that were held or in any private decisions “hunting and fishing prohibited, exceptions; “no person shall hunt, pursue, trap, catch or attempt to hunt, pursue, trap or catch any wild animals or fish on any lands or in waters within a nature preserve or natural area under the supervision and control of the department or its designated custodian”, the following did read; It shall be lawful on scenic river lands, to take or catch fish, unless otherwise posted provide such is done in accordance with the provision of the Revised Code and wildlife orders then in effect. On scenic river lands posted for such use, it shall be lawful to hunt, pursue, trap or attempt to hunt, pursue, trap or catch any wild animals provide such is done in accordance with the provisions of the Revised Code and wildlife orders then in effect.”  Mr. Leimbach looked at website under Ohio scenic river programs; “river corridors are narrow natural areas only a few hundred feet wide”, if you look at hearing announcement it states – “including adjacent lands of 1,000 feet in each direction from the normal waterlines of the watercourse, as well as lands beyond”, 1,000 feet is like from here to Burger King and this states 1,000 feet on both sides of river, this is a few more than 100 feet.  He also included Brownhelm Township Resolution “rescinding the resolutions passed on March 11, 2008 based on the fact their views were misrepresented by the ODNR, not only at the park hearing but thereafter. He asked the County Commissioners in concert with all the communities along the western border and the other counties and their governmental entities involved have all rescinded and he asked that the Commissioners do so as well.  
John Krumweide, Florence Township Trustees and farmer said this township did not support the study from the beginning because of the 1,000 feet corridor but have no issues with working on the river or protecting it, it is a property issue.  ODNR said once the study was completed they were going to designate it, but they more opposition than expected and none of the residents in Florence Township support this.  Florence Township did a resolution to not support the designation, nothing rescinded and he asked the Commissioners to do something similar
Pat Leimbach, Brownhelm Township (Orrin’s mother) stated her family has lived along the river for over 150 years and ownership of about 1 mile of scenic river.  Her objection is same as Orrin’s and Mr. Krumwide, which is the 1,000 ft. designation, this encroach upon their private land and is either most of which is scenic or wild.  Her property also contains a very important historical point, an Indian fort, which the Indians hid very well from the public and entrance to this is on her land and has been respected during the 150 years of ownership on this land.  Last year they gave the conservation easement on all the wooded banks of property and she has been there 60 years of her marriage and has worked this land and this is how the land can be protected and it is a great disappointed for her to think that it might become public land and subject to all the vagaries of the public and would encourage the Commissioners to rescind your support the designation of the scenic river.  She said the owners along the river have done a good job in keeping this river cleaned and would like to continue the maintaining of it.
Commissioner Kalo asked if there was public access currently to the river through the private owners have to give public access to the river on their property, behind, etc. Mrs. Leimbach said there is no public access to the river, it is very steep, and they are at the highest point at the Middle Ridge level and no public access. He asked if other owners give public access to the river from their private property, she said she is not aware but Gore Orphanage has public access which gores through Metroparks and Mr. Milton Sailor, down river farms the river bottoms, but their family gave it up in 1969 after the flood and they preserve the forestry and felt it was to treacherous and dangerous. 
Commissioner Kalo asked State Rep Boose if the 1,000 designation under the code allow public access to everyone if though it crosses private property. State Rep Boose said this is the concern, no one has the answer.  
Orrin Leimbach said immediately across the river from them would be end of Peasley Road south and at one time, Peasley Road went down through the valley up to Middle Ridge Road near Millers’ Orchards.  This property use to belong to Oberlin College and entered onto by Peasley Road and it is his understanding that there is no public access, but since the Metroparks took control of this property, he is not aware and in his opinion there is to be no pubic access, however the park put a parking lot at the top of the hill on Peasley Road south and people have walked down the cliff/path which is about 65 feet high and have personally seen a dead body fall off this cliff.  Homeowners and people along the river have issues with that there is no consideration for liability and hunting does take place to control the deer, so there is also a great danger of getting shot. 
Commissioner Kalo asked if anyone has put together a list of all these questions to ODNR to be answered, he does not want to make a decision on legislation that was done 3 years ago without spending the same amount of time concerned with rescinding it that he spent going to the public hearings on this with all the support of designating this scenic/wild river.  State Rep Boose said there is no specific list of questions, his office has just begun working on this in the past couple of weeks and they are trying to get a separate meeting to get some of these questions answered. He said he is still learning and does not know what all the questions will be, Commissioner Kalo said this is were the landowners would come in.  
Commissioner Kokoski said does not remember there was a lot of discussion when it first came up, she heard the Metroparks were going to handle this and they do a fantastic job and know one ever complains, but she does not think that anyone knew about the 1,000 feet would encroach property rights.  Commissioner Kalo said he and Commissioner Blair attended the meetings with the Metroparks, ODNR and residents on this discussion and it was over 3 years ago. He said there are 3 ways to designate; scenic would be high; low would be wild and lowest is recreational. 
