Lauren Falcone, Poggymeyer Design Group said Steve Pyles, Wellington Administrator is present and said the Village of Wellington would like to request a $10,000 revolving loan fund grant to hire a consultant to complete a downtown revitalization plan.  The first like grant was completed in Cambridge, Ohio – Guernsey County.  They are also requesting grant funds from the State of Ohio in amount of $15,000.  An updated plan is needed, which was last updated in 2001 which should be updated every 5 years. This plan would make the Village eligible for cdbg revitalization grants and in the past Wellington has taken advantage of this program and they along with the State of Ohio have put over $1.2 million into downtown and Village along with private property owners have matched to around $6 million.  The waiver has been approved by the State of Ohio.

Commissioner Blair said Economic Development Committee met this morning and they did recommend said project.


Commissioner Kokoski asked if it was customary for a revolving loan fund to turn the money into grant money. County Administrator Cordes said yes, but recently we have not had much activity and if we do not generate activity such as converting dollars to grants or making loans the Stat will reduce the balances, which were done in the past.  Revolving Loan Fund to covert to cdbg funds and in the state of the economy it is hard for employers to guarantee the jobs. Ron Twining, Assistant Lorain County Administrator said it can be converted to a grant to another government entity but can not; we can not go out and help a business with a grant only a loan. He said the state would like the county to be at $100,000 but we are around $375,000 but not many applications but the interest is good.  County Administrator Cordes said the county disputes with the state thinking they should have more within the account because a lot of grants have been given around $150,000.

Commissioner Kokoski said the company she was speaking with was very impressed with the county but with Teletech staying this other company will not be.

Commissioner Kokoski wished everyone a Happy Memorial Day and said she will be walking with Commissioner Blair in Lorain and Elyria parades since this is her last year rather than walking with the Veterans as she has always done.  She said TAPS is; “If you of you have been to a military funeral in which TAPS were played; this brigs out a new meaning of it.  Here is something Every American should know. Until she read this, she didn’t know, but she searched it out and it’s true: We in the Untied States have all hearing the haunting song, “Taps.” It is the song that gives us that lump in your throats and usually tears in your eyes. But, do you know the story behind the song? If not, I think you will be interested to find out about its humble beginnings.  Reportedly, it all began in 1862 during the Civil War, when Union army captain Robert Ellicombe was with his men near Harrison’s Landing in Virginia. The Confederate Army was on the other side of the narrow strip of land. During the night, Captain Ellicombe heard the moans of a solder who lay severely wounded on the field. Not knowing if it was a Union confederate solider, the Captain decided to risk his life and bring the stricken man back for medical attention. Crawling on his stomach through the gunfire, the Captain reached the stricken solider and began pulling him toward his encampment. When the Captain finally reached his own lines, he discovered it was actually a Confederate solder, but the soldier was dead. The Captain lit a lantern and suddenly caught his breath and went numb with shock. In the dim light, he saw the face of the solider.  It was his own son.  The boy had been studying music in the South when the war broke out. Without telling his father, the boy enlisted in the Confederate Army. The following morning, heartbroken, the father asked permission of his superiors to give his son a fully military burial, despite his enemy status. His request was only partially grant. The Captain had asked if he could have a group of Army band members play a funeral dirge for this son at the funeral. The request was turned down since the solider was a Confederate.  But, out of respect for the father, they did say they could give him only one musician. The Captain chose a bugler.  He asked the bugler to play a series of musical notes he had found on a piece of paper in the pocket of the dead youths’ uniform. This wish was granted. The haunting melody, we now know as “Taps” used at military funerals was born.

The words are:

First Verse;
Day is done. Gone the sun. From the lakes. From the hills. From the sky. All is well. Safely rest. God is night

Second Verse;
Fading light. Dims the sight. And a Star. Gems the Sky. Gleaming bright. From afar. Drawing nigh. Falls the night.

Third Verse:
Thanks and praise. For Our Days. Neath the sun. Neath the stars. Neath the sky. As we go. This we know. God is nigh.

She has felt the chills while listening to “Taps”, but she has never seen all the worlds to the song until now. She did not even know there was more than one verse. She also never knew the story behind the song and she did not know if everyone else did so she is passing it along.  She now has an even deeper respect for the song than she did before. Remember those lost and harmed while serving this country. Also remember those who have served and returned; and for those presently serving in the Armed Forces”
