Commissioner Kokoski received from Charles, Amherst stating medallions are available for Veterans graves at more info at www.cem.va.gov.  Under Public Law 110-157, signed on December 26, 2007, allows the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) to furnish a Government headstone or marker for the graves of eligible veterans who died on or after November 1, 1990, regardless of whether the grave is already marked with a privately purchased headstone or marker. Under the previous law, when the grave was already marked, only veterans who died on or after September 11, 2001 were eligible.  It also allows VA authority to “furnish, upon request, a medallion or other device of a design determined by the Secretary to signify the deceased’s status as a veteran, to be attached to a headstone or marker furnished at private expense.” This benefit is available in lieu of a Government furnished headstone or marker, for veterans in privately marked graves that died on or after Nov. 1, 1990.  The medallion is currently available. Until a new form specifically for ordering the medallion is available, claimants may use the form used for ordering government headstones and markers, VA Form 40-1330.   Important: Eligible veterans are entitled to either a Government-furnished headstone or marker, or the new medallion, but not both.  There is no change in eligibility for Veterans in unmarked graves: Regardless of the date of death, VA will furnish, at no charge to the applicant, a Government headstone or marker for the unmarked grave of any eligible veteran in any cemetery around the world.  Note: There is no charge for the headstone or marker itself, however arrangements for placing it in a private cemetery are the applicant’s responsibility and all setting fees are at private expense.

Marlene Thompson, 170 Brentview Dr., Carlisle Township and is Fiscal Officer for Township but speaking as a resident today.  She stated that she is a life long resident of Brentwood Lake Village since 1956. It was a beautiful neighborhood, stable, rural setting with a beautiful lake, ducks, birds and opportunity for swimming. This morning as she left the village, she was surrounded not by singing birds or quacking ducks but a bliss that was once a village, complete unknown wildlife and an evil eye. This should be more than a feature article in the newspaper it is about a deteriorating neighborhood of 225 dwellings.  She would hope that it would take interest, she is not pointing fingers at those who worked so hard to resolve, once ONDR caused the dam to be breached, she would rather put a face to a long standing problem in her opinion whoever can become a decision maker, offer relief to the residents for a once picturesque neighborhood that has rapidly become an eyesore with sinking property values.

Commissioner Blair said this board is aware of the problems and Assistant County Prosecutor Innes and Bill Holtzman, Engineer’s Office is also familiar with this issue.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said there was a lawsuit brought forth and has worked with the Association and Township to find a solution to keep dam and restore lake but it would cost lots of money, county has no money nor does the residents. Commissioner Kokoski asked if this was private property.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the lake is not our problem, the county looked at the road and dam and could get public work funds but in order to get grant money you need matching funds. Even if the improvements took place that would maintain and fix? County Administrator Cordes said the county became involved because of the wastewater treatment plant there and there were concerns if there was a rupture with the dam with the effluents from the homes.  While it is important to work with communities, some years ago there should have been an association to transfer the property of the lake to the association. His understanding is that Spitzer maintained ownership of lake but never transferred to association. County Assistant Prosecutor Innes said the engineer has looked at the road because it has been closed but nothing can be done now.

Commissioner Kokoski said if the property is in Spitzer’s name, is it not there responsibility.  Assistant Prosecutor Innes said that is our position in the lawsuit.
