WHEREAS, Resolution No. 09-375, authorized the Sheriff of Lorain County to impose an Adam Walsh Act sexually oriented offender registration fee in accordance with ORC 311.171 for those offenders who were subject to periodic registration as Tier I, II or III Adam Walsh Act sexually oriented offenders; and
WHEREAS, the Lorain County Sheriff’s Department also registers Megan’s Law sexually oriented offenders; and

WHEREAS, ORC 311.171 authorizes a county sheriff to assess a fee for the registration and notification of sexual offenders as provided 

by ORC 311.17 with respect to those persons who register under Megan’s Law; and

WHEREAS, Lorain County Sheriff Phil R. Stammitti has proposed assessing a Megan’s Law registration fee, effective July 1, 2010, as 

follows:

1. Beginning on Thursday, July 1, 2010, the Lorain County Sheriff’s Office will begin assessing a fee for the registration and notification of Megan’s Law sexual offenders as provided by Ohio Revised Code 311.171.  Per the O.R.C., a Megan’s Law sexual predator and/or a Megan’s Law child victim predator are mandated to register with the county sheriff’s office every ninety (90) days. The registration fee for a Megan’s Law sexual predators and/or child victim predators shall not exceed $100.00 per registration year. All other Megan’s law sexually oriented offenders shall be assessed a fee of $25.00 per registration year.
2. The Lorain County Sheriff's Office will not refuse to register a person, register a new address or verify a current address of a person who does not pay a fee as required by law under the section.  All unpaid fees will be reported and the county may recover those fees in a civil action as with any money due to the county.  Registration and verification fees shall be waived if the offender’s income is less than 125% of the Federal poverty level as determined by the United States Department of Health and Human Services annually based on family size equal to the size of the family of the person whose income is being determined.
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that we hereby assess a fee for the registration 
and notification of Megan’s Law sexual offenders a provided by ORC 311.171.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that those Megan’s Law sexual predators and/or Megan’s Law child victim predators who are mandated 

to register every 90 days, the fee will not exceed $100/registration year and all other Megan’s law sexually oriented offenders will be assessed $25/registration year. Registration and verification fees shall be waived if offender’s income is less than 125% federal poverty level and they supply documentation.
