BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that we hereby approve & enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement with Cuyahoga County for the Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Extension Act of 2009.

Said agreement is considered a part of this resolution and can be found on file in the Commissioners/Purchasing Office and Cuyahoga County Ryan White Part A Program Health & Human Services as follows:

RYAN WHITE HIV/AIDS TREATMENT EXTENSION ACT

CUYAHOGA COUNTY AND LORAIN COUNTY 

INTERGOVERNMENT AGREEMENT


THIS AGREEMENT, is entered into this 8th day of September 2010, by and between the Board of County Commissioners, County of Cuyahoga, Ohio and the Board of County Commissioners, County of Lorain, Ohio for the purpose of satisfying requirements in connection with the Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Extension Act of 2009 (Public Law 111-87, October 30, 2009). 

WHEREAS, the Ryan White Act requires that intergovernmental agreements (IGA) be established between  the chief elected officials of political subdivisions which have not less than ten percent (10%) of the eligible metropolitan area’s (TGA’s) reported AIDS cases; and


WHEREAS, the Ryan White Act requires the establishment of an administrative mechanism to allocate funds based on:

A. the number of AIDS cases in such subdivisions; and

B. the severity of need for outpatient and ambulatory care services in such subdivisions; and

C. the health and support services personnel needs within such subdivisions.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the above, the parties hereto agree in this Intergovernmental Agreement as follows:

ARTICLE I

Administration

A. The President of the Board of Cuyahoga County Commissioners will serve as the chief elected official for the transitional grant area (TGA) and will be responsible for the implementation of the Ryan White Act, Part A program.  Planning and implementation activities will be shared by the COUNTIES as defined in this Agreement.

B. The Office of the Cuyahoga County Administrator, Health and Human Services will be the administrative agent for the distribution of funds and the management of the Part A program.

C. CUYAHOGA COUNTY will administer the Ryan White Act funds in accordance with Section 2602 of the Act which limits these funds to 5% of the total award.

ARTICLE II

Funding Decisions

A. Funds received under Part A of the Ryan White Act will be used to supplement, not supplant, existing or planned funds made available in the years in which the grant is awarded to provide HIV related services to individuals with HIV disease.

B. CUYAHOGA COUNTY will adhere to the funding priorities established by the Cuyahoga Regional HIV Services Planning Council (hereinafter referred to as the “COUNCIL”), the federally mandated planning body for the EMA.

C. A RFP (Request for Proposal) process, based on established COUNCIL priorities and the distribution of AIDS cases among jurisdictions within the (TGA), consistent with the needs assessment conducted by the COUNCIL and this IGA, will be used to allocate funds to AIDS service providers.  The RFP will be developed consistent with Cuyahoga COUNTY policy and procedures and service needs within the TGA as established by the COUNCIL.  To assist the COUNCIL in establishing service needs, the COUNTIES shall provide the COUNCIL with pertinent information to support decision making including needs assessments which maybe funded through AIDS Funding Collaborative, Housing Opportunities for people with AIDS, and other related programs.

D. In awarding funding, criteria will be established by the CUYAHOGA COUNTY upon which to evaluate proposals received in response to the RFP subject to County policies and procedures.  To receive funding through the RFP process, providers must demonstrate the ability to meet criteria specified in the RFP.

E. Cuyahoga COUNTY shall convene a proposal review committee, which shall include Lorain County representation, so long as Lorain County is not applying for funds under the Act, to review all proposals submitted for funding with Ryan White Act monies.  As the Part A grantee, ultimate responsibility for approval of contracts rests with Cuyahoga COUNTY.  In awarding contracts, Cuyahoga COUNTY will comply with the terms of this Agreement, COUNTY policies and procedures and all applicable state, local and federal regulations.  Award determinations will be based on the RFP process, the priorities established by the COUNCIL, and the following criteria:

1. Funding will be allocated in accordance with the local demographic characteristics of AIDS and HIV infection, including allocations for services targeting infants, women, children, families, and minority communities.  The COUNTY will ensure that the percentage of funds expended is consistent with federally defined percentages in serving infants, children, and women living with AIDS within the TGA.  When information is received from Health Resources and Services Administration, the percentages will be provided.  

2. Priority for funding will be given to agencies providing a disproportionate share of care for the medically indigent.

3. Priority for funding will be given to providers whose proposals most directly relieve the burden of public and not-for-profit hospitals providing HIV related care to the medically indigent.

4. Priority for funding will be given to institutions and agencies participating in existing HIV service collaborations in the TGA.  Participation in an TGA-wide system of HIV care will be a requirement for funding.

5. Priority will be given to proposals that support an indigenous community capacity to provide care and strengthen the community based health care system.

6. Except for new or developing applicants proposing to serve under served populations, priority funding will be given to providers who have demonstrated experience in serving HIV infected persons.

7. The primary components of the process to distribute Part A Ryan White funds and the time frames required to complete the process will be developed by Cuyahoga COUNTY subject to established COUNTY procedures.

8. The period of time in which contracts shall be developed and forwarded for execution by selected contractors shall be not more than 45 days from the time the COUNTY approves an award.

