APPOINTMENTS

9:45 a.m.
Ron Nabakowski, Clerk of Courts – lease at Visitor’s Bureau. Mr. Nabakowski requested to have another office located at the Lorain County Visitors Bureau on State Route 58, Amherst Township.  This would be a good convenience to the residents of Lorain County.  Last year the legislator passed a title fee increase to $15 which also helps the general fund.  The office is starting to digitalize the title paperwork to create more space which is needed and the passport business that is the heaviest usage is from Avon, Avon Lake, Amherst and Oberlin. Last year this office gave back to the general fund from title fund $168,000 title fees from increase and $81,000 was from passports. This office would take them back to the original 4 offices, before Broad Street closed and have 17 people, did have 18 people.  He hopes to generate $250,000 before end of year.

Commissioner Kalo said the total expenses are being picked up by the Clerk of Courts Title Office, Mr. Nabakowski said yes, just like North Ridgeville office.


Commissioner Kokoski said the $250,000 that was received was the first time since 2002. Mr. Nabakowski said in 1993 the separate title fund was established and sometimes there will be a surplus but in 2005 it decreased, 2006 it was bad and in 2007 he closed an office.


Commissioner Kokoski asked about employee wages. Mr. Nabakowski said no employees received raises and they are working on an expired 3 year contract.  


Commissioner Kokoski understands this is not a general fund department but does affect the general fund by giving a surplus back that offsets the county’s losses.  Will this office increase your revenue.  Mr. Nabakowski said if he did not think this office would make money he would not be doing it and it will also serve as another convenient location for the residents.   Mr. Nabakowski said this office will pick up some business from Huron and Erie counties as well as passport business.  He will utilize one (1) employee from within another office for this location.  He stated that if the legislators would allow the Clerks in the Clerk of Courts Title Office to be registrar deputy clerks he would receive around $6-700,000/year.  Commissioner Kalo said this was attempted several years ago with the Auditor’s office.  Mr. Nabakowski said he would like the Commissioners Association get with the Clerk of Courts Association to have the clerks become deputy registers.  It would make more sense.

Commissioner Blair asked if there could be a guarantee of money coming back. Mr. Nabakowski said he will give some money.


Commissioner Kokoski asked if this could be a 1 year lease to see if this is feasible. Mr. Nabakowski said this lease has already been negotiated for 3 years and with all the hard cost, computers, etc. it would be too hard to do in a 1 year lease.

Commissioner Blair moved to approve the 3 year lease with surplus return to the general fund, seconded by Kalo, the following resolution was adopted;
