John Hart, ODOT District 3 Deputy Director – West Shore Commuter Rail – strong proponent of transit partnerships for Ohio’s “Generation Next”

Mr. Hart said Valerie Kilmer, ODOT Production Administrator is a member on the subcommittee for West Shore, 
representing District 12 and we are here to serve.  

Mr. Hart said greetings on behalf of Governor Strickland and ODOT Director Jolene M. Molitoris; he is here today to speak 
about Ohio’s 21st Century Transportation Partnership for Ohio’s Next Generation.  He has been here in Lorain County for 40 years and he is well aware of the fiscal restrain in this county as well as many other municipalities and sustainability is needed for the future.  ODOT braces all modes of transportation and this Governor has committed within the last 3 ½ years in Lorain County for the transit system over $173,000 in general revenue fund money for urban formula program and also received elderly disabled transit funds for around $90,000 and these funds can be used to match FTA monies and use for operating because Lorain County is considered a small urban system.  Last week Governor Strickland announced the 21st century transit partnership for Ohio’s Next Generation which is a significant project savings and additional federal resources, and identified up to $50 million in current fiscal year and pledging $50 million in each year of the next biennial budget. In this fiscal year under the State Transportation Budget funds will be invested on a competitive and formula basis in the areas of Capitalized Operations ($25 million, 9 larger agencies and $1 million to the smaller urban agencies, which includes Lorain County), Clean and Green Buses ($15 million – replacement of vehicles and is in addition to the $15 million previously awarded by ODOT under current fiscal year which allowed funding for 41 environmentally friendly clean fuel buses for 11 local and regional transit authorities across the state) and Innovative New Service Starts ($10 million – new services connected to job centers in both rural and urban areas and new services aimed at younger populations, workforce retention, or other targeted ridership).  Lorain County is eligible for these funds and deadline is November 1.

County Administrator Cordes asked if there were any funds for operating. Mr. Ken Wright, ODOT Chief Planning Administrator said there have been funds received in this county that are general revenue funds through 173 and elderly disabled and these funds can be used to match FTA monies.  Mr. Wright said thee is $1 million available for small urban (purchase fuel efficient buses or maintenance on buildings which is 80/20). County administrator Cordes asked about operating, Mr. Wright said no but he will take the concerns back to ODOT.
Commissioner Blair asked why Lake Tran in Lake County does receive more money than Lorain County. Mr. Wrights said there are 9 agencies considered large urban and they area direct county, Lorain County is considered small urban. County Administrator Cordes said they also have a dedicated source of funds.

Commissioner Blair said there were announcements from HUD at NOACA meeting relating to transit, Mr. Wright will forward.

Mr. Hart said ODOT is well aware of counties needing operating money and this is a national issue as well and Director Molitoris has a federal highway meeting on Friday and this issue is on the agenda.

Commissioner Kokoski asked Mr. Enty to come up and give an update on the Oberlin transit service.

Mr. Enty, Interim Director, LCT has spoken with Mr. Eric Norenberg, Oberlin City Manager and they are looking at partnership with Wellington. County Administrator Cordes said he has been in the same discussions and Oberlin is worried if they provide this connector it would not decrease the service in Oberlin but will forward information as soon as reviewed.
