In the matter of approving 2011 temporary general fund budget)


Lisa Hobart, Budget Director said the 2011 budget has been cut by 5% in the PERS and salary accounts with exception of the following departments; Workforce Development Agency, Building Inspection, Prosecutors 4D and 4E, Domestic 4D, Municipal Court and Veterans because the county can not cut Veterans and the others are self funding with fees to cover the budgets.  This budget also includes the following adjustments; $700,000 to cover increase in hospitalization; $60,000 to common pleas professional services account which enable them to make payments for mandated expenses; $153,090 to Prosecutors & Domestic 4D to bring up to current contract amount and if 2011 contracts come in less then there will be a drawdown; $57,021 to cover 1 employee in Tax Map; $30,640 to settlement deduction accounts that are in the Auditors line item accounts that when settled through Tax Settlement Dept. this is a gross effect; $37,499 for Audit (state auditors will do and this on top of what was usually paid, last year was $110,000); $250,000 for Jail if sales tax trend decreases and $159,331 to Veterans (pursuant to Commissioner’s Kokoski’s request).  The total adjustments are $1,447,581 with 2011 budget at $48,863,389 and 2011 budget was 

$47,404,104.


Commissioner Kokoski indicated that she did request to add this on but not per her request per budget request and according to Assistant Prosecutor Innes we do not have the ability to revise only review the Veterans Budget and they request additional monies.  Mrs. Hobart said there was also discussion on the memorial day expenses and this has now been added with the Commissioners accounts because we handle said payments.  

Commissioner Kalo said this budget is around $1.5 million more than last year even with the 5% cuts. Mrs. Hobart said correct, because of all the adjustments.  Commissioner Kalo said him and Commissioner Blair attended CCAO winter conference, Columbus and meet with new finance chairman of state senate – Chris Widener and gave a breakdown of where the state money comes from and the shortfalls; there will be no more tobacco or stimulus funds.  There was a handout from Center for Community solutions and possible cuts to balance state budget and nothing escaped cuts and to achieve a fiscal stable Ohio “reprioritize state budget for state service, corrections and downsize prison population by 10%, workers compensation, economic development, no additional taxation and a lack of leadership”. “One of the concerns to balance this budget with the $7-8 billion shortfall was the total elimination of the municipal government distribution of local government funds of 10-20% cut and total phase out over 2 years would be a 50% cut and Lorain County is around $4.5 million/year. Mrs. Hobart said project for 2010 was $4,677,000.  Commissioner Kalo said we did take $1 million in savings to a rainy day account and have given an option for employees within the general fund, just like the Commissioners last year implemented to all their non bargaining employees a 9 hour work day; 8 hours worked, no breaks and no paid lunch trying to get 13% increase in employee productivity.  Commissioner Kalo said this Board is looking at very hard decisions and this is why there will be sales tax hearings for discussions and will be a difficult 2012 and no one is happy with the budget but looking for all the savings.
Mrs. Hobart said there will be $4.5 million to jail and $2,195,000 for Prosecutor and includes 5% cut.

Commissioner Kokoski said the public is asking for the government to do more for less and one way they thought was increasing productivity; 8 hours work for 8 hours paid is a 13% increase but does not affect the paycheck.  She said the 5% cut across the budget except the ones that can not be cut; if these departments would go to 8 hours paid; 8 hours work then they would not get the cut.
Discussion continued, Mrs. Hobart said she is planning to get these documents showing both 5% cut and option to do 8 hour/paid –work and show 2010 budget with a freeze and then revisions could be made.

Commissioner Blair said the sales tax hearings are being held for the below stated purposes and holding them because this is what is required by the Ohio Revised Code and the county is a creature of statue and function by virtue of what the legislator has defined as what is the purpose.

Commissioner Blair said there was a green sheet located in the back of the room with suggestion by one of the newspapers about how 

the Commissioners should proceed to save money and attached to this was, complied by Lisa Hobart, Budget Director did show the areas the county did to cut back costs and save money and a variety things have been done within the last 2 – 3 years and have acted with care.


