THAT, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners has contracted with GovDeals, Inc., 5913 Carmichael Place, Montgomery, Alabama, 36117, telephone number 800-613-0156, as its representative to conduct the Internet auction on the county’s behalf; and 


THAT, the Clerk of the Board will publish in the County’s local newspaper, the Chronicle Telegram, a summary of the information contained in this resolution on the following dates:  
December 29, 2009 and January 12, 2010 the second date being at least ten days, but not more than twenty days, after the first publication of the notice; and 


THAT, a notice similar to the one published in the newspaper will be posted continually throughout calendar year 2009 in a conspicuous place in the office of the County Auditor, the offices of the Board of County Commissioners and on the Lorain County Internet website; and


THAT, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners reserves the right, at a later date, to establish the minimum prices that may be accepted for any property that is the subject of the Internet auction, the terms and conditions of any particular sale that may occur, including, but not limited to, requirements for pick up and/or delivery of the property, method of payment, and payment of sales tax in accordance with applicable laws; and

Consequently, the Resolution, which was adopted by NOACA’s Board of December 10, 2010, is being mailed simultaneously to Cuyahoga, Geauga, Lake, Lorain, and Medina counties so that it can be ratified, if possible, before NOACA’s next Board meeting on January 14, 2011.          


WHERE AS, the Governing Board of the Northeast Ohio Areawide Coordinating Agency Passed the following resolution (Resolution No. 2010-050 – Code of Regulations Revisions Cuyahoga County Structure):


WHEREAS, the Northeast Ohio Areawide Coordinating Agency (NOACA) is 
the Designated Metropolitan Planning Organization for Cuyahoga, Gcauga, Lake, Lorain and Medina Counties; and

WHEREAS, various articles of the Code of Regulations of the NOACA Governing Board provide for five boards of County Commissioners; and

WHEREAS, Cuyahoga County has voted to change the commissioner form of Government to a County Executive and County Council, which necessitates changes to various Articles of the Code; and

WHEREAS, staff recommends that references to five Boards of County Commissioners be deleted where possible and other language changes be made to accommodate the new structure for Cuyahoga County.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Board of the Northeast Ohio Areawide Coordinating Agency, consisting of forty-four principal elected and other officials of general purpose local government throughout and within the Counties of Cuyahoga, Geauga, Lake, Lorain, and Medina, that:

WHEREAS, FirstEnergy Solutions provided the lowest prices to the CCAO and will continue to supply electricity to Lorain County facilities.

WHEREAS, George F. Dixon, III, President, Board of Trustees of The Greater Cleveland Regional Transit Authority by letter dated December 22, 2009 stated the following:


“As the provider of public transit services for Cuyahoga County, we, as you, are aware of the critical need for public transit in our communities.  Public transit is an important element to the quality of life in a community, providing transportation choice, improving traffic congestion, and reducing pollution. Public transit services are a necessity to many members of the public, particularly the elderly, those with low incomes, new workers, youth, and people with disabilities.  

These are, indeed, very difficult times for our budgets and for those that depend upon our services.

Lorain County and Cuyahoga County, and their transportation systems, are more intertwined than ever before. The increasing suburban 
growth in eastern Lorain and western Cuyahoga counties has created a seamless transportation market that traverses the county border. Greater Cleveland RTA's 2010·2020 Strategic Plan has identified demand for greater inter-county transit service between Lorain and Cuyahoga Counties, along with a need for more integration of transit services across the entire region, Greater Cleveland RTA is committed to identifying creative approaches to addressing the common transportation needs of Cuyahoga and Lorain Counties. While it will be a challenge, we believe now is the right time to take advantage of the opportunity to provide improved transit service between our two counties as well as to identify cost-effective solutions to the current and future transportation needs of our communities. To this end, Greater Cleveland RTA would like to begin discussions of cooperative solutions to meet the transit needs of Cuyahoga and Lorain Counties.


A cooperative solution could include:

• Joint planning of transit services in Cuyahoga and Lorain Counties.
