and between COLUMBIA RESERVE, LLC, AN OHIO LIMITED PARTNERSHIP the Subdivider, as
evidenced by the CONSTRUCTION AND FINAL Plat filed with the County Recorder of Lorain County
and the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, is governed by the following conditions

and considerations to wit:

Subdivider shall not transfer any lot, parcel of tract there from nor proceed with any construction
work on the proposed subdivision including grading that may affect the arrangements of streets or other
public improvements until he or it has obtained approval of the plat from the Lorain County Planning
Commission as authorized by Section 711.10 of the Ohio Revised Code. Further until the plat of said
subdivision has been recorded with the County Recorder of Lorain County, Ohio, no land shall transfer.

Said Subdivider is to construct, install or otherwise make all public improvements shown and
set forth to be done and performed in accordance with the engineering drawings and specifications, all of
which are a part of this agreement, subject to the inspection and approval of the County Engineer.

Subdivider shall furnish a maintenance bond or is to have on deposit with an Escrow Agreement
at an approved Bank or Savings and Loan Company sufficient funds to cover 10 percent of the engineer’s
estimated construction cost amounting to $1,296,832.70 , and inspection fees amounting to $52,000
based on Engineer’s estimate of cost of improvements furnished or acceptable to the County Engineer,
and to the satisfaction of the Board of County Commissioners to insure the faithful performance of the
agreement. Aforesaid engineer’s estimate of cost shall be attached hereto as Exhibit A. If Subdivider
provides a deposit with an Escrow Agreement at a Bank or Savings and Loan, said account shall be
assigned to the County of Lorain for the purpose of paying the construction costs and inspection fees.

The County Engineer will inspect the improvements as installed on a timely basis
and bill the Subdivider for said inspections.

The Subdivider shall pay the entire cost and expense of said improvement. Should the amount of
the deposit or bond be insufficient to pay the cost thereof, the Subdivider shall immediately, upon demand,

deposit such additional sums as are estimated by said Engineer to be necessary. Upon completion and

The
insurance shall be of such duration as determined by the Board of County Commissioners, but shall in no
case be allowed to expire earlier than the effective period of any performance or maintenance bond. A
copy of the insurance policy shall remain at all times with the clerk of the Commissioners.

The Subdivider shall furnish a Title Guarantee to the Board of Commissioners to Guarantee title
of the lands to be dedicated to be as indicated on the final plat. A certification showing that current taxes
are paid shall also be submitted to the Board of Commissioners.

Upon completion of all improvements, the Subdivider shall forward to the Board of
Commissioners a written request for acceptance of said improvements.

The Subdivider further agrees that any violation of or non-compliance with any of the problems
