· #11-003 – Columbia Gas, Lorain to install 1720’+- 6” plastic gas main on east side of Toledo Rd from south side of Glantz Dr north to 145’+- north of 47th St with 2” plastic gas main coming off at 47th St and go west 85’+- on north side of road, Sheffield Township
