COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski wished everyone a Happy New Year and looks forwarded to working with Commissioner Williams and with Gods help and hard work we hope to get through this year and very productive year.


Commissioner Kalo wished everyone a Happy New Year, there are many exciting things going on, Solid Waste plan move forward and welcomed Commissioner Williams


Commissioner Williams spoke with employees and the observations and there are some perks like free coffee paid by the taxpayers which equals around $1300/year and the newspaper subscriptions are around $600/year. When times are good, we don’t question but when times are bad we need to review and eliminate services and be good stewards of taxpayer’s money.

Commissioner Williams moved to eliminate the coffee and newspapers, seconded by Kalo for discussion.

Commissioner Kokoski said she is a coffee drinker but the majority of the coffee that is utilized is for the public with all the functions and meetings that are held, the taxpayers are drinking coffee on taxpayers money.  

Commissioner Williams said it is nice to have but there is a diner downstairs that people can purchase coffee.  He suggests a coffee fund, he does not drink coffee but he would write a check for $200 to start this, but this is not good practice to spend money when you are in a financial crisis.


Commissioner Kokoski said if there is a coffee fund how do you determine what coffee is used and with the budget in the millions she does not think that think these two items will make us or break us.

Commissioner Kalo said he believes it is part of running a business.

Commissioner Kokoski said the newspapers are on line but a lot of copies are kept, so either you print off computer or copier and not many things are on line.


Commissioner Williams said there is a subscription on line that has everything you pay for and then can be archived in pdf.


David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said until the newspapers put all editorials and letters, etc on line there is no substitution to the real paper and with respect if the board has a choice he would rather see coffee go rather than newspapers.


Commissioner Williams said he receives the electronic version of Chronicle that he pays for and he suggests that the Commissioners themselves pay for it.


Commissioner Kokoski said each Commissioner does not have their own subscription it is 1 subscription read by the Commissioners and staff. She wants to save money just like Commissioner Williams but not sure if starting at coffee and newspapers is the place to start.


Clerk called roll call; Williams – yes; Kalo – no; Kokoski – no.


Motion died.


Commissioner Williams said under G.4 board correspondence IRS mileage reimbursement at $.51 cents.

Commissioner Williams moved to decrease the mileage reimbursement to $.37 cents/mile, seconded by Kalo for discussion.

Commissioner Williams said that in 2010 the Commissioners had $2300 in reimbursement.  

Commissioner Kalo asked how this would effect the IRS reimbursement and departments. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the reimbursement is not mandatory it is for tax purposes. County Administrator Cordes said each department submits their own travel policy to the Auditors office and each elected official can adopt their own standards.

Commissioner Kokoski said with gas prices increasing this would be devastating to employees. Commissioner Williams said at $.37 cents/mile at 14 mpg it equates to $.28 cents/mile and $.09 cents/mile and employee can put this towards their tax deduction and get the remainder from the IRS

County Administrator Cordes said very few county employees drive their own vehicle, usually only if no fleet available and then they would have to get permission.

Commissioner Kalo said he would like to see everyone that would drive and how much the reimbursement would be.

Commissioner Kalo withdrew his seconded and Commissioner Williams withdrew his motion in order to bring this back for review.
