COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Williams said this is 2nd week of county commissioner and no easier than 1st week and have meet many people but the meets and greets will have to wait for a little while in order for him to improve his knowledge of how the operations process and financials. 
He stated at the Board of Commissioners organizational meeting last week, he made some proposals to eliminate some “nice to have” amenities, such as newspapers and refreshments.  He also suggested reducing the mileage reimbursement for County employees using their own vehicles from the IRS rate of $0.51/mi to $0.37/mi.  He realizes that the expenditures for the newspapers and refreshments are small relative to the overall County General Fund budget, but they appear to be an easy and relatively painless cost savings.  What’s more, he does not believe these “nice to have” are a top priority for the taxpayers during the current economic environment and still believes these expenditures should be eliminated.   Although his fellow Commissioners did not agree to eliminate the expenditures for the newspapers and refreshments, they did agree to study the mileage reimbursement and am prepared to reduce the mileage reimbursement rate immediately, and hope his fellow Commissioners can make a decision by next month.  He stated the previously suggested cost reductions are relatively painless, but he is afraid that the County must enact more meaningful cost reductions and revenue enhancements – cost reductions and revenue enhancements that will be painful for the people that rely on the associated services, or for the affected employees that may experience employment interruptions.

Commissioner Williams said based upon information provided by Budget Director Lisa Hobart, the best estimate for the 2011 General Fund Budget will be $41.9-million in revenue, $49.8 appropriated expenditures and $540,800 unencumbered funds available for carryover into 2012, equivalent to less than 3-days of average General Fund expenditures and appears to be an accident waiting to happen and screams for a sense of urgency!  He said that his fellow Commissioners and other County department managers have made some significant cuts, many of which were outlined in a handout provided during the Sales Tax Public hearings, but it appears more cuts will be necessary in 2011 to ensure continuous operation of core County services.  

Commissioner Williams said the county expenditures should match County revenues and suggests an operating budget of approximately $42-million, the same budget level of CY2000, and would require a reduction of $7.8-million – an 18.6% reduction.   If expenditures cannot be reduced, then revenue must be increased.  If the voters are disinclined to increase the sales tax, then we must find additional areas for cost reduction and revenue enhancement.  He does not believe we can take a “wait and see” position with the current County finances.  The longer we wait, the more painful the remedy will be. He said some ideas to consider are: LC Chamber of Commerce providing $25,000, LC Transit providing $100,000 and building utilizations over $28,000 in 2011 and $14,000 in rental and electrical services for Clerk of Courts Title office and over $15,000 for Coroner.  

Commissioner Williams said unfortunately, the current economic climate necessitates that all County departments adjust their business plans to fit within available and forecasted revenues, and some of these adjustments may result in further specific staff reductions.  To minimize the employment impact, he would like to see more frequent follow-up and explanation of actual vs budget expenditures, cost reduction suggestions, and revenue enhancement ideas by all County Department heads.  Perhaps monthly meetings could be held on a day other than the weekly County Commissioner meetings.  He will attend tonight’s Lorain County Township Association meeting to discuss the new Stormwater Management program and fee structure implemented by the Board of Commissioners in 2010, and encourage my fellow Commissioners to attend.


Commissioner Kalo said 2012 will be a difficult year.  He stated Mike Challender is attending the LEEDCo meeting for him today and before Governor Strickland left office he gave the ability for submerge land leases and hoping to get the off shore wind turbines up by 2012/2013.  


Commissioner Kalo said the Martin Luther King celebration was nice from Lorain City Hall to the Palace on Sunday.


Commissioner Kalo will be attending CCAO meeting tomorrow in Columbus and they will discuss about putting the new commissioner meeting at winter conference rather than wait, Clerk stated the Clerks Association has mentioned this before and Commissioner Williams will be attending.
