Commissioner Williams exempted to the following: #303 - $100,000 allocation for Jan-Dec to LCT; #304 - $13,676.52 allocation for Jan-Dec to South Shore for Clerk of Courts title office and #305 - $15,300 allocation for Jan-Dec to Clark FLP for Coroners lease. He stated he would like to look at eliminating both leases and reduce the allocation for transit to 20% less or $80,000.


County Administrator Cordes said the lease at St. Joes expired May 2010 but is on a month to month with 90 day cancellation clause. The lease for Coroner expired December 2010 but is on a month to month with 90 day cancellation clause and would need direction from Board as to how they would like to proceed with the leases and could gather additional information relating to funding levels for transit services and it use to be over $1 million taken down to $100,000 based on restructuring routes.  Commissioner Kokoski asked what the 20% reduction would affect relating to routes. County Administrator will get with First Transit and bring back a report within 2 weeks.  Commissioner Williams asked if the fees could be increased.  County Administrator Cordes said the Board did approve a 5 year fee increase which expires this year and was around $.05-$.10/cents increase.

Commissioner Kalo said some money is needed to pay for bills now. County Administrator Cordes said the $100,000 is the match money with FTA and maybe take to $50,000 for now until reports are received and reviewed.

The Board agreed to change the allocation of $100,000 to $50,000 for January – June 2011.


Commissioner Kokoski said some money would be needed for the Coroner lease until the Board decides what to do and this only affects the Coroner. She said the Title office affects a lot of things especially the whole St. Joes Center, which a lot of people had spent a lot of time and energy to keep the doors open especially for Veterans and would be concern and request information from Clerk of Courts Nabakowski how the title office does over there and in the past his office returned money to general fund.

Commissioner Kalo said he would not support taking anything away from St. Joes with all the negotiations that were done and this is the county’s portion of keeping the rent less to keep this facility opened and under agreement working with Ohio Department of Development, Developer, City of Lorain, VA this is the county’s portion to keep facility open with all the employment figures, so he would not consider, no way.

Commissioner Williams said there has been a 50% reduction for this title office. County Administrator Cordes said when the move off of Broadway went to St. Joes there was a 50% reduction but has since steadied off because of the difficult location and this location was the 2nd choice. Commissioner Williams said was Broadway location opened on Saturdays and the traffic patterns could have had an effect and he would be ok with ½ a year reduction until further information is received and reviewed.

Commissioner Kalo said several years ago the Commissioners signed on a guarantee for approximately $800,000 for the facility and agreed to a $13,000 lease to stop the closing of this facility and if facility was closed it would cost the county debt service. County Administrator Cordes said the fees are around $1.25 million, 25% loan guarantee is around $765,000 and if center fails to make payment the county is obligation.

Don Romancak, Director, LCCDD said when he was City of Lorain Chief Planner he was involved in these discussions and currently South Shore Community Development corporation board is now working with Stewart Lickner and new management company and looking at repositioning the building and applying for Clean Ohio Fund and make traffic patters easier and make more curb appeal to make a more user friendly facility with a presence on Broadway with parking but process is around 6 months.

Commissioner Williams would like to remove the Clerk of Courts office and possible move back after construction, would this hurt VA. Mr. Romancak said yes and it would financially hurt the operation of the building.  Commissioner Williams said can the VA move elsewhere. Mr. Romancak said they could but a RFQ was done 2 years ago and there is no guarantee. Commissioner Kalo said we have support from ODOD and this project will go forward, VA might relocate but they have done improvements in this facility and looking to expand and this would be a waste of taxpayers money and will not support taken money from St. Joes this was negotiated for a 1 ½ years and Mercy Healthcare System, State of Ohio, County Government, City of Lorain, Developer and facility was saved, they run in the red and to pull county funding would violate some of the agreements that were made for this to happen.  He said if this is going to be voted on he would like for them to be done separately.

Clerk stated there was a motion and second to approve requisitions with the exceptions of Commissioner Williams for #303, 304 & 305 and the Board agreed to reduce LCT by $50,000.

Commissioner Williams said he would like to reduce the Coroners lease as well until more information is received and reviewed for January- June 2011 and removed exception from St. Joes until further information is received and reviewed.

Board agreed to reduce the coroner lease for January-June 2011. County Administrator Cordes asked the direction of the Board for the Coroner; is there options – alternates – serve notice. Commissioner Kokoski said money is needed to be saved and look for alternate county facility that would not cost general fund any money to support Coroner practice.  County Administrator Cordes asked if the Board would like Coroner to come in for discussion, Commissioner Williams said the Coroner is more than welcomed to give him a call.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski said dog licenses are due January 31, if late fees are double get them at Dog Kennel or Auditor if you buy them on line or at store it will cost $.75 extra, also there are $5 heart tags and this money goes towards hospital fund.

Commissioner Kokoski said an employee emailed her about the parking deck and chucks of concrete falling.  County Administrator Cordes said this is one of the capital improvements that need to be done and there is around $1 million needed.

Commissioner Kalo said he had the Budget Director go back to 2004 prior to Lori and him serving until present for the budget.  In 2004 the parking deck allocation was $250,000 in 2011 it is $50,000, County Administrator Cordes said this has not been used. There was an in-house lighting upgrade to decrease some of the expense and no survey is needed the parking deck is falling apart and will be back to barricading some spots and will continue to get worse unless the board decides to dedicate money to this.  

County Administrator Cordes said the Job & Family Services roof needs to be replaced, has been patched several times and new roof was done in 1995/1995.  He stated the Board of Elections and Administration Building roof needs to be completed replaced and it will only continue to get more expensive.  He also stated that in previous years there was a carryover and it was used for these capital improvement projects but there is no money now.
Commissioner Kokoski said Commissioner Williams brought up to eliminate the coffee and newspapers and she stated this was not a good place to start, like they had not cut anything and the report Commissioner Kalo had the budget director prepare showing all the cuts and as far as the newspapers since the Commissioners office subscribes to Plain Dealer, Journal and Chronicle and if we all split it up and get annual subscription she is willing to pay 1/3.

Commissioner Kalo said Commissioner Williams attended his first Investment Advisory Committee and listen to the state of the county and the revenues and in 2007 we had $8.3 million in investment income and this year will have $1.5 million.  

Commissioner Kalo had the Budget Director Hobart prepare a 2004 budget vs. 2011 budget with operating budgets and allocations-mandated/discretionary.

He said the $18 million difference in 6 years and true number is closer to $12.5 million because there was 2 years of sales tax and split about $6 million each year and made 20-22% cuts. He also stated that OSU Extension office was given $86,400 which is the money that is mandated to keep a 4h program here, difference of $239,023 in 2004 and Soil & Water was given $75,000 difference of $63,861 in 2004.
Commissioner Kalo attended CCAO Board of Directors meeting and there are a lot of new Commissioners that really don’t understand local government and loans, county is a branch of the state and will serve as a Vice Chair on Jobs Economic Development & Infrastructure and also serve as a member on joint Elections Committee and on Monday he will host a meeting in Norwalk along with 5 counties with State Senators & Reps and Manning, Lundy, Ramos and Boose will be there.

Commissioner Williams said last Thursday he attended the Township meeting and Rep Boose was there and discussed the 25% reduction in local government funds and is at $8 billion but will increase to $9 billion.  Cuts need to be looked at due to economic downturn, don’t have funding cant pay things, building failing apart and things need to be reviewed.
