Dog Kennel – Euthanization & Spay/Neuter
Rick LaLonde – United for Animal Justice & Dr. Wood – Lorain Animal Clinic re: dog kennel euthanization and spay/neuter program.
Dr. Wood said Commissioner Kokoski called him to discuss the spay/neuter program and euthanization. He stated county has 4 options

· status quo do what is being done now, euthanization is by gas chamber

· sedate the dog before entering gas chamber – in house

· injection by the staff, which would require licensing and training the staff – he does not recommend

· euthanization – can be outsourced by vets in the county.
There is money available around $300,000 in a special fund that comes from the $5 heart tags.  He could seek rfp’s and incorporate with 

his program.

The spay/neuter program was to give a $50 voucher to anyone that adopts a dog. There has only been a 20% redemption rate. Could 

improve by;
· calling people to see if it has been used, there is no follow up now

· just outsource when dog is adopted
Dog Warden Szlempa said there were 147 dogs removed by non profits this year and Human Society said they can not adopt enough out.

Many dogs are kept at the kennel longer than allowed and the renovations that have been done at the kennel, disease rates have gone down. County Administrator Cordes stated that the county does have a viscous dog resolution and it does state not to introduce pit bulls back into society. Commissioner Kokoski asked about additional insurance for these dogs. Dr. Wood states that a dog is not vicious until it bites someone.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked what the expiration was for the voucher on spay/neuter, Dog Warden Szlempa said 1 month. She asked that this be expanded for 6 months or not have expiration date at all and have followed up calls.
Commissioner Kokoski said she would consider only 2 options for euthanization which would be heavy sedation or outsource euthanization. She and her assistant went to the kennel yesterday to see a euthanization, dog walked in did not seem nervous and it was over. Commissioner Kokoski stated she does not want to see any narcotics at the kennel.  Dr. Wood said he could outsource and would control.

Commissioner Kalo asked about other counties. Mr. LaLonde said many counties are starting to do lethal injections, Dog Warden Szlempa said 1/3 of the counties use gas and when he first became dog warden the number was around 4-500/year it is now at 200/year. There were 1,100 dogs seized, euthanized 223 and in 2005 there were 728 euthanized.


Rick LaLonde, United for Animal Justice agrees with Dr. Wood.  He stated that in the last 4 years the kennel has improved;

· Big indoor cages (county & ufaj collaboration)

· Fenced outdoor play areas (past ufaj recommendation)

· Medical fund (county program)

· Probably out of 10 dogs needed treatment before medical fund, 9 of them being treated now

· Commissioners and Administrator have greatly reduced suffering & improved welfare of dogs and ufaj is very appreciative

· Dog had surgery for broken femur and was paid by medical fund

· vaccines (past ufaj recommendation)

· 9 out of 10 dogs coming from kennel had kennel cough. Last summer basically non-existent and parvovirus was reduced
· Important for staff to do these on intakes

Several things need worked on;

· cage cards – 22 of 37 visits had missing cards, up to 7 on one day; avg 1.6

· water in bowls – 16 of 37 visits no water, up to 19 on one day ; avg 2.5

· cage cleaning – avg of 4 dirty cages/visit up to 20 on one day

· intake evaluations – may are not even given a visual inspection, except by public

· timely updating of website

· last week on 2/3/11 a female lab mix from 31st in Lorain was on site but no longer there but three dogs had been in the cage between that stay on 1/20 cage 8 w/white boxer, 1/28/11 beagle and 1/29/11 border collie

Euthanasia; Gas Chamber or Lethal Injection;

· Animal advocates picket, write opinion letters to newspaper, etc to get rid of gas chamber

· UFAJ has good rapport with county and wants to continue win-win situation

· Very important improvements have been made and appealing to eliminate gas chamber

· Many studies on costs of materials and labor consider lethal injection to be similar to costs of gas or even less expensive
· Many states have banned the gas chambers

· Many groups such as; American Veterinary Medical Association; American Animal Control Association, Association of Shelter Veterinarian and National Animal Control Association say lethal injection is better
· UFAJ would recommendation contract w/local vets to have vet or his staff euthanasia and have vet and/or vet staff be mandated/contracted to perform this by lethal injection using sedatives 

