THIS AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT NO. 3162 (the “Amendment”) is made this 16th day of February, 2011, by and between the Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District (the “District”), a regional sewer district organized and existing as a political subdivision under Chapter 6119 of the Ohio Revised Code, acting pursuant to Resolution No. 28-11, adopted by the Board of Trustees of the District on February 3, 2011, and the Lorain County Board of Commissioners (the “County”) acting pursuant to Resolution No. 11-99, adopted by the Board of Commissioners on February 16, 2011.

WHEREAS, the District and the County entered into Agreement No. 3162, dated March 4, 2004, entitled “An Agreement By and Between the Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District and Lorain County Board of Commissioners Providing for the Inclusion of Columbia Township into the Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District” (hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”); and 

WHEREAS, Exhibit “D” attached to the Agreement describes the area of Columbia Township (hereinafter referred to as the “Township”) to be included in the service area of the District; and

WHEREAS, Section 1(I) of the Agreement provides that the County may delete portions of the service area upon the determination of the County that so doing will serve the needs of the Township residents to access sewers, after providing sixty (60) days’ notice to the District; and 

WHEREAS, the County has determined it necessary to amend the service area described in the Agreement to remove certain portions of the Township that do not currently receive wastewater services from the District, and has provided notice of such desire to amend the service area to the District; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 11-99, adopted by the Council of the County on February 16, 2011 (a copy of which is attached to this Amendment as Exhibit “A” and made a part hereof), the County has authorized this Amendment; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 28-11, adopted by the Board of Trustees of the District on February 3, 2011 (a copy of which is attached to this Agreement as Exhibit “B” and made a part hereof), the District has authorized this Amendment; 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants set forth in this Amendment, and for other good, sufficient, and valuable consideration, the District and the County do hereby mutually covenant and agree to the following:

SECTION 1.
It is the intention of the parties that the map depicting the service area and attached to the Agreement be amended to include only those areas of the Township depicted in the revised map, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “C” and made a part hereof, and wheresoever there is reference to “Exhibit ‘D’” in the Agreement, it shall hereafter be construed to read “Exhibit ‘C’ of the Amendment.”  

SECTION 2.  A determination that any part of this Amendment is invalid shall not invalidate or impair the force or effect of any other part thereof, except to the extent that such other part is wholly dependent for its operation upon the part so declared invalid.

SECTION 3.
The provisions of this Amendment are hereby incorporated into the Agreement as if fully rewritten therein.  All terms used above shall be defined and construed in the manner set forth in the Agreement.  Except as otherwise provided in, or as otherwise necessary or appropriate to give effect to the terms of the Amendment, all the provisions, terms and conditions contained in the Agreement and not inconsistent with this Amendment shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.
