BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that we hereby approve a Personal Information Policy in accordance with ORC 1347.05
1.0 PURPOSE:

This policy is adopted pursuant to Section 1347.05(B) of the Ohio Revised Code, and is intended to establish rules and 

procedures for use and maintenance of personal information systems.

2.0 DEFINITIONS:

2.1. “Personal information” means any information that describes anything about a person, or that indicates actions done by or to a person, or that indicates that a person possess certain personal characteristics, and that contains, and can be retrieved from a system by, a name, identifying number, symbol or other identifier assigned to a person. [R.C. 1347.01(E)].

2.2. “System” means any collection or group of related records that are kept in an organized manner and that are maintained by a state or local agency, and from which personal information is retrieved by the name of a person or by some identifying number, symbol or other identifier assigned to the person. “System” includes both records that are manually stored and records that are stored using electronic data processing equipment. “System” does not include collected archival records in the custody or administered under authority of the Ohio Historical Society, published directories, reference materials or newsletters, or routine information that is maintained for the purpose of internal office administration, the use of which would not adversely affect a person [1347.01(F)]
2.3. “Local agency” means any municipal corporation, school district, special purpose district, or township of the state or any elected officer or board, bureau, commission, department, division, institution, or instrumentality of a county. [R.C. 1347.01(B)]

2.4. Exempted from Chapter 1347 regulations regarding personal information systems are:

any agency that performs as its principal function any activity relating to the enforcement of criminal laws, including police efforts to prevent, control, or reduce crime or to apprehend criminals; criminal courts; prosecutors; any agency that is a correction, probation, pardon or parole authority; or system comprised of investigatory material compiled for law enforcement purposes.
3.0 OPERATING PROCEDURES
3.1 The Lorain County Board of Commissioners, annually, shall designate a personal information designee (“P.I.D.”) to be responsible for maintaining any personal information system kept by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners, its employees, departments or agencies.
Normally, this person will be the same person designated to respond to public records’ requests pursuant to Section 149.43 of the Revised Code. In the event that different persons perform these functions, the public records custodian will consult with the P.I.D. under this policy before releasing personal information.

3.2 The P.I. D. shall be responsible for compliance with the duties of Lorain County Board of Commissioners as set forth hereafter and in Section 1347.05 of the Revised Code.

3.3 This policy will be kept with the public records policy required by Section 149.43 of the Revised Code and be made readily available to members of the public and employees. This policy will be posted with the public records policy.

3.4 No employee shall release or distribute personal information without consultation with the P.I.D. Any questions regarding propriety of release of information should be directed to the office of the Prosecuting Attorney of Lorain County.
3.5 The P.I.D. shall, on an annual basis, review and update information contained in a personal information system and eliminate any information no longer necessary or relevant in accordance with the Lorain County Board of Commissioners retention policy.
3.6 Upon request and proper identification, the P.I.D. shall inform any person or authorized representative of the existence of personal information concerning that person and allow inspection of such personal information in accordance with Section 1347.08(A) of the Revised Code.
3.7 Any disputes regarding personal information coming with the purview of Section 1347.09 of the Revised Code shall be referred to Lorain County Board of Commissioners which shall investigate the matter as set forth in Section 1347.09.

3.8 The P.I.D. shall notify Lorain County Board of Commissioners of any breach of security in the computerized storage of personal information as defined in Section 1347.12 of Revised Code and Lorain County Board of Commissioners shall promptly provide notification as provided in Divisions (B) and (C) of that Section.
3.9 Violation of this policy shall be deemed as grounds for disciplinary action pursuant to Lorain County Board of Commissioners personnel policy, or under any other provisions of law providing for the discipline or removal of personnel.

PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF NOTES IN AN AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $5,180,000, IN ANTICIPATION OF THE ISSUANCE OF BONDS, TO PAY COSTS OF IMPROVING HIGHWAYS, ROADS, STREETS AND BRIDGES LOCATED IN LORAIN COUNTY, TOGETHER WITH ALL NECESSARY APPURTENANCES THERETO.


WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 10-152 adopted by this Board on March 3, 2010, a note in anticipation of bonds in the amount of $4,875,000, dated March 22, 2010, was issued for the purpose stated in Section 1, to mature on March 21, 2011 (the “Outstanding Highway Note”); and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution Nos. 10-605 and 10-606 adopted by this Board on August 25, 2010, a note in the amount of $1,700,000, dated September 2010, was issued, in part, for the purpose stated in Section 1, to mature on March 18, 2011 (the “Outstanding Various Purpose Note”); and


WHEREAS, this Board finds and determines that the County should retire the Outstanding Highway Note and the portion of the Outstanding Various Purpose Note issued for the purpose stated in Section 1 with the proceeds of the Notes described in Section 3 and other funds available to the County;


WHEREAS, the County Auditor as fiscal officer of this County has certified to this Board that the estimated life or period of usefulness of the improvement described in Section 1 is at least five years, the estimated maximum maturity of the Bonds described in Section 1 is 20 years, and the maximum maturity of $2,252,058 of the principal amount of the Notes is June 7, 2026; the maximum maturity of $680,000 of the principal amount of the Notes is March 29, 2027; the maximum maturity of $130,000 of the principal amount of the Notes is June 5, 2027; the maximum maturity of $110,000 of the principal amount of the Notes is June 3, 2028; the maximum maturity of $25,000 of the principal amount of the Notes is March 24, 2025; the maximum maturity of $15,000 of the principal amount of the Notes is May 29, 2029; the maximum maturity of $1,565,000 of the Notes is March 22, 2030; and the maximum maturity of $227,942 of the Notes is September 20, 2030.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, that:


Section 1.  It is necessary to issue bonds of this County in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $5,180,000 (the “Bonds”) to pay costs of improving highways, roads, streets and bridges located in Lorain County, together with all necessary appurtenances thereto.


Section 2.  The Bonds shall be dated approximately March 1, 2012, shall bear interest at the now estimated rate of 6% per year, payable semi‑annually until the principal amount is paid, and are estimated to mature in 20 annual principal installments on December 1 of each year that are in such amounts that the total principal and interest payments on the Bonds in any fiscal year in which principal is payable is substantially equal.  The first principal payment of the Bonds is estimated to be December 1, 2012.


Section 3.  It is necessary to issue notes in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $5,180,000 (the “Notes”) in anticipation of the issuance of the Bonds and to retire, together with other funds available to the County, the Outstanding Highway Note and that portion of the Outstanding Various Purpose Note issued for the purpose stated in Section 1.  The Notes shall be dated March 17, 2011 and shall mature on March 17, 2012.  The Notes shall be designated “Highway Improvement Notes, Series 2011” and shall bear interest at a rate not to exceed 6% per year (computed on a 360‑day per year consisting of twelve 30 day months), payable at maturity and until the principal amount is paid or payment is provided for.  The principal amount of the Notes (not to exceed $5,180,000) and the rate of interest on the Notes shall be determined by the County Administrator in the final terms certificate in accordance with Section 6 (the “Final Terms Certificate”).


Section 4.  The debt charges on the Notes shall be payable in lawful money of the United States of America, and shall be payable, without deduction for services of the County’s paying agent, at a corporate trust office of The Huntington National Bank, or at the principal office of a bank or trust company requested by Ross, Sinclaire & Associates, LLC (the “Original Purchaser”), provided that such request shall be approved by the County Administrator after determining that the payment at that bank or trust company will not endanger the funds or securities of the County and proper procedures are available for that purpose (the “Paying Agent”).  


Section 5.  The Notes shall be signed by at least two members of the Board of County Commissioners and by the County Auditor, in the name of the County and in their official capacities, provided that all but one of those signatures may be a facsimile.  The Notes shall be issued in the denominations and numbers as requested by the Original Purchaser and approved by the County Auditor, provided that no Note shall be issued in a denomination less than $100,000 or be exchangeable for other Notes in denominations of less than $100,000.  The entire principal amount may be represented by a single note and may be issued as fully registered securities (for which the County Auditor will serve as note registrar) or other uncertificated from in accordance with Section 9.96 and Chapter 133 of the Revised Code if it is determined by the County Administrator that

issuance of fully registered securities in that form will facilitate the sale and delivery of the Notes.  The Notes shall not have coupons attached, shall be numbered as determined by the County Administrator and shall express upon their faces the purpose, in summary terms, for which they are issued and that they are issued pursuant to this resolution.  


