Administration Building, 226 Middle Avenue, Commissioners Public Hearing Room, 4th Floor, Elyria, Ohio with the following 

members present: Commissioner Lori Kokoski, Vice-President, Commissioner Tom Williams, Member; and Theresa L. Upton, Clerk.

Commissioner Ted Kalo, President – Absent his house in under water.









JOURNAL ENTRY


This emergency meeting was called to order to Declare That a State of Emergency Exists in Lorain County, Ohio.  Clerk notified leaving 

voice mails at around 11:25 a.m. with; Newsroom at Plain Dealer, Chronicle Telegram & WOBL and spoke w/Kelly Metz-Morning Journal.
Tom Kelley, Director, Lorain County Emergency Management/Homeland Security Office said as of last night around 10 p.m., the rainfall/snow melt was at 5” within a 6 hour period.  The worst flooding as of now has occurred in North Ridgeville, there are over 100 homes/business affected with a least 4 feet of water inside the homes.  North Ridgeville City Hall/Police Department is flooded.  FEMA will be here to assess damage and this has been the worst flooding he has seen in his 20 years.   There was a list of all roads that have been closed throughout the county and he expects more to be added to the list. There have been numerous streets flooded with trapped vehicles and fire departments have been busy evacuating people form the cars.

EMA/Homeland Security Office Emergency Operation Center is opened and has begun to contact jurisdictions to identify damaged and 911 calls from numerous jurisdictions have been coming in since 3:00 a.m. this morning reporting basement flooding, smell gas due to flooding and suspected fires.  He stated that they will be on call 24 hours and if anyone can call 440-329-5117.

Mr. Kelley said this emergency declaration provides the process to request state assistance in the county but does not mean there will be any eligibility.
Clerk stated the last time county declared an emergency due to flooding was in 2006.

Discussion continued and the following resolution was adopted:

WHEREAS, Lorain County, Ohio has been or is immediately threatened by Flooding on this 28th day of February, 2011; and

WHEREAS, Lorain County has had heavy rain and snow melt for the past several days causing severe damage/flooding to occur throughout Lorain County.  Several of the rivers and tributaries continue to rise due to the creeks and streams draining into it.  Storm/Sewer drains are overflowing causing backup into homes.  Many roads have been closed throughout the county due to high water.  

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, we, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners hereby declare that a state of emergency exists in the county and that we hereby invoke and declare those portions of the Ohio Revised Code which are applicable to the conditions and have caused the issuance of this proclamation, to be in full force and effect in the county for the exercise of all necessary emergency authority for protection of lives and property of the people of Lorain County and the restoration of local government with a minimum of interruption.

 

Reference is hereby made to all appropriate laws, statutes, ordinances and resolutions, and particularly to Section 5502 of the Ohio Revised Code.

 

All public offices and employees of Lorain County are hereby directed to exercise the utmost diligence in the discharge of duties required of them for the duration of the emergency and in the execution of emergency laws, regulations, and directives-state and local.

 

All citizens are called upon and directed to comply with necessary emergency measures, to cooperate with public officials and emergency management forces in executing emergency operations plans, and to obey and comply with the lawful directions of properly identified officers.

 

All operating forces will direct their communications and requests for assistance and operations to the Emergency Operations Center.
