Dr. Amber Fisher, Superintendent – Developmental Disabilities was accompany by three friends and various staff members. Her first friend is Patrick, he has down syndrome and hershberger disease; Lori lives with three other ladies and won 1st place in the swim team and Terri has cerebral palsy and lives with her 2 daughters.  
Commissioners proclaimed the month of March as Developmental Disabilities Month and Murray Ridge Center recently celebrated 43rd year of provider services to children and adults with developmental disabilities and their families. There were 659 infants and toddlers with suspected developmental delays received Early Intervention services in 2010. In 2010, 169 students with developmental disabilities received educational services in early childhood, primary, intermediate and senior classes at Murray Ridge School and nearly 1,000 adults participated in training and/or work experience in three work activity centers, several community employment enclaves operated by the Murray Ridge Production Center, or in other locations throughout the community.  Also in 2010 there were 57  individuals living in Murray ridge operated group homes; 82 individuals living in group settings in the community and 282 individuals who received Murray Ridge administered services in private residential facilities, foster care settings, their own apartments, or with their families.

Ann Eckstein, CSEA Administrator – Amnesty program driver’s license suspension.

Amanda Deery, Lorain County Prosecutors Office Staff Attorney to Lorain County Children Support Agency stated March is “March Madness Special” for the Amnesty program and CSEA will re-instead a defaulting child support obligor’s drivers’ license upon payment of one month’s work of child support plus one dollar. Obligor must also pay a $25 reinstatement fee to the BMV. Also a license will be re-instated if the individual participates in the “seek work” program available through Job & Family Services, if newly unemployed obligor provides proof that he/she has approved for unemployment benefits, CSEA will monitor case to determine when OBES payment begin rather than suspend the license.. Last year there were 308 people that participated and collected almost $90,000.

Commissioner Kokoski asked how many times can this be done, Ms. Deery said the law is not specific can do whenever.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the other licenses, Ms. Deery said recreation, business, commercial licenses to also include; hunting, fishing, barber, law, etc.
County Administrator Cordes asked about the tremendous cuts that have been made to CSEA. Ann Eckstein, Administrator stated that there have been 7 people laid off, there are 57 full time people but 2 years ago there were 74.  They are still waiting to see what the Governors budget will be and they are 17% down in staff and if there are any more cuts, it will be very difficult to provide the necessary services even though Mary Lou Golski, Director, Job & Family Services has been very creative in moving monies into the CSEA.  County Administrator Cordes said CSEA is an important agency to provide family support.  Ms. Eckstein thanked the Board for their support in passing a resolution asking the Governor to reinstate the budget.

Bob Reese, Goodwill said the material is leaving this county and leaving agencies like Goodwill, Salvation Army, etc. broke.  This is because of the various drop boxes like: Planet Aid which is for profit. People leave their items at these boxes which usually turn into a dump with items scattered all over and then these companies sell to other countries, etc.  We need to educate the people of our county to donate to Goodwill, Salvation Army, etc. because these organizations are here to help and by doing so give back to the community by helping others, providing jobs, etc. They have around 100 employees that receive benefits and they then contribute back into the county.  They are working on a report of the economic impact that every dollar that is spent and earned in the county.
He thanked the Board again for the buses that provide “Good Wheels” service and as the end of February there were 553 trips provided and over 1500 people attended the job fair and 50 people were placed directly that day.  He also stated that Goodwill is being “green”; last year they keep around 2 million pounds out of the landfill, which would fill the Avon store 9 times.  They will pick up for a large donation but can not take major appliances due to federal rules.  They are working with a company to take broken items and turn into gold.  Donations are always accepted, if there are things that are torn and stained they do sell to other countries like: Haiti, etc. because they can use them. They also have a program for ex-offenders and vets to get them reintroduced into the workforce.  He said Goodwill is opened 7 days a week from 9 am – 9 pm and Sunday from 12 pm – 6pm and #440-244-3174 or 440-244-3569

Commissioner Williams asked about their drop boxes. Mr. Reese said Goodwill is smiling logo (white/safety blue) and they are partnering with Hanes. They will do a donate program just like recycle and Levi’s does this as well.

Commissioner Kokoski said she was unable to make her first meeting Monday due to the fact the Board had an emergency meeting because of the flooding issues in the county but she did clean up her basement and took a truckload over to Goodwill and the staff was very pleasant and knew the rules.

The Lorain County Board of Commissioners certifies to the State of Ohio that Ted Kalo, in his capacity as President of County Commissioners, consents to accept the jurisdiction of Federal courts if an action is brought to enforce responsibilities in relation to the environmental review process and that these responsibilities have been satisfied.

Objections to the Release of Funds on bases other than those stated above will not be considered by the State of Ohio.  No objections received after March 30, 2011 (which is 15 days after it is anticipated that the State will receive a request for release of funds) will be considered by the State of Ohio.
