WHEREAS, the PPACA becomes effective on September 23, 2010; and


WHEREAS, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners has established a self-funded health plan, known as the Lorain County Health Plan, which provides for the payment/reimbursement of specified medical, dental, vision and /or prescription expenses incurred by LCHP participants and their eligible dependents; and

WHEREAS, in connection with the Lorain County Health Plan, by Resolution No. 96-116, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners established IRS Code Section 125 Cafeteria Plans for Flexible Benefits Spending Accounts for Dependent Care Reimbursement Coverage and Medical Expense Reimbursement Coverage; and

WHEREAS, the Department of the Treasury, the Department of Labor and the Department of Health and Human Services have enacted Interim Final Rules for Group Health Plans and Health Insurers Relating to Dependent Coverage of Children to Age 26 under the PPACA [29 CFR Parts 54 and 602 – Treasury; 29 CFR Part 2590 – Labor; and 45 CFR Parts 1144, 146 and 147 – Health and Human Services] which permit insurers and employers who provide employer sponsored health plans to implement extended dependent health care coverage for eligible dependents ages 19 to 26 prior to the effective date of the PPACA; and
