COMMISSIONERS REPORT


Commissioner Kalo said a new release  will go out today from Tom Kelley, Director, EMA/Homeland Security stating that dumpsters will be made available to the residents to dispose of flood damaged materials. Locations will be at LCCC & LCJVS on Friday, March 18 and Saturday, March 19 from 9 am – 5 pm. Picture id is required appliances will be recycled, household times such as drywall, carpet, wood and furniture can be disposed of, no computer or other electronics will be accepted. Vent is being funded by a grant from LCSWMD and is being operated in conjunction with LC EMA/Homeland Security.


Commissioner Kalo attended a dinner along with Mike Winiasz, ADI Wind, Sheffield Village at Oberlin College for Retired four-star U.S. Marine Corps and former commander in chief of the US Central Command Anthony Zinni.

Commissioner Kalo said a 29 page report was received from CCAO relating to Governor Kasich budget, Jobs Bill is available at the Governor website and is over 700 pages.  Commissioner Kalo has met with Budget Director Hobart and County Administrator Cordes and has put together some proposed cuts of 3-10% for the other Commissioners to review as other elected officials and how the budget needs to be balanced.
Commissioner Williams said he has spoken with people at the airport and money needs to be found for the runway stripping and resurfacing because of safety purposes. There are grants available that are 95% or we will start losing business and one will be Metro.

County Administrator Cordes said the stripping is on cue, but the taxiway stripping is not our responsibilities, runway is expensive.  He stated this is the last year of rollup with the FAA and $150,000 is received and projects needs to be done or the money will be lost.

Commissioner Williams said the Airport is looking for a commitment and the county has a responsibility to keep this airport open since federal money was received and need to be as revenue neutral as possible.

County Administrator Cordes said maintenance or engineer staff can not just go paint lines, they require specialized people.  He has been in contact with some and the FBO with private jets coming into the airport but still in negotiations. 


Commissioner Kalo said this still requires match money so where do we come up with this because it would require something else to be cut things need to be prioritized. He told Commissioner Williams that his proposal two weeks ago was to cut transit by $20-50,000. Who do you serve more the people at the airport or people that use transit every day.  Commissioner Kalo said the Governor’s budget was just received and he has been asking for cuts and he has put together his proposal but there has been nothing else proposed, where would we take from or what are we going to do with to do things like the airport if transit is cut and other entities.
Commissioner Williams said he knows cuts have to be made and an open forum is needed and do all mandates and then take everything else and go forth and stated if the airport is not done, money will be used.

Commissioner Kokoski asked why it has been difficult in finding someone to appraise Green Acres and what the value is. County Administrator said companies have been reluctant and not sure there is a value. 

Craig Snodgrass, County Auditors office said there should be a value because exempt parcels have 2 parcels and will show valuation.
