Doug Messer, Administrator – Lorain County Domestic Relations Court relating to the letter that was sent out relating to the budget. He stated the position of the courts “was the allocation was made for 2011 and subsequent to has reasonable necessary expenses of courts and this is what is needed”.

Commissioner Kalo said the Budget department was instructed to send a letter to all elected officials and department heads showing the 2011 budget amount with proposed cuts of 3% to 10%.  He spoke with several elected officials about the proposals he brought forward and would like to hold Tuesday afternoon meetings to see about restructuring and proposed services that would be cut to get to a final number. There are services that are provided that are not necessarily needed but mandated and would hope to have the cuts by the 30th and have prepared 2011 in the budget with the 25% cut of lgf and have some room for the next quarter until we figure out what will happen through 2012 such as days not operating because there will not be any additional revenue and he is not sure about the rest of the board.

Commissioner Kokoski said no position, person or program can be sacred have to look at everything, county wide, department wide, elected official wide and look at all, we are good for this year but next year is the problematic year.  She personally believes the certificate that was given in on the low side; she is a little more optimistic then her fellow Commissioners and budget department and always looks at the glass being half full.

Commissioner Williams said the temporary budget for 2011 was $49.7 million, projected revenue was $42 million with a carryover of $7.7 million, lost $2.4 million in local government funds, bringing it down to $40 million a 19 ½% decrease for 2012. There will be cuts and if programs and services are not mandated they will be looked at and asks the Judges to look at all non mandated services and why should these be paid.

Clerk stated In accordance with Section 6131.63 of the Ohio Revised Code, notice is hereby given for a Public Hearing to consider placing Schroeder Ditch, Carlisle & New Russia Township on permanent county maintenance.

The Schroeder Ditch Project was in Carlisle and New Russia Township, consisting of Schroeder Main Ditch and Lateral #2 – Branch #2, Schroeder – Lateral #2 – Schramm Lateral.


This ditch is 12,445 feet. The total cost of construction is $197,124.00, with a maintenance collection of $2,125.86/year with 58 parcels being assessed.  This ditch has been completed by the Lorain County Engineer and Lorain Soil and Water Conservation District and part of the agreement with the property owners was that this ditch would be placed on county maintenance after construction.

Resolution No. 11-80, adopted February 9, 2011 provided for this public hearing.

Notice was published in the Chronicle Telegram on March 8, 2011 and 54 residents were notified by certified mail on March 4, 2011.


Commissioner Kalo asked Assistant County Prosecutor Innes to swear in anyone wishing to give testimony.

Commissioner Kalo asked Nancy Funni, Administrator – Lorain Soil & Water if she had any comments, Ms. Funni said not at this time.

Commissioner Kalo asked Wayne Mileti, County Engineer’s Office if he had any comments, Mr. Mileti stated the Schroeder Ditch was constructed using county funds and is complete, needs to be placed on county maintenance and the engineer will inspect annual.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there were any Township Trustees present, there were none.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there were any comments to be made from the residents.
Robert Schworer, Road Superintendent – Carlisle Township presented the Board with pictures of flooding in the area.  He stated Soil & Water cleaned the upstream areas of the ditch in 2007, worked greatly benefited properties in the areas of West Ridge Road and Russia Road, it also decreased the time it takes for the water to get downstream.  Since the ditch has been cleaned upstream, the flooding problems downstream have increased.  Blanche Ave., now has water flowing over it when it floods because the twin (60”) culverts under the road can not handle the water. The berm of the road washed away because of it.  Ethel Drive has flood water backed up on to it, and a house has been flooded.  Residents along the ditch have water right up next to their house and has not happened before the cleaning upstream. The twin culverts under Blanche Ave. are the bottleneck at this point and engineer’s office hopes to replace them next year. Cleaning ditches is a balance act that needs to consider the impact of the work on all properties involved. 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BUDGET COMMENTS
Sheriff Phil Stammitti stated the office has been operating on the same budget for the past 3 years with a 20% cut in the general fund monies, which the law enforcement deputies are paid from. 

As Sheriff, he has been forced to make many difficult decisions laying off personnel, as this deals with their livelihoods and families.  In 2009 there were 12 full time deputies as well as 8 part time deputies which handled many of the court duties. He then had to move personnel around to handle the many duties of dealing with 5 municipal courts, 6 county criminal division courts, 3 domestic relation courts and 1 probate division court. In 2010 he was again faced with deficit budgets in the general fund and jail funding, which ultimately led to the lay off of 2 captains and 1 fiscal secretary and he was not going to lay off any more law enforcement deputies.  In reality, the public demands more services and he needs more officers to run the office effectively and to the standards that he believes they should strive for in serving the public. He also knows at this time he will not be receiving any increases in their budget.

