The cost of the 2010 Resurfacing Program was $459,838.00 of which $409,256.00 or 89% was funded by the Ohio Public Works Commission with the balance of $50,582.00 from MVGT funds.

The following roadways will be resurfaced this year:

1. Oberlin Road – Russia Road to State Route 113, New Russia and Amherst Township

2. Baumhart Road – Russia Road to State Route 113, Henrietta Township

3. Butternut Ridge Road – State Route 301 to Oberlin-Elyria Road, Carlisle Township

4. Oberlin Road – Oberlin City limits to Russia Road, New Russia and Amherst Township

5. Indian Hollow Road – State Route 301 to State Route 18, Carlisle, LaGrange, Penfield Township

6. Fuller Road – Elyria Corporation line to E. River Road, Carlisle Township

7. Gore Orphanage Road – State Route 303 to Rolfe Road, Camden and Brighton Township

8. Vermont Street – State Route 18 to Law Road, Penfield and LaGrange Township

The estimated cost of the 2011 resurfacing program is $1,271,120.00 of which $656,120.00 or 49% will be funded with Ohio Public Works Funds and the balance of $656,000.00 from federal funds.

     
The Colorado Avenue reconstruction project in Sheffield Village is under construction and is scheduled for completion by May, 2011.  This project will consist of widening to 3 lanes from the Lorain Corp. line to Abbe Road at a construction cost of $4,417,000.00 which is being funded at 100% Federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA).

The resurfacing of Russia Road from State Route 58 to Oberlin-Elyria Road in Carlisle and New Russia Townships is under construction and is scheduled for completion by May, 2011.  The construction cost of this project is $1,440,000.00 and is also being funded at 100% Federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA).  

Station Road from State Route 82 to Sprague Road in Columbia Township is under construction and is scheduled for completion in June, 2011.  The project includes roadway widening, resurfacing, and drainage improvements.  The construction cost of the project is estimated at $1,714,000.00 which is funded at 80% federal funds and 20% Ohio Public Works. 

The widening and rehabilitation of Island Road from the CSX Railroad to the southerly line of Eaton Township in Eaton Township is currently out for bids with anticipated construction in 2011.  The estimated construction cost is $1,622,000.00 which will be funded 80% federal and 20% Ohio Public Works.

Work is also continuing on engineering for future federal aided projects as follows:

1.)  Station Rd. Rehabilitation – Crocker Rd. to State Route 82 - $2,379,300 Estimate

2.)  Griswold Rd. Widening – Lake Ave. to Leona St. - $2,800,000 estimate

3.)  Cowley Road Rehabilitation – Crocker Road to State Route 82 - $1,674,000  estimate

4.) Oberlin Avenue Phase 1 Resurfacing – North Ridge Road to West 30th, Lorain - $2,400,000 estimate

5.) Oberlin Avenue Phase 2 Resurfacing – West 30th to West Erie Avenue, Lorain - $1,150,000 estimate

6.) Tower Blvd Construction – Elyria Avenue to Falbo Avenue - $4,100,000 estimate

7.) State Route 57 – Railroad to Grafton North Village limits - $4,683,000 estimate

8.) Lear Nagel Reconstruction, State Route 10 to Center Ridge Road - $7,875,000 estimate

9.) Abbe Road Widening – Elyria Corp. limits to State Route 254 - $2,456,000 estimate

10.) Cooper Foster Park Road Widening – State Route 58 to Oberlin Avenue – $6,100,000 estimate

As you can see, we have a large schedule of projects which makes a good use of federal funds, OPWC funds and our bond funds for engineering.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT


Commissioner Kalo said of the $80,000 that was cut in the budget, Commissioners portion is around ¼ million.


Commissioner Kalo sits on CCAO Public Safety Committee and there was discussion on the state handling the administration of indigent fees and paring back cost of 5%.  He will be meeting tomorrow with Judges and Public Defenders Office. He also noted that the Clerk put out an email and various counties responded, who had and did not have offices and what the costs were.  Commissioner Kalo also mentioned there was discussion on privatizing jails, which he opposes.


Commissioner Williams said the 2010 budget is $46.4 million, 2011 is around $41.4 million a $5 million difference. Commissioner Kokoski said there are a lot of numbers on the spreadsheet that are asterisk that need to be added because the county is actually $3-400,000 better than last year but there will be no carryover of $6 million next year.  Commissioners Williams stated the small cut of $428,000 that was done last week is not enough with a $4-5 million deficit.


Commissioner Kokoski stated that she is willing to cut the newspapers and coffee in the Commissioners office, she does not want any talking points out there saying the commissioners are not doing everything they can.


Commissioner Williams stated that if this cut was made earlier than the Tax Map office would not have to of taken a cut.
