RESOLUTION NO. 11-225
A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING THE LORAIN COUNTY PORT AUTHORITY AS AN AGENT OF THE COUNTY FOR ISSUING SELF SUPPORTING HOUSING REVENUE CONDUIT BONDS; AND AUTHORIZING CERTAIN ACTIONS IN CONNECTION WITH PUBLIC HEARINGS AND THE APPROVAL OF THE ISSUANCE OF SELF SUPPORTING HOUSING REVENUE CONDUIT BONDS BY THE LORAIN COUNTY PORT AUTHORITY.


WHEREAS, the County of Lorain, Ohio (the County) may issue self-supporting housing revenue conduit bonds under the authority of Article VIII, Section 16 of the Ohio Constitution and laws of the State of Ohio, (the Bonds)in the public interest and as a proper public purpose to enhance the availability of adequate housing and to improve the general economic well-being of the people (a Project) , and loan the proceeds of those Bonds to a Borrower under the terms of one or more loan agreements to be entered into by the County and a Borrower and upon the condition that those proceeds be used solely to pay costs of a Project; and;

WHEREAS, The Lorain County Port Authority (Port Authority), a body corporate and politic created pursuant to the authority of section 4582.22of the Ohio Revised Code, may issue revenue bonds pursuant to the laws of the State of Ohio, and;

WHEREAS, authorized purposes of the Port Authority pursuant to Ohio Revised Code, Chapter 4582 include activities that enhance, foster, aid, provide, or promote housing, and; 

WHEREAS, the issuance by the Port Authority of self-supporting housing revenue conduit bonds is consistent with the authority of Article VIII, Section 16 of the Ohio Constitution and laws of the State of Ohio and;

WHEREAS, the Bonds shall not represent or constitute a general obligation, debt or bonded indebtedness, or a pledge of the faith and credit of the County, the State of Ohio (the State) or any political subdivision thereof, and the holders of the Bonds shall not be given and shall not have any right to have excises or taxes levied by this Board or the County, or the State or the taxing authority of any political subdivision thereof, for the payment of bond service charges or any other costs of the Project, and the Bonds will be payable solely from revenues of the Project and other monies available to the Borrower;

WHEREAS, this Board intends to designate the Port Authority as its agent for the issuance of self-supporting housing revenue conduit bonds under the authority of Article VIII, Section 16 of the Ohio Constitution and laws of the State of Ohio, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, State of Ohio, that (unless otherwise defined, capitalized terms are defined in Section 5):

Section 1. Designation of Issuer.  This Board hereby designates the Port Authority as the issuer of self-supporting housing revenue conduit bonds.  

Section 2.  Signing and Delivery of Documents.  This Board authorizes and directs the County Administrator to sign, deliver, or file any documents, agreements, or certificates in connection with the designation of the Port Authority as the issuer of the issue self-supporting housing revenue conduit bonds and the issuance of the issue self-supporting housing revenue conduit bonds as may be required by the Code, the Treasury Regulations promulgated under the Code, and any other applicable statute or regulation, as the County Administrator deems necessary and appropriate. In addition, this Board authorizes any two Board members to sign and deliver certificates approving the issuance of the issue self-supporting housing revenue conduit bonds for the sole purpose of federal income tax purposes in accordance with the Code.  

Section 3.  Public Hearing.  This Board confirms that the Port Authority, acting through its Chair, Executive Director or any other officer or member of the Board of Directors of the Port Authority is authorized (1) to perform public hearings for each issuance of tax-exempt issue self-supporting housing revenue conduit bonds by the Port Authority, including but not limited to the issue self-supporting housing revenue conduit bonds, all in accordance the Code, and (2) to take any other actions, and sign and deliver any other documents and certificates, necessary in connection with the issuance of those bonds or for the purpose of qualifying the interest on those bonds to be excluded from federal income tax purposes in accordance with the Code..  

Section 4.  Open Meetings.  This Board finds and determines that all formal actions of this Board relating to the adoption of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board, and all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in those formal actions, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22, Revised Code.


Section 5.  Definitions. Capitalized words and terms used in this resolution have the following meanings:


“Board” means the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio.


“Code” means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.


“Port Authority” means the Lorain County Port Authority.

“the Bonds” or “self-supporting housing revenue conduit bonds” means bonds issued under the authority of Article VIII, Section 16 of the Ohio Constitution and laws of the State of Ohio


Section 6.  Effective Date.  This resolution will take effect and be in full force immediately upon its adoption.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski said May 21 there will be an air show at the airport with free rides and showed a commercial.

