DICUSS PUBLIC DEFENDERS OFFICE


9:40 a.m.
Judge Walther, Probate Court said he was elected the Presiding Judge of Common Pleas Court.  He did attend a meeting with Kathryn Smith, Ohio Pubic Defenders Office and his only responsibility is to appoint 2 members to the Public Defenders Commission if one is established by the Board of Commissioners.  He knows back in the 90’s when he was staff attorney for Judge Zaleski this discussion was held and the cost was high.  The statue was created in 1984 and he is not sure if you study or create first or create commission and then have them do the study, so he sent an email to Ms. Smith and waiting for reply.  
Commissioner Kalo said Representative Boose & Ueker were unable to make the web appointment today due to a caucus being held but they have introduced an amendment to SB153 that would decrease moneys coming from general fund. He stated the county can create a commission; there is no cost to this.


Judge Walther said if the Board decides to establish a commission input is needed from all judges and defense attorneys. Under the current statue the state shall reimburse 50% under 120.18 & 120.28 and also in 2941.51. The board said this has not been the case it has fluctuated from 25-35%. 


Commissioner Williams said what will change in 2017 if the state does this, what this county will receive.


Commissioner Kalo said we should look at establishing a commission while we are looking at the cuts then this way we are ahead of the curve if the state adopts this.


Commissioner Kokoski is unsure because if they are not successful in the phase out where the county will no longer bare costs of indigent attorneys, this is her concern if they are not successful and then an office is created.  She said if an office is created at the $1.7 million, will the county get reimbursement from this or is it a flat $1.7 million.  Judge Walther said he has read under 2941.51 and 120.18, Commissioner Kokoski said this is how it is currently done, but if we were to go to a public defenders office that is being proposed at $1.7 million is there any reimburse rate. Commissioner Kalo said yes. Judge Walther said currently under 120.18 the statute indicates the reimbursement rate will be 50%.  Commissioner Kalo said when it comes from budget bill they might take 1% and use it towards new software, or another side bar negotiations and currently it is only at 35% last two years.

Commissioner Kokoski said there is a trust factor involved, because the statute clearly states that they will reimburse 50% and this has not been done, this is a serious issue.


David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said ORC 120.34 states the rates will fluctuate


Judge Walther said he will defer because it states they shall reimburse at 50% and there is an escape clause at the end that allows this number to fluctuate.  He will be leaving shortly because he has his criminal cases he must attend to but stated that there were blogs that were concerning re: continuances.  His court allows only 3 pretrial’s that are paid for unless there is a compelling circumstances and there is also no travel paid.


Commissioner Kokoski said she does not usually read blogs but it was a former Commissioner and she had to give it some weight.  


Commissioner Kokoski thanked the Judge for giving back $19,000. Judge said this money is separate from the budget and what will benefit all.


Commissioner Kalo asked the Board if they would like to move forward with commission to see if it is cost effective.

Commissioner Williams said a time needs to be set to speak with other judges for their input as well as prosecutor also Representative Boose & Lundy and appreciates his savings and hopes the other judges will look as well.  Commissioner Williams asked the Judge how the $19,000 was saved.  Judge Walther said he was not prepared to speak about this today but there were some line items within his budget and there was $975 for utilities, which they do not pay, they have no cell phones he pays for his own.  County Administrator Cordes said the board took an average costs of all accounts since office services was closed and made the departments whole with their printing, etc.  Judge said he has no advertising/printing costs, anything that is made is done in the office on the copier, printers and he has a laminating machine. All employees are cross trained to cover the department, hours increased ad they are at bare bones even though more new cases are taken in each year; guardianship is up 30%.

Commissioner Kalo said all the line items are being reviewed.  Judge said he spoke with the Budget director and he will have $0.00 is most of these line items.  County Administrator Cordes said the items are zeroed out and if the department wants it out permanently then line removed.
Commissioner Kalo said the Budget Director indicated to him yesterday that the process is submitted to the County Auditor.

