Motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski to adopt. Upon roll call, discussion took place.

Commissioner Kalo said he thought this was a RFP not a bid. County Administrator Cordes said it is a RFP, request for proposals only, negotiable, no sealed bids.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if they had the option to decline. County Administrator Cordes said the Board always has the option to accept/decline. He stated quotes will be received, walk through will be done and it will take around 3-4 weeks before it would come to board with a recommendation if any. Commissioner Kokoski said about 3 weeks ago there was an email that went between County Administrator Cordes and Maintenance Director Dennis Shawver that Cordes had asked for information and it was not received and he was disturbed about that and obviously it was received because she did not know that this was going this far, she thought information was being gathered. She has concerns with confidential information that people will have access too and currently there are custodians that we never had trouble with and have gone above and beyond their authority to and not dig into personal information, has concerns and she said the union should have been notified. County Administrator Cordes said with regards to his dissatisfaction the scope of work was received from the maintenance director which he shared with the board and received help form special project manager and purchased department to complete the information. Normally he would not put an rfp on the agenda but since this was a task from the board some weeks ago he placed on the agenda.  He did speak with Chris Martinez about 2 weeks ago to let him know that we were going to go out to sample the market place and it is not his job to speak with people here.
Commissioner Kokoski said he may have not forwarded this information to the union rep, because according to the newspapers, Mr. Blackstone seemed kind of caught of guard by the issue.  County Administrator Cordes said we have spoke about it before in this room in late January/February to look at outsourcing in fact it was done in public with regard to potentially and he also made the union aware of this at the negotiating table last year, so he does not know that it should be that big of a surprise.
Commissioner Kalo said this is similar to the discussions about the public defenders office relating to cost savings.  County Administrator Cordes said we are sampling the market place and regards to sensitivity of the county and we have had custodians for awhile and had no problem. Commissioner Kokoski said you get what you pay for.  


Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said she hopes when the Board studies that you will look at what the long term costs as well as the quality of work when you outsource like this.  Commissioner Williams said there is more than just money figures, this is not something we will do lightly and he has spoken with custodians and don’t want to put them out of work but we have to be good stewards of taxpayers money.

County Administrator Cordes said it was looked at, quotes were received and it did not produce enough savings for the board to want to proceed and he only reacts to a majority of the board. Commissioner Kokoski said it is unfortunate not to have Mr. Twining, he is missed.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said if workers are hired without benefits this is another cost to the taxpayers in a different way.

Commissioner Kokoski said she spoke with the Board of Elections Director yesterday and he is going to look into the issue with the conditions of voting/parking at Phillips Gym, Oberlin. April 12, 2011, letter was sent to Engineer & Soil & Water from Assistant County Prosecutor Innes addressing ORC 6137.03 statue that deals with maintenance assessment, “shall be apportioned on the basis of the estimated benefits for construction of the improvement”.  He concluded and recommended that the only persons who may be assessed for the maintenance are the original petition signers.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski said Commissioner Williams discussed the mileage last week and Clerk submitted what travel reimbursement has been issued for last year. There are not too many people that would be affected by changing; 1) person in adult probation for unforeseen circumstance, former Commissioner Blair $1,210.73, Commissioner Kalo $2,234.54 and County Administrator Cordes $240 and the County Coroner was $4,200.  She did ask Frank DeTillio, Chamber of Commerce since he has a lot of connections with various private sector employers and out of 5 he spoke with pay $.51 cents/mile, so unless the Board could encourage Commissioner Kalo to use a county car she does not see a savings. Commissioner Williams he does not see much of a savings for them but it is just getting us in line with the private sector and the Sate Auditors Office reimburses at $.40 cents/mile. Commissioner Kalo said it does not matter; he only goes where the board tells him, unless the other two commissioners would like to attend meetings.

