May 18, 2011


Commissioner Kalo said under the new Governor objectives with not only wanting to sell the State Prisons but also selling/leasing the Ohio Turnpike. He sits on NOACA and discussion took place to oppose this sale/lease and they adopted it with 2/3 majority opposing such sale/lease.  He said many other counties along the turnpike have also opposed and would make a motion to oppose. He said Indiana/Illinois required long terms and guaranteed toll increases and this just seems like a one time fix and is not the proper way of going forward. He also stated that ODOT would do a presentation at NOACA where monies would be spent but it is after the fact and should have done first along with the metropolitan planning organizations.

Commissioner Kokoski seconded, Clerk called for discussion.


Commissioner Kokoski said the Engineer sent an email stating more discussion needed to occur and asked him if he would like to speak.


Ken Carney, Lorain County Engineer congratulated the board on this resolution and NOACA did approve 26-13 and CEAO (County Engineer Association of Ohio) has not officially taken a stance but waiting and with this action today, association should be forthcoming.


Commissioner Kalo said a CCAO economic development infrastructure committee meeting today and he will be on a conference call as Vice-Chair is being held today and the issue on the agenda today is the turnpike so he will be excusing himself at around 10:30 a.m. today. He said this is non bi partisan effort and Steve Hambley, Medina County Commissioners is a republican and as Tim Brown, Wood County.

Commissioner Williams said the Governor will be present in North Ridgeville on Thursday and invitation has been extended to all Commissioners and he would rather wait and speak with him rather than doing a resolution telling someone to do something.

Commissioner Kalo said no this is part of our job when it affects locally.  Commissioner Williams recommended to amend and take out the oppose sale/lease Ohio Turnpike on the 2nd page it sounds strong and like we are grandstanding. We should put we are concerned with the sale.

Commissioner Kokoski said when we are opposed or supporting an issue that affects our county we always adopt a resolution and it looks better when 3 of the Commissioners stand together.

Elizabeth Rumics, Oberlin asked who will this go to. Commissioner Kalo said the Governor, Senators, etc.

WHEREAS, the Ohio Turnpike passes through Lorain County; and


WHEREAS, the Ohio Turnpike serves as a major route for passenger vehicles and freight carriers; and


WHEREAS, the Ohio Turnpike receives zero federal financial support, and support from the State of Ohio is limited to a portion of the fuel tax receipts collected from filing stations located in Turnpike service plazas; and


WHEREAS, the maintenance and operation of the Ohio Turnpike is fully funded through user fees in the form of highway tolls; and


WHEREAS, the Ohio Turnpike is consistently profitable, producing a significant and reliable annual revenue stream; and


WHEREAS, Governor Kasich has proposed the lease of the Ohio Turnpike as one possible approach in his well intentioned effort to reduce the State’s $8 million budget deficit; and


WHEREAS, leases in Indiana and Illinois required long terms and guaranteed toll increases to achieve large upfront payments from the lessees; and


WHEREAS, Am. Sub H.B. No. 153 adopted by the House of Representatives on May 5, 2011 authorizes the director of budget and management and the director of transportation to take any action and execute any contract for the provision of highway services of the Ohio Turnpike in order to more efficiently and effectively provide those services, including by generating additional resources in support of those services and related projects; and


WHEREAS, Am. Sub H.B. No. 153 as adopted further stipulates that the gross receipts and income of a successful proposer derived from providing highway services of the Ohio Turnpike shall be exempt from gross receipts and income taxes levied by the state and its subdivisions, including the tax levied pursuant to Chapter 5751 of the Revised Code; and


WHEREAS, the entire lump-sum amount of any lease or sale would resolve only a fraction of the state’s budget deficit for one budget year, yet would forego a significant and reliable revenue source for multiple generations; and


WHEREAS, the proceeds from the sale or lease of Ohio Turnpike could be redistributed to other regions of Ohio, thereby reducing the direct benefit to those who built, paid for, maintained and are the primary users of this highway; and


WHEREAS, prior and current analyses have shown that toll increases directly correlate with traffic diverting to parallel state or federal highways, causing additional congestion and wear and tear on local taxpayer funded roads, and potentially resulting in the relocating of transportation and logistics commerce to locations outside of northern Ohio out of preference for the lower business costs of non-tolled highways; and


WHEREAS, the alternative parallel routes to the Ohio Turnpike are largely non-divided bi-directional routes that would pose significant safety concerns for diverted traffic.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that we hereby opposed the sale or lease of the Ohio Turnpike.


FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED
, before a sale/lease occurs there needs to be evidence for significant long term benefits identified.  The proceeds should be spent on transportation infrastructure projects, particularly those on parallel routes in northern Ohio and the State of Ohio needs to work with the impacted government entities along the Turnpike route.

Commissioner Kokoski asked for a county this size for all departments asked what the cost would be. Mr. Rogonjic said it depends on

Scope but Butler County right now is around $115,000. He said there is small village in Cuyahoga County they are finishing for the police department and it is around $47,000 for staffing and a Medicaid program was over $1 million, he believes the average cost is around $50-55,000. Commissioner Kokoski asked how long the pay back was to LEAP, Mr. Rogonjic said 1 year because it is upfront and the savings should pay for next year.


Doug Messer, Court Administrator – Lorain County Domestic Relations said the courts are very strong advocates for audits and he looked at the State’s website and found nothing beyond 2001 dealing with courts. Mr. Rogonjic said they have done court audits and the last one was Mansfield Court and is within the whole city audit.  Mr. Messer spoke with Butler county regards to the courts and the audit is in progress but how long until available, Mr. Rogonjic he is not sure but is in final review.



Commissioner Kalo said there is $1 million available in round 1, will it be the same for round 2, 3 etc. Mr. Rogonjic said 2nd round is set around the time for next year but if we do not receive enough apps we will probably extend this round until September.  He did state that the county performance audits are on their website. Commissioner Kalo asked if they had any County audits, Mr. Rogonjic said Cuyahoga County, Commissioner Kalo said not Cuyahoga we are more in line with Mahoning, Mr. Rogonjic said Children Services Board. Commissioner Kalo said more county government and their functions. 


Commissioner Williams asked if each elected official would design their scope, Mr. Rogonjic said it depends on how involved the departments want to be but will put a proposal together for the areas of concern. 


Mr. Messer asked what the ramifications are with the audit because he read the audit on children services and the decisions was the number of children in residential care rather than foster care but no concern of the child, all he saw was cost effectiveness, Mr. Rogonjic said they do present pros and cons and the outcome is all based upon the data received from the department.



David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said on the performance audit section, the Auditor of State changes based upon election how often does this section change. Mr. Rogonjic said he reports to his boss that has been head of the department 10 years and he has been around that long. Mr. Ashenhurst asked what is the state law that covers this as confidential. Mr. Rogonjic said 121.22, Mr. Ashenhurst said that is sunshine laws. Mr. Ashenhurst said when the State says they are recommendation and someone does not follow it seems like they get penalties or comments; Mr. Rogonjic said not there is law stating that. Mr. Ashenhurst said requests are prioritized for audit, do you do audits if someone would request, Mr. Rogonjic said if time permits.  Mr. Ashenhurst said when he lived in Brown County, Indian there was a performance audit done to take care of the deer population and the recommendation was to reintroduce the mountain lion and the county rejected it but it was the cost effectiveness recommendation.


 County Administrator Cordes asked what are the backgrounds of people doing such an audit and what gives them the ability to give such recommendations.  Mr. Rogonjic said all staff is at a minimum 4 year college degree with diverse backgrounds. Mr. Cordes asked if the county can have access to these backgrounds because he has been through a lot of audits and they seem to have this managerial comment section, looks good on paper but it is not as clean as it says and you do take look when recommendations are not followed. He said with all due respect, this county looks at things all day, everyday and sometimes these audits cause more problems in another area because of a correction to another area and then these people leave after recommendations are given and this county has taken several years in making reports on the recommendations and why something was not implement when it did not work for the county. He said the presentation was good and performance audits are good when they are targeted on something specific but when you go fishing this is what causes problems.  Mr. Rogonjic said that is not their goal and can not speak of the management letter but in performance audit is shared with them and departments and they listen to concerns and he said the department will share the resumes, etc. and have an extensive internal review process.  Mr. Cordes said it states there will be enough findings in the performance audit that the cost is justifiable and asked how many audits done to not pay, Mr. Rogonjic said some, but rare and he is not making any guarantees.



