Commissioner Kalo said this project has been worked on for about 5 years along with LEEDCo (Lake Erie Energy Development Corporation) consisting of starting with Cuyahoga County; Prosecutor Bill Mason and Assistant Steve Dyver, Lorain County was invited on board 2 years ago and has expanded to Ashtabula and Lake County. This is one of the first multi county revenue sharing agreements in the State of Ohio with almost 2 million people in total. Cleveland Cuyahoga Port Authority & Lake County approved resolutions.  


Mike Challender, Sustainability Coordinator said over the last several years with the four counties, the objective was to not have the developers pin one county against another with the projects in Lake Erie so it was agreed to have all counties share in the revenue no matter where the turbines would go. The committee said the responsibility of 2 mile out from shoreline is the county. Commissioner Kalo said since the county can not collect income tax they are looking at doing joint economic developments agreements. Mr. Challender said this is royalty payments are received based on megawatts and there will be 5-8 installed now but up to 250 by 2020.  Commissioner Kalo said SB221 states 12.5% has to be generated by global energy.

Commissioner Williams asked what is the revenue sharing, Commissioner Kalo said 20% of the submerged land leases, 50% goes to state and other goes to the other 4 counties and since majority of turbines will be in Cuyahoga County the first time they will get 40% around $11-16,000/year and the others will received $5-9,000/year.


Commissioner Kokoski said the shoreline to 2 miles out, is this the property owners, Commissioner Kalo said no it is the jurisdiction for taxing authorities in the municipalities, 2 miles out to the international line then becomes county. Commissioner Kokoski said what about the property owner, Mr. Challender said the high/low water mark for property owners is still in court.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he spoke w/Assistant Prosecutor Mishak and their only concern is with the project plan is for 2020 and this agreement shows only 5 years and they recommended for all. Commissioner Kalo said this is just the beginning resolution proposal and this agreement will evolve once the project begins.


Commissioner Williams said the Cuyahoga County Port Authority is on board and asked why, giving 20% back and revenue to other counties, what is their benefit.  Mr. Challender said the estimated wind speed in Lake Erie the higher wind comes from the shores of Avon Lake and Ashtabula and 3 years ago Great Lakes Energy Task Force installed a mass at the crib in Lake Eire to measure the wind speeds and done bat and bird studies.


Commissioner Williams said Avon Lake is in quadrain 3 and others are 7, how many wind turbines will be in Avon Lake within next 15 years. Mr. Challender said there is to be over 250, right now they will go in Cuyahoga County and the next move is into Lorain County because a substation is in Avon Lake.  Commissioner Williams said in 5 years will it be worse for our county. Mr. Challender said all counties are in this partnership and development is with the wind speed. Commissioner Williams asked if the Mayors of the Cities are on board.  Commissioner Kalo said no, this is county level but indicated that Mayor Piskura, Sheffield Lake has been involved as well as Frank Jackson, Cleveland Mayor as well as ODNR  Coastal Management.  Mr. Challender said Lake Erie is the first location and offsite in Northeast Ohio and said New York, Ontario, Illinois and Michigan are working on it.  He also indicted that MFG is a blade producer in Ashtabula and companies tend to have their locations set up closer to the shore because the parts are big.

WHEREAS, on December 1, 2010 the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County adopted Resolution No. 10-839 expressing the intent and desire of the Board to support LEEDCo’s initial and expanded projects for the installation of Wind Energy Conversion Systems on Lake Erie, to support LEEDCo’s initial application for an option to enter into Submerged Land Leases with the Ohio Department of Natural Resources; and
WHEREAS, the County of Lorain now desires to enter into a regional cooperative agreement and revenue sharing agreement with the counties of Cuyahoga, Ashtabula, and Lake and the Cleveland-Cuyahoga County Port Authority to share revenues received from submerged land sublease payments relating to the Initial Project to be located off the City of Cleveland in Lake Erie and which shall consist of no more than 30 megawatts of wind power generation, and as specifically set forth in Exhibit “A” entitled “LEEDCo Revenue Sharing Agreement” attached hereto and incorporated herein, in its entirety, by this reference; and

WHEREAS, this Revenue Sharing Agreement  will remain in effect for a period of 5 years during which time the  Allocation Committee of LEEDCo will review the formula and recommend such changes that will encompass and reflect the variables involved once the Initial Project is underway and which shall be approved by the  LEEDCo member counties.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, that

Section 1:  The County of Lorain hereby agrees to enter into a regional cooperative agreement and revenue sharing agreement with the counties of Cuyahoga, Ashtabula and Lake and the Cleveland-Cuyahoga County Port Authority to share the revenues obtained from submerged land sublease payments as set forth in Exhibit “A” entitled “LEEDCo Revenue Sharing Agreement” which is incorporated herein, in its entirety, by this reference.

Section 2:  It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the passage of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public, in accordance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.


Said LEEDCo Revenue Sharing Agreement is as follows and can be found on file in the Commissioners/Purchasing and Sustainability Office;

The Department of Natural Resources (ODNR) has the authority to regulate what natural resources can be extracted from and/or what materials/items can be installed in Lake Erie. Currently, the ODNR is writing administrative code rules regarding the installations of wind turbines, related transmission facilities, and the associated generation of electricity. 

