PUBLIC HEARING






HASTINGS DITCH, LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP


Clerk stated today was the final hearing on a petition request by LaGrange Township to clean and improve the Hastings Ditch from SR301 to Webster Road.


Board adopted Res#11-167 on March 16, 2011 by accepting the Petition received on February 25 and scheduled the viewing on April 11 at 10 am in accordance with ORC Section 6131.07. Notice was published in Chronicle on March 28 and April 4 and notices were sent to 17 property owners on March 21.

The construction of the improvement is necessary and will be conducive to the public welfare.  The following is the course and termini of said proposed improvement to wit:  Commencing at a point on East side of S.R. 301 approximately 460 feet north of Webster Rd., on the north property line of 40956 Webster Road. Thence continue easterly along the existing ditch to be cleaned approximately 3740 feet to the end, on the north side of Webster Road at Culvert No. 0582, also being south easterly corner of 40330 Webster Road.


All costs of engineering, construction and future maintenance will be assessed to the benefited parcels of land.

The following is the nature of the work petitioned for: improving the ditch from State Route 301 to Webster Road being approximately 3740 feet, called Hastings Ditch. The trees and brush will be cleared in and along the sides of the ditch as needed to allow appropriate flow. A 20 foot wide, each side (measured perpendicular to and along the top of ditch) grass access path for ditch improvements and maintenance will be allowed to LaGrange Township and maintained by LaGrange Township. Good faith effort will be used to save trees as requested by owner if it does not obstruct flow. Silt build-up will be removed from the channel to restore the ditch bottom to its original grade

April 11 the viewing took place and there were discussions on the exceptions of Duplaga and Langford.

April 26 was the hearing and there were no objections, the Township will maintain the ditch.  

April 26, Res#11-257 granted the petition and Res#11-258 request County Engineer to submit plans by May 3 and set the final assessment hearing for June 8 at 9:45 a.m.

Engineer submitted estimate of costs in amount of $24,305

April 27, County Engineer sent letter to ODNR for their review

May 5, all owners were notified of their assessments and notice in Chronicle Telegram, which is initial improvement assessments = $100/parcel and assessment/year = $30 and Board of Trustees of LaGrange will be assessed 75% and Penfield 25% of balance.

Clerk has received no claims for compensation or damages.

The amount to be expended for said project is under the threshold, therefore will not be bid but through a contract of the Township under force account.

June 29 is the 21st day to receive any appeals

Commissioner Kalo asked Assistant County Prosecutor Innes to administer an oath to anyone wishing to give testimony today.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there were any comments from the Township Trustees.

Gary Bennett, LaGrange Township Trustee he would request the Commissioner move forward with this request and there had been no complaints and they have been waiting along time to get this done and it will help out the constitutions.  Commissioner Kalo said this is a good project.
Commissioner Kalo asked if the Engineer’s Office had any comments, Mr. Holtzman said not at this time.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there were any comments from Soil & Water, there was no one present.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there were any comments from the residents.

Assistant Prosecutor Innes had to swear this gentleman in since he was not sworn in at the beginning.

Mike Honoshofsky, 40330 Webster Road, said he has to pay $100 now and then $30 each year, and this $30 will increase each year and asked why he has to pay for this.  Commissioner Kalo said this is for continuance maintenance. Assistant Prosecutor Innes said the project was by petition and normally the residents would get charged the whole project, but since LaGrange Township Trustees had work performed in other parts of the township they are assuming 75% and Penfield will do 25% of construction costs.  He stated the township will also maintain and the assessment could be lowered if the account exceeds a certain percentage.  Mr. Honoshofsky said the people that did not sign the petition have to pay this. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said every resident that is adjacent to will pay.
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said LaGrange Township came up with an innovated way to accomplish this project since the county has to ditch money available and the township will take care of the most expensive costs and will do the work in-house and the landowner will only incur the cost of maintenance and Mr. Langford did a self fix.
Commissioner Williams asked how often maintenance will be down.

Bill Holtzman, Engineers Office said maintenance on county ditches are usually twice/year but depends on the weather but the Township will maintain this ditch so they will probably do once if not twice per year. He stated once the fund reaches a percentage it will cease and then can start again.

Motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski to close the hearing. Upon roll call the vote taken thereon, resulted as: Ayes: All.
