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ASSISTANT COUNTY PROSECUTOR



Gerald A. Innes requested an executive session to discuss 1 pending & 1 imminent court action.  He also stated Prosecutor Will would like to address the board.


Prosecutor Dennis Will said he submitted a request for resolution supporting the submission of a voca grant, which has been done the last 7 years since he has been in office and was done prior also.  This grant is federal funds that require a cash match from the county in amount of $26,000 and wanted to answer any questions the board may have since the deadline is next Friday.   The federal money is around $75,000 and along with VOA grant, in-kind match and county match is around 84% of the budget for Victim Witness which is required by statue to perform certain functions for victim of crimes and this is how they are performed.


Commissioner Kalo asked the Prosecutor to submit more documentation or explain at the meeting, which this submittal has been done annually because of mandates. He has no problem doing this now. Prosecutor Will said the request is around $25,126, 25% match. Commissioner Kokoski said there would be a total of around $100,000 for this grant, Prosecutor Will said yes on this grant but the other grant is around $47,000. Commissioner Kokoski asked if this was a mandated service, Prosecutor Will said this office provides staff that is mandated to provide these services.

Commissioner Williams asked where this money is coming from. Prosecutor Will said this grant is from September – October and the office receives periodically cash from the grants and approximately $47,000 is in the account, so this money is not needed until 1st of the year and the state owes $46,000, $63,000 is needed for the rest of the year and around $47,000 is in the account.  


Commissioner Kokoski said it’s hard to turn down match money and have to find the money.


Commissioner Kalo said this is a statutorily requirement.


Deb Tansey, Fiscal Officer – Domestic Relations said they have submitted a similar request relating to the Voices for Children program in amount of around $10,000. Commissioner Kokoski asked how much grant money comes into Domestic, Ms. Tansey said around $46,000

Commissioner Williams asked where the money would come from, Ms. Tansey said this grant runs from October-September and has money in account now, but will need next year, this program coordinator trains volunteers that actually provide services for the children and is a statutory requirement.

Commissioner Kalo, seconded by Kokoski to approve, Clerk called for discussion.


Commissioner Williams said this is not mandated by the state. Commissioners are still looking at a deficit next year and need to look at mandated services and what cut need made.
Commissioner Kalo said he met with the Budget Director this morning.

Prosecutor Will said they use to have 5 people now have 3 for this service.

Commissioner Williams asked if he could listen to what Commissioner Kalo had to say about the budget before a vote is taken.


Commissioner Kalo and Kokoski withdrew the motion. Upon roll call the vote taken thereon resulted as: Ayes; Al.


Motion carried.

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COMMISSIONERS REPORT


Commissioner Kokoski said Julie Wilmer was in the audience and she wanted to address the board regards to amateur radio. Ms. Wilmer said she has been doing amateur radio for awhile, starting young with her grandfather. This is a family fun activity of all ages and is a very important thing for the county and June 25 & 26 will be field day emergency preparedness exercise through the U.S. 

Commissioner Kalo was in Columbus on Thursday with CCAO and was updated on the budget issues. He said under SB153 it changes some of the local government funds structure and does not affect this county but have 30% allocation and based on the numbers of 2012 with state monies the anticipated revenue is approximately $42 million. Budget Hobart said it is around $41.3 billion that will be approved in the budget packages in July. Commissioner Kalo said this year was $2.5 million and up to $4.3 million, Mrs. Hobart said around $4.2-4.3 million, Commissioner Kalo said it is around $800,000 uptake. He stated there was $6.5 million expenses for criminal justice center sales tax, Mrs. Hobart said it is around $6.8 million and 2012 expenses would be $53.5-54 million. Commissioner Kalo said going into 2012 with cuts of local government around 50% over 2 year budget and carryover it is around $4.5-5 million, Mrs. Hobart said at least.

County Administrator Cordes said every time we have seen cost savings/reductions/change in revenues we have moved the money into the rainy day fund to prepare for this difficult year in 2012. The carryover may look sizable but a lot of departments have been stretching their resources to stretch the funds. When the sales tax increases the jail tax increases, Budget Director Hobart said there is $300,000 in this fund.
Commissioner Kalo said the estimated revenue is roughly $48 million, County Administrator Cordes said the sales tax shows an increase on the reports but the revenues are off around $5 million and the sales tax should be par in the fall. He said the interest income keeps decreasing and will take several years for recovery if ever when we had interest income at $5 million now it is $1.5 million and other fees are down too, so there is a significant gap between revenue, expenditures and cash on hand.


