WHEREAS, the County of Lorain, Ohio (the “County”) has issued various Hospital Facilities Revenue Bonds (the "Bonds") to finance and refinance the costs of "Hospital Facilities," as defined in Section 140.01, Ohio Revised Code, for the benefit of Catholic Health Partners, formerly Catholic Healthcare Partners, (the “Corporation”) and its nonprofit affiliates, and for the better provision of healthcare services to the residents of the County, and in connection with the issuance of such Bonds, the County has entered into certain leases and subleases of Hospital Facilities with the Corporation and certain of its affiliates; and


WHEREAS, Humility of Mary Health Partners, formerly HM Health Services, ("Humility of Mary Health Partners"), an Ohio nonprofit corporation and affiliate of the Corporation, no part of the net earnings of which inures or may lawfully inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual, and which has authority to operate Hospital Facilities, has granted a leasehold interest to the County in certain of its property (the “Humility of Mary Health Partners Existing Facilities”) pursuant to and as defined in the Agreement of Lease dated as of May 1, 1997 and the Amended and Restated Agreement of Lease dated as of September 1, 2003 (together, the “Humility of Mary Health Partners Leases”); and

WHEREAS, Community Health Partners Regional Medical Center, formerly Community Health Partners of Ohio, ("Community Health Partners"), an Ohio nonprofit corporation and affiliate of the Corporation, no part of the net earnings of which inures or may lawfully inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual, and which has authority to operate Hospital Facilities, has granted a leasehold interest to the County in certain of its property (the “Community Health Partners Existing Facilities”) pursuant to and as defined in the Agreement of Lease dated as of May 1, 1997 (the “Community Health Partners Lease”); and

WHEREAS, the County has subleased the Humility of Mary Health Partners Existing Facilities, the Community Health Partners Existing Facilities and certain other hospital facilities, comprising in the aggregate the “Existing Facilities,” to the Corporation pursuant to and as defined in the Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of May 1, 2006, as amended by the First Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of November 1, 2007, the Second Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of March 1, 2008, the Third Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of August 1, 2009 and the Fourth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease dated as of August 1, 2010 (as supplemented and amended, the “Master Sublease”);


WHEREAS, the Corporation, Humility of Mary Health Partners and Community Health Partners have requested the County, pursuant to Section 2.25 of the Master Sublease, to release a portion of the Humility of Mary Health Partners Existing Facilities and a portion of the Community Health Partners Existing Facilities, which the Corporation and such Affiliates have represented are not otherwise needed for the operation of the Existing Facilities as Hospital Facilities, from the Humility of Mary Health Partners Leases, the Community Health Partners Lease and the Master Sublease, so that such property may be converted to other use, and an amendment of such leases and sublease must be authorized by this Board to effect such release;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio:


SECTION 1.  That at least two members of the Board of County Commissioners be and they are hereby authorized and directed to execute and enter into, on behalf of the County, (i) a First Supplement to Agreement of Lease (the “First Supplement to Humility of Mary Health Partners Agreement of Lease”) with Humility of Mary Health Partners, (ii) a First Supplement to Amended and Restated Agreement of Lease (the “First Supplement to Humility of Mary Health Partners Amended and Restated Agreement of Lease” and, together with the First Supplement to Humility of Mary Health Partners Agreement of Lease, the “Supplemental Humility of Mary Health Partners Leases”) with Humility of Mary Health Partners, (iii) a First Supplement to Agreement of Lease (the “First Supplemental Community Health Partners Lease”) with Community Health Partners, and (iv) a Fifth Supplement to Amended and Restated Sublease (the “Fifth Supplemental Master Sublease”) with Catholic Health Partners, for the purposes stated in the preambles hereto.  Legal descriptions of the real property to be released from the Humility of Mary Health Partners Leases and Sublease are attached hereto as Exhibit A.  Legal descriptions of the real property to be released from the Community Health Partners Lease and Sublease are attached hereto as Exhibit B.  The Supplemental Humility of Mary Health Partners Leases, the First Supplemental Community Health Partners Lease and the Fifth Supplemental Master Sublease shall be substantially in the forms presented to this Board of County Commissioners and on file with the Clerk, subject to such changes, insertions and omissions as may be approved by this Board of County Commissioners, which approval shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution of such documents as aforesaid.  Solely in reliance on representations of the Corporation, it is hereby determined that the Supplemental Humility of Mary Health Partners Leases, the First Supplemental Community Health Partners Lease and the Fifth Supplemental Master Sublease will promote the public purpose stated in Section 140.02, Ohio Revised Code, and the County will be duly benefited thereby.