Commissioner Kalo asked if a list of questions could be forwarded to him and State Rep Boose and they will speak with Mr. Logan, ODNR and get some answers.  Mr. Leimbach said during Brownhelm meeting where the resolution was rescinded he spoke with Mr. Gable and Kwiatkowski and at the beginning of the meeting and it has attended 6 meetings and they have been at 4, he did have a list of questions and they did answer them verbally but nothing is in writing.
Shawn Newsome, 3170 Jerusalem Road, Vermilion said we are making a mistake on the 1,000 feet, if you read the Ohio scenic river law, it says “the area shall include lands adjacent to the watercourse with sufficient width to preserve, protect and develop the natural character of the watercourse but shall not include any lands more than 1,000 feet from the normal water in the watercourse, unless an additional rift is necessary to preserve water conservation scenic, fish, wildlife, historic or outdoor recreation values, this does not stop at 1,000 feet.  A question was asked if the public could go across private land and he stated under section 1547.81, 5th paragraph “the director may entre into a lease or other agreement with a political subdivision to administer all or part of a wild, scenic or recreation river area and may acquire real property or any estate right, or interest therein in order to provide for the protection and public recreation use of a wild, scenic or recreational river area”, 6th paragraph “the chief of the division of watercraft or the chief’s representative may participate in watershed-wide planning with federal, state and local agencies in order to protect the value of wild, scenic, and recreational river areas”, it is not a 1,000 feet it is what ever is beyond that is necessary, watershed wide.  In 1547.81, paragraph 1 “the director or the director’s representative may prepare and maintain a plan for the establishment, development, use, and administration of those areas as a part of the comprehensive state plans for water management and outdoor recreation. The director or director’s representative may cooperate with federal agencies administering any federal program concerning wild, scenic or recreational river areas”, with giving them car-ta-blanc, whatever they want to do, this is not a 1,000 feet, this is lands beyond the entire watershed and they do not need anyone’s permission but will affect the personal property owners rights drastically.  These people have worked hard their entire lives, pay taxes and live out there, where is there chance to vote, there is none. The ORC is vague and once it is done it is permanent, people change office all the time, it needs to be rescinded and this gives all control away and property rights along the river.  
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Commissioner Kalo asked how many scenic rivers are there? Mr. Newsome said there are 14, closest being Chagrin.  
Mr. Newsome said in 1547.81, 5th paragraph “Declaration by Director that an area is a wild, scenic, or recreational river area does not authorize the director of any governmental agency or political subdivision to restrict the use of land by the owner thereof or any person acting under the landowners’ authority or to enter upon the land and does not expand or abridge the regulatory authority of any governmental agency or political subdivision over the area”. He presented the ODNR wild, scenic & recreational rivers brochure and within the 1st trifold, 3rd indention “prevents unwise development of the 100-year floodplain and encourages a natural forested corridor along both river banks”.  He said you can not restrict use of landowners so how are you preventing development.  He attended the meeting in Brownhelm and ODNR on March 8 passed a resolution that would give 30 days, maximum 60 days notice for any meetings, and next week on March 16, there was a press release that there would be a public meeting at Mill Hollow, where is the 30-60 day notice.  On March 21 an ad was in Journal and March 22 there was an information meeting on the $240,000 – 2 year study of Vermilion River, which was 86 pages, 10 pages just of supporting resolutions and is not available on line before meeting and no copies at meeting.  They presented a slide show, map and the law of the scenic river. There were numerous questions but no real answers and at the meeting there was a show of hands, 34 against, 14 for and believe some employees of the state raised their hands for it.  At the next Brownhelm meeting, many people were upset, 1st complained about the map and the starting point on the river.  He has a small marina on the river and asked if he was included and they said it starts at the 1.8 river mile and showed a USGS 1969 triangle map and he discovered that he was included as well as Riverview Park and Marina. At the meeting Mr. Gable said he was not included and then at another meeting, another map was shown, and he videotaped the meeting because there was a court reporter at the first meeting and he feels the minutes were not accurately reflected.  He has an Army Corp. of Engineer permit to dredge because of the shale, which is good for 5 years, he has had it for 2 years and he has heard that OHEPA will not authorize dredging on a scenic river area, same with Army Corp of Engineers, but in the law it states they do not have any jurisdictional authority over any other agency, so what happens to the dredging the people stated it would not affect anyone’s property rights, it does affect his rights and would put him out of business and would also affect the other business, he feels he has been lied to and after several conversations, Tim knew where the line was and no direct answers are being given and with the economy the way they should not be trying to put business out of business.  He said Mr. Logan was at the Monday Vermilion City meeting and said they might move the designation down river, many people asked about their rights, but did not give any answer, no one can guarantee anything. There was a section of a state scenic river that was designated and then they expanded it 17 miles there is no one stopping them.