F. Lorain COUNTY and Cuyahoga County agree to provide to each other information regarding programs and funding levels for services related to HIV disease.  Such coordination shall include, but not be limited to programs funded by HOPWA, the Ryan White Act, the AIDS Funding Collaborative, and the community organizations receiving direct grants from the COUNTY.

G. Grievances related to the COUNTY’s adherence to established policy, procedure, and criteria related to this award shall be handled in accordance with the COUNTY grievance procedures established in accordance with Section 2602(c) of the Ryan White Act and approved by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, and which is appended to this document as Attachment 1.

ARTICLE III


HIV Services Planning Council

A. All COUNCIL members shall be selected in accordance with COUNCIL by-laws and shall be jointly appointed the President of the Boards of Cuyahoga and Lorain County Commissioners and the Mayor of the City of Cleveland subject to Section 2602(b)(1) and (2) of the CARE Act.  Within 15 calendar days after approval of recommendations by the COUNCIL’s Executive Committee, appointments shall become effective absent any objections from the CITY or COUNTIES.

B. The Presidents of the Boards of Cuyahoga and Lorain County Commissioners and the Mayor of the City of Cleveland will appoint co-chairs to the COUNCIL upon recommendations of the COUNCIL and will ensure compliance with federal requirements regarding conflict of interest and eligibility for chairpersonship.  In the event of an impasse, the COUNTY and the CITY shall resolve differences in accordance with federally approved grievance procedures which include mediation as referenced in Article II (G) and Attachment 1.

C. The COUNTIES and CITY shall take care to ensure that the COUNCIL has a minimum of 33% representation from people living with AIDS and meets other membership criteria as defined in the CARE Act.

ARTICLE IV

Maintenance of Effort

As required by the condition of grant award for the 2010 Part A fiscal year, the COUNTIES agree to abide by the Maintenance of Effort requirement as defined by Sections 2605(a) of the Ryan White Act.  A description of the Maintenance of Effort process is included as Attachment 2 of this Intergovernmental Agreement.  Documentation supporting maintenance of effort will be maintained by the COUNTIES. LORAIN COUNTY will submit Maintenance of Effort documentation to Grantee by July 1st of each year.

ARTICLE V

Hold Harmless

The CUYAHOGA COUNTY agrees to hold harmless the LORAIN COUNTY officers, agents and employees from liabilities, costs and judgments resulting from the negligence or act or failure to act under this Agreement by CUYAHOGA COUNTY, its officers, agents and employees.  LORAIN COUNTY agrees to hold harmless the CUYAHOGA COUNTY, its Board members, officers, agents and employees from liabilities, costs and judgments resulting from the negligence or act or failure to act under this Agreement by the LORAIN COUNTY, its officers, agents or employees.

ARTICLE VI

Terms of Agreement

A. This Agreement shall be deemed effective upon its due adoption by the COUNTIES and upon the approval and release of funds by the United States Division of HIV Services, Bureau of Health Resources Development, Health Resources and Services Administration, whichever is later.

B. If any provision of this Agreement is invalid for any reason, such invalid portion shall not render invalid the remaining provisions of this Agreement which can be given effect without the invalid provision to carry out the intent of the parties as stated herein.

C. Neither party hereto may assign this Agreement in whole or in part without the written consent of the other party.

D. The waiver by a party or any breach or failure of the other party to perform any covenant or obligation contained herein shall not constitute a waiver of any subsequent breach.

E. This Agreement represents the entire Agreement between the parties and supersedes any and all prior agreements, whether written or oral.  Any medications of this Agreement shall be valid only if in writing and signed by all parties hereto.

F. None of the provisions of the Agreement are intended to create nor shall they be designed to create any other relationship between the COUNTY and CITY other than or independent entities contracting with each other hereunder solely for effecting the provisions of this Agreement.  Neither of the parties hereto nor any of their respective representatives shall be construed to be the agent, the employer, or representative of the other.

ARTICLE VII

Notice

All notices relating to the Agreement shall be either hand delivered to the party or mailed to the party by certified mail, return receipt requested to all respective parties at the addresses as both appear below:

Northern Ohio Poison Center has served over 302,000 citizens in Lorain County. During 2nd quarter of 2010, 395 human exposure calls were handled. Of the 945 total calls, during 2nd quarter, 395 calls had documented poisoning exposure; remainders were information. There were 315 of these 395 poisoning exposure calls that the center triaged and medically managed. This saved the citizens 239 unnecessary ed visits and medical evaluating resulting in a cost saving of over $324,000. During past quarter, NOPC was consulted by physicians on 26 hospitalized patients in the county healthcare facilities, resulting in savings of more than $2,1000 per patient in 2005 dollars, saving the county approximately $54,600 dollars.  The center relies on federal, state and local grants to subsidize the operations. Cuyahoga and Lucas counties have provided some financial support and are in the process of reaching out to the additional counties they serve to seek some amount of funding for their operations. As number o counties we serve have grown (19 counties during the past 1 ½ years) they are supporting additional staff to ensure the continuity of excellent service to the callers.