Commissioner Blair said the Chair of Finance Committee indicated the state has done nothing to address their shortfall but this county has done something and there is a number system and if you wish to speak, fill out your name, address and phone number and bring forth once number is called. 

#3 – Kirsten Hill, 44905 N. Ridge Rd., Amherst, said she works in the private sector and can not imagine the amount of challenges the board has, demands coming for various jurisdictions and she has to care about how to spend money and the board should think about the public and private sectors and how the money can be more efficiently be used, because the sales tax estimate that was in the Chronicle Telegram article was raised was $14 million over the 1 year period. That is $14 million dollars that the individuals in the county, in the small businesses in the county that don’t have in their pockets to use to make efficient decisions, so which is more efficient use of this $14 million, can it be done as efficiently in the public sector as in the private sector.
 
            #4 – Deborah Nebel, LEAP Office, N. Ridge Rd., Elyria, thanked the Board for this opportunity to speak about the need for increased revenue in the county. They have not taken a position, meaning LEAP or the Lorain County Transportation Collation of which they have helped bring together on the issue of what would be the best way to get additional revenue for the county, but what she wants to focus her brief comments on is the crucial unmet need in the area of public transportation. There have been significant cuts that had to be made in transportation and just want to talk a little bit about that and bring to your attention as you think about what you need to do to meet the critical needs of this county.  LEAP – Linking Employment Abilities and Potential, a social service enterprise that employs 11 and most are Lorain County residents, 7 are full time and 4 part time. They work with residents of Lorain County in two major areas; 1) developing employment skills, helping people be job ready, be able to go into employment market and to become more self sufficient and 2) provide independent living skills to help with this transition.  One of the biggest barriers for people with disabilities is transportation. Without transportation, the people they serve don’t have the deep pockets often to have their own transportation; they are very creative in terms of jobs in travel sharing and do the best they can. She said that they are having a hard time placing people because there is no transportation, they can not get to work at the times that are required and so in some ways this is an economic development issue both for the people that she is talking about that want to be part of contributing, pay taxes, part of Lorain economy and for the employers.  Even in good times this is a barrier for the people they serve but currently the unemployment, the latest government figures for November 2010 shows the people with disabilities over the age of 21 who can work and want to work are only 21.5% of these people are employed.  We know in the bad times there are 69.8% of the non disabled are employed. So there really is a barrier that needs to be addressed collectively by this community and one of the major barriers is the lack of transportation and how this impacts on people who are transportation dependant.  As she mentioned earlier, she did help to convene a group called the Lorain County Transportation Coalition and the goal is to work with Lorain County residents and the County Commissioners as our elected officials to work on a solution because what is really needed is affordable, accessible and adequately funded transportation both on the federal, state and local level. Getting specific monies and noticed none of the specific proposals talk about a dedicated funding stream and to put more money into the general revenue and to raise the public to seek public transportation as an economic development issue as well as an issue of justice for people in the community is something they would offer to work with the Commissioners to educate the community and to build that kind of public awareness of why it is important that Lorain County have an efficient system that serves all of its citizens.  
            Commissioner Kokoski said there is about $100,000 going towards transit that is matched by FTA and Goodwill has 2 buses that are helping out around the county, Oberlin is helping out in these tough times and others do have their own funding source and this county does not but in better times there was money that did go towards transit and if there were additional taxes in the future this could be something possible to beef up the transit system to where it was or better.  Ms. Nebel said in Lorain County there is no dedicated source of funds for transit and you need to think of ways to drawdown the dollars, there is money that is left on the table. Commissioner Blair said absolutely, this has always been her issue. Ms. Nebel said there is no adequate local match in order to do this and there have been some creative things being done in the county and was just at an event that talked about doing more rideshare, have a mobility coordinator at county level that helps to tap the resources that exists. We are in a tough time and bring all the resources but we also need to we need to think about the future.  
Commissioner Kokoski said the Commissioners job is to fund county government and the majority of the funding, over 70% goes towards the justice system, the fact that we were in better times and able to provide transportation was an awesome thing, once people get use to having this, when it is gone people are asking what is going on, but the problem is there is just so many dollars to go around, unfortunately this is one of the things that county had to cut because they have to focus on mandated things first and prioritize after that and don’t want to shut down transit all together that is why it is idling because hopefully when times do get better, transportation will be back up and running to serve the citizens.
Commissioner Blair said the last round of funds that were from ODOT and because Lake County had a dedicated funding source they received $750,000 and Lake County is about the same size of Lorain County but since we did not have a dedicated source of funding from that particular pot of money we received nothing and this is not kosher. She will work with her anyway she can now or later.
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#5 – Phil Copeland with wife Louis, 110 Indiana Avenue, Elyria, thanked the Board for speaking about his concerns about public transportation, he is with the Lorain County Transportation Coalition steering committee and been a long time advocate for passenger rail and public transportation. He also wanted to thank Commissioner Blair for her support on the Westshore Commuter Rail system.  If the revenue becomes available but he is concerned with the Dial a ride service when his wife is unable to take him, service has been excellent but it has been cut to 5 pm and this creates problems him and his practice. He thinks that it is important to have a frequency of schedule for the fixed routes as well as dial a ride buses. His concern is, if we continue to have more of a head way between bus schedules, people will stop depending on the transit system and he is afraid, which will come down to nobody riding it so buses are not needed and this is a concern but at the same time he understands the financial/revenue issues and hope the Commissioners are able to find some resources for the transportation. He stated he spoke several years ago about transit and will say again he would like to see his tax dollars go into transit it is a very important resource to have in our community.
 