· The gas chamber is around 11 years old and not sure if inspections or life span

Spay/Neuter vouchers to mandatory;

· Vouchers are not being used in large enough volumes to drastically reduce intake and was the first step and UFAJ is grateful

· #1 item for any dog or cat shelter is spay/neuter 

· County should make mandatory

· This will dramatically cut down on litters and dogs coming into kennel

· Reduce dogs that need to be housed and euthanized

· Customers can pick up their fixed dog at participating vet they chose

· Don’t know if any reputable rescues in Lorain County that make a profit, financial statements are public records and they run by donations

· One of the larger rescues said over the last 41 dogs in 2010 they charged between $100-175/dog and averaged $332 in medical costs and does not include food or boarding

Commissioner Kokoski asked how many dogs are in the gas chamber at a time, Dog Warden Szlempa said not more than 4 at one time, and she said she would not want more than 1 at a time.  Commissioner Kalo asked how much for euthanization, Dr. Wood said there is plenty of money in the special fund it probably would not even put a dent in it. She asked how Dor. Wood could do lethal injections. County Administrator Cordes said no rfps are needed; this can be done as professional service under medical provider.
Commissioner Kalo said the county would enter into an agreement with medical provider to provide lethal injection and costs come from medical fund

PUBLIC COMMENT

Sharon Hamrick thanked the Commissioners for supporting the lethal injection and mandatory spay/neuter program. She stated that she has not received a response from her complained filed on December 7, 2010 with an email sent to Shari Pena regarding the unprofessional behavior of 2 dog pound employees relating to the treatment of rescue people. She said that individuals involved with rescue are not involved to make money, the public is not ware of the sacrifices that people form rescue make, form cost of bailing out dogs form pound, the veterinarians bill which can range form $180-450, cost of gas, food, time spent caring for the dog and emotional attachment to the dog. Not to mention most of them have full time jobs, so this is a true labor of love.  When she arrived at the pound she is treated with contempt and feels that the good she does for these dogs is being ridiculed by unprofessional employees whose income is provided by taxpayers. Such as rolling of their eyes, not only is she a Lorain County resident that contributes to their income she is also a customer. Resource people take this very serious, they make sure the dogs go into the right homes, not just the firs $29 that walks thru the door. So all the facial expressions and rude comments that are made about rescue people does not need to be working at the pound dealing with rescues or the public.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin asked for the clarification of #17. Clerk stated the hearing was March 23 at 9:45 a.m. with 58 parcels being assessed.  He asked if it was imminent or threatened litigation, Assistant Prosecutor Innes said imminent. He asked to have a copy of the letter regarding Greene Acres.  He also stated that he would hope for similar applause for transit he heard on radio this morning something about $80 million into transit.  County Administrator Cordes said Governor Kasich is slashing the 3 year $150 million commitment to Ohio transit agencies made last year by former Governor Strickland and will pledge $80 million in federal money for buses and other public transit through 2013 and if this county has no money to match money.

Elizabeth Rumics, Oberlin asked if Lorain County was going to respond as Wood County did under #15 correspondence on Ohio Turnpike.  Commissioner Kalo said this county did make  response back when Blackwell was in office and County Administrator Cordes stated that the turnpike is supported by user/toll fees, no tax money and they are the best road on the east and west corridor.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin asked why there were no clinics in our county as mentioned under #17 correspondence with the Legal Aid Society of Cleveland.  Assistant Prosecutor Innes said the Elyria legal aid society closed.

Ron Irvin, Wellington/Pittsfield Township said several years ago he was assessed for the Allison Ditch and now he is being assessed for a rain run off and why is he being charged twice, he called the Engineer to get a credit. Commissioner Kokoski said the maintenance fee and run off charge are two different things.  County Administrator Cordes said the storm water fee could be used for cleaning/maintenance of ditches but this has not been determined, but it is unlikely that it will be used for this purpose. Bill Holtzman, Engineers Office said the fees changed for maintenance of ditch where down from a petition or agreement with homeowners the storm water charge was from a mandate of epa and the committee is looking at maybe credits to homeowners in the coming years but have to look at the whole program.