The Notes may be issued to any securities depository (a “Depository”) that is a clearing agency under federal law operating and maintaining, with any participants contracting with a Depository under a book entry system and includes security brokers and dealers, banks and trust companies, and clearing corporations or otherwise (“Participants”), a system (a “book entry system”) under which (i) the ownership of beneficial interests in the Notes and the principal of, and interest on, the Notes may be transferred only through a book entry, and (ii) a single physical Note certificate is issued by the County and payable only to a Depository or its nominee, with such Notes “immobilized” in the custody of the Depository or its agent for that purpose. If, and as long as a book entry system is utilized, (i) the Notes may be issued in the form of a single Note made payable to the Depository or its nominee and immobilized in the custody of the Depository or its agent for that purpose; (ii) the beneficial owners in book entry form shall have no right to receive the Notes in the form of physical securities or certificates; (iii) ownership of beneficial interests in book entry form shall be shown by book entry on the system maintained and operated by the Depository and its Participants, and transfers of the ownership of beneficial interests shall be made only by book entry by the Depository and its Participants; and (iv) the Notes as such shall not be transferable or exchangeable, except for transfer to another Depository or to another nominee of a Depository, without further action by the County.


If any Depository determines not to continue to act as a Depository for the Notes for use in a book entry system, the County Administrator or the County Auditor may attempt to establish a securities depository/book entry relationship with another qualified Depository.  If the County Auditor does not or is unable to do so, the County Auditor, after making provision for notification of the beneficial owners by the then Depository and any other arrangements deemed necessary, shall permit withdrawal of the Notes from the Depository, and shall cause the Notes in bearer or payable form to be signed by the officers authorized to sign the Notes and delivered to the assigns of the Depository or its nominee, all at the cost and expense (including any costs of printing), if the event is not the result of County action or inaction, of those persons requesting such issuance.


The County Administrator and the County Auditor are each also hereby authorized and directed, to the extent necessary or required, to enter into any agreements determined necessary in connection with the book entry system for the Notes, after determining that the signing thereof will not endanger the funds or securities of the County.


Section 6.  The Notes shall be sold to the Original Purchaser at not less than par plus accrued interest at private sale by the County Administrator in accordance with the provisions of this resolution, the Final Terms Certificate and the Note Purchase Agreement (as hereinafter defined).  The County Administrator shall sign the Final Terms Certificate referred to in Sections 3 and 4 fixing the principal amount of the Notes, interest rate which the Notes shall bear and providing any approval of an alternate Paying Agent, cause the Notes to be prepared, and have the Notes signed and delivered, together with a true transcript of proceedings with reference to the issuance of the Notes if requested by the Original Purchaser, to the Original Purchaser upon payment of the purchase price.  The note purchase agreement (the “Note Purchase Agreement”) now on file with the Clerk of this Board is approved, and the County Administrator is authorized to sign and deliver, on behalf of the County, the Note Purchase Agreement with such changes that are not inconsistent with the provisions of this resolution, are not materially adverse to the interests of the County and are approved by the County Administrator.  That any such changes to the Note Purchase Agreement are not materially adverse to the interests of the County and are approved by the County Administrator shall be evidenced conclusively by the signing of the Note Purchase Agreement by the County Administrator.  Any member of this Board, the Clerk of this Board, the County Administrator, the County Auditor and other County officials, as appropriate, are each authorized and directed to sign any transcript certificates, financial statements and other documents and instruments and to take such actions as are necessary or appropriate to consummate the transactions contemplated by this Resolution.  The County Auditor is authorized, if it is determined to be in the best interest of the County, to combine the issue of Notes with one or more other note issues of the County into a consolidated note issue pursuant to Section 133.30(B) of the Revised Code.


Section 7.  Proceeds of the Notes sufficient, together with other funds available to the County to pay debt charges on the Outstanding Highway Note and the portion of the Outstanding Various Purpose Note issued for the purpose stated in Section 1 shall be deposited into the Bond Retirement Fund and used to retire the Outstanding Highway Note and that portion of the Outstanding Various Purpose Note.  The remaining proceeds of the Notes shall be deposited in an appropriate fund of the County and used to pay costs of issuance of the Notes.  Any proceeds of the Notes not spent within 120 days after the issuance of the Notes shall be transferred to the Bond Retirement Fund and used to pay debt charges on the Notes when due.  All interest earned on amounts on deposit in any fund derived from proceeds of the Notes (including interest earned on such interest) shall be credited to the fund and used for the purposes set forth above, and shall not be transferred to the General Fund.  All proceeds of the Notes and interest earned on those proceeds (including interest earned on such interest) are appropriated for the purposes set forth above.


Section 8.  The par value to be received from the sale of the Bonds or of any renewal notes and any excess funds resulting from the issuance of the Notes shall, to the extent necessary, be used to pay the debt charges on the Notes and the Bonds and are pledged for that purpose.


Section 9.  During the year or years in which the Notes are outstanding, there shall be levied on all the taxable property in the County, in addition to all other taxes, the same tax that would have been levied if the Bonds had been issued without the prior issuance of the Notes.  The tax shall be within the ten‑mill limitation imposed by law, shall be and is ordered computed, certified, levied and extended upon the tax duplicate and collected by the same officers, in the same manner, and at the same time that taxes for general purposes for each of those years are certified, levied, extended and collected, and shall be placed before and in preference to all other items and for the full amount thereof.  The proceeds of the tax levy shall be placed in the Bond Retirement Fund, which is irrevocably pledged for the payment of the debt charges on the Notes or the Bonds when and as the same fall due.   


In each year to the extent money is lawfully available and appropriated from the County’s receipts from the State of Ohio gasoline excise tax, the County’s receipts pursuant to any joint agreements with any municipality (including, without limitation, the City of Lorain, the Village of Grafton, the Village of LaGrange, the Village of Sheffield and the City of Sheffield Lake), available moneys on deposit in the Bond Retirement Fund or proceeds from the sale of obligations by the County, the amount of the tax levy may be reduced by the amount or amounts so available and appropriated.  Nothing in this paragraph diminishes the pledge of the full faith and credit and the taxing power of the County to the prompt payment of the Notes or the Bonds.


Section 10.  This Board covenants that it will (i) restrict the use of the proceeds of the Notes in such manner and to such extent, if any, as may be necessary after taking into account reasonable expectations at the time the Notes are issued, so that the Notes will not constitute obligations the interest on which is subject to federal income taxation or “arbitrage Bonds” under Sections 103(b)(2) and 148 of the Internal Revenue Code and the regulations prescribed thereunder, and (ii) to the extent possible, comply with all applicable provisions of the Code and the regulations prescribed thereunder necessary for the interest on the Notes to remain exempt from federal income taxes including any expenditure requirements, investment limitations, rebate requirements or use restrictions.  The County Auditor or any other officer having responsibility with respect to the issuance of the Notes is authorized and directed to give an appropriate certificate on behalf of this County on the date of delivery of the Notes for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings, setting forth the facts, estimates and circumstances and reasonable expectations pertaining to the use of the proceeds thereof and the provisions of said Sections 103(b)(2) and 148 and regulations thereunder.  
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The County covenants that it will use, and will restrict the use and investment of, the proceeds of the Notes in such manner and to such extent as may be necessary so that (a) the Notes will not (i) constitute private activity bonds, arbitrage bonds or hedge bonds under Sections 141, 148 or 149 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the Code) or (ii) be treated other than as bonds to which Section 103(a) of the Code applies, and (b) the interest on the Notes will not be an item of tax preference under Section 57 of the Code.


The County hereby represents that the Outstanding Various Purpose Note was treated or designated as a “qualified tax-exempt obligation” for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.  The County hereby covenants that it will retire the Outstanding Various Purpose Note within 90 days after the issuance of the Notes, and that it will use the proceeds of the Notes, together with other funds available to the County, to pay the debt charges on the Outstanding Various Purpose Note.  The County represents that all other conditions are met for treating $227,942.34 of the principal amount of the Notes as a “qualified tax-exempt obligation” and not to be taken into account under subparagraph (D) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, by reason of subparagraph (D)(ii) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.


The principal amount of the Notes in excess of $227,942.34 is hereby designated as a “qualified tax-exempt obligation” for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.  In that connection, the County hereby represents and covenants that it, together with all its subordinate entities or entities that issue on its behalf, or on behalf of which it issues obligations, in or during the year of 2011, (i) have not issued and will not issue tax-exempt obligations for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, including the principal amount of the Notes in excess of $227,942.34, in an aggregate amount in excess of $10,000,000, and (ii) have not issued, do not reasonably anticipate issuing and will not issue, tax-exempt obligations (including the principal amount of the Notes in excess of $227,942.34, but excluding obligations other than qualified 501(c)(3) bonds as defined in Section 145 of the Code, that are private activity bonds as defined in Section 141 of the Code, and excluding refunding obligations are not advance refunding obligations as defined in Section 149(d)(5) of the Code) in an aggregate amount exceeding $10,000,000 unless the County first obtains a written opinion of nationally recognized bond counsel that such designation or issuance, as applicable, will not adversely affect the status of the Notes as “qualified tax-exempt obligations”.