In 2008 the Sheriff’s office had 259 employees, 244 full time, 2 part time and 13 intermittent. Presently there are 231 employees, 226 full time, 2 part time and 3 intermittent, down 28 employees from 2 years ago.

The Sheriff’s Office GF budget in 2009 was slashed by 20% by the Commissioners which reduced the gf budget by $1.1 million dollars. It went form 6.3 million down to 5.2 million, which they have survived into the 3rd year (obviously prices never go down, such as: gas, equipment, etc, they always go up, but we have adjusted and made it by)

With the help of the Jail Administrator Lt. Jack Hammond and entire staff, they have reduced the jail division budget by $500,000 and kept this budget less and 12 million even with rising costs and money was return in the past years budget in the jail as well as general fund. AT one time there were 103 correction officers, now there are 98, being down 5 for over a year, these positions are not being replaced at this time. Sheriff’s total budget has been reduced over 1.6 million dollars.

All overtime for law enforcement and jail, except extreme emergency or when an officer works overtime on a coal or is subpoenaed to court. Officers have also cooperated by many of them selected not to receive pay, but take compensatory time in lieu of payment, this has helped control costs.
Sheriff Stammitti has been in law enforcement for 38 years, at Sherriff Office for 25 years and 10 as Sheriff. He has heard from several different Commissioners as well as County Commissioners Association that a Sheriff is not mandated to provide a “road patrol”. He could not disagree more; Sheriff’s deputies and responsibilities are outlined in 29 of 33 general provision titles of the ORC and specifically mentioned in 1,027 specific ORC references. He thinks if the legislators that wrote these laws thought that Sheriff’s should have a road patrol or law enforcement duties, they would have kept them out of these provisions and laws.

He truly can not absorb any more cuts and provide the necessary services to the citizens of this county.

The law enforcement division has been hit especially hard. Use to have 28 law enforcement deputies, now 16. Average 2-3 deputies on a shift when use to be 8-9. This office is never closed, they are a 24 hour a day, seven days a week and 365 days a year facility and cost more because of this and provide more service than any other county agency.
He should not have to remind anyone of what is going on in this country, which all law enforcement is too familiar with, the violent attacks on law enforcement officers through this country. Just last March 15, 2010 we lost a fine Elyria Officer who was a former deputy, James Kerstetter, Early Saturday morning, Sandusky Police lost one of their finest, Andrew Dunn, to a tragic shooting. How many more of these tragedies have to go on to realize that they need to be adding officers for safety, not decreasing their numbers. He personally believes that no officer should be working by themselves, there should be 2 officers in each vehicle, but due to budget restraints and trying to get more coverage, this has become a safety factor for officers. These officers understand the dangers of these jobs when they sign up, but we need to try to find ways to make their jobs safer, not more dangerous.  Deputies have a really hard time in getting any assistance, as their backup could be 15-20 minutes away or more.
He has also squeezed his budget even more this year as all officers need to have their vests replaced as they have a 5 year life cycle which is up, this will cost around $40,000.00. Also in 2008 there was a fleet replacement program for 8 vehicles which has went by the wayside since the budget cuts and vehicles are becoming older and racking up miles to the point that they will not longer be cost effective to fix, let alone also come unsafe for the deputies to drive, which will increase the county’s liability if something should happen.
Sheriff did receive grants from Congresswoman Betty Sutton and Senator Sherrod Brown to replace  the portable radios and our mobiles in the vehicles which they have P25 digital compliant by 2013 but those congressional earmarks have also dried up with this present congress.
The deputies that are laid off, 2 have found jobs at other locations and will not be coming back, the others are hanging on in hopes of returning but are becoming more and more discouraged by the day.  There has been a great investment placed in these young officers with buying equipment and training, they are also some of our most productive officers, but if this keeps up we will lose them to other locations and be back to square one should we be able to bring someone back.
The Sheriff’ Office has taken enough hits from these budget cuts, they can not take anymore. He understands it is his job as Sheriff to make tough decision which have included lay offs, but he also believe that it is the job of the Commissioners to also make tough decisions which might not be popular, but they are the fiscal gents for this county and it is their duty to come up with the funding to fund the departments throughout the county.
He needs to bring back the laid off deputies who perform many duties inside of the cities and villages, such as serving warrants, monitoring all sexual offenders, serving all paperwork and process for the courts and the civil office, serving all temporary protection orders and civil protection orders of the courts, as well as law enforcement purposes through this county. Law Enforcement also needs the support of the communities that they serve.
Sheriff Stammitti said he is more than willing to sit down and discus these things and committed to the citizens of the county and will do what he can to ensure that they receive the necessary services of the office.