Commissioner Kokoski said Sheriff will be holding a free prescription drug drop off at several locations along with the Drug Task Force and several police jurisdictions on April 30 from 9 am – 3 pm
Commissioner Kalo said there will be a discussion shortly on a possible Public Defenders Office and establishing Public Defenders 
Commission.  He met with the Judges last Thursday which prohibited him from testifying in Columbus on HB153 the impact of state budget on county government.  
He attended NOACA last Friday and they are looking for an executive director, to replace Howard Maier who will retire next June. 
Commissioner Kalo attended the viewing of Hasting Ditch, LaGrange on Monday. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said there will be some modifications with the expenses. Commissioner Kalo said some areas look like forests but the hearing will be within couple weeks.

Commissioner Kalo said in relation to our budget and going forward with the cuts that were taken and everyone has an idea what is happening at the state level, CCAO has been arguing that county government is taken to large of an impact. The state has about a 17% shortage and they are looking at county governments to absorb 30% of this hit; to consist of approximately 5% this year, next year 31% and 2013 a 33% reduction. CCAO has discussed issues such as; tangible property tax, TANF & childcare funding, reduction of adoption assistance, state health pool (local governments need to participate in the state health pool or they can not have their own self insured unless they approve and if no participation would reduce local funding). County Administrator Cordes said the county has been doing a consortium for almost 20 years and has been successful with various government entities participating.  Commissioner Kalo said if there is less than 2500 employee you automatically go into this health plan. County Administrator Cordes said we have around 1,950.
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Commissioner Kalo said there is also reduction in OSU, Soil & Water and there is possible relief with casino revenue, pension contribution with employees paying 2% more, counties paying 2% less, coroner to charge fees when testifying. Also in the house bill they recommend furloughs, modified work weeks, county centralized services, shared services with political subdivisions, court reporter fees and records all.  Also have asked for other items to include; public defenders office to save county tax dollars with indigent fees, healthcare and wellness plans, IT consolidation and there is also suggestions to eliminate/modify and they are asking for fiscal impact statements on all legislation to see what it will cost local governments, we only get mandates but no money.  Also elections how will they be paid for and counties have no involvement, state says this is it and counties have to write a check.  Also reimburse health department locations, medically handicapped children, veterans service commission mileage, human services mandate, sentence reform with community control for felony 4 and 5 rather than go to state prison they come back to county, motor vehicle gas tax, lodging tax and consolation of coroner and dog wardens for smaller counties, tax map under Auditor (which we have already done) and misdemeanor court system. Commissioner Kalo said the county is looking at some major budget revenues and this board has spoke of little things as we go like the $1300 in coffee/papers and several years ago the commissioners salaries were discussed and he is prepared and will offer to the commissioners for the rest of this year a 10% from their salaries to be returned to the general fund and don’t know what the discussions or concerns, don’t need resolution to do it would like to move forward and discussion from the other commissioners and don’t think savings of $1300 in coffee and newspapers.
Commissioner Williams said he would do a resolution, Commissioner Kokoski said so will she

JOURNAL ENTRY


Commissioner Kalo thanked the board for this and appreciates it. 
Commissioner Kalo said we can not just start with the Public Defenders office we need to start with a Commission and Commissioners would appoint 3 people and Judge Walther, president judge would appoint 2 and it will be time consuming but we need to see if there would be cost savings.  Commissioner Kalo said there was about $1.8 million in attorney fees last year, Commission Kokoski said $1.4 million was given from Budget Director Hobart yesterday.  Clerk was asked to get Budget Director.


Commissioner Kokoski said now that the Commissioners are going to take a 10% pay cut, the Commissioners employees did not take a 10% pay cut, the personnel line item was cut and don’t want to think they were not willing to do this all this time employees did, employees did not take a pay cut.  Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners staff has taken on more burdens with other responsibilities.  Commissioner Williams said this is 10% of the Commissioners salaries, Commissioner Kalo said about $150/week.