Craig Snodgrass, Auditors office said the line just shows zero and realistically all previous budgets have just carried from pervious years.

Tim Lubbe, Court Administrator said he was given the same advice from Budge Director and he will submit zeros as well but he would like to have the line items gone completely.  County Administrator Cordes said usually once the line items are created they do not like to delete just in case they are needed. Mr. Snodgrass said the spreadsheet is provided by budget department.  Mr. Lubbe stated when he started each judge had different line item accounts, now it is one with detailed reports of each.  

Judge Walther stated he will leave to attend to his 40 criminal dockets today on the 6th floor and loves his job
Commissioner Williams asked if there was anymore money, Judge Walther said the 2012 budget is under 2011 budget Commissioners Williams said no more court orders. Judge Walther said he will continue to submit court orders which he is allowed by the Supreme Court and his budget is necessary and his order last year was for the exact same account in 2010.  He has authority under the statue, constitutional rules and Ohio Supreme Court that was given to him and he would be more than willing to come back for discussion.

Commissioner Kokoski said the good thing she heard from Probate Department was the cost is far less per case now than it was a few years ago.

Commissioner Williams said he would like to discuss mileage reimburse from $.51 cents to $.37 cents.

Commissioner Kokoski said she was unsuccessfully in speaking with her accountant this week to see if it is 100% reimbursement when they file taxes, the difference from what the county will pay, it is dollar for dollar. Commissioner Williams said it is a deduction. County Administrator Cordes said it is on a long form deduction and it depends on your deduction and tax bracket and usually it is around a 2%.  Commissioner Kokoski said how it would affect employees in children services, job & family services.  Administrator Cordes said departments under the commissioners would go by our policy and other elected officials departments can choose their own policy and file it with the auditor’s office. Commissioner Kalo said it comes off the gross income.  Commissioner Williams said if gas is $4/gallon get $.28 cents/mile from IRS. Commissioner Kokoski said $5/gallon is highway robbery what is happening because these companies are making millions of dollars on the backs of all these people and we are hard working people, taxpayers.  Commissioner Williams said in the private industry it is $.34-.37/mile. Commissioner Kokoski asked what employees are required to drive, by doing this it would seem like a pay cut and how much?

Commissioner Williams said there are a lot of vehicles here daily, they stay idle over 20 parked at any given time but only 4-5 are used.

Commissioner Kokoski asked who would be affected in Commissioners department.  County Administrator Cordes said there are very few people that received reimbursement in the Commissioners department because they use one of the fleet vehicles they do not use personnel vehicles.  Commissioner Kalo said his total is around $1200-2200/year for travel expenses.  County Administrator Cordes some of the outside agencies use fleet vehicles to do in county travel like 911, ema, records center, etc. and employees at Job & Family get reimburse because there are a lot of case workers doing visits and 100% is reimbursement by WDA.

Commissioner Kokoski said she has not taken any mileage reimbursements, zero overnight stays, etc. she did have a county vehicle when she first was elected but the first time a sales tax was enacted she turned the county vehicle over.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked Commissioner Kalo why he does not take a county vehicle. Commissioner Kalo said he leaves at 5 am. She said to do something just to do it may not be the right thing to do, it might save some money but she would like to see how much the commissioners department has paid out in mileage reimbursement before agreeing.  Commissioner Williams said he understands but we need to set the stage and have other follows. 