Commissioner Kokoski said there was an opinion issued from County Prosecutor Will on Indigent Defense and states “he would caution the Board of Commissioners before formally appointing a commission, the Board of Commissioners may do their own study at this point regarding the feasibility and advisability of forming a public defenders office, it can also form a committee to do this study and it is not his recommendation that the board of commissioners goes through the federal statutory procedure to establishing a public defender commission until it is convinced that a public defender office is an appropriative step or until we have time to clarify the ambiguity discussed”. She said she is not sure that she totally agrees with the state public defenders analysis that it is as simple as not funding the office. As the Board of Commissioners are quite aware it is not unusually to have laws interpreted to find hidden limitation on discretionary funding and she also finds it curious this morning that in the newspaper that the Judge and Tim Lubbe sat down with the Chronicle & Journal and took their 2012 budget to the newspapers rather than brining it to the commissioners and from her understanding and someone correct her if she is wrong, what they are doing when they say they are saving a million dollars is they are taking their indigent attorney monies from their line item and putting it into the commissioners line item, so it is like smoke and mirrors trying to confuse the public by saving money, but really they are just taking it from peters pocket to pauls pocket but same pair of pants and asked Lisa Hobart to clarify this. 

Commissioner Williams asked if Lorain County saved $1 million in general fund.


Ms. Hobart, Budget Director said no those funds still have to be paid into the general fund/professional services and she was not in the office yesterday but their budget packet was received.

Commissioner Kalo said it shows there is an $84,000 savings a 3.2% budget approved by the 2011 budget. Budget Director Hobart said the 2011 budget is $84,000 less. Commissioner Kokoski said she has not seen this but why give it to the newspapers before the Commissioners when they have to vote on the budget, this is disturbing and she will take a look at this.


Commissioner Kalo said there has been dialogue back and forth relating to the public defenders office that the statute reads that if there is a public defenders commissioner they have the ability to hire someone with a 4 year contract and with the all discussions and emails, his assistant Toni actually spoke with Kathryn Smith, Ohio Public Defenders Office regards to an email one week ago and Ms. Smiths’ interpretation “although the statute seems to imply the decision to switch to a public defenders office is already made, in practice the commissioners may direct the public defender commission to just do a study with a recommends. Since the county commissioners have to approve the budget, they can ignore the recommendation by not funding if they disagree. She was sorry she missed the call and there seems to be a lot of incorrect assumption and misinformation floating around based on other calls she has received.”

Commissioner Kokoski said she trust our county prosecutors office before she trust anybody at the state level, Commissioner Kalo agreed.

Commissioner Kokoski said she would like to see in writing without a loophole possible that if there is a public defenders office formed by this board of commissioners at $1.7 million we will receive at least 35% back from, or this is an increase in cost not an decrease in cost and she have not yet heard this. She heard Judge Walther indicated last week they are suppose to reimburse 50% by statute and then David Ashenhurst within a second in his computer found a loophole, so she is not sure how far the Judge dug when Mr. Ashenhurst found it while he spoke.

Commissioner Kalo said it was based upon the HB153 amendment which has now been shelved. Commissioner Kokoski said we do not have the opportunity where it will phase out cost to the county by 2017 form 50-100% and the state has decided this is not in their best interest so they keep sticking it to the counties.  

Commissioner Williams said we could contact state senators that introduced this, Commissioner Kalo said we can do it as a board and he knows that CCAO is also addressing this.