Commissioner Williams asked what is the parentage of audits that people actually go against the audits, Mr. Rogonjic said some and the recommendations that are accepted.  Commissioner Williams said the county receives the money and within 1 year pay back and hope get enough from savings to pay for future years.


Elizabeth Rumics, Oberlin pleasure to hear something explained clearly and duties of the County Auditor are totally separate from this audit and is it of any value for the County Auditor to comment. Commissioner Kalo said he does not see anyone present and he is fiscal



Sheriff Stammitti said everyone is trying to save money, he has cut his budget 20%, loss 22 deputies and if the audit shows that cuts can cut supplies, etc but recommends to hire 11 deputies and get 8 cruisers will this happen.  Commissioner Kalo said the audit can not just be cost savings, should be better performance and go by mandates should also be included.

Commissioner Williams said the budget is not unlimited. Commissioner Kalo said if budget is $45 million it should state you have to be writing. Mr. Rogonjic said it depends on what the county wants.



Commissioner Williams said this audit will show where to cut costs and recommends, for example if there was a recommendation to cut budget of Sheriff or Transit, there would show benefits or not with these recommendations. Mr. Rogonjic said they try to look at this with the current level of service to see if it would be efficient can you be more efficient and sustain your level of service and yes there would be acknowledgement if the only way you could save is to reduce service.


Commissioner Kokoski said this county needs some sort of audit but it needs to be countywide, not just spot here and there, but there is no funding and some people do the same things for periods of time and never change, so there could be ways of saving money there and asked if there would be any elected officials interested in participating, maybe send a letter. Commissioner Kokoski said once everyone is that would like to participates is on board, then the county receives a cost. Mr. Rogonjic said yes and they would like to meet with all and then plan the scope and then there could be cost list placed together so you would have ideas how much it would cost.



Commissioner Williams asked Engineer if he would participated, he had no comment.



Mr. Rogonjic said when audits interviews are done there are several good ideas and these could be recommendations and some are justification for visions from the start. County Administrator Cordes said he hopes the ideas would not be envisioned they would have been implemented.

WHEREAS, the amendment would transfer responsibility of indigent defense services from counties to the state. Under the proposal, the State Public Defender would assume management of the system effective January 1, 2012; and

WHEREAS, the transfer from county responsibility to complete state responsibility would occur over a 5 year period. The proposal takes county reimbursement to 50% beginning July 1 of this year and then sets in statute a 10% annual increase in county reimbursement each subsequent calendar year beginning in 2013. Therefore, reimbursement for CY 2012 would be 50%, 2013 at 60%, 2014 at 70%, 2015 at 80%, and 2016 at 90%. Under the proposal, beginning January 2017, the state completely would be responsible for the provision of indigent defense services; and

WHEREAS, the current system of counties paying and the state reimbursing is one of the largest unfunded mandates that the legislature has imposed upon counties. Moreover, the current system is terribly inefficient and has contributed to inflated costs; and

WHEREAS, State management will provide for the opportunity for achieving shared services of staff and IT support, enhanced quality of representation by engaging in training, case review and staff evaluations, and reduced justice system costs by reducing jail days, length of sentences, appeals, and post-conviction actions; and

WHEREAS, now is the time for the system to be brought under the control of the state, as it is the state’s constitutional obligation.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, we support an amendment to HB 153, the state budget bill, to transfer the responsibility for indigent defense from the counties to the state. 

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, the Clerk is instructed to forward this to Governor John Kasich, U.S. Senator Sherrod Brown, US House of Representative Betty Sutton, Ohio Senator Gayle Manning and House of Representative Terry Boose, Matt Lundy & Dan Ramos