Most recently ODNR created a method for wind farm developers to hold areas of Lake Erie for the purpose of conducting studies that are required before companies can receive financing and governmental approval to install wind turbines in Lake Erie. The method of holding land in Lake Erie is called “Submerged Land Lease Options”. Each option covers one nautical square mile and all fees remain with the State of Ohio. As of January of 2011, LEEDCo holds an initial option (nine grid squares) for its initial five-turbine, 20 megawatt project for the duration of two years with eligibility for three, one-year extensions. Payments are due annually. 


Prior to any construction, the acquisition of a Submerged Land Lease (SLL) is required in accordance with ORC §1506 and OAC §1501-6. Specifically, a resolution must accompany the SLL application from the local legislative authority that has jurisdiction at the location of the proposed lease area (e.g. port authority, municipality, or county). Currently ODNR collects rent for a number of Submerged Land Leases throughout Lake Erie. While the State of Ohio collects these annual fees, 50% of the fees collected are returned back to the local jurisdictional entity, in the case of Cuyahoga County, that is the Cleveland-Cuyahoga County Port Authority. 


Listed below is information provided by ODNR regarding the amount of submerged land lease payments returned to each county. Please note that most of the current lease revenue is returned to the shoreline communities where the leased land is located, within two miles from the shoreline, not to county within which the submerged land is located. However, submerged land leases greater than two miles from the shoreline (toward the Canadian border) then become the county’s jurisdiction. The revenue sharing proposed for Cuyahoga (through the Cleveland-Cuyahoga County Port Authority), Lake, Ashtabula and Lorain Counties will not affect current payments. This revenue sharing proposal is for submerged lands leases relating to offshore wind turbines only, for a five year period.

The Initial Project is to be located approximately seven miles offshore from Downtown Cleveland (northwest of Cleveland Browns Stadium) in Lake Erie, which shall consist of no more than 30 megawatts of power generation. Revenues from the initial project will be shared using the following formula: 

Cleveland-Cuyahoga County Port Authority 40%

Lorain County 20%

Lake County 20%

Ashtabula County 20%


This formula will remain for a five-year period. During the five-year period this agreement is in effect, LEEDCo’s Allocation Committee will review the formula and recommend such changes that will reflect the variables involved for increased development in Lake Erie. The future revenue sharing formula recommended by the Allocation Committee must be approved by the LEEDCo Board of Directors, LEEDCo member counties and the Cleveland-Cuyahoga County Port Authority. 


Based on numerous meetings and conversations with ODNR and LEEDCo, it is believed the submerged land lease payment will be approximately $11,000 per turbine annually. Therefore, using the proposed formula, the annual payments will be:

LEEDCo further agrees that this Agreement shall not affect any statutory duty the Cleveland-Cuyahoga County Port Authority has to act upon requests for local resolutions upon applications for submerged land leases to ODNR from parties other than LEEDCo under Ohio Revised Code Section 1506.11 and that this Agreement shall not restrict the ability of the Cleveland-Cuyahoga County Port Authority to support offshore wind farm projects in which LEEDCo may not be involved.

County Administrator Cordes said currently he is working on the consolidation of 911 & Sheriff’s Dispatch in the same building and yes there has been discussions with potential other municipalities combining services as well. Right now our 911 does most of the fire departments but not many police departments.  He said the Prosecutors Office has been working on a MOU and this possibly could be done sooner than fall but around 60 days for LEADS and then around 6-10 months to completely melts with training, etc.  Commissioner Kokoski said at the 911 meeting last week there were dispatchers from other municipalities present and they were concerned if they would be forced to combine.  She indicated that if their municipalities wanted to do this it is their choice. County Administrator Cordes said Grafton is to be on board and Oberlin has been interested.  He stated that consolidation is to reduce overlapping jobs and resources so there will be job reductions.  Commissioner Kokoski said we are not anticipating 911/Sheriff layoffs with this consolidation but if other entities come on board in the future these people could loose their positions. Commissioner Kalo said he is not sure we know this until the process is combined completely. County Administrator Cordes said the staffing situation has been looked at and there will be some minor changes regards to the staff and other municipalities that have many staff members to fill a shift there will be no need to have this at the dispatch center. 


Commissioner Williams asked what this savings is, County Administrator Cordes said it is around $700,000 to the general fund but will provide additional road patrol with this savings as well as additional wireless equipment and the back up of 911 will be relocated to Sheriff’s office.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR


Mr. James R. Cordes said he received from Commissioner Kalo a request for CCAO to assist in Ohio Supreme Court lawsuit which involves the ability of the county engineer to pay his offices share of county’s property and liability insurance costs for motor vehicle license and gas tax funds. This would consist of Commissioners being including in a micus brief that would be filed with the Ohio Supreme Court, at no cost to the county, request to hear the appeal. CCAO has a long standing disagreement with County Engineers Association of Ohio (CEAO) about the authority of engineer to pay portion of the county’s’ property and liability insurance from MVLGT funds. CEAO’s counsel is advising that funds can only be used for highway purposes and cost of engineer’s portion of insurance is not a highway purpose. It is CCAO’s position to charge engineers portion of county insurance costs back to MVLGT funds is consistent with Ohio Constitution and authorized by ORC 2744.081(A)(4) & 3 AG opinions.