Commissioner Kalo said state sin tax is trying to have $50-100 million for local fund distribution and there is a meeting today between the house and senate, it will not be a lot of this county but we will take a couple hundred thousand dollars.  He attended Farm Bureau dinner and there were several discussions relating to road patrol, townships are hoping to work something out and some other mandated services.  He also stated Soil & Water is a non mandated service but receives money from Commissioners and they receive a match from the state which has been cut this year 50-60% and reduced their staff; Ms. Funni said they work 32 hours, ½ benefits and only 2 people.  

Commissioner Kalo said there was discussion on a need for a sales tax and try to get through the next couple of years with the statehouse and government budget and stated that Commissioners Williams would entertain a ¼% temporary sales tax, which to get through next few years because the county has done cost cuts, cut about ½ million from board, Veterans have asked for a ½ million dollar increase which would wipe out the previous cuts made and there is a time line for the sales tax.

Clerk stated the board needs to have this approved by July 27.


Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said to place on the ballot, don’t need to get to Tax Commissioners which would save 90 days and with the gap in the hearings since 2010, 2 hearings are needed and the deadline for ballot is August 10.

Commissioner Kalo said with the consolidation of the Sheriff/911 dispatch this would save $400,000


Commissioner Kokoski said no problem with hearings and discussions because the public needs to be aware of what is happening in this county but to see how badly it got defeated the last 2 times and if it is placed on the ballot and defeated again, we need a plan b, cuts.  She said the Board already did a 5% across the board, 10% cut to the Commissioners office and 0% to the Sheriff office and now the Veterans are asking for $500,000 more next year and could save up to $4-500,000 in our insurance premium. County Administrator Cordes said the general fund represents about 1/3 of the expenditures and medical represents 25% expenditures and rates increase annually so the actually savings might not see this savings for 1-2 years.

Commissioner Kokoski said one thing that is very important to know is anytime a community tries to pass a tax levy they target the safety forces and in the midst of all the economic times the commissioners have tried the best to not cut the Sheriff’s department, if cut, less than anybody else, put 2 deputies on through our solid waste department, consolation of the dispatch system through 911 to add another 2 deputies, so we have shown  that they care about safety and will not use them as a tool to get a tax passed.  She said we need a plan b if the tax does not pass, people usually say no to taxes when they see it.


Commissioner Kalo said we will be close with the amendment around $100,000+- and we should work concurrently with the cuts to get to the numbers.

Commissioner Kokoski said she likes the option of a temporary sales tax rather than permanent because we need to continue to prove ourselves that we are spending our money efficiently and effectively

Commissioner Williams said the projected revenue is $39-41 million. Budget Director Hobart said it is $41.3 million based upon the budgets packages submitted by the departments.  


Commissioner Williams said $4.5-5 million carryover this year; Mrs. Hobart said $48.8 million. Commissioner Williams aid there is a $3 million dollar deficit, Commissioner Kalo said no the general criminal justice money is separate and would go into general fund next year for Sheriff and Prosecutor for around $6.5 million. 

Commissioner Williams said a ¼% sales tax increase would generate $6.8 million and still looking at $1.5 million defiant. 
Commissioner Kalo said the shortfall is around $5-6 million, Mrs. Hobart said it is in the middle of June it could be on the low side.  
Commissioner Williams said the revenue was $41.3 million plus carryover of $1.5 million. Commissioner Kalo said the certificate has not been increased based on the local government funds of $700,000 because the county had only budgeted $3.5 million in local government funds and there was an uptick in state dollars so up to about $4.3 million which is around $800,000 increase.

County Administrator Cordes said this board predicted a larger cut with the local government funds and with the administrative change that took place the revenue did not increase it was the expectation of the decrease.


Commissioner Williams said he would like to get a correct spreadsheet so the numbers are correct, this county should be selected for the performance audit and possibility to put the tax on the March primary ballot. Commissioner Kalo said it has to be in a general election


Commissioner Williams said he would like to have a correct spreadsheet presented for next weeks discussion, Mrs. Hobart said ok.

Commissioner Kalo thanked Mayor Grace for taking care of Griswold Road and the County Engineer Carney and his staff because there was a blockage at the corner of Griswold and Leona with ah 42” air conditioning unit that was inside the outfall.


Clerk told the board that if they are going to consider a sales tax, hearings are to be held, etc so the board would have to make a discussion no later than next week. Board said ok for ¼% temporary, Commissioner Williams said no permanent.

Commissioner Williams said he had a discussion with Assistant County Prosecutor Innes about inside mileage.


Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said yes the inside mileage could be redone but there are regular tax levies with Commissioners being the taxing authority and they do have the right to waive collection for a period of time but we do not want to waive, just not collect but the resolution would have to be done annually because this board could not tie up another board of commissioners. 

County Administrator Cordes said if the county does not take the inside mileage someone else would.