SECTION 2.  That any member of the Board of County Commissioners and the County Administrator of the County be and they hereby are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the County such other certificates, documents and instruments in connection with purposes and determinations set forth in the preambles hereto and the amendments effected by the Supplemental Humility of Mary Health Partners Leases, the First Supplemental Community Health Partners Lease and the Fifth Supplemental Master Sublease as may be required, necessary or appropriate, including but not limited to lease terminations, IRS Forms 8038, and memoranda of lease and sublease.  Such documents shall be subject to such changes, insertions and omissions as may be approved by this Board of County Commissioners, which approval shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution thereof by the proper officers of the Board of County Commissioners.


SECTION 3.  That all documents and certificates, the execution and delivery of which are authorized by this Resolution, are subject to the approval of the County Prosecutor.


SECTION 4.  That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable and, if any section, phrase or provision shall, for any reason, be declared invalid, such declaration of invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this Resolution.


SECTION 5.  That all resolutions or parts thereof, in conflict with the provisions of this Resolution are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed.

SECTION 6.  That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with the law, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the rules of this Board adopted in accordance therewith.

VETERANS BUDGET


Sam Betounes, Elyria, Commissioner Lorain County Veterans Services representing American Legion. Mr. Betounes said they submitted their 2012 budget and under Ohio Revised Code Section 57 states” Board of Commissioners are authorized to collect a property tax levy of up to 10 mills for general operating expenses and within the commissioners allocation is to assist the honorably discharged veterans”.  Under ORC 5901 the Veterans Service Commission is entitled up to ½ mill of this levy and in this county = a little over $3 million and their budget represents a little bit more of 1/3 of what has been asked for. The remainder that is left the Commissioners can allocate how they see fit and in addition to this the Veterans usually return a portion of what is budgeted. This chart shows what is spent in the county and in 2010 there was $79, 653,065, this is money from Veterans Administration and money spent by the county was $772,757.67 and with this ratio there were 103.10 to every $1 spent this is a good investment.

Mr. Betounes said the Veterans Services is not taking any money away from anyone it is within the allocation and a potion of what they are entitled too.


Commissioner Kalo said the county collects 1.6 mills, Mr. Betounes said and of that they receive ½ mills

Commissioner Williams said the inside mills was established by the state legislators which was taken from 12 mills to 10 mills and is taken from the property taxes which this county gets 1.6 mills and then the local entities and school entities that equal a total of 10 mills. Mr. Betounes said this is not voted levy is just collected.  Commissioner Williams said the Veterans believe they get .5 of the 1.6 mills.

Mr. Betounes said under ORC 5901.11 the Veterans collect up to a ½ mill of the Commissioners share of the 1.6 mills. Commissioner Kalo said about 1/3 of the Commissioners share. Mr. Betounes said this share is determined by the Budget Commission. 

Commissioner Williams asked Mr. Betounes to display the verbiage of this section. Mr. Betounes summarized ORC 5705 (E) portion of the inside mileage is allocated to the Commissioners and of their portion they would use “for the relief of honorably discharged soldiers, indigent soldiers, sailors, and marines”. Commissioner Kalo said this is not the correct section, Mr. Betounes said this refers to the inside mileage, ORC 5901 chapter dealing with the Veterans Service Commission is the one that authorizes ½ mill. He stated that the Commissioners make the necessary levy not to exceed 5/10ths of a mill/dollar on the assessed property value.  

Commissioner Kokoski said the problem is the whole 10 mills are already spoken for there are no additional mills that can be levied.  Mr. Betounes said it comes from the Commissioners portion, Commissioner Kokoski said this portion funds all the general fund departments.  Mr. Betounes said under Chapter 59 it states that ½ mill will be used to fund the Veterans request.  Commissioner Kokoski said up to ½ mill and said under the County Commissioners Association data exchange bulletin 2010-11 “County Veterans Service Commission Expenditures for 2009 and speaks of what each county generates and what the Veterans Budget expenditures are.  Out of 88 counties, only 5 receive 100% of the .5 mills, the average is 86.8, Lorain County received 86.1 when the .5 mill generated $3,299,000.00 and asked for $1,288,000 and Commissioners budgeted $976,000 and only spent $840,000. Mr. Betounes said there request is reasonable, Commissioner Kokoski said in 2009 it was reasonable.  Mr. Betounes said there is an aging Veterans population and their physical, emotional problems are becoming more vital, transportation is needed, all this cost money and most are in wheelchairs which is expensive and he is only asking for the Veterans to be treated with the dignity and respect that they are entitled too, these young men and women answered the nations call as volunteers and draftees and they did what the nation asked them to do and came back physically and emotionally scared and we should be doing what they are asking for.  He said they are not arguing over the whole mill, only 1/3 of what they are entitled too and does not see a point to all this debate, this is what is necessary to care for these men and women.