Commissioner Kalo said with the study being completed how does rescinding the resolution affect anything, state Rep. Boose said he believe it does.  Mr. Newsome said it needs to be rescinded.

Commissioner Kokoski said we can not rescind the fact we authorized a study, Mr. Newsome said you should rescind the support of the study and designation, it would be the proper thing to do.  Commissioner Kalo said the study was done, can’t rescind this part.  Commissioner Kokoski said this resolution should have been two; 1 – study; 2-desigation, we should have had the opportunity to review before we make the decision to designate.  Mr. Newsome said in the ORC, ODNR can do this but they wanted the support resolution from jurisdiction and go ahead and designate with no further information until it was done.  

Commissioner Kokoski said it sounds like everyone rescinded this; does the Commissioner have that much clout that a rescinding resolution would make.  Mr. Newsome said ODNR can just go ahead a do this, but he would hope that this board would rescind everything that was done to show unity with the voters and there are many petitions going around people are upset.  

Commissioner Kalo asked Mr. Newsome to leave anything that he just read from so he can review it. Mr. Newsome said by having a scenic river you invite people and who is responsible for the liability when people get hurt, etc. This river is clean, if you invited more people, it will not stay this way.
Linda Taylor, family owns Riverpark RV Park & Marina. They own land on northern part of the river in City of Vermilion and abuts up against northern border of Lorain County Metroparks, people were welcomed onto the property since 1950, before this it was farm land for soybean, fruit, etc. It became a campground and picnic area because people from Cleveland asked her parents to fish and picnic along the river and they said yes and farming went out, picnicking, tenting, fishing and the Winnebago starting coming and her father dug a lagoon which is now the RV park and if they can not dredge the river the income will dry up.  Last year, Vermilion received a $340,000 grant to dredge river and then they had to dredge again this year, it will always be an issue and we do not want it scenic because the private rights will be taken away from what they can do to this river.  If they can’t break ice, years ago they dynamited, the Vermilion River and Vermilion will flood. Her stand is to not have this designated as a scenic river due to the fact that this river is already scenic due to the well kept nature of the people that have lived along the river, the fish are happy, birds are happy, please listen to the people. Her father worked for Ford and he would have been here but is in the hospital so she is here fighting for her family, her children and her children’s children and so is everyone else here today. They do not want anything bad to happen to the Vermilion River, they take good care of it, go to a river bed that does need help, ODNR is great with giving grants and welcome this but when she sees they are electrocuting or tagging fish, go to a river that is dead; like the Black River or Cuyahoga County River.   Why should we take down our bird feeders, birds like to come what are we going to attract, she feels like a donkey, please listen, they don’t want the designation and there are 14 others and not sure how these became and we are scenic the way it is.
Terry Darakis, Zenobia Road, Clarksfield Township (Huron County) lived here for 10 years, 51 acres on river, 2500 ft of river frontage and found out about this 2 weeks ago from their State Rep and he was shocked.  He appreciates privacy, good neighbors do let people on land and have no control over the river, it is opened water but Shawn Logan said residents can stop people from going on their property.  He told Mr. Logan he does not understand what it is like to live in the county, when you are 64 years old and with one foot and someone is on your property, they tear signs down, cut down trees, etc.  