#6 – Megan Schief, 95 East Vine Street, Oberlin listened to the statistics of the disabled people with 27% of the disabled working and this is a crime, it is just horrible and transportation is mostly the only way they can get around. She understands that the funds are sometimes not available, understands that decisions have to be made but unfortunately in government decisions they always take away for the weak society and thinks for her and the disabled and she gets tired of asking people, she loses her right to have an independence, she has to ask to be taken to IGA, can you take me to doctor. There is some locally in Oberlin and glad to have it but if they have to make the decision to have it so can the Commissioners.  She is very concerned with the unemployment of the disabled, which is absolutely horrible, discriminatory horrible, don’t think the federal law has help us a heck of a lot, she thinks the government needs to make better efforts and if you decide to put this on the ballot she would vote her heart out for it and would educate people and ask that it been done because it is desperately needed. 
 
#7 – David Boyle, Program Director for Catholic Charities Family Center, Lorain and speaking on behalf of Lorain County’s most vulnerable citizens  particularly the men and women of St. Joes homeless shelter as well as the clients of the family center. There have been a couple of issues that they have been hard by the lack of transportation are: 1) medical appointments – clients are not able to get to the appointments at Mercy Hospital or various doctors. They can receive bus tickets from the center but if there is no bus then they can not go to the appointment and has proven to be a real barrier for a lot of people and 2) opportunity to become gainfully employed, there is no secret about Lorain being blindsided by the poverty rate that is here and one of the ways to help individuals out of cycle of poverty is to help them get a job. The Center provides job search through First Interfaith Institute as well as Goodwill has a job search training program but if there is not a way for the men and women to get to a job or interview then they will be in trouble. They want to do everything they can to help the most vulnerable citizens in this community and one of the ways that the Commissioners can help is by trying to find ways to increase some of those bus routes so these individuals can get to a job interview and a job.
 
#8 – Nadine Dumas, 95 E. Vine Street, Oberlin she is legally blind and asked for the Commissioners to help her keep her independency by keeping the bus and thanked the Board for Monday and Thursday buses it has really helped her a lot. There are so many of them that do not want to ask people to give them a ride, they like to be independent and grateful for what has been done but please if there is anyway at all, please give them a bus, continue to give them a bus. When the bus stopped last February, she hit the ground many of times because she had to go to IGA because this is the only store that had everything she needed. She asked them to think about it to themselves about leaving the house with no car keys, no transportation at all and try to walk where you can or ask somebody to take you, you would not want to do this and they do not want to do it either, and thanked the board for listening, but please, please if there is anyway at all, please let Oberlin keep the buses they have at least for Monday and Thursday.
 