The County represents that it has not formed or participated in the formation of, or benefited from or availed itself of, any entity in order to avoid the purposes of subparagraph (C) or (D) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, and covenants that it will not form, participate in the formation of, or benefit from or avail itself of any such entity.  The County further represents that the Bonds are not being issued as part of a direct or indirect composition issue that combines issues or lots of tax-exempt obligations of different issuers.  


The County further covenants that (a) it will take or cause to be taken such actions that may be required of it for the interest on the Notes to be and remain excluded from gross income for federal income tax purposes, (b) it will not take or authorize to be taken any actions that would adversely affect that exclusion, and (c) it, or persons acting for it, will, among other acts of compliance, (i) apply the proceeds of the Notes to the governmental purpose of the borrowing, (ii) restrict the yield on investment property, (iii) make timely and adequate payments to the federal government, (iv) maintain books and records and make calculations and reports and (v) refrain from certain uses of those proceeds, and, as applicable, of property financed with such proceeds, all in such manner and to the extent necessary to assure such exclusion of that interest under the Code.


The County Auditor, as the fiscal officer, or any other officer of the County having responsibility for issuance of the Notes is hereby authorized (a) to make or effect any election, selection, designation, choice, consent, approval, or waiver on behalf of the County with respect to the Notes as the County is permitted or required to make or give under the federal income tax laws, including, without limitation thereto, any of the elections provided for in Section 148(f)(4)(C) of the Code or available under Section 148 of the Code, for the purpose of assuring, enhancing or protecting favorable tax treatment or status of the Notes or interest thereon or assisting compliance with requirements for that purpose, reducing the burden or expense of such compliance, reducing the rebate amount or payments or penalties, or making payments of special amounts in lieu of making computations to determine, or paying, excess earnings as rebate, or obviating those amounts or payments, as determined by that officer, which action shall be in writing and signed by the officer, (b) to take any and all other actions, make or obtain calculations, make payments, and make or give reports, covenants and certifications of and on behalf of the County, as may be appropriate to assure the exclusion of interest from gross income and the intended tax status of the Notes, and (c) to give one or more appropriate certificates of the County, for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings for the Notes, setting forth the reasonable expectations of the County regarding the amount and use of all the proceeds of the Notes, the facts, circumstances and estimates on which they are based, and other facts and circumstances relevant to the tax treatment of the interest on and the tax status of the Notes.


Each covenant made in this section with respect to the Notes is also made with respect to all issues any portion of the debt service on which is paid from proceeds of the Notes (and, if different, the original issue and any refunding issues in a series of refundings), to the extent such compliance is necessary to assure exclusion of interest on the Notes from gross income for federal income tax purposes, and the officers identified above are authorized to take actions with respect to those issues as they are authorized in this section to take with respect to the Notes.


Section 11.  The Clerk is directed to deliver a certified copy of this resolution and the Final Terms Certificate to the County Auditor.


Section 12.  This Board determines that all acts and conditions necessary to be done or performed by the County or to have been met precedent to and in the issuing of the Notes in order to make them legal, valid and binding general obligations of the County have been performed and have been met, or will at the time of delivery of the Notes have been performed and have been met, in regular and due form as required by law; that the full faith and credit and general property taxing power (as described in Section 9) of the County are pledged for the timely payment of the debt charges on the Notes; and that no statutory or constitutional limitation of indebtedness or taxation will have been exceeded in the issuance of the Notes.


Section 13.  This Board finds and determines that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board and that all deliberations of this Board and of any committees that resulted in those formal actions were in meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.


Section 14.  This resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its adoption.

WHEREAS, this Board finds and determines that the County should issue the Bonds (as defined in Section 1) to (i) retire, together with other funds available to the County, the portion of the Outstanding Various Purpose Note issued to pay costs of the Improvement and (ii) pay costs of the issuance of the Bonds; and


WHEREAS, the County Auditor as fiscal officer of this County has certified to this Board that the estimated life or period of usefulness of the Improvement is at least five years and the maximum maturity of the Bonds is 20 years;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, that:


Section 1.  Definitions and Interpretation.  In addition to the words and terms defined elsewhere in this resolution, unless the context or use clearly indicates another or different meaning or intent:

“Annual Information” means annual financial information and operating data of the type to be specified in the Continuing Disclosure Agreement in accordance with the Rule.


“Authorized Denominations” means the denomination of $5,000 or any integral multiple thereof. 


“Board” means the Board of County Commissioners of the County.


“Bond proceedings” means, collectively, this resolution, the Final Terms Certificate, the Bond Purchase Agreement, the Bond Registrar Agreement, the Continuing Disclosure Certificate and such other proceedings of the County, including the Bonds, that provide collectively for, among other things, the rights of owners and beneficial owners of the Bonds.


“Bond Purchase Agreement” means the Bond Purchase Agreement related to the Bonds between the County and the Original Purchaser.


“Bond Register” means all books and records necessary for the registration, exchange and transfer of the Bonds as provided by this resolution and the Bond Registrar Agreement.


“Bond Registrar” means The Huntington National Bank, as the initial authenticating agent, bond registrar, transfer agent and paying agent for the Bonds under the Bond Registrar Agreement and until a successor Bond Registrar shall have become such pursuant to the provisions of the Bond Registrar Agreement and, thereafter, “Bond Registrar” shall mean the successor Bond Registrar.


“Bond Registrar Agreement” means the Bond Registrar Agreement related to the Bonds between the County and the Bond Registrar.


“Bonds” means the County’s General Sewer District Improvement Bonds, Series 2011 authorized by this resolution.


“Book entry form” or “book entry system” means a form or system under which (a) the ownership of book entry interests in Bonds and the principal of and interest on the Bonds may be transferred only through a book entry, and (b) physical Bond certificates in fully registered form are issued by the County only to a Depository or its nominee as registered owner, with the Bonds “immobilized” in the custody of the Depository or its designated agent.  The book entry maintained by an entity other than the County is the record that identifies the owners of book entry interests in those Bonds and that principal and interest.


“Clerk” means the Clerk of the Board.


“Closing Date” means the date of physical delivery of, and payment of the purchase price for, the Bonds.


“Code” means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, the Regulations (whether temporary or final) under that Code or the statutory predecessor of that Code, and any amendments of, or successor provisions to, the foregoing and any official rulings, announcements, notices, procedures and judicial determinations regarding any of the foregoing, all as and to the extent applicable.  Unless otherwise indicated, reference to a Section of the Code includes any applicable successor section or provision and such applicable Treasury Regulations, rulings, announcements, notices, procedures and determinations pertinent to that Section.


“Continuing Disclosure Agreement” means, collectively, the Continuing Disclosure Certificate and the agreements of the County set forth in Section 8(c).


“Continuing Disclosure Certificate” means the Continuing Disclosure Certificate authorized by this resolution.


“County” means the County of Lorain, Ohio.


“County Administrator” means the County Administrator of the County.


“County Auditor” means the County Auditor of the County.


“Depository” means any securities depository that is a clearing agency under federal law operating and maintaining, with its Participants or otherwise, a book entry system to record ownership of book entry interests in Bonds or the principal of and interest on the Bonds, and to effect transfers of Bonds, in book entry form, and includes and means initially The Depository Trust Company (a limited purpose trust company), New York, New York.


“Final Terms Certificate” means the Final Terms Certificate authorized by this resolution.


“Improvement” means the improvement of the Lorain County General Sewer District by constructing a sanitary sewer along Marks Road, together with all necessary appurtenances thereto.


“Interest Payment Dates” means June 1 and December 1 of each year that the Bonds are outstanding, commencing December 1, 2011.


“Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption” means the schedule(s) of the mandatory redemption of Term Bonds set forth in the Final Terms Certificate.


“Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Dates” means those Principal Payment Dates set forth in the Final Terms Certificate on which a portion of the principal amount of the Term Bonds are required to be redeemed.


“MSRB” means the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board established by the SEC.


“Original Purchaser” means Ross, Sinclaire & Associates, LLC.


“Outstanding Various Purpose Note” means the County’s $1,700,000 Various Purpose Improvement Note, Series 2010 dated September 23, 2010 and maturing March 18, 2011.


“Participant” means any participant contracting with a Depository under a book entry system and includes securities brokers and dealers, banks and trust companies, and clearing corporations.