Commissioner Kokoski said she had met with the Community Foundation and discusses collaboration of services specifically dispatching with the County, City of Lorain and City of Elyria. There has been discussion to bring the Sheriff Dispatch over to 911 and by doing so would enable hopefully bring back 3 road deputies. Sheriff said he is looking at all possibilities and Captain Cavanaugh is working on the numbers.
Commissioner Kalo said the county residents did not support the tax and government needs to be restructured.
Commissioner Williams asked if the county could charge the inmates for services such as telephone, etc.  Sheriff said they have looked at this but many are indigent and only can charge people that have been convicted. Many people that are in county jail are still waiting to be charged if at all.  Commissioner Kalo said the county forgives fines and fees each year that are over $1 million.

Dennis Will, Lorain County Prosecutor said many of his services are mandated; civil provides over 100 entities and there is also adult and juvenile criminal cases.  If there is a reduction of any sort3, 5, 7 or 10% it will require less people in his office.  They had reduced their hours in the last cuts but have been backed logged because the courts continued at their pace. There are many areas to look at Court, Clerk of Courts,  Sheriff and Coroner because they all rely on the Prosecutors office.  He would need advance notice if cuts were to be made so he could figure out what his department would do.  

Commissioner Kalo said he has proposed the 3-10% cuts for a staring point because cuts will have to be made prior to 2012 and he hopes to have all figures down by June 30 before the new fiscal year would start.

Commissioner Kokoski said the Courts have said they would not take cuts.

Commissioner Williams said he is looking at all IT departments and there are 2300 employees but there are 15 IT people.  If the Prosecutor office were to give up their IT person this would save $70,000 and the Commissioners IT department could handle this.  Prosecutor Will said no his person handles all confidential information with cases and jury and this is a secured system.  Commissioner Williams said if security is an issue we will have background checks on the employees to get clearance.  Prosecutor will said he will look into areas of his budget but other departments need to do the same.
Journal entry cont.
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Dr. Paul Matus, Lorain County Coroner said he has never had a padded budget and in the past 5 years he has been down 3 people and the office is strained.  He uses his own vehicles and cell phone. There are only 5 areas to cut in the office to include; 1) autopsies; 2) storage of bodies; 3) death scene investigation; 4) transport bodies from scene and 5) toxicology.  He gave some detailed deaths and said how you tell a family here is a phone book you figure out how to get the body out, he can not tell a family how the person died, etc.

Commissioner Williams asked how much a transport costs, how many per year. Dr. Matus said it is around $130 which is half the price of other transport companies and he usually has 2-3 /day and almost all cases anymore require a transport.

Commissioner Kalo asked if he had a budget breakdown of all categories, Dr. Matus said he could forward that to the Board.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the county could charge for these services, Dr. Matus said no these services are mandated.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if he has spoken with the Cuyahoga County Coroner since a change has taken place regarding the charge of autopsies they  have to do for us, Dr. Matus said this change has not been made but will do.

Commissioner Kokoski said in 2004 the budget was $442,000 and in 2011 it is $438,000 so over the last 7 years only $4,000 has been cut.

Commissioner Kokoski asked how fees can be charged, Dr. Matus said the state legislators. Commissioner Kokoski asked about the insurance companies being billed just like they are for an ambulance transport.

Commissioner Williams said he would like to see the number, cuts need to be made and emotions have to be set aside.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin asked for clarification on the letter.  County Administrator Cordes stated that the Board directed him to have the Budget Department sent letters to all general fund elected officials and department heads stating the board has proposed 3, 5, 7 & 10% cuts and the budget will be passed on March 30 so anytime before this, please come over and give your comments. Commissioner Kalo said he mentioned his proposal at last weeks board meeting.  Ms. Johnson said last years budget discussions were very interested and would hope that these are open meetings.  Commissioner Kalo said he would like to have weekly meetings with all departments to look at the budget and what cuts can be made.  County Administrator Cordes stated that a letter was received from Probate Court, Common Pleas Court stating they were unavailable today but their budget did not change and need to stay and Clerk of Courts was unavailable to attend, he had a doctors appointment.

David Ashenhurst said these replies from departments should have been listed on correspondence or a note on the agenda that the discussion would be happening. Clerk stated that the Budget Department put the letter out and was not sure what departments were coming and the correspondence received from other departments was received after the agenda was printed.