Tim Lubbe, Court Administrator – Lorain County Common Pleas said he was asked by Commissioner Kalo to attend today’s meeting to relate to the Board with the meeting he had with the Judges and Public Defenders Office.  He presented the board with paperwork from Public Defenders Office on the process of setting up an office. He stated that Public Defenders Office about every 10 years comes down for review. 
Commissioner Kokoski asked Budget Director about the indigent fees breakdown, Mr. Lubbe is saying it is $1.7 million even though she had indicated yesterday it was $1.4 million. Mrs. Hobart asked Mr. Lubbe if this included expertise and professional services. Mr. Lubbe said no, the Public Defenders Office is saying $1.7 million. Mrs. Hobart said she ran the report from January 1-Decmeber 31, 2010 and that office runs 4-5 months behind and they are on a calendar year. Commissioner Kokoski asked what courts are involved. Mrs. Hobart said it is Common Pleas, Muni Court, Domestic and Appellate Courts and we paid out $1.4 million last year. Commissioner Kokoski said then there is a return of 35% of $1.4 million so it is around $8-900,000. County Administrator Cordes asked if it was the same as 2009 or is there a lag in payment.  Commissioner Kokoski asked what the grand total is for 2009, Mrs. Hobart said she will go do now.

Mr. Lubbe said the statutory process, first is to establish a commission to see if it is feasible to have an office.  He also stated that the reimbursement is on current caseload rather than each case and then a check is use, so the county is then losing 10%.
Commissioner Williams displayed a map of the state of Ohio showing the counties; there are 40 counties currently doing what our county does (court appointed counsel); 28 (county public defender); 9 (county contract w/non-profit corporation) and 11 (contracts with the state public defender).  Commissioner Williams said he heard of this in the newspaper and spoke with a previous commissioner and asked him, if this was a good deal back in 2002 why didn’t the Commissioners do it then.  He said the previous commissioner’s response had concerns of blindness of justice and appointment of people to the commission. Where is the cost savings going to come from, the previous boards looked at it there were big numbers back then. Mr. Lubbe said the numbers were higher in 2002 than today, he was not part of the study/process but now the numbers are closer.

County Administrator Cordes said in 2002 they worked on this for several months but did not see the ability to capture savings in 2002 but did not mean later in the future that those savings would not materialize, a lot of things influence whether we could move to that type of a model and save money.  He asked if the report in 2002 indicated the county was not paying enough out to sustain a public defenders office.  

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said he was here in 2002 and former County Prosecutor Greg White made the presentation and as he recalls at the presentation itself a great part of the issues, not so much cost but discussion on blindness of justice and how bar association felt about it in terms of the lawyers living on the fees and referrals and assignments and money coming in. He comes from a place that had public defenders his whole life and realized that people thought having a system of distributional wide variety of lawyers that are not working full time as criminal defense attorneys was a good way to go, but it was not about, a discussion then about cost savings it was discussion about the free market for legal representation.  
County Administrator Cordes said the more functional side that he participated in was given a need for staffing, infrastructure, etc. that we could not see enough cost savings to make it work.  Commissioner Kalo said he has heard that there were no costs savings back then but have said that there are different ways in doing this, there are hybrid systems, and you don’t have an all or nothing and stated that the state is not accepting anymore contracts.  County Administrator said he is sure that it probably would have been done if there was significant cost savings then.  
Commissioner Kokoski said back then it was being done for a different reason, now is for a cost savings.  County Administrator Cordes said he is not sure why it was discussed back then; he was involved strictly to see if the county could save money and be cost effective.
Commissioner Kokoski said at that time it was not, County Administrator Cordes said it was not and it was that influence that felt it was a higher purpose.

Mr. Lubbe said this is the Public Defenders proposal and they would like an office here, Lorain County is one of the biggest counties without an office.
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Commissioner Williams said the rates for attorneys would be increased. County Administrator Cordes said this was an issue.