Commissioner Kokoski asked Commissioner Williams if he could wait another week.  County Administrator Cordes will get the information.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski said on behalf of Team NEO and Inside Business Magazine they congratulate Commissioners on being selected as a finalist in the categories of Business Expansion/Retention and Fostering Entrepreneurship in the fifth annual Team NEO Economic Development Plus Awards. Commissioners will be recognized as a finalist in the category of Business Expansion Retention along with Team Lorain County, the Lorain County Growth Partnership and Lorain County Port Authority for their combined efforts in the expansion of US Steel Corp. Commissioners will be recognized as a finalist in the category of Fostering Entrepreneurship along with Lorain County Community College and the Lorain County Chamber of Commerce for the overall impact of GLIDE in 2010. This will be held June 30 at John S. Knight Center, Akron tickets available at 216-363-5428


County Administrator Cordes said county is also up for 3 awards; Growth partnership, Team Lorain County and City of Lorain for Heildburg Co., Lorain at old ford plant and $92 million for US steel.

Commissioner Kokoski said April Revenue YTD to 2007-2011 in sales tax we are up $382,323; local government up $144,707; interest down $148,013; real estate taxes up $47,835; Property conveyance fees down $34,140; Recorder fees up $25,008; Auditor fees up $54,498; all other revenues down $27,607 for a increase total of $743,279 from last year, this is good news hopefully on up swing and hopes it continues to increase.

County Administrator Cordes said 2008 was the last average year the county moved but years forth has continued to decline. Commissioner Kokoski said in 2008 it was $19,625,197 and 2011 it is $15,704,870 so around $4 million less. Cordes said the county is not out of the woods, Commissioner Kokoski said we still have a ways to go but the curve is going up.


Commissioner Kokoski thanked the Sheriff for discussing the consolidation of dispatching with 911 and we are still trying to put more deputies on the road and this board is committed to the Sheriff and the Safety forces.

Commissioner Kokoski congratulated all the winners from the election yesterday.


Commissioner Williams thanked Longfellow School for his invite last Friday. They have a program teaching the students about the budget  and what they should spend their money on; one kids wanted a big car but found out had no money for gas so by the end of the session he was able to buy a house, groceries, etc.  This was a fun event.


Commissioner Williams said the sales tax is being looked into the county will have a deficit in 2012 and 2013 will be more challenging and cutes are still needed.


Commissioner Kokoski spoke with the Settlement Department to find out exactly if someone had a $100,000 house how much are the paying for the TB Clinic. She thought maybe if something could be done with this levy and combine with Health Department and combine service and eliminate this and residents would be more incline to pass a ¼% sales tax but this levy only is $3/year so it is not a great savings to offset the tax.  Maybe look at 25 cents rather than 50 cents for the ballot. She said because the last time it was put on ballot and people did not feel they had a choice, but if we all come together and feel it is right a decision needs to be made because we are showing that cuts are being made.


Randy Newman, Lorain said people are tired of levels and taxes people can not afford it. Commissioner Kokoski said when people were paying the sales tax she did not receive any calls that they could not afford. When a school levy or any levy that goes on to property taxes this is when people complain.  Mr. Newman said when he pays $1 it equals $1.06 when $2 it equals $2.13.


Commissioner Williams said the sales tax is being reviewed but people are having a hard time and it is additional revenue.  He stated Amherst had a great project and was part of this and it was defeated, people look at all their money.  Commissioner Kalo said with or without an increase government provides services and these will be reduced if no more revenue.


Commissioner Kokoski said good things happen in this county but Community Development Department is not a requirement, not mandated services is this something the residents want to see eliminate because other mandated service have to be reviewed or sell some properties and be ok for another year.


Commissioner Williams said cuts have been made and possible the tax to go on the ballot


Commissioner Kalo said all the elected officials need to provide all services mandated or not that provide and see what can be eliminated.


Commissioner Williams agrees but his request to the Judges was they can not meet until sometime in June

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said she is a disgruntled resident voter and now votes at Phillips Gym, which is less than 1 mile from her house. Over 3 years ago precincts had changed because the voting took over 3 years ago but again that was one of the biggest election.  This has become an inconvenience because of the entire student parking and has voiced complaints but received no satisfaction.  When you do finally find a place to park, it is a distance to walk to get to the voting area and no real signage to tell you where you have to go.  County Administrator Cordes said he will speak with Paul Adams at Election Board.