Commissioner Kalo attended the Solid Waste Committee and there was a discussion on the EPA issues regarding the Allied contact.  County Administrator Cordes said that he explained to the OHEPA why Lorain County had a rate reduction on tipping fees and he is trying to meet with the Director.  Commissioner Kokoski said why not have them come here for a face to face they put out all these responsibilities and policies but never come face to face, they have mileage reimbursement and come to Lorain County.  County Administrator Cordes said they will not come here but he will go to Columbus so the Kasich administration can see we have tried to follow the lead to simplify the regulations and unburden some of these things. He said there is an issue with the fee and suggested that we stop the payment and put into escrow account. Commissioner Kokoski said this issue dragged on for months, there were hearings and even Consultant Greenburg reviewed and the only reason they have an issue because it was not part of the plan. Commissioner Kalo said what we did was proper but we did not do the ratification process which was to get City of Lorain, Commissioners and 60% political subdivisions. Commissioner Kokoski asked if this could be done in retrospect. Commissioner Kalo said the new plan is within 60 days. County Administrator Cordes said it would be to confusing and the plan does allow for this the technicality was the line account shows $0 and with the new plan coming forthwith it would be to hard for the entities.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if BFI would pay the money back. County Administrator Cordes said no, Commissioners are liable. Commissioner Kalo said what if the contract is cancelled. County Administrator Cordes said the finding would be with the solid waste department but since the county commissioners is the fiscal agent we would be liable for expenditures and if there is a fining for recovery for $1 million that was paid we have a legal contract with BFI, there is no recourse, there contract is legal. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he is not up to date on this. County Administrator Cordes when things were turning bad, it was dumped on his desk and was told to straighten it out and he is picking up the pieces with discussions with EPA. The reason this was done was to keep revenue coming into the solid waste department because we were going to lose the tipping fees and keep many jobs and expansion in the county.


David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said Twinsburg has a regional EPA office and is aware of what is happening with our landfill and he would suggest that they be involved because they did hold hearings. County Administrator Cordes said the Twinsburg office is holding the counties feet to the fire.


Rick Krueck, Kipton asked how many jobs? County Administrator Cordes said several hundred. Mr. Krueck said he has a problem with importing garbage into our facility because some point we will have to find another place. Commissioner Kalo said they are no were near their cap of 1.1-1.3 million tons.  Commissioner Williams asked about the Toledo contract, Commissioner Kalo said he does not believe they are brining Toledo garbage in. Mr. Krueck said what is the percentage of import garbage.  County Administrator Cordes said the Solid Waste Department can provide this information.  Mr. Krueck asked what the life of the site is. County Administrator Cordes said it is 25-40 years they just received another cap and information is available in Solid Waste. Commissioner Kalo said the life of the landfill and since the volume based system, recycling has increased 48%.  


Commissioner Kalo said the community grants were also discussed at the meeting.


County Administrator Cordes recommends having the Commissioners put the money of the fees paid to Republic into an escrow account. Commissioner Kalo said he would like legal to look at. Commissioner Kokoski said she would be in favor until issue is resolved. Commissioner Kalo said ok but would like to wait until at least next week. Commissioner Kokoski said at least before the next payment have a decision.


Commissioner Williams said SB4 is a program the Governor created, a $1.5 million L.E.A.P. (Leverage for Efficiency, Accountability and Performance Fund) that would allow the State Auditor do a performance audit and would like them to do a presentation next week. The deadline for application would be May 31 at 4 pm. This money is given upfront, they do performance audit and repaid from the savings. Commissioner Kalo asked if SB4 was approved, Clerk stated yes. Commissioner Kokoski said she is in favor of this. Clerk stated that our regional liaison is Michelle Stys; she did a presentation at the Clerk’s meeting in Akron last week and brought forth this information. County Administrator Cordes said if they recommend things and we disagree this would be a citation.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if there was a not to exceed amount and it does not hurt to hear a presentation.  

Commissioner William said he would like to have an email sent to all elected officials and invite them to hear the presentation.  He also stated that Michelle Stys, Auditors’ Office was at a conference with our Clerk Theresa last week in Akron and Theresa did a wonderful presentation, group loves to have her involved and they respect her at all levels and she is trying to bring the records training to the county and have it at the train station. Clerk thanked him and stated yes she has been working on bringing this 3 hour mandatory training here with AG and AOS office and as of last Thursday it was a no and then Friday in Akron, Michelle said it’s a go.

Rick Krueck, Kipton said a performance audit comes down to jobs, looking at expenses and recommend things, Commissioner Kalo said this is why a presentation will be held so they can answer the questions.

Commissioner Williams said if this is confirmed he asked County Administrator Cordes to post this on the website and asked the newspapers.  He also asked the Board if they would like to have the meeting at a later time to get more departments and taxpayers to come in like 4 or 5-5:30 p.m. 
Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski said no, there is no overtime for employees and maybe have a second one or webcast.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mary Ann Manning, Lorain County Tuberculosis Clinic was on her way up to the podium.