Commissioner Kokoski asked what other counties are on board, County Administrator Cordes said there are 66 counties involved in CORSA. Commissioner Kalo said these are special funds and could bring back money to the general fund Commissioner Kokoski said if we don’t get on board does this mean that we would not receive anything, County Administrator Cordes said if the courts rule in favor everyone should receive. Commissioner Kalo said it looks better if all counties are on board. County Administrator Cordes said there are a lot of bills that have gone unpaid and we can not just do it anymore, engineers have a lot of equipment and risk. Commissioner Kokoski said if it is no cost would be in favor. Commissioner Williams asked what does this insurance cost, County Administrator Cordes said around $8-900,000/year and Jonette Jackson, Safety/Risk Manager has been recouping some savings and we are self insured. County Administrator Cordes will forward information to the other Commissioners.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT


Commissioner Kalo said he received a phone call from Dr. Lockhart, Deputy Coroner this morning in response to the article that was in the Journal stating that the entire coroner’s staff was leaving, Dr. Lockhart indicated he would stay on so he asked Kelly from the Journal to follow up. Commissioner Kokoski said what happens, a coroner is needed. Assistant Prosecutor Innes said the Republican party has 45 days to appoint. County Administrator Cordes said Dr. Matus has indicated he will leave at end of June and would hope that there would be a smooth transition and that he would not just leave if there was not someone available but is looking at maybe contracting with other counties.


Commissioner Williams said he attend his daughter’s DARE graduation at Nord Middle School, Amherst last week and asked Deputy Joe Grinder to explain this program.  Dare Officer Grinder said DARE is a 10 week program for 10-11 year olds and goes beyond just the alcohol and drugs, it includes bullying, friends etc.  The Sheriffs office oversees this program in Midview, Columbia, Firelands and Amherst. The last week of program each child is to write an essay and this year’s winner is Taylor Brown.  Taylor Brown recited her essay that included why this program meant so much to her and why should would not do drugs and alcohol. Commissioner Williams thanked them for coming and the Board presented her with a certificate.  Deputy Grinder said that this year’s graduation turnout, the venue had to change several times because there was an attendance of over 2,000 people.

Commissioner Williams asked about if the board is inclined to apply for the performance audit LEAP and just because we apply does not mean we are entering a contract.. Commissioner Kokoski said she is in favor but the State has not provided the information on the qualifications of the people that would be doing such an audit. Commissioner Williams said we could apply before th4 qualifications are received and then sit down with the State to discuss all options and scope of work.  County Administrator Cordes said with the financial audits, these are done by CPA’s.  

Commissioner Kalo said he has no problem apply for this but need to look at scope of work and was a nice presentation last week and they have done several audits with political subdivisions but do not see many counties jumping on board to get this audit done. The scope needs to be simple and know the qualifications of the people performing this then it would be a starting point.  He stated that discussions have taken place about increasing the county revenues; sales tax, fees, cuts, etc and with the looming budget cuts coming from the state of Ohio and said that Commissioner Williams has stated he would not support any type of revenue enhancement or go forward with the sales tax talks without a performance audit and he brought it up because we are on a time line because Assistant Prosecutor Innes said we have to have additional public hearings to go on the ballot in November has to be done by August, Clerk stated by July 27, so he is not sure where they are going, not to call it black mailing but do we want to talk about have to have a compromise. Commissioner Williams said no if a performance audit is not done he would not put a sales tax on the ballot, at this time he is not saying what they have done is to put on November ballot he has concerns and has ideas of proposals and one of them is to put a temporary ¼% sales tax because looking at the numbers, casinos will be here 3-4 years and would buy time to go thought this audit and see where money could be saved and hopefully by this time the economy would be bouncing back.
Commissioner Kalo said the sales tax is up not quite ½ million dollars vs last year but other fees are dropping.

Commissioner Williams said he is not disputing that the sales tax would help us his concern is that we have not done enough right now, he does not want to get into a permanent sales tax when additional revenue could be coming in next few years.  Commissioner Kalo said he brought this comment up because he wanted to know if it was an either or scenario and this is a hard way to work, Commissioner Williams said this was not an either or scenario, no intention  it was something him and Commissioner Kokoski discussed.

Commissioners said they will make application and County Administrator Cordes will prepare.


Commissioner Kokoski asked how long this audit will take, Commissioner Kalo said it depends on the scope and variables.  Commissioner Kokoski said she would like to be transparent in all this especially if we do ask the voters for either a permanent or temporary sales tax and they realize that the county has done everything that is possible to do to cut and believes they have and maybe there is something that we have not looked at so if there is other places she will look at the cuts.


Commissioner Williams asked County Administrator Cordes to send a letter to the other elected official to apply as well.  Commissioner Kalo asked if this application for LEAP has a dollar amount attached, Commissioner Williams believes it is open ended.