Commissioner Williams said he was looking at the property taxes and reduce the inside mileage and replace with a sales tax because he would be around $8.2 million. Can the county hold onto the inside mileage, not take our portion and give back to the taxpayers because it is around $19/$100,000 property value.


Commissioner Kokoski asked how much money this would generate. Commissioner Williams said we would have to do a ½% sales tax to make up deficit.

County Administrator Cordes said this works well in recipient counties like Erie County because they generate 35% as destination county with Cedar Point and Kalahari but this county is a donor county and this scenario might not pay out for this county. The inside mileage is an unvoted tax that passed by state legislator setting cap at 10 mills which we call the inside mileage.  The other issues that the state routinely put onto counties is the unfunded mandates and we are 88 of 88 counties of the inside mileage with respect to the local government and veterans services was lowered on an unfunded mandate that the service could receive but there was no inside mileage that could be received because there was a 10 mill limitation which then become a drain on the general fund because there was no available mileage to levy.


Commissioner Kokoski said this is were the Veterans Service Commissioner is saying they are brining in all this money but there is no mileage coming in for the Veterans themselves it is just general fund money. County Administrator Cordes said correct, if there was availability under the 10 mill cap and then there could have been a levy in accordance with the Ohio Revised Code but there was no mileage to tap.  


Commissioner Kalo said they should have made a ½ mill specifically to the Veterans.


Commissioner Williams asked Prosecutor Will if he had money in his current budget.


Clerk Upton read the proposed resolution “authorizing the filing of various grant renewals to the Attorney General Office for the Victim Witness Program, administered through the Lorain County Prosecutor’s Office and request county match in amount of $25,126”.


Motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski to adopt Resolution. Clerk called for discussion.


Commissioner Williams asked Prosecutor Will if he had money in his budget, Prosecutor Will said no, there is money to get through the current year but will need for next year.  He said next year there will be cuts so will this $25,000 be out of their budget. Commissioner Kalo said there will be $5 million in cuts so there will be a total new restructure in the budget.


Prosecutor Will said if there is $5 million in cuts he will have drastic cuts.


Commissioner Kalo said yes total changes will occur; fuloughs, shutting down building whatever it takes to make up the cuts.


Commissioner Kokoski said she thought we did not have these options. Commissioner Kalo said we do have an option, we can shut the building down, employees could work 72 hours pay scale. Commissioner Kokoski said what about civil service and asked if this could be done. County Administrator Cordes said yes, but there is a difference in reducing the employee’s hours. Commissioner Kalo said we could do it with a plan. County Administrator Cordes said reduction of hours can be done but could be challenged with State Personal Board of Review as a reduction in compensation and present challenges but other employees are not in the same category but would also have to work with union contracts with temporary reductions and challenges could be tackled.
Commissioner Kokoski said the personnel budget is around $22 million and if close down the office, Commissioner Kalo said close 1 day every 2 weeks equals around 10% reduction to payroll.

County Administrator Cordes said furlough days are not in the new budget, this was a temporary thing that expires at the end of this month and we would have to look at. Commissioner Kokoski said this is one of the discussions for the sales tax hearings 


County Administrator Cordes said with closing on a particular day, places close because of cost savings to operations but we do not actually save because we provide a service to the public so it would work out better with layoffs to reduce the workforce because the overhead to run the building is not significant different from open to close.

Commissioner Kalo said with the layoffs, we are at the bone now, services would be cut. County Administrator Cordes said if hours are reduced, the county still is at bone services, an hour of productivity is an hour of productivity.  He said additional reduction forces a stretched workforce to try to get the work done but having 12 people in a boat that holds 8 people, starves all 12 people and you are better off with 8 trying to run the boat rather than 12 that would sink, you save more with reduction in forces than reduction in hours unless you are running a massive factory that could recapture and we do not do this.  Commissioner Kalo said we have to thrown everything out on the table for discussion.

Commissioner Kokoski asked Prosecutor Will since he cut hours rather than layoffs and could survive to a certain degree, but if this option was available again, would he do it. Prosecutor Will said he would not reduce hours they have suffered and still trying to catch up, personnel would be cut but services would be decreased as well.


Deb Tansey said there are unemployment costs with layoffs.


Discussion continued and the following resolution was adopted:

Johnson, Oberlin said there is a free program “Prisons for Profit”, there has been discussion on privatizing the six prisons in Ohio because the say there is a cost savings but various studies have questioned if it has saved any monies at all and in addition research has shown that private prisons have higher incidents of assaults and rape and they avoid paying taxing to local communities.  This program is sponsored by “People for Effective and Safe Prisons” and will be on June 22 at 7 pm at LCCC, Spitzer Conference Center Room 211. She thinks and hopes some of these questions to be raised other things that are being considered for privatization just like this board discussed privatized custodial staff.