Commissioner Kalo said looking at the 2009/2010 budget it was $875,420, returned a little over $100,000 only spending over $770,258 last year, how will $1.5 million be spent this year.  Mr. Betounes said in the budget money is in there for equipped vehicles to transport the veterans with wheelchairs and special assistance and adequate space to discuss issues in private
Commissioner Williams said rather than moving to St. Joes building which would cost over $200,000 look at the space they are located now and have the cubicles refitted with doors and bigger walls so they look like offices. Mr. Betounes said they are open to anything to help the Veterans.  Commissioner Williams asked if they are open to another location, not St. Joes to keep the cost down, Mr. Betounes said yes they are open to anything to help the Veterans.  Commissioner Williams said he appreciates this his father served in Vietnam and wants to give the service to the Veterans that is deserving but at the same time we have to look at the economic issue because there is going to be a $6.2-6.5 million deficit and they have a responsibility to not only the Veterans but to the entire county.


Commissioner Kokoski asked how many Veterans have been served.  Mr. Bates, Executive Director – Lorain County Veterans Services said financial assistance has decreased but financial claims have increased.  When a Veteran comes in looking for assistance they try to help them financially but they look at the federal funds rather than giving them temporary assistance from the county which is up to 6 months they look at doing things permanently.  He stated January – May 2011 there was 1,298 walk in (door traffic everyone one signs in); 97 financial assistance (individual) = $117,413; 445 VA claims (individual); 444 transported in DAV Van to Lorain (on loan from VA) – VA cost was $1,846.51 = 9,830 miles; 609 trips in the county VA to Wade/Brecksville; 525 trips with Lifecare (special needs/oxygen/wheelchair, et) cost is $23,491.65 so combined this equals 1,578 transports.

Commissioner Kalo said the average is around 10/day, Mr. Bates said it depends some are busier than the other yesterday it was around 30.  Mr. Bates said with the VA Officers and inspectors they do appointments only and expanded the office by internal promotions; Yolanda Bond was hired as an Investigator and also Service Officer as well as Doug Bankston, hired as Transportation Coordinator he has been promoted within in and also is a Service Officer in training, so the Veterans Office is utilizing people to the fullest with serving duel roles.


Commissioner Williams asked to go line by line on their budget.

Commissioner Kokoski said there is a program through NOACA for vehicles. Mr. Bates said he filed but was turned down. Commissioners said they will make sure that the paperwork is filled out correctly and sent in. Mr. Bates also indicated that they can get another DAV van which is a donated van from the Veterans Administration; the county only needs to pay for driver around $24,000.  
Commissioner Kokoski said the budget is $1.5 million and if not reduced by $500,000, which is more than last year the Commissioners need to find this elsewhere and take from elsewhere. Commissioner Kalo said the budget has to be balanced.

Commissioner Williams asked if there was any space in the administration building. Mr. Bates said the office would need at least 20 parking spaces with handicap accessible.  Mr. Bates said the consensus would be that the County Veterans Office should be located at St. Joes, Veterans Administration is there until 2017 as well as the Valor Home on the 5th Floor.  He indicated as longs as the Vets Commission adequate space and private venues. Commissioner Kalo said around 2,000 square feet.  Commissioner Kokoski said the ultimate is to be at St. Joes if the prices are right but the Board needs to look at the cost and risk. Commissioner Williams said he is concerned.

Commissioner Kokoski said the goal is to help the Veterans get relief and in the County Information Data Service through CCAO issue out of 88 counties Lorain county had a population of 25,677 veterans, 242 were assisted, $412,176 was the financial assistance expenditures and average cost per participant was $1,703, we are one of the highest counties event with Cuyahoga and Butler having bigger populations.  Mr. Bates said the 242 number is not correct in 2009 there were 146 served and 188 in 2010, that number reflects a combination of walk in, not eligible, paperwork, etc.  She stated that money needs to be spent on Vets not administration of Vets and this is one of the departments that employees received increases when all other departments took cuts and layoffs. Mr. Bates said in 2008 the budget was presented to the Commissioners and the Vets staff was one of the lowest paid, just bringing the staff up to current levels of other employees.


Commissioner Kalo said in 2010 $770,000 was spent in relief, $1.5 million request now, take $230,000 off for space drops to $1.2 million where is the $400,000 difference being spent.  Mr. Bates said $105,000 in vehicles. Mr. Betounes said the increase of request is for office space, new vehicles with 3 drivers and will work with the Board on the budget.


Mr. Betounes said the bottom line is the budget and what the Commissioners are going to do and they are willing to work with the Board as long as the VETS are served.  Commissioner Kalo said the sales tax hearings are coming up and we need to be accountable to the people, Judges will be within the month to discuss their budget.
Mr. Bates said he is willing to make adjustments and asked about the 2nd/3rd floor at 1 Park Landing, South Broadway, Lorain. County Administrator Cordes stated that he believes that the 2nd floor is being looked at by Domestic Relations and maybe he could speak with the Chamber about the 3rd floor.