He takes care of his land and also considered giving his land to 2 years go to Western Reserve and if ODNR tries to still this he might reconsider. The 1000 feet would take his whole land and 99% of the people have no idea that this is going on and this will cause liabilities. Mohicgan River has trash, you can not convenience them that 1000 of people will not come to this river and trash it up, there are many wild animals that run through his property because it is quite they like it here, bring people and they will disappear and we are the stewards of the earth and would like to continue to enjoy and has landownership rights.  He said there was a meeting in Huron County that a company about 3.5 miles down the road from the river wanted to be approved for a deep injection well, which would destroy fresh water and 18 tankers a day and jeopardize peoples health and children.

Linda Taylor said when the campground is opened in the sprig and river is higher, there are canoes and kayaks coming down and she is scared for these people, they ask her for rides, restrooms, etc. The parks need to have comfort station along the river. She has asked the Metroparks for restrooms, first aid stations and nothing has been done to the south of her.  The south end of her property is on UTube because a guy from Michigan named “Jim” stands on her property stating come to the Vermilion River for steelhead trout fishing. She has called Vermilion Police Department to monitor the no parking along Vermilion Road because it is a narrow strip but people leave garbage.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said the minutes/tape of what was passed 3 years ago and having listened to all these folks they have done their homework and want to remind everyone why public records are so important and she will do some homework on state agencies and the public records. It is very important as to what they are saying as to citizen participation, transparency and democracy.
Commissioner Blair asked Mr. Innes if he had any comment regarding interpretation of the Ohio Revised Code with the subject. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the original resolution intent does not recommend support of designation but intend was to support local authority at the local level to keep the river preserved and work in cooperation with local. But do not wish to have this river designated.  This an odd statue and ODNR has to give notice to a local government but does not indicate they have to have approval from local government or local government can veto what they do but input of local government has some affect and the local voices of the citizens.  He prepared, with some 
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desire of the Board that they wanted to clearly convene this was not the intention to recommend designation and then there is some sense we do not want to pass a resolution and then rescind and go back and forth, the study was done and he does not see the rescind of this but maybe clarify second part. Commissioner Kalo said he still feels this way, there were a lot of meetings held and he does not feel that he has had enough time to review this to consider rescinding.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes suggested as a compromise until more information is available “Be it resolved, by the board of commissioners wish to clarify resolution 07-743, the resolution authorized a study but does not recommend the designation of the Vermilion River as a scenic river, rather section 2 was intended to demonstrate the boards’ willingness to cooperate with local authorities and landowners adjacent to the river by making available county departments to assist local efforts for preservation”.  This way it clarifies the Board intent was to assist Townships, Metroparks or any other local authorities that was doing something and devote the county departments to help them and clarifies that it is not our intention that this river should be designated against the wishes of the local people.  If more information becomes available later on and the board wants to rescind we could do later and is just a suggested compromise.
Commissioner Kokoski said she likes it but believes there are other people that wish to speak. Commissioner Blair said there is also other business that the Board still needs to conduct today and asked if anyone else wishes to speak, please be brief.