#9 – Valarie Hardnett, 91 Maple Street, E-46, Oberlin single mom, daughter was accepted to college but she needs a job and before she can get a job, she needs transportation so this way she can help pay for her daughter’s college education and if she decides to stay here and go to LCCC, how will she get there.  Her daughter is a very intelligent young girl and if you want to keep the skilled workers and educated young people then transportation is needed, without transportation how will people survive. There are many people leaving Ohio and going to other states to work, she knows a gentleman that teaches her Monday and Thursday about computers, he is from Milwaukee and he said last week, only being here for a few days that there was no transportation available because in Milwaukee you can catch one every 15 minutes and even people from out of state see that there is a problem here, transportation is needed and she could have had a job at Teleco but she has no transportation but wants to be employed, she did have a job at May Credit but could not work on Sunday because there was no buses and she wants to work and it bothers her because she can not provide for her child, she is not lazy and this is not fair there has to be someway to provide transportation for the community.
 
#10 – George Zeller, 3492 West 123rd Street, Cleveland said we are hear today discussing the biggest strategic issue facing Lorain County, the very number one strategic issue all the others, whatever else money is being spent on are less important. The biggest thing in the strategic future of Lorain County is the transportation system. The handout that he distributed, he serves on the cities advisory board of the Greater Cleveland Regional Transit Authority (GCRTA) and same handout that he distributed yesterday with testimony at the budget hearings of the GCRTA. The reason he is doing this is because Lorain County and Cuyahoga County are the same city, there is no distinction between the two, they are both is the same region. A Commissioner mentioned earlier Lake County, but also take a look at Akron, Summit County, Portage and Medina County this is a region we live in not individual and when you take a look at the future of Lorain County the entire future of the county if it has any, it is on a regional basis.  He stated there is a dire economic situation and the latest figures shows unemployment in every county of our region has never recovered from the 2000-2002 recession and in national picture of 2007-2009 there was another deep recession the worst of all our lifetime. During this period of time, Lorain County lost 15,134 jobs that is 14% of all the jobs in the county, counting; Oberlin, Elyria, Lorain and the rest of the county and as you can see the rest of the county our region did not do much better, in fact Cuyahoga County said it was a little bit worse but there was a dramatic decline in employment across the region. The second page shows the same figures except for manufacturing jobs only, with this being a manufacturing region and these figures are mind boggling and within this same decade period there have been lost in Lorain County 37.8% of the manufacturing jobs, these are the highway jobs that have always supported the rest of the jobs and the rest of the economy had a ripple effect, when you lose over 9,000 highway jobs this has a devastating impact and now said this as a result Lorain County is increasing not only the same region as Cuyahoga County but same city, take a look at the growth in Lorain County it has been in the eastern part of the county; North Ridgeville, Avon, Avon Lake these are not Lorain County cities anymore they are suburbs of Cleveland. How did this happen, they spent and enormous amount of money for transportation out to Lorain County, put a third lane on I90 all the way to stadium, repaved 90 going rest of the way east to RT2 and turnpike and this was an enormous amount of money invested in Lorain County by federal government and state. How much did these entities put into transportation and public transit, they put nothing and this is a disgrace, all these people depend on getting transportation and there was not one time invested but enormous amount of money invested in freeway capacity so people could get to Cleveland, this was the purpose this is not a Lorain County road it is for people to drive to Cleveland.  There was an enormous amount of money spent on doing this but in the meantime, we do not have, he was at the GCRTA budget meeting yesterday and there is no regional transportation authority in Cleveland, never had, still don’t it is a county transit authority, it is in Cuyahoga County only, there is no service to Lorain County by GCRTA, there use to be a connection between the two but this has been abandoned.  There is no regional public transportation basis in this county and many people have been working hard for the rail system and in preliminary design but future of Lorain County depends on if there is a public transportation in the county, which Lorain county does not have, there is a bare bone minimum, almost like it is on life support. If you don’t figure out a means to fund the local share of a public transportation system, Lorain County has no future and the Commissioners have no future as individuals, this must be done, this is not an option and you can see with the 
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sheets that he distributed looking over the last decade and the figures from last week show the number of people that have been laid off and filed from unemployment and the reason he looks at this is because he desperately looks to see when the depression will end as you can see in a normal year and last time Lorain County added jobs was in 1999, long time ago and there are various trends but last week there was 466, 141% more than double the unemployment and based on residents not jobs and under these economic circumstances and continue to failing to provide public transportation to Cuyahoga County this is a death sentence to Lorain County and you can not afford to do this. This must be done, it is the highest priority that Lorain County has.
#11 – Allison Swaim, 214 W. College Street, Oberlin spoke on behalf of the residents she spoke with early in the fall in Oberlin, hired by city to do a quality survey of the limited bus service to see what transportation could be provided to citizens. She spoke with a lot of folks, rode the bus that is offered now and wanted to  share some of the stories; “it is great when there is a bus available in the city, but it is not enough”, “it helps to get to the store to get food or medicine but not able to get people to their jobs”; “people can not schedule doctor appointments on the day if there is no bus running or the bus does not run long enough”; “it is good to have something, but we really need the buses back”. She said everyone that she spoke with was asking when the whole serve would be back, when will funding be available, and there have been really good points heard today and she thinks that the transportation issues is the heart of all these other issues even public safety and economy, if people can not get to their jobs, how will you get more tax revenue to have more money to have buses in the first place and said Commissioner Kokoski mentioned there “was not a dedicated source of money”, this is an issue, we can’t just, it is not okay with the buses being reliable on a fluctuating pool of money but whatever can be done in the meantime to get the buses as much as back up to what can be done, it really needs to be done because the county will struggle, has been struggling and a lot of people are hurting because of the lack of transportation.  
 