“Principal Payment Dates” means December 1 in each of the years from and including 2011 to and including 2030, provided that the first Principal Payment Date may be delayed one year and the last Principal Payment Date may be advanced up to five years if such actions are determined by the County Administrator in the Final Terms Certificate to be in the best interest and financially advantageous to the County and further provided that in no case shall the last Principal Payment Date exceed the maximum maturity of the Bonds.


“Rule” means Rule 15c2-12 prescribed by the SEC pursuant to the Securities Exchange Act of 1934.


“SEC” means the Securities and Exchange Commission.


“Serial Bonds” means those Bonds designated as such and maturing on the Principal Payment Dates set forth in the Final Terms Certificate.


“Specified Events” means the occurrence of any of the following events, within the meaning of the Rule, with respect to the Bonds, as applicable:  principal and interest payment delinquencies; non-payment related defaults, if material; unscheduled draws on debt service reserves reflecting financial difficulties; unscheduled draws on credit enhancements reflecting financial difficulties; substitution of credit or liquidity providers, or their failure to perform; adverse tax opinions, the issuance by the Internal Revenue Code of proposed or final determinations taxability, Notices of Proposed Issuer (IRS Form 5701-TEB) or other material notices or determinations with respect to the tax status of the Bonds, or other material events affecting the tax-exempt status of the Bonds; modifications to rights of owners or beneficial owners of the Bonds, if material; Bond calls, if material, and tender offers; defeasances; release, substitution, or sale of property securing repayment of the Bonds, if material; rating changes, bankruptcy, insolvency, receivership or similar event of the County; the consummation of a merger, consolidation or acquisition involving the County or the sale of all or substantially all of the assets of the County, other than in the ordinary course of business, the entry into a definitive agreement to undertake such an action or the termination of a definitive agreement relating to any such actions, other than pursuant to its terms, if material; and appointment of a successor or additional Bond Registrar or the change of name of a Bond Registrar, if material.  The repayment of the Bonds is not secured by a lien on any property capable of release or sale or for which other property may be substituted.  


“Term Bonds” means those Bonds, if any, designated as such and maturing on the Principal Payment Dates set forth in the Final Terms Certificate.


The captions and headings in this Ordinance are solely for convenience of reference and in no way define, limit or describe the scope or intent of any Sections, subsections, paragraphs, subparagraphs or clauses hereof.  Reference to a Section means a section of this Ordinance unless otherwise indicated.


Section 2.  Authorized Principal Amount; Application of Proceeds.  It is necessary and determined to be in the County’s best interest to issue Various Purpose Improvement Bonds, Series 2011 of this County in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $1,560,000 to (i) retire, together with other funds available to the County, the portion of the Outstanding Various Purpose Note issued to pay costs of the Improvement, and (ii) pay costs of issuing the Bonds.  The aggregate principal amount of the Bonds to be issued to provide sufficient funds for those purposes (not to exceed $1,560,000) shall be determined by the County Administrator in the Final Terms Certificate to be the aggregate principal amount of Bonds that is required to be issued at this time for the purpose stated in this Section 2.


Proceeds of the Bonds sufficient, together with other funds available to the County, to pay the principal of and interest on the portion of the Outstanding Various Purpose Note issued to pay costs of the Improvement shall be deposited into the Bond Retirement Fund and used to retire that portion of the Outstanding Various Purpose Note.  A portion of the proceeds of the Bonds shall be deposited in an appropriate fund of the County and used to pay costs of issuance.  Any proceeds of the Bonds not spent 120 days after the issuance of the Bonds shall be transferred to the Bond Retirement Fund and used to pay principal of or interest on the Bonds when due.  All interest earned on amounts on deposit in any fund derived from the proceeds of the Bonds (including interest earned on such interest) shall be credited to the fund and used for the purposes set forth above, and shall not be transferred to the General Fund.  All of the proceeds of the Bonds and interest earned on those proceeds (and the interest on such interest) are hereby appropriated for the purposes set forth above.


Section 3.  Denominations; Dating Principal and Interest Payment and Redemption Provisions.  The Bonds shall be issued in one lot and only as fully registered bonds, in the Authorized Denominations, but in no case as to a particular maturity date exceeding the principal amount maturing on that date.  The Bonds shall be dated the Closing Date.


(a)
Interest Rates and Payment Dates.  The Bonds shall bear interest at the rate or rates of interest per year (computed on a 360‑day per year basis consisting of twelve 30-day months) as shall be determined by the County Administrator in the Final Terms Certificate (subject to subsection (c) of this Section).  Interest on the Bonds shall be payable at such rate or rates on the Interest Payment Dates until the principal amount has been paid or provided for.  The Bonds shall bear interest from the most recent date to which interest has been paid or provided for or, if no interest has been paid or provided for, from their date.


(b)
Principal Payment Schedule.  The Bonds shall mature on the Principal Payment Dates in principal amounts as shall be determined by the County Administrator in the Final Terms Certificate, subject to subsection (c) of this Section. 


Consistent with the foregoing and in accordance with his determination of the best interest of and financial advantages to the County, the County Administrator shall specify in the Final Terms Certificate (i) the aggregate principal amount of Bonds to be issued as Serial Bonds, if any, the Principal Payment Date or Dates on which those Serial Bonds, shall be stated to mature, and the principal amount thereof that shall be stated to mature on each such Principal Payment Date, and (ii) the aggregate principal amount of the Bonds to be issued as Term Bonds, if any, the Principal Payment Date or Dates on which those Term Bonds shall be stated to mature on each such Principal Payment Date, and the Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Dates and the Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption applicable to those Term Bonds.


(c)
Conditions for Establishment of Interest Rates and Principal Payment Dates and Amounts.  The rate or rates of interest per year to be borne by the Bonds, and the principal amount of Bonds maturing, shall be such that the total principal and interest payments on the Bonds in any fiscal year in which principal is payable is not more than three times the amount of those payments in any other fiscal year.  The net interest rate per year for the Bonds determined by taking into account the respective principal amounts of the Bonds and terms to maturity or Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption of those principal amounts of Bonds shall not exceed 6-1/2% per year.


(d)
Payment of Debt Charges.  The principal of and interest and any premium on the Bonds shall be payable in lawful money of the United States of America without deduction for the services of the Bond Registrar as paying agent.  Principal of and any premium on the Bonds shall be payable when due upon presentation and surrender of the Bonds at the designated principal corporate trust office of the Bond Registrar.  Interest on a Bond shall be paid on each Interest Payment Date by check or draft mailed to the person in whose name the Bond was registered, and to that person’s address appearing, on the Bond Register at the close of business on the 15th day of the calendar month next preceding that Interest Payment Date.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, if and so long as the Bonds are issued in a book entry system, principal of and interest and any premium on the Bonds shall be payable in the manner provided in any agreement entered into by the County Administrator, in the name and on behalf of the County, in connection with the book entry system.
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(e)
Redemption Provisions.  The Bonds shall be subject to redemption prior to stated maturity as follows:


(i)
Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption.  If any of the Bonds are issued as Term Bonds, the Term Bonds shall be subject to and redeemed pursuant to Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption on the Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Dates applicable to the Term Bonds set forth in the Final Terms Certificate at a price equal to 100% of the principal amount of the Term Bonds to be redeemed plus accrued interest to the applicable Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Date.



The County shall have the option to deliver to the Bond Registrar for cancellation Term Bonds in any aggregate principal amount and to receive a credit against the then current or any subsequent Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption requirement (and corresponding mandatory redemption obligation) of the County for Term Bonds stated to mature on the same Principal Payment Date as the Term Bonds so delivered.  That option shall be exercised by the County on or before the 15th day preceding any Mandatory Redemption Date with respect to which the County wishes to obtain a credit, by furnishing the Bond Registrar a certificate, signed by the County Administrator, setting forth the extent of the credit to be applied with respect to the then current or any subsequent Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption requirement for Term Bonds stated to mature on the same Principal Payment Date.  If the certificate is not timely furnished to the Bond Registrar, the current Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption requirement (and corresponding mandatory redemption obligation) shall not be reduced.  A credit against the then current or any subsequent Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption requirement (and corresponding mandatory redemption obligation) also shall be received by the County for any Term Bonds which prior thereto have been redeemed (other than through the operation of the applicable Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption requirements) or purchased for cancellation and canceled by the Bond Registrar, to the extent not applied theretofore as a credit against any Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption requirement, for Term Bonds stated to mature on the same Principal Payment Date as the Term Bonds so redeemed or purchased and canceled.



Each Term Bond so delivered, or previously redeemed, or purchased and canceled, shall be credited by the Bond Registrar at 100% of the principal amount thereof against the then current or subsequent Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption requirements (and corresponding mandatory redemption obligations) for Term Bonds stated to mature on the same Principal Payment Date as the Term Bonds so delivered, redeemed or purchased and canceled.