Commissioner Kokoski said people demand more on the county and no check is given, will the county receive a bigger check if we go with a public defenders office.  She said the fee schedule was brought up and she read about this whole issue in the newspaper as well and read the blogs and read former Commissioner Moore’s’ statement about “at that time the salaries were trying to be increased for attorneys, because they were unpaid and yes they are but then the attorneys started to do continuances and in big bold letters in the blogs said stop the CONTIUANCES”.  Instead of the attorneys getting a raise they find another way to make more money, this is what is said. 
Commissioner Kokoski said she is not going to read this whole proposal right now but how many employees are anticipated to cover the county. Mr. Lubbe said the Public Defenders Office said he is sure that it is in their proposal.  Commissioner Kokoski said why we continue to talk about this if we have no numbers.  Commissioner Kalo said we are not doing a public defenders office we need to establish a commission first. Commissioner Kokoski asked if there was a cost, Commissioner Kalo said no cost. Commissioner Kokoski said why do we continue to study things, over and over again, it is like Dr. Phil says “do things over and over and expect different results”.  Commissioner Kalo said no offense to her watching reality TV but this was 10 years ago and costs have changed, Commissioner Kokoski said yes cost of salaries and doing business has gone up.  Mr. Lubbe said the board is looking at saving cost so if you do not look at all aspects how do you know if money could be saved.  
Commissioner Kokoski asked Budget Director Hobart about the 2009 figures, Mrs. Hobart said in 2009 the county paid $1.8 million and reimbursed $800,000 last year and looked at December 2010 and we got reimbursed for August so they are running about 4 months behind. County Administrator Cordes said so if this is leveled out then we are about $1.6 million.
Commissioner Kokoski said we have 40-50 attorneys doing these cases now, part time, how many full time are needed. County Administrator Cordes explained the process from last time, since he was the only one here in 2002, he stated they come in and analyze case load, cost being paid, etc and make a structural recommendation for staffing and cost and he has not been working on this with Commissioner Kalo, he said he has only had discussions as well.  County Administrator Cordes said the initial step and model in 2002 was going to be difficult to expand this model and real thoughts about creating another bureaucracy to keep it in check.  

Mr. Lubbe said he is looking at the proposal give by the Public Defenders office and shows 1 public defender, 2 supervisors, 76 staff attorneys, 1 misdemeanor attorney for muni courts; 3.5 staff attorney, 1 office manager, 2 secretaries and for juvenile would be 1 supervisor, 4 staff attorney, 1 secretary and 1 investigator, costing around $1.7 million.  Commissioner Kalo said this is for a full blown public defenders office and we could have less hybrid system but capital cases get assigned to counsel because this is currently around $25,000 for two attorneys in what is paid now.  Commissioner Kalo said one benefit for having a public defenders office they reimburse up to 35% for housing costs, supplies, etc which is not paid now and need to look at this because we are the budgetary officials and if there is cost savings, it is no different that the IPA changes at the state level given us grants to replace 13 employees with 4-5 and with no guarantee of 2 years of funding, this is for the pre-sentencing that the state will be laying off in July and need to prepare ourselves for everything that is coming out of the budget bill and try to find cost savings.
Commissioner Kokoski said a public defender at $70,000 will actually cost the county around $100,000 including insurance, etc. County Administrator Cordes said a little higher.  Commissioner Kokoski said if there are around 20 people at $100,000 equals $2 million and this does not even include cost of overhead or supplies or anything else.  Mr. Lubbe said in their proposal they do include 30% for overhead; 30% benefits, Commissioner Kokoski said this is low.  Commissioner Kalo said how.  Commissioner Kokoski said right, do they know how much this county pays for health insurance.  Commissioner Kalo asked County Administrator Cordes if we pay more than 33% in benefits, Mr. Cordes said yes and no depends on the level of compensation the employee gets could be up to 75% and it’s around 33-35%, and asked if the proposal was for 2012 rates. Commissioner Kokoski said ask Commissioner Kalo since we just received this today, Commissioner Kalo said he just received also. 
Mr. Lubbe said this is not the courts desire to do a public defenders office but they are accountable for examination and there is no cost to the taxpayers for a study.  Commissioner Williams thanked Mr. Lubbe for coming today but asked if he is wiling to work 8 hours/day. Mr. Lubbe said he does work more than 8 hours/day. Commissioner Williams asked if he was willing to go back to his people to have them work 8 hours/day. Mr. Lubbe said he answered the question and states that he works more than 8 hours/day.  
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he was here in 1980 when it was discussed and volume has a lot to do with the economics and to consolidate a public defenders office and there was a wide gap back then in savings and looked at it again in 2002. In the bigger counties; Cuyahoga, Franklin, Hamilton where there is a high volume they are justified to have an office and the bar association comments were that this becomes an assembly, where attorney like one on one contact with their clients.
County Administrator Cordes whatever the Board decides to do, everything needs to be looked at annually for costs savings.