Elizabeth Rumics, Oberlin said yes the inconvenience is with parking and a long walk.  County Administrator Cordes asked if there were any suggestions for other locations.  Ms. Rumics aid Grace Luther Church or there is a Catholic Church down the road.  County Administrator Cordes said the voting use to take place at the church but there was a long wait. Ms. Rumics said yes but usually prior to this election you could just walk in.  


Commissioner Kokoski said maybe the Board of Elections could have certain spaces for parking, flags, etc.


Ms. Johnson said it seems it is easier for the students rather than the residents.


David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said Oberlin use to have 8 precincts now have 7 and then 5 vote centers and now 3 but only 1 prescient only have 1 prescient voting there so it seems like there are 7 prescient and 2 vote centers.  He said the Commissioners speaks of what the Secretary of State needs to pay for as a mandated service and thinks that the state needs to pay for the voting machines, operations at county level and consolidation of centers seems to save money but voted at 5 centers for 30 years now only vote at 3 and this was severe could have been cost savings.   County Administrator Cordes said the size of the voting machines because transportation issues and also location of voting center.


Tim Lubbe, Court Administrator – Court of Common Pleas asked if there was any decisions on the letter was sent by Judge Zaleski regards to the space for the PSI workers that will start July 1. County Administrator Cordes said he would be in touch with options.


Paul Kozio, Columbia Station - EAA said there will be an air show at the Airport on May 21, it is free. It is international learn to fly day, there will be free flights. He did give each Commissioner a VIP pass for rock star parking, lounge, free ride, etc. There will be honor guards, WWII VETS, etc.   May 20 will be a media day and free rides in the SNJ wave rider and would offer the same to the Board.  Commissioner Kokoski said she has been playing the commercial trailing the Commissioners meeting for a few weeks now.

Commissioner Williams asked if they could accept these passes. Commissioner Kalo said you just have to note it on your campaign finance report. Mr. Kozio said the value is around $100 and the flight is around $80-100. Commissioner Williams was just checking because he is not Cuyahoga County.  County Administrator Cordes said the Commissioners are sponsors of the airport and they will possible be doing the welcoming and working with Doug McConnell.  Commissioner Williams said he would do the welcome if no one else would.

Ron Nabakowski, Clerk of Courts asked if the Board received his letter regards to the questions that were raised last week on the hold of the appropriation to the passport account.  

Commissioner Williams said yes but he was looking for more details and asked for his Assistant Neil Lynch to forward the email again to Mr. Nabakowski.  Commissioner Williams said there was a 57% passport revenue coming from North Ridgeville and expects the same thing in Amherst, but he would like to know what is revenue in North Ridgeville. Mr. Nabakowski said the passports compete with the post offices.  He said they received a lot from Oberlin, Amherst & Vermilion and before 2004 you had to go to your home county to get titles. Now, through SB85 you can get it in any county so now the Ridgeville office pulls people from Cuyahoga County and Amherst gets people from Erie and Huron County. Commissioner Williams asked for this to be put into a spreadsheet with data and revenue and knows it is not coming from the general fund but money is being transferred.  Mr. Nabakowski said his office generates a hell of a lot of money for the general fund.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the Amherst office has a marquee, Mr. Nabakowski said yes there is a sign.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if his office returned $250,000, Mr. Nabakowski said the office returned $250,000 last year a $200,000 this year.

Commissioner Kalo thanked Mr. Nabakowski for the return of money.

Mr. Nabakowski said he is not mandated to do this but does it to make money for the general fund.  Commissioner Williams said he appreciates that but he has asked that there be detailed explanation for all transfers and appropriations before the board.

Mr. Nabakowski said with all due respect, Neil could have walked into his office and he would have shown him. Commissioner Williams said he sent request by email. Mr. Nabakowski said sometimes the email does not work and the things are left unattended on people’s desk and nothing gets done.