Commissioner Kokoski apologized for not returning her calls last week and she is present today because of what she said at the meeting last week about TB Clinic.  She said a $100,000 house would cost a taxpayer $3/year for the TB levy, Ms. Manning said yes.


Ms. Manning said due to the recent comments about the TB Clinic and levy she wants to address the Board. She said TB is not for the poor, homeless, ill or elderly it is not just for those born in other countries it is airborne and as long as someone is alive and breathing they can be affected.  Effective medical therapy has existed more than ½ century; TB continues to be among the most pressing public health issue of our day. Decreased number of cases in recent years is not only in Lorain County, Cuyahoga County and all 88 counties in Ohio but in Lorain County it proves they are doing a great job of prevention and treatment.  When you hear the number of cases it is not just the clients that are seen, approximately 1,000/month.  We should be proud that this county has a TB program, in this day of skyrocketing unemployment, loss of health benefits and declining economy, now is the time, not to change or get rid of a free medical clinic that provides free services to the residents at no cost to the county. History will repeat itself if this levy is eliminated, TB will be on the rise like in the 80’s as cases declined, money was pulled back and cases increased. TB Clinic she feels, not just her personal feelings it has been proven best for the taxpayers and best for Commissioners the way it is structured as it is today.  This Clinic started in 1968 when the TB sanitarium was closed and several Ohio Revised Codes that states the Commissioners are ultimately responsible for tuberculosis.  So, having this levy at $3/$100,000 property levy means no dollars come from the Commissioners.  Free tuberculosis screening is provided; prevention and treatment provided to all residents of Lorain County and also provide services to non county residents at a nominal fee. The services that are provided are: 
· Free screenings (residents going to school, employment) many can not afford to go to their family doctor and the family doctors do not normally supply the testing solution because it is so costly and expires nor their staff has the expertise to provide these services.
· Free prevention therapy

· Free medication monthly; includes free blood work, nurse monitoring for side effects. When a physician does this they give the patient a prescription, many can not afford, they become non complaint but can not go to doctor monthly for follow up. TB Clinic is a walk in facility

· Free TB treatments (part of Commissioners responsibility to support). However it would be structured through a county hospital; like Cuyahoga County, through TB program like here since 1968 or through health department.  When it is through a health department it does not work the way it works now, money, staff and expertise are not there.  

· 
1 TB case in this county entailed more than 2,000 people, which is 2 times per person on the onset; go back 2-3 days later to read, 10-12 weeks later they are tested again. This takes a lot of manpower.


There are 7 employees, have cut back in recent years; pharmacist is no longer there, physician has taken over pharmacist duties, 2 less clerical people.  Everyone shares duties and do a good job. The expertise in TB lies in Cuyahoga County and Lorain County, they work full time and provide a lot of prevention, provide free tb testing and surveys. If the clinic was merged with the health department these services would stop. The nurse provides free surveys, goes to many facilities to test and back 2 days later to read, it saves time, gas and fulfills the facilities mandated requirements and provides convenience to physically and mentally challenged, elderly and student.

TB Clinic provides free community in services, education customized to facility needs, staff education at local hospitals, fire department, nursing homes which are all required by state law.  Many physicians office call them for consultation on a skin test and tb clinic follows up with patient.  They do follow up on CDC referrals for residents on airplane travel that have been exposed. Receive information from Ohio Department of Health on which county resident was on a certain flight with a person that was diagnosed with contagious patient, they locate patient, ask them to come to clinic, educate them and perform a 2 step test skin test which equals to 4 visit and report back to ODOH and they report back to CDC. We also receive referrals from immigration, homeland security through Ohio Department of Health; when new residents moved into the county and this person either had an abnormal x-ray prior to entry or very abnormal x-ray was being treated in foreign county and need to follow up and safe to reside in community.  