Commissioner Kokoski asked how one becomes a member on the Veterans Commission. Mr. Betounes said annually the Administrative Judge of Common Pleas sends a letter to all the organizations of each post (American Legion, VFW, Amvets, Purple Heart, and Disabled Veterans/Korean/Vietnam), which recommends someone and then the Judge selects a member to serve.


Commissioner Kalo asked if our Veteran Service help out of county people, like the TB Clinic. Mr. Betounes said this service is for Veterans of Lorain County. Mr. Bates said any Veteran from anywhere can come to this office because they are certified to help file the claims with the VA. He particularly has 2 Vets 1 from Michigan and 1 from Huron County that comes to the office and he assists them since he worked with them at the DAV.


Commissioner Williams asked Mr. Bates to set appointment so he can take a look at their offices.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT


Commissioner Kokoski had a meeting with the Sheriff regards to the 911 dispatch and also with Mayor Grace, City of Elyria and Brian Fredrick, Foundation relating to the technology that will be needed in order to combine these efforts and moving forward in the future in case other entities would like to join.  She stated they are taking a trip to Troy, MI to see New World software and to N. Carolina to see OSSI software and asked about the $5,000 that was to be paid for by 911, each entity was doing this. County Administrator Cordes said the Board has declined, the county is combining with the Sheriff and his direction was we would continue our process and once this was finished then other entities would be looked at.  Commissioner Kalo said the process is being completed as a combined effort for 911 and Sheriff for dispatch services and we need to make sure this works before others join.  County Administrator Cordes said the MOU is almost complete and should be forthcoming and installation of equipment is ongoing, contract negotiations with the unions have progressed and this needs to be completed first.  Commissioner Kokoski asked what software we are going with. County Administrator Cordes said we are using what is best for the Sheriff/911. Commissioner Kokoski said Nord Family Foundation is going to match for the facilitation, Elyria has put in money as well as Sheriff. County Administrator Cordes said he is surprised to hear that Sheriff put money in and this whole transition should at least be housed together within the next 2 months.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if the equipment is the same, County Administrator Cordes said yes. Commissioner Kokoski said other entities would have to use our equipment because of bridging, County Administrator Cordes said yes/no this all has to be looked at because he knows that Grafton would like to come on soon.


Commissioner Kalo said last week was the Energy Efficient Seminar at Transportation Center. Commissioner Kokoski said Joe Fag gave a raving review 


Mike Challender, Sustainability Coordinator thanked the Commissioners for hosting the meeting along with Growth Partnership and had over 150 people attend the seminars held at 10 am and 2 pm.  Special thanks for Commissioner Kalo for opening the session and this was for the energy efficient program as a result of SB221 which requires investor only utilities to reduce the demand for electricity by 22.5% by 2025. The local companies that are participating are Ohio Edison and Illuminating Company and offer incentives to help reach this goal.  PUCO is allowing the utilities to recover the monies that are spending on the incentives for every kilowatt hour that is purchased small percentages to the receivers.  Large companies/business and have completed an energy projects over the last few years there is a chance for some recover, rebate or rider reduction. Currently working with Karen Davis, Special Projects Manager and Dennis Shawver, Maintenance Director to determine some of the projects that were done countywide in the last 2 years.  He thanked the sponsors; Sandusky Electric, Superior Electric, Wolff Brothers, Leff Electric and Lorain County Port Authority and thanks to LCCC catering, Community Development, County Chamber, Team Lorain County, Solid Waste and Karen Davis who attended both session and did a small overview of the transportation center. Some rebates from First Energy will be reduced after October 2011 and if you are a customer of the electric company you can receive 6 fluorescent bulbs. More information is at www.energysave.com

Commissioner Kalo said Best of Lorain County at LCCC had 6-700 people it was very good event.

Commissioner Kalo met on Tuesday with Dr. Church & Staff with LEEDCO on joining a partnership at the Fab Lab with wind turbine curriculum.

Commissioner Williams said he met with the Common Pleas Judges and thanked them, they toured the offices and looking at reducing their budget by 3.22% and he will get with Domestic Relation to do budget hearing.

Commissioner Williams said the old courthouse which is a historical building but is in terrible shape, water leaks, bad smell, etc. and the crime lab needs to be in a controlled room and HVAC is bad.  County Administrator Cordes said there was discussion with the City of Elyria to obtain the building but the county would keep the green space and the deal fell through.

Commissioner Williams said the concern is that the ½% tax and roll back taken away.  County Administrator Cordes said all resolutions can be rescinded if board chooses but only way to guarantee would be part of ballot language and this is not allowed. Commissioner Kalo said the only time it has to be unanimous vote is when it is an emergency.  Commissioner Kokoski said the board would have a public scrutiny if something was taken back.