Butch Born, Henrietta Township Trustee and the Township are in support of all these people and they feel the same way. ODNR misrepresented them and mislead them and the 3 trustees families have been in the township for more than several generations and more than overly protected of the property owner rights and the township residents.  For ODNR to come in and have resolutions passed to support a study that might jeopardize property owner rights, they must have had a good sales pitch.  Henrietta has since rescinded their resolution and was after the study but it was to show the people were they stood and would like the Commissioners to reconsider the rescinding and if later ODNR can spell out all the details then could support later and with the lack of information they have withdrawn from lack of support.
Howard Born, Vermilion Road, Henrietta Township said the Lorain County Planning Commission voted to deny the study and had 2 meetings and Assistant County Prosecutor Innes was at the second one and the concern was people’s rights.  The reason it came up was because there is a tributary in central Ohio Darby Creek, large watershed that feeds into it and many people down there were against it. The other 14 designated rivers he is not sure how but if it was with this one quick meeting, then probably no one knew about it. Everyone has been fooled from time to time and they sold it to everyone and found all government bodies, but isn’t it confusing that it is time to designate it and they can not find anyone and just put a little thing in the paper to move forward.  He is a large landowner and respect the property because it took a lot of work to maintain this and have open land and has listened to the Board about the financials and believe the cuts that have happened but he has cut all his life and use to farm 800 acres making a good acre and now farm 4800 acres and have another business and it is harder than it has ever been and his last half of taxes went up $5,700 and this is not easy to squeeze out of agriculture, to much to farm and this is what ODNR is doing pressuring people.  He just can’t believe ODNR can’t find people; like county commissioners, because they don’t want to, they have their own agenda to get it on their resume and some people won’t have the job because it will not be the same Governor, people are getting smarter.  ODNR has continually stating they have no association with Metroparks and yes the parks are good but as a taxpayer but the parks have positive things and something he disagrees with and they have 6500 acres that is not taxed and continues to grow but maybe the land should go to someone that could pay taxes on.  There are a lot of parks that nothing goes on in, never sees anyone on the bike trail, it beautiful but maybe there is only 1% enjoying it, he loves Findlay State Park, have been going there since he was a little kid but have never to this day driven through there that there was not room for everyone that wanted to come and it is one of the nicest in southern part of the county.  He thinks by rescinding you don’t look foolish, you will look intelligent and the landowners down that river deserve the respect and commissioners have had a lot of mud thrown at them over the years and if you don’t realize, this will be a good positive thing.
Commissioner Kalo said he is not against rescinding this but would like to wait a week because he did not receive anything prior to this being brought up today.  Mr. Born said considering what you heard today and don’t’ think Terry Boose would be here lying and he thinks waiting another week, day it is not something that is necessary and think you are capable; sometimes you have to change your mind because it is not going to fly.  He is not asking to give up, just this moment you can always change and rescind at this time because the meeting is coming up.  Commissioner Blair said the meetings will be held on May 5 from 7-9 at VOL, May 27 at Firelands Boy Scout and June 8 at Firelands High School.  Mr. Born said on ODNR website they have posted everyone that is supporting this and were asked why the rescinding resolutions were not posted.  He said if the Board does not rescind the whole thing at least the designation portion. Commissioner Kalo said he is thinking about some verbiage.

Commissioner Kalo said the Board was not invited to Vermilion and knew nothing about it.