#12 – Jo Rhodes, 95 E. Vine Street, Apt #208, Oberlin said if you don’t get up and speak then they kind of forget you.  She lives in Oberlin from Elyria and been very fortunate because she walks a lot but there were a lot of people being given a chance to go to college and receive bus tickets and then towards the end kept asking if there would be a bus tomorrow, how would they get to school or work. There are a lot of people that can not get around and everything has increased and her son was in the hospital had no way, called a cab it was $13 but did not have $13 to get back home. She hopes that the Commissioners would look into some kind of funding because transportation is needed.  Commissioner Blair said Jo use to be Commissioner Vasi’s assistant so she was seen on a daily basis.
 
#13 – Judy Wright, Mt. Zion Community Development, 81 Locust, Oberlin said she knows many people have spoken and shared their thoughts with regards to the tragedy and travesty that is occurring particularly in Oberlin with regards to transportation.  She does not think there is any one issue that is intertwined and intermit more than transportation, particularly in Oberlin, it has currently and adverse affect on every other issue; employment, education, healthcare and housing and don’t know if anyone else spoke with regards to the foreclosure issue, but foreclosure in Oberlin is also tragically impacted by transportation because people can not get to work. There are two major issues that impact foreclosure; 1 is employment the other is sickness and those obviously have an impact on transportation. 69% of the people who live in the southern portion area of Oberlin are living at or below the poverty level and many of the folks are being represented here today.  She thinks it is important that we all consider this weak in watching this happen and wonder what happened or we can make things happen and if things are very important to us we can make them happen because we do it everyday in our lives and ask that the Commissioners very, very strongly consider to make transportation a priority in Lorain County.
 
#14 – Linda Arbagast, 285 S. Professor Street, Oberlin, Director – Oberlin Community Services, a small non profit that services southern Lorain County; Oberlin, Wellington and all the surrounding townships.  There are no bus services for the southern part of the county, the limited routes that we have currently twice a week that supports the City of Oberlin is paid for locally by money raised locally.  Oberlin Community Services has a budget of less than $300,000 and they help to fund the LCT with the routes that are current because they see this as an emergency assistance.  They work with Erin Norenberg, City of Oberlin and LMHA that have supported them and finding ways to keep these routes going and happy to do so because she sees this as a critical assistance to low income folks and everyone in the community but it comes at a cost.  The money that Oberlin Community Services that is going to give to transportation comes out of the emergency systems budget, which means less people will be helped with utility assistance, less people will get food, less people will get housing assistance because transportation is needed and two days a week is not enough but it is better than nothing.  She believes the reason LCT was cut in the southern part of the county was because of a numbers issue, because there are fewer riders but she thinks it is important to know that the rural communities need transportation also, and numbers will be lower because it is rural but don’t forget it is part of the county and do appreciate the Commissioners hope that they remember them in the south.
 