(ii)
Optional Redemption.  Certain maturities of the Bonds may be subject to optional redemption by and at the sole option of the County, in whole or in part in integral multiples of $5,000 on the dates, in the years and at the redemption prices (expressed as a percentage of the principal amount to be redeemed), plus accrued interest to the redemption date, all to be determined by the County Administrator in the Final Terms Certificate provided that the earliest optional redemption date shall not be earlier than December 1, 2019 or later than December 1, 2023, and the redemption price shall not be greater than 103%.



If optional redemption of Term Bonds at a redemption price exceeding 100% of the principal amount to be redeemed is to take place as of any Mandatory Redemption Date applicable to those Term Bonds, the Term Bonds, or portions thereof, to be redeemed optionally shall be selected by lot prior to the selection by lot of the Term Bonds of the same maturity to be redeemed by operation of the Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption Requirements.  The Bonds to be redeemed pursuant to this paragraph shall be redeemed only upon written notice from the County Administrator to the Bond Registrar, given upon the direction of this Board by adoption of a resolution.  That notice shall specify the redemption date and the principal amount of each maturity of Bonds to be redeemed, and shall be given at least 45 days prior to the redemption date or such shorter period as shall be acceptable to the Bond Registrar.


There shall be deposited with the Bond Registrar on or prior to the redemption date, moneys that, in addition to any other money available therefore and held by the Bond Registrar, will be sufficient to redeem the Bonds for which notice of redemption has been given.


(iii)
Partial Redemption.  If fewer than all of the outstanding Bonds are called for optional redemption at one time, they shall be called as selected by, and in a manner determined by the County.  If fewer than all Bonds of a single maturity are to be redeemed, the selection of the Bonds to be redeemed, or portions thereof in Authorized Denominations shall be made by the Bond Registrar by lot in a manner determined by the Bond Registrar.  In the case of partial redemption of Bonds by lot when Bonds in denominations greater than $5,000 are then outstanding, each $5,000 unit of principal shall be treated as if it were a separate Bond of the denomination of $5,000.  If it is determined that one or more, but not all, of the $5,000 units of principal amount represented by a Bond are to be called for redemption, then upon notice of a redemption of a $5,000 unit or units, the registered owner of that Bond shall surrender the Bond to the Bond Registrar (A) for payment of the redemption price of the $5,000 unit or units of principal amount called for redemption (including, without limitation, the interest and accrued interest to the redemption date), and (B) issuance, without charge to the registered owner, of a new Bond or Bonds of any Authorized Denomination in an aggregate principal amount equal to the unmatured and unredeemed portion of, and bearing interest at the same rate and maturing on the same date as, the Bond surrendered.


(iv)
Notice of Redemption.  The notice of the call for redemption of Bonds shall identify (A) by designation, letters, numbers or other distinguishing marks, the Bonds or portions thereof to be redeemed, (B) the redemption price to be paid, (C) the date fixed for redemption, and (D) the place or places where the amounts due upon redemption are payable.  The notice shall be given by the Bond Registrar on behalf of the County by mailing a copy of the redemption notice by first class mail, postage prepaid, at least 30 days prior to the date fixed for redemption, to the registered owner of each Bond subject to redemption in whole or in part at the registered owner’s address shown on the Bond Register maintained by the Bond Registrar at the close of business on the fifteenth day preceding that mailing.  Failure to receive notice by mail or any defect in that notice regarding any Bond, however, shall not affect the validity of the proceedings for the redemption of any Bond.


(v)
Payment of Redeemed Bonds.  Notice having been mailed in the manner provided in the preceding paragraph hereof, the Bonds and portions thereof called for redemption shall become due and payable on the redemption date, and, upon presentation and surrender thereof at the place or places specified in that notice, shall be paid at the redemption price, plus interest accrued to the redemption date.  If money for the redemption of all of the Bonds and portions thereof to be redeemed, together with interest accrued thereon to the redemption date, is held by the Bond Registrar on the redemption date, so as to be available therefore on that date and, if notice of redemption has been deposited in the mail as aforesaid, then from and after the redemption date those Bonds and portions thereof called for redemption shall cease to bear interest and no longer shall be considered to be outstanding.  If that money shall not be so available on the redemption date, or that notice shall not have been deposited in the mail as aforesaid, those Bonds and portions thereof shall continue to bear interest, until they are paid, at the same rate as they would have borne had they not been called for redemption.  All money held by the Bond Registrar for the redemption of particular Bonds shall be held in trust for the account of the registered owners thereof and shall be paid to them, respectively, upon presentation and surrender of those Bonds.


Section 4.  Signing and Authentication of Bonds; Appointment of Bond Registrar.  The Bonds shall be signed by at least two members of the Board of County Commissioners and by the County Auditor, in the name of the County and in their official capacities, provided that any or all of those signatures may be a facsimile.  The Bonds shall be issued in the Authorized Denominations and numbers as requested by the Original Purchaser and approved by the County Administrator, shall be numbered as determined by the County Administrator, in order to distinguish each Bond from 
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any other Bond, and shall express upon their faces the purpose, in summary terms, for which they are issued and that they are issued pursuant to this resolution.  


The Huntington National Bank is hereby appointed to act as the initial Bond Registrar.  The Bond Registrar Agreement in the form now on file with the Clerk of this Board is approved.  The County Administrator is hereby authorized to sign and deliver, in the name and on behalf of the County, the Bond Registrar Agreement with any changes that are not inconsistent with this resolution, are not materially adverse to the County, and are approved by the County Administrator.  That any such changes are not materially adverse to the County and are approved by the County Administrator shall be evidenced conclusively by the signing of the Bond Registrar Agreement, except to the extent paid or reimbursed by the Original Purchaser in accordance with the Bond Purchase Agreement by the County Administrator.  The County Administrator shall provide for the payment of the services rendered and for reimbursement of expenses incurred pursuant to the Bond Registrar Agreement, except to the extent paid or reimbursed by the Original Purchaser in accordance with the Bond Purchase Agreement  from the proceeds of the Bonds to the extent available and then from other money lawfully available and appropriated or to be appropriated for that purpose.


No Bond shall be valid or obligatory for any purpose or shall be entitled to any security or benefit under the Bond proceedings unless and until the certificate of authentication printed on the Bond is signed by the Bond Registrar as authenticating agent.  Authentication by the Bond Registrar shall be conclusive evidence that the Bond so authenticated has been duly issued, signed and delivered under, and is entitled to the security and benefit of, the Bond proceedings.  The certificate of authentication may be signed by any authorized officer or employee of the Bond Registrar, or by any other person acting as an agent of the Bond Registrar and approved by the County Administrator on behalf of the County.  The same person need not sign the certificate of authentication on all of the Bonds.


Section 5.  Payment of Debt Charges.  The debt charges on the Bonds shall be payable in lawful money of the United States of America without deduction for the services of the Bond Registrar as paying agent.  Principal shall be payable when due upon presentation and surrender of the Bonds at a corporate trust office of the Bond Registrar.  Interest on a Bond shall be paid on each Interest Payment Date by check or draft mailed by the Bond Registrar to the person in whose name the Bond was registered, and to that person’s address appearing, on the Bond Register at the close of business on the 15th day of the calendar month next preceding that Interest Payment Date (the Record Date).


Section 6.  Registration; Transfer and Exchange; Book Entry System.  


(a)  Bond Registrar.  So long as any of the Bonds remain outstanding, the County will cause the Bond Registrar to maintain the Bond Register and keep the Bond Register at its principal corporate trust office.  Subject to the provisions of Section 8(c), the person in whose name a Bond is registered on the Bond Register shall be regarded as the absolute owner of that Bond for all purposes of the Bond proceedings.  Payment of or on account of the debt charges on any Bond shall be made only to or upon the order of that person; neither the County nor the Bond Registrar shall be affected by any notice to the contrary, but the registration may be changed as provided in this Section.  All such payments shall be valid and effectual to satisfy and discharge the County’s liability upon the Bond, including interest, to the extent of the amount or amounts so paid.


(b)  Transfer and Exchange.  Any Bond may be exchanged for Bonds of any Authorized Denomination upon presentation and surrender at a corporate trust office of the Bond Registrar, together with a request for exchange signed by the registered owner or by a person legally empowered to do so in a form satisfactory to the Bond Registrar.  A Bond may be transferred only on the Bond Register upon presentation and surrender of the Bond at that office of the Bond Registrar, together with an assignment signed by the registered owner or by a person legally empowered to do so in a form satisfactory to the Bond Registrar.  Upon exchange or transfer the Bond Registrar shall complete, authenticate and deliver a new Bond or Bonds of any Authorized Denomination or Denominations requested by the owner equal in the aggregate to the unmatured principal amount of the Bond surrendered and bearing interest at the same rate and maturing on the same date.