Commissioner Kokoski said yes we, she finds this amusing. Now that the Judges are coming here with an idea to save money but they are the only ones not willing to take a cut.  Commissioner Kalo said he has been discussing this for almost 1 year now and always asked how much we spend on indigent attorney fees, there is no hard cost it within 25% each year and he spoke with Judges and with this whole budget process we need to sit down, we know cuts have to be made, we know they are major, Commissioner Kokoski said we. Commissioner Kalo said we, cuts need to be made and what services will be discontinued as cuts are made, we just can’t cut heavy handily across the board. Commissioner Kokoski said we had to cut deeper in the Commissioners department because the Judge would not take their cuts, do you realize this. Commissioner Kalo said he is not defending anyone, if you take the Recorders budget at 5% which extrapolates to $20-25,000 in payroll personnel, does she have 1 employee that works benefits, overhead and costs $25,000, you might as well have cut this department $40-45,000 to make a constructive cut because she can not eliminate one employee.  So by cutting 5% it really did not accomplish anything other than taking away a budget and moving moneys around.  Commissioner Williams said Commissioner Kalo presented the numbers and not willing to work, you sat on the side lines.  Commissioner Kalo said he did not sit on the sidelines he has been discussing things with elected officials and what they can dispose of and need public dialogue.  Commissioner Williams said how do you have public dialogue when the other commissioners are learning of these discussions in the newspaper.  Commissioner Kalo said he speaks of several things under his CCAO report weekly.  Commissioner Williams said he heard of public defender in the chronicle last Friday, Commissioner Kokoski said her too.  Commissioner Williams said he does not appreciate this, no one wants surprises and Commissioner Kalo keeps hitting the board with surprises.  Commissioner Kokoski said the 10% on their salaries, the public defenders office last Friday, what other surprise would you like to speak of.  Commissioner Kalo said these are not surprises.  Commissioner Kokoski said the 10% cut to their salaries is about $150/week, that is not a surprise, Commissioner Kalo said you said the board needs to show leadership. Commissioner Kokoski said we did take the leadership, Commissioner Kalo take leadership, several discussions have been held and have cut around $12 million in the last few years, cut to the bone now, what services will be discontinued, like Prosecutor Will said they would not have Attorneys to represent courts, then we know what we loose by cutting appropriately. If Treasurer or Auditors office have cuts they have to make then they have to tell us what services would be eliminated.  Commissioner Kokoski said we have asked all elected officials to come and you see who was here.   Commissioner Williams said Commissioner Kalo is President/Chair of this board and he needs to make sure he is communicating with the other two commissioners so we are not reading about it in the newspapers.  Commissioner Kalo said the things that he has discussed he mentions weekly and he has been working on with the state association to look at cost savings. Commissioner Kokoski said when you brought up the cut in pay, this was a surprise and you brought up the coffee at the same time, like you were mad and getting one up on her so he brought up 10% cut to the salary which is a pretty heavy hit, this is almost her house payment.  Commissioner Kalo said he is not arguing everything needs to be looked at. Commissioner Kokoski said then the paperwork regarding public defenders office should have been here before today.

Elizabeth Rumics, Oberlin said the 10% cut in salary seems like there is anger, but with the cuts that are being made by the state, banks are still getting enormous bonus, she does not hear that the state legislators cutting their salaries. Commissioner Kalo said Rep. Lundy and Boose are introducing a reduction in pay.  Ms. Rumics said it would behoove the state government to be more aware of the people they do not normally hear from and it is not like the kind of uproar like in other countries.

Commissioner Kokoski said if the employee’s salaries were being cut, she would have absolutely brought it up herself, but all employees have been not cut, they are working longer, etc.  Commissioner Kalo said this was discussed before.
Rick Kruek, Kipton said the budget is having repercussion and asked if this was the Governors version of trickle down economics. Commissioner Kalo said he said it is not just the Governor it is also the Senate and House and HB153 is online to be viewed and he received the testimony from the commissioners, state is short 17% and counties are expected to take a 30% hit to fill gap and provide these services and budget management told the director of CCAO locals have the ability to tax and as Commissioner Williams said the Governor saying locals should not take at all.  There is a lot of communications coming from all sides and there is a bureaucracy that says something, even though it might not be the best thing to do and just like the sales tax was failed and out of 88 counties we are at the bottom 4 for tax and the 9th larges county trying to provide services with a heavy case load through our justice system; jails, cut deputies, should have an answer next week about combining Sheriff dispatch with 911 and get 3 deputies back and have looked for cost savings and we still have arguing about how we will cut some more with three different dynamics to get through the year.