One huge money savings to the Commissioners is that the TB Clinic is the tb testing, chest x-rays, medication, monitoring, lab work, collection of sputum, in a negative air pressure room that is located at the clinic, and UV lights are situated through the clinic which kills tb bacteria. They also provide all these services to the following agencies that are directly under the Commissioners and if the TB clinic was not able to provide these free services these departments would have to add this cost to their budget which in turn comes from the Commissioners and 9 months is provided free; Juvenile Detention Home (weekly every Tuesday at 9:30 a.m.); Golden Acres (annual residents and staff skin test, required by law); Correctional Facility (prisoner comes to clinic for x-ray); Adult Probation and Coroner (annual skin testing) and Adult Parole (probation officers), Children Services (annual skin test). They also provide services to local high schools and nursing homes and TB clinic has never received money from the Commissioners, have always stayed within their budget and one main goal because 1 case of drug resistance tuberculosis could clean out the budget.

Commissioner Kokoski asked how much money is usually kept in accounts. Ms. Manning said as much as they can, they are very frugal.  County Administrator Cordes asked what the annual revenue is from the levy, what are the expenses and the carryover. Ms. Manning said there is a carry over of $1 million. Commissioner Kokoski said this is what caught her eye in the minutes and the Board is looking at all departments to see if things can be done differently, better, cheaper, don’t want to reduce service but maybe find new ways, like the Sheriff’s dispatch with 911.  She thought about a voucher program with TB and health Department. 

County Administrator Cordes asked what the annual revenue was. Ms. Manning said in 2007 the levy was a replacement with a reduction and should being in $700,000 but with foreclosures it is around $600,000. County Administrator Cordes said but that money is still required once house is sold, etc.  Ms. Manning said to provide medication cost is around $4-6,000.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if it was for someone that could not afford it. Ms. Manning said it is for all county residents. Commissioner Kokoski asked what if there are people that can afford to pay.  Commissioner Kalo asked if the insurance companies get charged, Ms. Manning said they do not charge. Commissioner Kokoski said maybe we should, if there are people that can afford, insurance, etc., even though the levy is only $3/every $100,000 property value, not a lot of money but when she saw the $1 million carryover and the economy is strapped and the county is trying to cut everywhere this is why she brought it up last week, maybe there are new ways, better ways, cheaper ways doing the same thing. Ms. Manning said maybe there could be, however she asked that serious discussions take place on both sides before any decisions. Commissioner Kokoski said no one is making a decision she brought it up for discussion, because if this levy is a lot of money and a sales tax was going to be placed on the ballot, this was mentioned in the matter, was to see if one would wash out the other but realized it was only $3. Ms. Manning said even if the TB clinic levy is not there, does not mean people would vote for the sales tax, Commissioner Kokoski said correct she was just looking to see if they would wash. 

Commissioner Kalo said the state is encouraging local levels of government to combine services and this is why Commissioner Kokoski brought it up and he understands Ms. Manning defending the clinic but there might be better ways and in the few minutes he read through the Ohio Revised Code there is a possibility of regional multiple counties, Ms. Manning said the state is trying to work on this now.  Commissioner Kalo said yes this was the discussion points to combining service to save money for the residents still performing much of the services that they possibility can while cutting the tax dollars.  County Administrator Cordes said the board gave him a list of things to do and this is one of the items, but have not had discussions with the health department as well as Commissioner Williams asked about looking into Children Services and Job & Family, Public Defender and all for review that could be used as a transition. 

Commissioner Kokoski said she was not picking on the TB Clinic, Ms. Manning said she did not take it this way she felt that there needed to be an education as to what they do and only having a case count of 3 cases last year, it sounds like what do they do over there, but they are busy full time.  County Administrator Cordes said we should look at subrogating the claims and costs with insurance companies.  Ms. Manning said the insurance does not pay for the majority of it because it is not for prevention, the INH for prevention is considered prevention and insurance companies do not pay.  She stated she worked at Metro for 20 years at the TB Clinic, they work differently, they are not levy funded, and they receive state and federal monies. Commissioner Kokoski asked if our county received state/fed money, Ms. Manning said no we have levy money, but the state/fed money is dwindling.  Commissioner Kokoski said we have our residents pay for it so we do not receive state/federal monies, Ms. Manning said the residents do not seem to mind paying for these levy because they appreciate the services because they are free which is required for employment and schooling, etc.  