Rick Kruek, Kipton Village asked what the motivation was in getting this study.  Commissioner Kalo said the Board was notified in 2007, along with other government entities, jurisdictions and the Commissioners attended a meeting at Mill Hollow and sat through a few hour presentation, walked the grounds and several communities endorsed prior to us and Metroparks made a presentation with the benefits of the designation of wild/scenic river and best fit the river.  The Board approved a resolution to endorse the study to see if it qualified or not.  Mr. Kruek said it gives ODNR more control of the property along river.  Commissioner Kalo said property rights were never brought up, he would like to get some answers to; property rights, dredging, ice breaking, relationships to the marinas, public access to the private properties, ramps off SR2, highway access, liability issues of private land owners, clarification of the ORC – similar to what State Rep Boose is doing. There are issues that need to be discussed and he currently would not rescind but would like to suspend support until further information is received because he does not want to rescind something he did 3 years ago and spent a lot of time on it and not to drag it out because other communities have rescinded but we represent the county of 304-308,000 people and this is properly why Erie County is doing the same and would be more comfortable with a suspension until more information is received and work with State Rep Boose and others; ODNR and Governor’s office.
Commissioner Kokoski said even the townships that are on the river supported this and did not realize just like we did not, so now that everyone is aware and this public discussion is important to find out how this is going to affect the landowners.

Commissioner Kalo said he will reference what Mr. Born did stating that Metroparks is being used by 1% of the people, well at 300,000 people the board has to look at because there are only about 20 residents here and he does not want to make decisions lightly when he was not aware of this before hand.  
Terry Darakis, Clarksfield Township said he respects this and said Commissioner Alderman, Huron County Commissioners that he is not interested and tabled this and not approved and have no plans of doing anything.  He said there is only 1 week today from the meeting and it would be helpful is this board did something.

Howard Born requested that all the Commissioners attend this meeting.

Rick Kruek, Kipton said that the Village rescinded there resolution last month and think now this was a good idea after all the discussion.

Barb Ramirez, 424 Overlook Road, Vermilion said the board would like to get more information and discuss with ODNR but they have been very deceptive, misleading people, even out right lying.  It has been brought up several times and under OR C1547.81 it does state they could take people property but Director Logan, ODNR denies this and can not affect private property rights. She said the minutes of the Vermilion Council were not ready or she would have brought them to show that he misquoted the law.  They were going to take 5 miles of the river at a time and if you look at the scale you can not tell this what property it covers and they refused to confirm designation and they might not take property right now but they can do it is the future.
Commissioner Blair said it is now 11:45 and there is a noon appointment at the courthouse.
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Mr. Darakis said the study and studiers did not know that the Vermilion City extends out to North Ridge Road and half river belongs to Brownhelm Township and the $240,000 study is not complete.

Commissioner Kalo suggests a resolution to suspend support rather than rescinding. Commissioner Kalo asked County Administrator Cordes about Teletech and the funding. County Administrator Cordes said yesterday there was some conversations at the state, as of last week there were no funds and not a target industry but yesterday there was a potential assistance of $180,000 that would go into a pool with local dollars, converting 2009 wia funds on layoff conversion and anticipate to convert to along with 2010 allocation for about $220,000 that would give eligibility of $180,000 for a $400,000 package to Teletech via Team Lorain County and does know that Teletech is shopping around and not sure if there is enough money because to retain the workforce would be around $900,000 but with the changes on the inversion funds and wages at Teletech were $10 and with the down economy here it needs to be maintained.

Shari Pena, Commissioner Kokoski administrative will go on behalf of the Board to present the Workers’ Memorial proclamation