#15 – Barb Ramirez, 424 Overlook Road, Vermilion said she did not necessarily come here to listen to all the transit issues but has comments now. A lot of the people that have spoken are probably collecting government monies and support for disabilities they receive SSI or other governmental support that the public already pays them and hates to be a party popper, but don’t think it should be the responsibility of the entire society to pay for a lot of people like, a lot of these people probably can not drive or unable to drive but know that there are people out there that can drive and have the ability to drive just don’t want to.  She knows a lot of people in her own personal experience in her very own family who are able to drive and won’t go out and get a drivers license and be responsible for themselves.  She said this really needs to be questioned before you agree to any transportation issues that there are a lot of people in this situation where they want to be dependant on the society, they do not want to go out and get a drivers license, get a car or be responsible for themselves, she is sorry and she has people in her own family that are this way and she has no respect for them, when they are able to drive and they won’t get a car, they have the money, they have the ability, they just want to be reliant on other people and she has no respect for people like this.  She had to get a drivers license, she had to get a car, she has to drive and be responsible for herself and she is sure that there are a lot of individuals or independent companies that would buy buses and thinking about this as an issue for this area.  Mrs. Ramirez said her husband is out of work right now he could provide transportation for these people if they would pay enough for him to make wages or to afford to pay for the bus.  She does not see this issue as being something that the public should have to pay for.
Commissioner Blair said we will not debate the issue; you make your own mind up.
 
#16 – Nancy London, 46984 West Hamilton Street, New Russia Township said all due respect to the previous speaker she made a tremendous amount of assumptions about people who spoke previous to her.  She knows nothing about the people’s funds or if they receive some kind of government assistance which is not relevant at all but she has no idea.  She said what if you did not have your car keys; this could happen to anyone due to a disability, due to a financial catastrophe.
 
Commissioner Blair said there was a comment earlier about the $14 million dollars that was collected in sales tax and might be better spent by the individuals donating the money opposed to giving it to the government.  This is just a point of information she wants to make in case you are not aware of it, she has been places where people have supposed where Lorain County gets all that sales tax money, the sales tax rate in Lorain County is 6.25% out of this 5.5% goes to State of Ohio and some monies are returned just as all other government entities but Lorain County only receives on an assured basis is .75%.  ½% was initiated over 20 years ago before she became a Commissioner and the ¼% that was voted on for the additional operation and construction of county jail was in about 1994 after five times being rejected at the ballot box, so the rate Lorain County receives is .75% and the 5.5% is going to the state.  She stated that Commissioner Kokoski states that the local government funds took a hit of $3.5 million the county has lost each year since 2006 due to a population shift from the unincorporated areas and was divided between all political jurisdictions in the county.
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Commissioner Kokoski said the county is in the situation, not because of spending so much as a revenue issue, the $3.5 million each year that was lost in local government funds, now paying the justice center in amount of $1.8 million/year, $6 million in interest income that is not being received and this makes up something’s that make up for the shape that the county is in today and have done a lot of things to cut cost and seeing the benefits of cuts over the last few years.  There were massive layoffs and there is still expenses incurred even though these cuts were made in all departments and now seeing benefit of cuts and about 6 months ago we were told $2 million in hole, then told there was going to be a $3.5 million carryover, then told it was a $5.5 million carryover, now it is a $7 million dollar carryover so she is not sure who is sandbagging us the Auditors or Budget Commissioner or who it is telling us these numbers and we make decisions based on the numbers that were given but we are given some bad information sometimes.  She agreed to have these hearings and did not realize it was going to be a transit hearing instead of tax hearing but do agree to have because the public needs to be aware of why we are where we are today and only reason she agreed to have hearings but have no intention of enacting an emergency sales tax  and defiantly willing to look at putting one on the ballot for issue and where we are we might be able to get pass this year and hopefully into next year but will not be able to do anything with transit right now and hopefully when the new commissioner comes in and sees the need and now we have a republican and democrat it is not one party rules kind of thing anymore and we hopefully will be able to persuade the other side that this is something that is needed and to hear what is going on with people that need the transit system. She knows that this is needed and had the hearings just on the transit and sat up there in tears hearing some of the stories of the people that rely on the transit and hope that people do get educated why we are in the way we are and it is not because of frivolous spending it is because revenues are not coming in and the price of doing business has gone up.   The insurance alone has gone up from $1200 to $1300/employees, tried to make cuts, implement contracts on unions, unprecedented things, crazy things to make it work but it is not getting us to where we need.
 