If manual signatures on behalf of the County are required, the Bond Registrar shall undertake the exchange or transfer of Bonds only after the new Bonds are signed by the authorized officers of the County.  In all cases of Bonds exchanged or transferred, the County shall provide for the signing and the Bond Registrar shall authenticate and deliver Bonds in accordance with the provisions of the Bond proceedings.  The exchange or transfer shall be without charge to the owner, except that the County and Bond Registrar may make a charge sufficient to reimburse them for any tax or other governmental charge required to be paid with respect to the exchange or transfer.  The County or the Bond Registrar may require that those charges, if any, be paid before the procedure is begun for the exchange or transfer.  All Bonds issued and authenticated upon any exchange or transfer shall be valid obligations of the County, evidencing the same debt, and entitled to the same security and benefit under the Bond proceedings, as the Bonds surrendered upon that exchange or transfer.

Neither the County nor the Bond Registrar shall be required to make any exchange or transfer of (i) Bonds then subject to call for redemption between the 15th day preceding the mailing of notice of Bonds to be redeemed and the date of that mailing, or (ii) any Bond selected for redemption, in whole or in part.


(c)  Book Entry System.  
The Bonds may be issued to a Depository for use in a book entry system and, if and as long as a book entry system is utilized, (i) the Bonds may be issued in the form of a single, fully registered Bond representing each maturity and registered in the name of the Depository or its nominee, as registered owner, and immobilized in the custody of the Depository or its designated agent; (ii) the owners of book entry interests of the Bonds (“beneficial owners”) in book entry form shall have no right to receive Bonds in the form of physical securities or certificates; (iii) ownership of book entry interests in Bonds in book entry form shall be shown by book entry on the system maintained and operated by the Depository and its Participants, and transfers of the ownership of book entry interests in Bonds shall be made only by book entry by the Depository and its Participants; and (iv) the Bonds as such shall not be transferable or exchangeable, except for transfer to another Depository or to another nominee of a Depository, without further action by the County.


If any Depository determines not to continue to act as a Depository for the Bonds for use in a book entry system, the County Administrator may attempt to establish a securities depository/book entry relationship with another qualified Depository.  If the County Administrator does not or is unable to do so, the County Administrator, and after the Bond Registrar has made provision for notification of the beneficial owners by the then Depository and any other arrangements deemed necessary, shall permit withdrawal of the Bonds from the Depository, and the County and the Bond Registrar authenticate and deliver bond certificates in registered form to the assigns of the Depository or its nominee, all at the cost and expense (including any costs of printing), if the event is not the result of County action or inaction, of those persons requesting such issuance.


The County Administrator is also hereby authorized and directed to the extent necessary or required to enter into any agreements determined necessary in connection with the book entry system for the Bonds, after determining that the signing thereof will not endanger the funds or securities of the County.


Section 7.  Sale of the Bonds.  The Bonds are hereby sold at a private sale to the Original Purchaser for a purchase price of not less than 97% of the aggregate principal amount of the Bonds in accordance with law, the provisions of this resolution and the Bond Purchase Agreement.  The County Administrator shall sign and deliver the Final Terms Certificate and shall cause the Bonds to be prepared and signed and delivered, together with a true transcript of proceedings with reference to the issuance of the Bonds, to the Original Purchaser upon payment of the purchase price.  The County Administrator is authorized, if it is determined to be in the best interest of the County, to combine the issue of Bonds with one or more other 
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bond issues of the County into a consolidated bond issue pursuant to Section 133.30(B) of the Revised Code.  Any member of this Board, the Clerk of this Board, the County Auditor and other County officials, as appropriate, are each authorized and directed to sign any transcript certificates, financial statements and other documents and instruments and to take such actions as are necessary or appropriate to consummate the transactions contemplated by this resolution.


The Bond Purchase Agreement in the form now on file with the Clerk of this Board is approved.  The County Administrator is hereby authorized to sign and deliver, in the name and on behalf of the County, the Bond Purchase Agreement with any changes or amendments that are not inconsistent with this resolution, are not materially adverse to the County, and are approved by the Administrator.  That any such changes are not materially adverse to the County and are approved by the County Administrator shall be conclusively evidenced by the signing of the Bond Purchase Agreement by the County Administrator.


Section 8.  Official Statement, Rating, Bond Insurance and Continuing Disclosure.


(a)
Primary Offering Disclosure ‑‑ Official Statement.  If in the judgment of the County Administrator a disclosure document in the form of an official statement relating to the original issuance of the Bonds is appropriate, any two members of this Board or the County Auditor or the County Administrator, on behalf of the County, and in their official capacities, are authorized to (i) prepare or cause to be prepared, and make or authorize modifications, completions or changes of, or supplements to, such an official statement, (ii) determine, and to certify or otherwise represent, when the official statement is to be “deemed final” (except for permitted omissions by the County as of its date, or is a final official statement, for purposes of the Rule, (iii) use and distribute, or authorize the use and distribution of those official statements and any supplements thereto in connection with the original issuance of the Bonds, and (iv) complete and sign the final official statement as approved, together with such certificates, statements or other documents in connection with the finality, accuracy and completeness of those official statements.


(b)
Application for Rating or Bond Insurance.  If, in the judgment of the County Administrator, the filing of an application for (i) a rating on the Bonds by one or more nationally‑recognized rating agencies, or (ii) a policy of insurance from a company or companies to better assure the payment of principal of and interest on the Bonds is in the best interest of and financially advantageous to the County, the County Administrator is authorized to prepare and submit those applications, to provide to each such agency or company such information as may be required for the purpose, and to provide for the payment of the cost of obtaining each such rating or policy, except to the extent paid by the Original Purchaser in accordance with the Bond Purchase Agreement, from the proceeds of the Bonds to the extent available and otherwise from any other funds lawfully available and that are appropriated or shall be appropriated for that purpose.  To the extent the County Administrator has taken such actions, those actions are hereby ratified and confirmed.


(c)
Continuing Disclosure Agreement.  For the benefit of the owners and beneficial owners from time to time of the Bonds, the County agrees, as the only obligated person with respect to the Bonds under the Rule, to provide or cause to be provided such financial information and operating data, audited financial statements and notices, in such manner, as may be required for purposes of paragraph (b)(5)(i) of the Rule.  The County further agrees, in particular, to provide or cause to be provided:



(i)  
to the MSRB, (A) Annual Information for each County fiscal year ending hereafter, not later than the 270th day following the end of the fiscal year, and (B) when and if available, audited County financial statements for each such fiscal year; and



(ii)  to the MSRB, within 10 days, notice of (A) any Specified Event, (B) the County’s failure to provide the Annual Information within the time specified above, and (C) any change in the accounting principles applied in the preparation of its annual financial statements, any change in its fiscal year, its failure to appropriate funds to meet costs to be incurred to perform the agreement, and of the termination of the agreement.


The Continuing Disclosure Certificate in the form now on file with the Clerk of this Board is approved.  The County Administrator is authorized and directed to complete, sign and deliver, in the name and on behalf of the County, the Continuing Disclosure Certificate with such changes that are not inconsistent with this resolution, are not materially adverse to the County, and are approved by the County Administrator, to specify in reasonable detail the Annual Information to be provided (which may be provided by specific reference to other documents previously filed and available in accordance with the Rule), whether the County has obtained any credit enhancement or provider for the Bonds and the County’s expectations as to whether audited financial statements will be prepared, the accounting principles to be applied in their preparation, and whether they will be available together with, or separately from, Annual Information.  That any such changes to the Continuing Disclosure Certificate are not materially adverse to the County and are approved by the County Administrator shall be evidenced conclusively by the signing of the Continuing Disclosure Certificate by the County Administrator.


The County Administrator is further authorized and directed to establish procedures in order to ensure compliance by the County with its Continuing Disclosure Certificate, including timely provision of information and notices as described above.  Prior to making any filing in accordance with clause (ii) above or providing notice of the occurrence of any other events, the County Administrator shall consult with and obtain legal advice from, as appropriate, the Prosecuting Attorney and bond or other qualified independent special counsel selected by the County.  The County Administrator, acting in the name and on behalf of the County, shall be entitled to rely upon any such legal advice in determining whether a filing should be made.