Ms. Manning said she is aware that Cuyahoga and Lorain County have TB Clinics; however TB is not managed the same way when lumped into the health department. County Administrator Cordes asked what makes 86 other counties wrong and 2 right. Commissioner Kokoski asked if the other 86 counties have outbreaks of TB. Ms. Manning said not as many as our county does, some counties who have 1 case in 3-4 years. Commissioner Williams asked how many does our county have a year, Ms. Manning said we have 6, 7 but last year it was 3 and a big part of this is prevention.

Commissioner Williams said TB clinic sees 12,000 people/year, Ms. Manning said it’s an average of 1,000/moth some more, some less. Commissioner Williams and aid the budget is $700,000/year it is around $55/person and there is a $1 million carried over.

Commissioner Kokoski said when she looked at the minutes, she saw about $10-12,000 expenses for meeting; furniture, fixtures, etc and maybe the clinic was trying to get this carryover down. Ms. Manning said there has been nothing done.



County Administrator Cordes said some of the services that are provided, insurance companies do not pay for employment 
related screenings but the employer picks this up, nursing homes and Ms. Manning mentioned Golden Acres, we are small but is the TB 
clinic providing free tb to all the nursing homes. Commissioner Kokoski asked if the clinic provides to Community Health/Mercy 
Hospital. Ms. Manning said they do in-service there, the hospital does own skin testing but the time of reading 2 days later and not sure, they will send the employee to the clinic.  County Administrator Cordes said the service provided to nursing homes and private 
business there is still a cost. 

Commissioner Kokoski said saving residents $3/yaer/$100,000 home does not seem like a lot but we need to prove everything we do is a true benefit to the county.  County Administrator Cordes said he is not looking at the $3 he is looking at the $700,000 plus the $1 million carryover.  Ms. Manning said 1 TB case can cost over $200,000. A normal tb patient receives 4 drugs; 2 of the 4 are very expensive, most pharmacy do not dispense. 



Commissioner Kalo asked what do other counties do, Ms. Manning said they go to the Commissioners for money. Commissioner Kalo said who does, Ms. Manning said health department that is responsible for TB control, they have 1 nurse for TB control and she has other duties assigned. If TB is diagnosed she manages the patient but can not see the patient Monday-Friday as Lorain County does to make sure the patient swallows the meds. There is an administrative Ohio code that says “how they are to manage tb”. A nurse needs to see the tb person Monday-Friday and watch them swallow the pills and Lorain County TB Clinic either has the patient come to the clinic, they go to the patient’s home or employment (when only not contagious).  

County Administrator Cordes asked if other counties provide free screenings to private business, Ms. Manning said they don’t provide it free to the residents. Ms. Manning said the TB clinic provides free for non profits. She stated several doctor offices have called the clinic to skin test their staff and they don’t want their staff to leave so we provide the testing on their site and charge $5/test.  County Administrator Cordes said this amount does not cover the cost for someone to go to out and perform these services.  Commissioner Kalo said private sector business, Ms. Manning said could change more, Commissioner Kalo said then the levy would be less because you would be receiving more revenue. Ms. Manning said out of county residents that come to the clinic they get charged $5. Commissioner Kokoski asked why non county residents would be able to receive services; Ms. Manning said we do this all the time.

County Administrator Cordes asked if the $5 covers the cost, Ms. Manning said yes it does they checked it out.

Commissioner Williams said $5 test, asked how long a visit is, Ms. Manning said to do 5 people, takes around 15 minutes but this does not include travel time.  Commissioner Williams said he does not believe that $5 covers all the overhead and expenses. County Administrator Cordes said with travel time, test and employee’s wages, there is no way that $5 covers the test.