County Administrator Cordes said the negative impact will be profound, because late last week received allocation for 2010 wia and state was cut in aggregate of 10% but this county took a 27.8% cut and this is unacceptable and irresponsible and the counties that are experiencing more significant economic impact than others they were not cut as significantly and whether the most reduction was in the dislocated workers, which can be used with regard to eligibility.  The adult dislocated worker funds was cut 50% and will have and these have more stringent qualifications and the dislocated workers fund was used more because it is used for people that have worked and got laid off.  He spoke with Growth Partnership and will look into this.  Commissioner Kalo said there was a wia seminar at CCAO and will forward this information along.  County Administrator said the Appalachian communities have complained a lot and they get more money in the southeast part of the state but 30% was an irresponsible change on the part of the estate regarding Lorain county given the severity of the unemployment, the continued depressed economy here and huge rise in foreclosures which was at the top of the list and this county had the distinction of being in USA Today – 2 weeks ago with the  highest percentage of bankruptcy filings being #1 and we continue to do everything but for the state to do this with all these issues we will continue to work on this.  He has been in contact with Lundy, Koziura, Morano and anyone else that will listen.  He made the initial compliant and state has applied for emergency funding grant from D.C. around $36 million for shortfalls around the state, this is good, don’t know if they will get it or what the allocation is and if we have to take a similar cut make it fair across the board.  Commissioner Kalo said they look at the unemployment statistics and when you have a county that has only 15% that has 40,000 people, this is only 6,000 people out of work but when you look at our county with over 300,000 with 11% that is 35-40,000 people not working.  County Administrator Cordes said just looking at this unemployment has always been this way in the Appalachian counties and our double unemployment is not standard here and drive this down to the single around 5-6% and there are pockets in the City of Lorain, Elyria and Oberlin where it is around 20% unemployment that have ran out of benefits, etc., even though there is prosperity on the border of eastern county but this does not reflect the whole county.

State Rep Boose said don’t give up, he agrees it is hard to take away and the people that yell the loudest and it is hard to take money away from Appalachian counties, but if there is money available it could always come this way.


Commissioner Blair said yesterday herself and Virginia Haynes attended a luncheon at the City Club on Women in Transportation and said Pam Novak has input all information and project is ready to file with FTA as soon as ok is given from NOACA by May 14 and this is to go for the earmark from Betty Sutton. Also at the luncheon was the 3 representatives form Brackens Henderdroff and asked fro a letter of support.  
State Rep Boose said there was a letter of support from his office; Commissioner Blair said she would love to have one.

Dick Heidecker, Columbia Township Trustee said letters were received on April 7 stating the sewer bills would go up 600% and wants to know why there was no public information put out.  Commissioner Kokoski said County Sanitary Engineer Carney left.  Commissioner Kalo said $9.  Mr. Heidecker said it is not $9 it is $76, up 600% and this affects many residents, many are on SSI, this bill is due May 1 and then on May 4 ballot, there is a school levy and library levy, how are people to afford this and this is just Lorain County and does not include NEOSRD.  Commissioner Kalo asked how much were they before, Mr. Heidecker said one lady in the Westview allotments gets $1200/month in SSI and was paying $21 every 2 months, now it will be $76 every 2 months to Lorain County for 20 years.  Commissioner Kokoski said this was to be a $9 increase.  Mr. Heidecker said Lorain County put it out as $76; you can speak with Nick at Sanitary Office.  Commissioner Kalo said a lot of them were bundle and some are more some are less.  Mr. Hedicker said Plum Creek is $123 every 2 months from $63, and to notify someone less than 30 days is not right, there was no public information or public hearings, was there a meeting in October because no one received a letter.   Commissioner Kalo said we can have Mr. Carney present next week, Mr. Heidecker said he will not be able to make next week but possibly week after.  County Administrator Cordes said with regards to issues in Columbia Township like Plum Creek, Westview, West River some were abandoned and rates that went into affect did not take into consideration the construction, the $9 was across the whole district for general construction projects and some rates went up dramatically and some were lower and has heard that it was $9 but it was to be also construction and some were assessments.  There was a significant communication problem with Sanitary Engineer, the letters were to be mailed in January and this Board thought that they did and by working with storm water issues, he was shocked to find out first of March that these letters were still not out.  Mr. Heidecker said letters were received Easter week and he understands increases and mandates but the county did not give enough time for other elected officials to speak with their residents why this was happening.  Mr. Cordes does not have a good excuse lost track of issues and it was a serious communication breakdown.  Commissioner Kokoski asked what was the meeting that was just held, County Administrator Cordes said Engineer office had  a presentation on storm water and the actually hearings on the sewers and wastewater treatment plants were held almost 5-6 years ago and because of borrowing and construction of projects it took many years to get to this point.