Commissioner Kalo said she appreciates hearing everyone about transit and Commissioner Blair did a good job and transit is a good part of the community and been a strong supporter but the sales tax hearings is about general revenue funds. The Commissioners cut the departments another 5%, over 20% cuts in the last 2 years, crimping services that are mandated and hope some of those discussions would have gone that way and appreciated Kirsten Hill, she runs a great tight business and they were able to just like any private sector you are not selling as much, you quit manufacturing as much, you have less employees in the county’s case you still have to provide mandated necessary services; don’t have option to not operating an Auditors Office, Commissioners Office, or Judges, or Prosecutors, Jail, or airport. Commissioner Blair said we tried to shut Airport down but we were not allowed.  Commissioner Kalo said he was hoping some of these discussions would be on the lose of mandated services other than the transit which is a non mandated service but again the Sheriff left without an opportunity to speak he just absorbed a 5% cut and don’t know how many employees this will affect his department; the Courts took this cut, Auditors took this cut, Commissioners took this cut we have all returned money to the general fund by being very frugal but there have been a lot of capital improvements that have not been addressed and everyone knows from home if you do not take care of your house the problems get worse.  The county has not fixed roofs, have not fixed parking garages, not fixed sidewalks, there are a lot of safety issues out there that have not been attended too, just with upkeep and hoping tonight’s meeting and next week’s meeting will focus on the services that are required to provide and not the services that we are not required to provide even though they are needed services.  No offense, everyone here was talking about transit and information was good for the public to hear because it is all televised and think we are all aware of what the issues are and have worked with Commissioner Blair and Commissioner Kokoski on transit and he is part of the Westshore Commuter Rail and think they have addressed this issue and we all know if the sales tax issue were to be passed there definitely would be revenues reinstated to this department and return the services to where they once were but currently it is a matter of trying to keep pace with the services that we have to provide and especially just coming back from Columbus the cuts they are going to make to local government will severely harm what we have to provide and whether we want to or not they will stick the taxing authority back on the locals to make up the shortfall as the government tries to balance their budget at the state level.  Commissioner Blair said this will be devastating.  Commissioner Kalo said correct, he thinks that our focus more needs to be going through these hearings is how we are going to address those issues and not necessarily a single issue like transit.  He said so if anyone else would like to speak about those types of issues he invites them up here, you don’t need a card/number and sure there are other people in the audience other than transit.  A person from the audience said what about employment/jobs. Commissioner Kalo said we can’t help you with that part, it is a matter of providing services and those that we believe we don’t, an audience member said what services are there. Commissioner Kalo said we could close a part of the jail and let them back out onto the streets, state is talking about do that, reduce the prison population by 10% and this would be around 100 people hitting the streets who should be incarcerated those are issues, the road patrol issues in the townships that don’t have near the deputies protecting citizens, they have no police protection whatsoever, crime has gone up there, there have been 2-3 murders in the past year there in the townships.  We can talk about where the Judges won’t be able to convict criminals because there will not be any prosecutor’s to fill the courtrooms.  The audience member said criminals are more important than or average working people? Commissioner Kalo said we are mandated, Commissioner Kokoski said this is what the county does. Commissioner Kalo said 70% of the county’s budget goes towards criminal justice so as we are talking about this again, not to belabor the point but the sales tax hearings are here for general revenue funds which would include if it was passed additional dollars for transit to make those services better. Commissioner Blair said because transit has never been funded by anything else but general revenue funds.  Commissioner Kalo said correct. Commissioner Kokoski said it does not pay for itself out of the fare box and matching money was received from the feds to help and at one time we received over $1 million towards transit and this money was matched so there were a lot of buses on the roads and doing a lot of good things and people got use to these services but when times get to the way they are right now we have to focus on what is mandated and one of the things that is mandated is the criminal justice system.  Commissioner Kalo said so in their case, when this board was first came together in 2005, there was approximately $65 million budget and now we are working on a $48 million dollar budget.  Commissioner Kokoski said $70 million, Commissioner Kalo said not including the carryover, he said it was around $63 million and with $48 million how do you provide the same services.  Commissioner Kalo said this government has been cut 20%, down over 100 employees and struggle, looking forward to next year because we took $1 million out of this year’s budget and set it aside, rather than appropriating and doing the 5% cuts and put it in a rainy day fund not knowing what the state would do.  If they cut us more, the $1 million would require additional cuts and/or increased revenues which then might put them into a position that we have to have a tax issue on the ballot.  
 