The County reserves the right to amend its Continuing Disclosure Agreement, and to obtain the waiver of noncompliance with any provision of the Continuing Disclosure Agreement, as may be necessary or appropriate to achieve its compliance with any applicable federal securities law or rule, to cure any ambiguity, inconsistency or formal defect or omission, and to address any change in circumstances arising from a change in legal requirements, change in law, or change in the identity, nature, or status of the County, or type of business conducted by the County.  Any such amendment or waiver will not be effective unless the Continuing Disclosure Agreement (as amended or taking into account such waiver) would have complied with the requirements of the Rule at the time of the primary offering of the Bonds, after taking into account any applicable amendments to or official interpretations of the Rule, as well as any change in circumstances, and until the County shall have received:  either (i) a written opinion of bond or other qualified independent special counsel selected by the County that the amendment or waiver would not materially impair the interests of holders or beneficial owners of the Bonds or (ii) the written consent to the amendment or waiver of the owners of at least a majority of the principal amount of the Bonds then outstanding.  Annual Information containing any revised operating data or financial information shall explain, in narrative form, the reasons for any such amendment or waiver and the impact of the change on the type of operating data or financial information being provided.


The County’s Continuing Disclosure Agreement shall be solely for the benefit of the owners and beneficial owners from time to time of the Bonds.  The exclusive remedy for any breach of the agreement by the County shall be limited, to the extent permitted by law, to a right of owners and beneficial owners to institute and maintain, or to cause to be instituted and maintained, such proceedings as may be authorized at law or in equity to obtain the specific performance by the County of its obligations under the agreement.  Any individual owner or beneficial owner may institute and maintain, or cause to be instituted and maintained, such proceedings to require the County to provide or cause to be provided a pertinent filing if such a filing is due and has not been made.  Any such proceedings to require the County to perform any other obligation under the Continuing Disclosure Agreement (including any proceedings that contest the sufficiency of any pertinent filing) shall be instituted and maintained only by a trustee 
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appointed by the owners and beneficial owners of not less than 25% in principal amount of the Bonds then outstanding or by owners and beneficial owners of not less than 10% in principal amount of the Bonds then outstanding in accordance with Section 133.25(B)(4)(b) or (C)(1) of the Revised Code, as applicable (or any like or comparable successor provisions).  


The performance by the County of its Continuing Disclosure Agreement shall be subject to the annual appropriation of any funds that may be necessary to perform it.


The County’s Continuing Disclosure Agreement shall remain in effect only for such period that the Bonds are outstanding in accordance with their terms and the County remains an obligated person with respect to the Bonds within the meaning of the Rule.  The obligation of the County to provide the Annual Information and notices of the events described above shall terminate, if and when the County no longer remains such an obligated person.


The County Administrator is hereby authorized and directed, to the extent necessary or required, to enter into any agreements, in the name and on behalf of the County, that the County Administrator determines to be necessary in connection with a book entry system for the Bonds, after approval of any such agreement by the Prosecuting Attorney.


Section 9.  Provisions For Tax Levy.  There shall be levied on all the taxable property in the County, in addition to all other taxes, a direct tax annually during the period the Bonds are outstanding in an amount sufficient to pay the debt charges on the Bonds when due, which tax shall not be less than the interest and sinking fund tax required by Section 11 of Article XII of the Ohio Constitution.  The tax shall be within the ten-mill limitation imposed by law, shall be and is ordered computed, certified, levied and extended upon the tax duplicate and collected by the same officers, in the same manner and at the same time that taxes for general purposes for each of those years are certified, levied, extended and collected, and shall be placed before and in preference to all other items and for the full amount thereof.  The proceeds of the tax levy shall be placed in the Bond Retirement Fund, which is irrevocably pledged for the payment of the debt charges on the Bonds when and as the same fall due.  


In each year to the extent money is lawfully available and appropriated from the levy of special assessments or revenues of the Lorain County General Sewer District for the purpose of paying debt charges on the Bonds, the amount of the tax levy may be reduced by the amount so available and appropriated.  Also, to the extent money is lawfully available and is appropriated from the bond retirement fund or proceeds from the sale of obligations of the County for the purpose of paying debt charges on the Bonds, the amount of the tax levy may be reduced by the amount so available and appropriated.  Nothing in this paragraph diminishes the pledge of the full faith and credit and property taxing power of the County to the prompt payment of the debt charges on the Bonds.


Section 10.  Federal Tax Considerations.  The County covenants that it will use, and will restrict the use and investment of, the proceeds of the Bonds in such manner and to such extent as may be necessary so that (a) the Bonds will not (i) constitute private activity bonds, arbitrage bonds or hedge bonds under Section 141, 148 or 149 of the Code, or (ii) be treated other than as bonds to which Section 103(a) of the Code applies, and (b) the interest thereon will not be treated as an item of tax preference under Section 57 of the Code.


The County hereby represents that the Outstanding Various Purpose Note was treated or designated as a “qualified tax-exempt obligation” for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.  The County hereby covenants that it will retire the Outstanding Various Purpose Note within 90 days after the issuance of the Bonds, and that it will use the proceeds of the Bonds, together with other funds available to the County, to pay the debt charges on the Outstanding Various Purpose Note.  The County represents that all other conditions are met for treating $1,476,645.66 of the principal amount of the Bonds (the portion of the Outstanding Various Purpose Note issued to pay costs of the Improvement) as a “qualified tax-exempt obligation” and not to be taken into account under subparagraph (D) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, by reason of subparagraph (D)(ii) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.


The principal amount of the Bonds in excess of $1,476,645.66 is hereby designated as a “qualified tax-exempt obligation” for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.  In that connection, the County hereby represents and covenants that it, together with all its subordinate entities or entities that issue on its behalf, or on behalf of which it issues obligations, in or during the year of 2011, (i) have not issued and will not issue tax-exempt obligations for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, including the principal amount of the Bonds in excess of $1,476,645.66, in an aggregate amount in excess of $10,000,000, and (ii) have not issued, do not reasonably anticipate issuing and will not issue, tax-exempt obligations (including the principal amount of the Bonds in excess of $1,476,645.66, but excluding obligations other than qualified 501(c)(3) bonds as defined in Section 145 of the Code, that are private activity bonds as defined in Section 141 of the Code, and excluding refunding obligations are not advance refunding obligations as defined in Section 149(d)(5) of the Code) in an aggregate amount exceeding $10,000,000 unless the County first obtains a written opinion of nationally recognized bond counsel that such designation or issuance, as applicable, will not adversely affect the status of the Bonds as “qualified tax-exempt obligations”.


The County represents that it has not formed or participated in the formation of, or benefited from or availed itself of, any entity in order to avoid the purposes of subparagraph (C) or (D) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, and covenants that it will not form, participate in the formation of, or benefit from or avail itself of any such entity.  The County further represents that the Bonds are not being issued as part of a direct or indirect composition issue that combines issues or lots of tax-exempt obligations of different issuers.  


The County further covenants that (a) it will take or cause to be taken such actions that may be required of it for the interest on the Bonds to be and to remain excluded from gross income for federal income tax purposes, (b) it will not take or authorize to be taken any actions that would adversely affect that exclusion, and (c) it, or persons acting for it, will, among other acts of compliance, (i) apply the proceeds of the Bonds to the governmental purposes of the borrowing, (ii) restrict the yield on investment property, (iii) make timely and adequate payments to the federal government, (iv) maintain books and records and make calculations and reports, and (v) refrain from certain uses of the proceeds of the Bonds and, as applicable, of property financed with such proceeds, all in such manner and to the extent necessary to assure such exclusion of that interest under the Code.


The County Auditor, as the fiscal officer, or any other officer of the County having responsibility for issuance of the Bonds is hereby authorized (a) to make or effect any election, selection, designation, choice, consent, approval, or waiver on behalf of the County with respect to the Bonds as the County is permitted or required to make or give under the federal income tax laws, including, without limitation thereto, any of the elections provided for in Section 148(f)(4)(C) of the Code or available under Section 148 of the Code, for the purpose of assuring, enhancing or protecting favorable tax treatment or status of the Bonds or interest thereon or assisting compliance with requirements for that purpose, reducing the burden or expense of such compliance, reducing the rebate amount or payments or penalties, or making payments of special amounts in lieu of making computations to determine, or paying, excess earnings as rebate, or obviating those amounts or payments, as determined by that officer, which action shall be in writing and signed by the officer, (b) to take any and all other actions, make or obtain calculations, make payments, and make or give reports, covenants and certifications of and on behalf of the County, as may be appropriate to assure the exclusion of interest from gross income and the intended tax status of the Bonds, and (c) to give one or more appropriate certificates of the County, for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings for the Bonds, setting forth the reasonable expectations of the County regarding the amount and use of all the proceeds of the Bonds, the facts, circumstances and estimates on which they are based, and other facts and circumstances relevant to the tax treatment of the interest on and the tax status of the Bonds.
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Each covenant made in this Section with respect to the Bonds is also made with respect to all issues any portion of the principal of and interest on which is paid from proceeds of the Bonds (and, if different, the original issue and any refunding issues in a series of refundings), to the extent such compliance is necessary to assure exclusion of interest on the Bonds from gross income for federal income tax purposes, and the officers identified above are authorized to take actions with respect to those issues as they are authorized in this Section to take with respect to the Bonds.