Ms. Manning with all due respect they only test about 2 physician offices in the county, mainly they go to large groups and facilities, they test at Murray Ridge Administration Building, Workshop in Elyria, Lorain & Oberlin. County Administrator Cordes said he worked as HR in the disabilities center in Lake County and they paid for those services. Ms. Manning said in Cuyahoga County they did collect insurance information but a lot of patients denied having insurance because they did not want to submit and pay co pay or deductible and even then you still need staff to submit information to the insurance company. Ms. Manning said the out of county residents come from the west side of Cuyahoga County; Westlake, Rocky River, etc because we are closer the only other place to receive a free test would be the Cuyahoga County TB Clinic, you need an appointment, it is at the hospital, pay for parking and longer drive.

Commissioner Kalo said every time Ms. Manning answers a question it looks like the levy is less needed; Lorain County residents supporting Rocky River, Westlake, out of county. Ms. Manning said we do not support them; they pay and go into the fund.
Commissioner Williams said Ms. Manning really believes in her job and he request a copy of the TB clinic budget so the Board could look at the expenditures and revenue, Ms. Manning said yes. Commissioner Kalo said to continue these discussions and not have that information in front of them, they are budgetary and this is all based upon opinions now.  Ms. Manning said she understands and as a nurse her viewpoint is caring for the patient and doing the best for them and this does not just entail the patient it entails the entire family and could spread to the workplace and could be devastating.  Until tuberculosis hits anyone’s family or friends no one seems to understand. 



There was a homeless person in one county that had tb and ran through health department, which was funded by commissioners; had to rent a trailer and place at Sheriff’s department which cost over $200,000. Medina County has 1 active case of multi drug resistance tb and Cuyahoga County is managing it because they called Lorain county first and she informed them that she could consult with them but could not treat or provide medication to the patient because they are levy funded and Medina County could not receive the funding fast enough from the County Commissioners to start treatment. Treatment needs to be started that day it is diagnosed and Lorain County TB clinic is prepared to treat a patient that is diagnosed within 1 hour.  



Commissioner Williams asked if we could charge other counties for services we provide. Ms. Manning said she does not know, Lorain County’s TB Clinic has been the same since 1968 and understands things need to change and watch money.  She will not say that any other county is doing it wrong but they do it different and it is not better.  Commissioner Kokoski said the Commissioners can not take the burden of the expense to take care to tb patients so if the levy was eliminated all together there would be issues but could be some reduction.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if the Board could receive year to date expenses and revenue.

County Administrator Cordes said the dialogue was to look at the method of services to see if there was any benefit for consolidation and TB clinic was not targeted, there are several agencies the board is looking at because there is a big push to consolidate for more effective delivery of services not to do away. Commissioner Kalo said is there a better, cheaper way of providing services. Ms. Manning said she apologizes and very compassionate, she has seen how it works in Cuyahoga with funding from the state/federal/insurance and it does not always work there. County Administrator Cordes said the TB clinic has been doing it the same for 40+ years. Ms. Manning said she has spoken with Mr. Pearce, Health Department and being a nurse they have to be flexible and adaptability to changes, however if there is a change/restructure it has to be done properly. Commissioner Kalo said yes, he would like to see the numbers.

Ms. Manning said the x-ray equipment they have was purchased in 1975/78 and having a difficult time in getting parts and looked at purchasing refurbished equipment and she spoke with Susan in Purchasing Department to try to get estimates/bids and looking at the levy in 2011.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said this discussion was bizarre and maybe the board should look at the carryover since 1968, levy 

reduction, etc., the whole history of levy. Commissioners said they did not know this was going to be discussed today so that is why the 
Board has requested to look at a year to date budget.  Commissioner Kalo said the TB Clinic came to defend them today based 
upon a comment that Commissioner Kokoski made. County Administrator Cordes said it was on a list of many things he was to look into.

Rick Krueck, Kipton said there would be concerns if the TB Clinic and Health Department merged. The Board said they do not have the answers and will find out in future meetings.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said the board should be careful as to what cuts they suggest