#17 – David Ashenhurst, 148 Elm Street, Oberlin said these here are the people that voted, the only people that voted for the sales tax and City of Oberlin past it by more than 60% and Amherst Township past it by 10 votes and City of Lorain past it by 50 votes.  You see people who are willing to support a sales tax earmarked for criminal justice services and safety services because they knew this would free up resources in the general fund to do those non mandated services.  He thinks it would be great if you were to get a bunch of people who did not vote for it the last time who can explain why they didn’t, we were just explaining why they did last and why they would again.  With respect, perhaps it is a situation where the hearing, you have all been speaking at this hearing more than you often do at hearings, because normally the hearing is the Commissioners hearing from the public and they have been hearing from you, but the people that have voted against it have not heard from you as the people that have voted for it the last time. So he was not in town when the editorial came out in the Morning Journal that was provided and would be very curious as to what response the Morning Journal received to this editorial and if it could run again and people could respond to it, he thinks that it has a whole lot of misleading and misinformation in it, but he did not see the paper, they don’t put all the letters to the editors on line and can read some of those, but overall it seems to him and at 6 pm tonight, maybe you will get some more people who would like to talk about the mandated services and to the extend that you are speaking of you are preaching to the choir, this is the group that wants it, they understand that you need it for the mandated services and want you to get it for your mandated services so you can support the un-mandated service, like public transit.  He thinks the whole point in terms of what was heard so far, we would like you to figure out a way to get your mandated service because they need one of the un-mandated services to make any of the rest of this possible so people can pay the employment taxes, pay property taxes, seniors can get the services that are being funded by perhaps federal funds and there are services that are in the county 
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that are not paid by the county that people can not get to them.  The plea is to get this, not to get transit; it is to get the sales tax so whatever we have to use it for so there is money available for transit.  Commissioner Kalo said he should have spoke first and boxed it all up there and would have framed it prior to everyone else watching it on TV that was very good, that is what it is all about.  We have funds for general revenue accounts, mandated services and then any additional funds are available for the non mandated services, transit being one of those. As we are going through this and whoever watches this program for 1 ½ to 2 hours sees that a lot of these issues still have to roll back to provide the mandated services we have to do, if not we just need a transit tax put on the ballot and has to be supported and passed by the public, which has failed in the past, correct Commissioner Blair, Commissioner Blair said yes, not enough support.  
 
Assistant Prosecutor Innes said last week he was at the State Prosecutor’s Association conference and there are some counties farther on down the slide than this county and talked to them about what they are doing; counties are required to have a jail, but not a detention home. Some have closed the detention homes and juveniles are running around creating vandalism, joy ride cards and no one would put them in an adult facility for this, so there is no punishment, no prosecution. He stated businesses are somewhat relished about sales tax but there would be no prosecution for shoplifting, there is no staff for this, there is a lot of scamming with senior citizens investment due to the bad economy and prosecuting these types of things takes a tremendous amount of time with the Prosecutor and Sheriff Office and the only thing they have time to do now is the murders and rapes.  This is where we are headed.  Commissioner Blair said this is not a pretty picture.
 
Commissioner Blair asked if there were any more comments, there being none thanked everyone for coming and we all learned a little bit more about others issues and appreciates your attendance.