Section 11.  Certification and Delivery of Resolution and Final Terms Certificate.  The Clerk of this Board is directed to deliver a certified copy of this resolution to the County Auditor.


Section 12.  Satisfaction of Conditions for Bond Issuance.  This Board determines that all acts and conditions necessary to be performed by the County or to have been met precedent to and in the issuing of the Bonds in order to make them legal, valid and binding general obligations of the County have been performed and have been met, or will at the time of delivery of the Bonds have been performed and have been met, in regular and due form as required by law; that the full faith and credit and general property taxing power (as described in Section 9) of the County are pledged for the timely payment of the debt charges on the Bonds; and that no statutory or constitutional limitation of indebtedness or taxation will have been exceeded in the issuance of the Bonds.


Section 13.  Compliance With Open Meeting Requirements.  This Board finds and determines that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution and that all deliberations of this Board and of any committees that resulted in those formal actions, were taken in meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.


Section 14.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its adoption.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski sat in for Commissioner Kalo at a meeting with the Mayors and Police Chiefs of Lorain & Elyria and Sheriff Stammitti, Brian Fredrick, Community Foundation to discuss the consolidation of 911 dispatch and possible record retention.  They are going to their boards to do a study on cost savings and efficient way to implement a program like this and could save around 25%.


Commissioner Kokoski said there will be a rally at Ely Square at noon and Lorain City Hall at 4:30 pm tomorrow regards to SB5 and asked the Commissioners to approve a resolution opposing said.


Commissioner Kalo said he attended CCAO meeting with Governor Kasich and there were around 30 other county members and he did explain that this is not his collective bargaining legislation and he would be doing his own. Governor has endorsed the proposal of Senator Jones and Commissioner Kalo stated that he believes there are some negotiations still needed and don’t believe that this would ever pass like this.  He stated that his committee voted on certain pieces of the policies because this bill would take away local control from the Commissioners/Council to do negotiations and work with employees and the way that it looks bust up the unions and the Governor stated that SB5 will pass, but not be this bill because it needs to be reformed.  Commissioner Kalo said one of the arguments with the Governor was and the papers that were submitted because a middle ground has to be found, not everything is bad in government even though everyone says public sector is destroying the economy and don’t feel that everyone believes this inside.  He hopes as things move forward this will be shot down and whatever they want to give the counties as the tool in order to free up unfunded mandates in order for the jobs to be done and he supports this bill in getting rid of SB5.

Commissioner Williams said he believes that the bargaining - collective bargaining needs to be brought into line with the National Labor Relations and should allow our State Reps and Senators should argue this bill.

Commissioner Kalo said we are a part of state government.  Commissioner Williams said county commissioners should be able to questions things that would affect us but the bargaining issues needs to be brought in line with federal requirements.

Commissioner Kalo asked Commissioner Williams if he read the entire bill and what this bill would take away from local government when it comes to making decisions.  Commissioner Williams said no, he did not read the entire bill. Commissioner Kalo said then look at the entire bill how it is presented because it take a lot of the ability away from county commissioners to negotiate and bargaining is for both sides and a mandate from state government how county would conduct their business spills over to all other parts of government and CCAO stated that we are not special interest we are a direct arm of state government.  When unfunded mandates or rules are given to the county and have no flexibility then the ability to govern is given away locally and this is his argument and this SB5 will handcuff the county commissioners and unless Commissioner Williams would like the state to run the county and this is his personal preference but as County Commissioners under law have the flexibility to run the county government.
Commissioner Williams said he spoke with several reps and county commissioners and reading the statehouse reports, this is what he is decision is based upon and we could sit up here all day and debate but right now he said the Ohio collective bargaining law does not meet the National Labor regulations and with no disrespect he will allow the State reps and Senators to argue this out and to Commissioner Kalo’s point he does not think this will pass a different bill will be presented.

WHEREAS, Ohio passed its collective bargaining law more than 25 years ago; and

WHEREAS, Senate Bill 5 if passed, will severely hurt the working families of Ohio by reducing their rights in the work place by ending Ohio's current collective bargaining law as we know it; and

WHEREAS, this “union-busting” bill would strip many employees; including county, city, state, firefighters, police officers, sheriff deputies, autoworkers and teachers of their collective bargaining power and is an assault on workers, potentially endangering public sector employees, union or not; and

WHEREAS, The bill would strip collective bargaining rights for workers, eliminate salary raises based on tenure and replace it with merit-based salary raises, ban negotiating health care plans, eliminate binding arbitration and would allow public employers to hire permanent replacement employees who strike; and

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WHEREAS, by directly undermining our public servants and a critical slice of Ohio’s middle class, these measures carry long-term consequences that dramatically and negatively impact this state — its work force, its economy and the fabric of its communities and could implicate employees working for less than minimum wage; and

WHEREAS, Senate Bill 5 will not create jobs that are needed in Ohio. It will not save money for the ailing state budget, but it will create lower wages and layoffs.

Commissioner Kokoski said she spent all day Saturday with Sheffield Village Mayor Hunter and took her concealed carry class.

Commissioner Kalo said at CCAO on Friday he meet the new Community Development Director Kvamme and had good dialogue about moving forward and not all is radical that has been discussed and still waiting to hear about local government funds because Lorain County will be short around $6-8 million. There are many areas that the county commissioners have no ability regards to judges ordering mandates or the unfundated mandates and this is what needs to change.

Commissioner Kalo said there also there has been discussions here on the parking deck and charging a fee but he has also mentioned to sell the parking lot and have a vendor figure out what to do. The county does not have the money to maintain or repair the facility, sales tax has been shot down and City of Elyria has sent a letter stating by March 16 various issues at the Detention Home have to be fixed to include; group exit door at end of hall will not release, both exit doors exiting gym do not operate properly, group 2 exit door facing west does not open and fire door in boiler room requires annual inspection. County Administrator Cordes said he spoke with Domestic Court Administrator Messer and given the current budget constraints this will be taken from their current budget in order to fix these issues.
Commissioner Kokoski said should we charge county employees for walking through the doors, the employees work hard, they have had a pay freeze, pay more for hospitalization and they work 1 hour more/day and now charge for parking, this should not be done on the back of our employees.

Commissioner Kalo said how do we come up with the shortfall and make capital improvements if no additional revenue is being generated. County Administrator Cordes said detention home can not be closed. Assistant Prosecutor Innes said the detention home is not mandated like the jail.  Commissioner Kalo said $13 million has been slashed the last 3-4 years, no new revenues and have to make decisions on how county government will continue and discussions were also had about selling Golden Acres, Green Acres and whatever might be possible to generate revenue.  County Administrator Cordes said he has a list of potential people inquiring about potential purchase of assets from the county and this is a long process

Commissioner Kalo asked if the report on the liability of the parking garage was done. County Administrator Cordes said he is still working on compiling information and even have information on solar parking meters so the county can make an informed decision.  County Administrator Cordes said when there are fees charged for the parking lot there are some liability factors.

Commissioner Kalo said monies that are usually given to organizations are for economic development or solid waste advertising that are funded through these department and for Hispanic Coalition each will pay $250.


She also stated that SB5 resolution and it is disappointing to her as a citizen that there has been very littlie discussion relating to the objectives in this bill and there is a reason for collective bargaining, reason for tenure, reason for merit pay and reasons for variety of things and she not particular found of some words in the resolution but in general would support this resolution and she is old enough to have lived through the days prior to unions and how hard to get union representative and was in the teachers union and does not want to see SB5 passed in its current state and pleading to people to be more objective and to see what some of the consequences would be if it passes.

Commissioner Kalo said this is what CCAO is trying to do because the counties are a direct arm of the state and SB5 in current form would handcuff the counties to a lot of mandates and does not say either or, or you may it says you have to, there is no flexibility.


Elizabeth Rumics, Oberlin asked what would be considered out of pocket expenses such as #18 under Golden Acres, Clerk stated any travel, etc.    She said that Commissioner Kokoski read a resolution relating to SB5 and did not hear the answer of Commissioner Williams.
