PROSECUTOR BUDGET

Dennis Will, Lorain County Prosecutor and George Koury, Chief of Staff presented the following in conjunction with the budget hearings.

Prosecutor Will stated his office initiated cost saving measures on January 1, 2009 as follows:


In 2009, the office reduced work hours by 12 hours every two weeks (this is when the 20% budget was enacted in January) for the first 5 months of the year and by 8 hours for the last 7 months of the year.  Three attorneys voluntarily cut their salaries by approximately 37% equaling $84,000 and he reimbursed the General Fund $14,300, which represents approximately 13% of his 2009 salary.  The remainder of the office staff had their 2009 pay reduced 13%.


In 2010, the office restored the staff to full workweeks.  In order to accomplish this, reductions from 2008 budget levels were made as follows:

In 2011, we have reduced our staff by one attorney, one victim/witness advocate, one secretary and one investigator, due to the recent 5% budget cut.  This means that since 2008, our staff has been reduced by two (2) attorneys, two (2) secretaries, two (2) victim advocates and one (1) investigator.  This $161,500 cut in addition to the $270,000 in cuts made previously have resulted in savings of approximately $431,500.


Due to Open File Discovery (process of exchanging information between parties in a lawsuit, specifically criminal discovery which required office as representative to the State of Ohio make available to defense council all information in possession. Police reports have to be duplicated and provided to defense) passed by the Legislature (which there was no money offer, therefore unfunded mandate) and effective July 1, 2010, our office has had to undertake major purchases of an additional copying machine ($23,000), video editing equipment ($10,500) and a disc duplicator ($1,300).  He stated Cuyahoga County purchased a Matrix system in amount of $3.9 million all through digital format and interact with all Cuyahoga law enforcement agencies and Matrix offered system to Lorain County at a cost of $1.2 million.  There is 1 part-time secretary/law clerk interim that does this daily.

In addition, our Children Services Division (four attorneys and two secretaries) salaries and PERS are fully reimbursed with an approximate surplus of $30,000 from Title IV-E and Children Services funding.


The result of these actions is that our pay averages for our employees are as follows:

CRIMINAL DIVISION

The Criminal Division is responsible for the prosecution of adults who commit serious crimes in Lorain County.  It is the responsibility of the Criminal Division to prosecute all felony cases on behalf of the State of Ohio.  This division works closely with law enforcement agencies throughout Lorain County.


Assistant prosecuting attorneys assigned to the Criminal Division are present for all phases of the litigation from arraignment through sentencing.  The attorneys assigned to the Criminal Division are also responsible for grand jury proceedings, forfeitures, extraditions, search warrants and appeals.  Criminal Division attorneys interact with hundreds of witnesses, victims and law enforcement officers and continually seek to protect the interests of the community and secure justice for the citizens of Lorain County.


The Lorain County Prosecutor’s office is also heavily involved in crime prevention, collaborating with various organizations throughout Lorain County.

GRAND JURY


Two assistant prosecutors are responsible for the review and filing of charges.  The approximate number of such cases yearly is 2,300.  These cases are presented to grand juries that meet two days per week.

COURTS


Six assistant prosecutors are assigned to the six Common Pleas Courts.  Each of these prosecutors assumes a caseload of 170 to 250 pending cases per courtroom.  The average number of criminal cases pending per courtroom as of May, 2011 is 190.  One assistant prosecutor is assigned to the Probate Court for all felony criminal non-support cases, which number approximately 200.  One assistant prosecutor is assigned major drug related criminal cases and is responsible for these in all six courtrooms.  Two assistant prosecutors are responsible for all homicide cases, complex criminal prosecutions, and supervision of the courtroom and assistant prosecutors.  Additionally, these two prosecutors are responsible for covering the absence of a courtroom prosecutor, due to illness or vacation.  Recently, we have been dealing with prosecutors being off for extended periods of time because of medical related issues.  Throughout most of this year, we have been short at least one prosecutor and at times as many as four prosecutors because of medical related issues.


Also, the workload on courtroom prosecutors has been increased due to the budgetary cut-backs suffered by the various law enforcement agencies within the County.  Law enforcement agencies have fewer man-hours and personnel to dedicate to case investigation and preparation and, therefore, in many instances the courtroom prosecutor assigned the case must find alternative means including their own additional effort to address issues to prepare the case for trial.  

FORFEITURES & EXTRADITIONS


One assistant prosecutor is responsible.

APPELLATE DIVISION / SEARCH WARRANTS


Two assistant prosecutors are responsible for the hundreds of appeals and search warrants issued.  Assistance with appellate work and legal research is provided through a free externship program provided by law schools.


The range in pay for 12 of these prosecutors is $49,000 to $69,000.  The two others who are in charge of the criminal division and grand jury are paid $85,000 and $90,000.  The division includes clerical staff whose pay range is $24,300 to $30,000.

Prosecutor Will stated when he started there were 2 Common Pleas Judge now it has been expanded to 6 judges.
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He also stated that there are 2 additional pending murder charges and 2 additional vehicular homicide charges forthcoming. So on a national average that crime is going down, we are seeing here an increase in the higher level offenses which require more time and rescores seeing a reduction in some of the other things and he is not sure if this not due to the fact that law enforcement agencies do not have the resource to investigate, charge and bring forward.









DOMESTIC DIVISION


The Domestic Relations Division operates in three distinctly different types of legal areas:  Juvenile Prosecutions; Child Welfare Unit; and IV-D Unit (child support enforcement proceedings).

JUVENILE PROSECUTION


The Lorain County Prosecutor’s office receives a variety of referrals from all Lorain County law enforcement agencies involving individuals under the age of eighteen (18).  Juvenile prosecutors focus on unruly and delinquent behavior that can range from truancy to homicide and includes the preparation of requests that certain juveniles be transferred to the Court of Common Pleas for prosecution as an adult.  Additionally, this unit prosecutes adults who are charged with crimes such as child endangering, failure to supervise, failure to send a child to school and contributing to the delinquency of a minor.


Serious offenders require separation from the community in facilities such as the Lorain County Detention Home or institutions of the Ohio Department of Youth Services.


There are three assistant prosecutors each is assigned to one of the three specific courts in the Domestic Relations Division.  In each of these individual courts, the assigned prosecutor must cover cases heard by the juvenile magistrate assigned to that court and also cover cases heard by the juvenile court judge overseeing that court.  An additional assistant prosecutor and staff assistant review all reports and prepare appropriate charges.  The supervising attorney in the Domestic Division provides supervision and coverage of dockets when necessary.  Case loads for the division yearly approximate the following:

The four juvenile prosecutors are paid $36,000 to $68,000 and a staff assistant is paid $43,000.  The three clerical staff are paid $27,200 to $28,000.

CHILD WELFARE


The Lorain County Prosecutor’s office represents Lorain County Children Services in protective custody cases that require the removal of children from homes due to neglect, abuse or dependency.  These children are provided a full range of services, including medical attention, foster care and court protection.  This Unit provides advice and counsel to Lorain County Children Services caseworkers and staff.


There are four assistant prosecutors in this division.  Three are assigned to the three domestic relation magistrates and three domestic relations court judges.  Again, the assigned prosecutor is responsible for covering both cases heard by the magistrate and by the judge overseeing that court.  The fourth assistant prosecutor and supervising attorney assist with supervision, review of charges and coverage of dockets when necessary.  New filings yearly approximate 300.


The four assistant prosecutors are paid $49,000 and the two clerical staff are paid $27,000 and $28,000.

IV-D UNIT


The IV-D Unit represents the State of Ohio Department of Jobs and Family Services in matters related to the establishment of paternity and the enforcement of child support.  These duties include the preparation and the prosecution of felony non-support offenses.  This Unit initiates civil collection and actions for the past due child support, processes interstate and even international child support enforcement actions.  Efforts are directed at causing non-paying parents to pay child support that is used to reimburse the Ohio Department of Jobs and Family Services for financial assistance provided to these children.


Three full-time and two attorneys on a part-time basis are assigned to the three magistrate dockets and three domestic relation judges dockets.  The case loads for the division yearly approximate the following:

Money collected by the division approximates $550,000 yearly, twice the amount of the subsidy provided by our general fund appropriation for the division.


The range in pay for the five attorneys is $45,000 to $64,000 and the nine clerical staff range in pay is $23,000 to $35,000.  The supervising attorney of the Domestic Division is paid $74,000.

CIVIL DIVISION


The Civil Division is comprised of a General Civil Unit and a Tax Unit.  The General Civil Unit represents all Lorain County and Townships governmental agencies, all elected officials, several public libraries, and multi-jurisdictional school districts.  In this role, assistant prosecuting attorneys provide day-to-day legal advice, prepare legal documents necessary for the agencies to perform their functions, negotiate agreements, advise boards and officials, and represent the agencies in various stages of types of litigation.


The Tax Unit represents the Lorain County Auditor and the Lorain County Treasurer in all matters relating to the collection of past due real estate taxes, past due personal property taxes, Board of Tax Appeal cases, and in any other situation where the protection of tax monies is required.  These situations usually involve foreclosures and forced sale proceedings.


Assistant prosecuting attorneys assigned to the Civil Division seek to protect the interests of their governmental agencies and the citizens whom they represent.


The five assistant prosecutors in the division provide services to numerous county departments, townships, libraries, boards and agencies.  A summary of the services follows:

· Alcohol & Drug:  Provide service issue advice and monitoring of expenditures for audit purposes

· Auditor:  Answering of opinion requests; advise as to data processing, office expenditures, tax settlement, and local government fund distributions

· Board of Elections:  Attendance at meetings; preparations of ballot issues; representation in referendum issues and election contest matters

· Budget Commission:  Attendance at monthly meetings; representation in local government fund litigation

· Building Department:  Drafting of rules and regulations; enforcement assistance

· Child Support Enforcement Agency:  Personnel issues

· Clerk of Courts:  Review of lease agreements

· Commissioners:  Meeting attendance; provide advice and consultation; representation in Justice Center and Administration Building litigation; negotiating sewer contracts; annexation, sewer, ditch cleaning and assessment hearings; county airport asset litigation; EEOC litigation; review of all contracts and advise regarding Transit System transfer; preparation of contracts and agreements

· Common Pleas Court:  Advise regarding personnel issues

· Community Development:  Weekly review of loan and abatement agreement

· Community Based Correctional Facility:  Review of grant documents and assistance with annual reports

· Detention Home:  Advise regarding personnel matters and injuries at facility

· Dog Warden:  Advise regarding personnel matters and treatment of animals

· Domestic/Juvenile Court:  Advise regarding personnel issues; review of provider contracts and grant resources

· Drug Task Force:  Advise regarding use of levy funds and facility usage

· Emergency Services / 911:  Levy question assistance; advise regarding potential liability issues

· Engineer:  Review of sewer consultant contracts and road contracts; advise regarding potential liability issues

· Golden Acres:  Advise regarding personnel matters and collection of debts

· Health Dept:  Nuisance enforcement; sewer tie-in enforcement; attendance at meetings

· Job & Family Services:  Contract review and advise regarding personnel issues

· Lorain County Transit:  Review and modification of contract

· Mental Health Board:  Attendance at commitment meetings and involuntary hospitalization hearings in Lorain, Cuyahoga and Summit counties; provide legal assistance in acquisition and renovation of new building

· Mental Retardation Board:  Assistance in tax levy issues and personnel matters; review of contracts; consumer issues and provider service compliance

· Planning Commission:  Attendance at monthly meetings; advise as to regulations for subdivisions and planning issues

· Probate Court:  Advise regarding personnel matters and computer contracts

· Recorder:  Response to opinion requests regarding deed issues, filing of documents, personnel matters and appropriate expenditure mechanisms

· Records Commission:  Attendance at quarterly meetings; review and submission of record destruction schedules

· Sheriff:  Prosecuting residence issues involving sexually oriented offenders; advise regarding public records issues, contracts, potential liability issues, junkyards and disposal of junk vehicles; and issuance of opinions

· Soil and Water Conservation:  Preparation of agreements for ditch cleaning and resolution of complaints

· Solid Waste Committee:  Advise regarding appropriate use of funds

· TB Clinic:  General levy advice

· Veterans Commission:  Answering of opinion requests

· Workforce Institute:  Review of provider requests for proposals and contracts; advise regarding statutory mandate compliance; and opinions regarding membership issues.


The four prosecutors in the division range in pay is $51,500 to $71,500.  The supervising attorney is paid $90,000.  The three clerical staff in the division are paid $26,000 to $34,800.

VICTIM/WITNESS DIVISION


The Victim/Witness Division is the prosecutor’s office assistance branch to the citizens of Lorain County, who have found themselves involved in the criminal process, whether as a victim of or a witness to criminal activity.


The Victim/Witness Division provides a voice for those who might not otherwise be heard.  Victims of crime often must cope with long lasting financial, physical, and psychological consequences of crime.  This division recognizes that our response to crime victims plays an important role in an effort to rebuild a victim’s life.  This division further assists victims in making application for Ohio funds available to victims of criminal activity.


The number of victims served by type of victimization by our three advocates from October 1, 2009 through September 20, 2010 were as follows:

ADULT CRIMINAL DIVISION


There were 1606 victims served.  Type of victimization these victims suffered included child physical abuse, child sexual abuse, domestic violence, adult sexual assault, robbery, assault, intimidation, kidnapping, non-support of dependents, theft, telephone harassment and survivors of homicide cases.  In addition, the division provided translation services and transportation to and from court.

JUVENILE DIVISION


There were 1,349 victims served.  Type of victimization these victims suffered included child sexual abuse, domestic violence, robbery, assault, aggravated menacing, burglary, intimidation, kidnapping, theft and telephone harassment.


The three victim/witness advocates are paid $30,784 to $36,000.

MISCELLANEOUS

The office also employs a chief of staff paid $80,000, a computer systems administrator paid $56,300, three administrative assistants whose range in pay is $43,000 to $50,000, and five investigators whose range in pay is $21,000 to $42,000, along with a chief investigator paid $57,500.


The non-personnel budget, which includes the purchase of computer equipment and software, legal publications and resources, copy machines and related equipment, paper products, stationary, equipment, Supreme Court fees, filing cabinets, etc. totals approximately $190,000.

CONCLUSION


The effects of the budget cuts have been significant to our office.  Further cuts in professional staff will jeopardize our ability to comply with the constitutional and statutory responsibilities.  Moreover, cuts have contributed to an exodus of experienced attorneys.  During the past three years, five experienced attorneys have resigned primarily because of our inability to provide them with a fair and representative salary.  Our average pay provided to attorneys is approximately $50,000 less than that paid to attorneys in private practice.  Our starting pay to attorneys who have recently graduated from law school is approximately $45,000 per year.  These people have sacrificed for seven to eight years after high school to obtain the skills necessary, and in some cases, have over $100,000 in student loans to payoff.  Moreover, during these years, they have lost potential earnings of at least $175,000.


For a prosecutor’s office to be effective, we will need the ability to pay our attorneys a competitive salary commensurate with their education and experience, so that they will have the incentive to remain, rather than leave after they have gained the expertise that years of experience provide.


Prosecutor Will stated his office does not have an overabundance of people that are unneeded, all people are necessary to perform the functions and have reduced 7 individuals from the staff and yesterday one of the victim witness individuals will be leaving because she has a better opportunity to work for the local courts and they continue to loose both talent and personnel to do the jobs. The individuals are not overpaid and we are at the minimum and well below private practice.  His biggest concern is that they are in a situation similar to what police departments were several years ago, police departments would train individuals and they would leave for better opportunities at other agencies.   
He stated that all cuts to his budget will be personnel, we are in uncharted territory he has never seen this been in law enforcement over 30 years, Sheriff has been in law enforcement for his whole career and the problem is we will suffer cuts that he is not sure you can recover from in a very short period of time if they have to be made. Once these primary changes are made it will affect us and in protecting citizens in this county and perform all statutory functions one of the areas that will be impacted if we loose personnel will be civil divisions. The three main areas where general fund money goes is Adult Criminal Division, Juvenile Criminal Division and Civil Divisions, all other divisions are heavily subsidized or completely subsidized with other means of funding.  The civil division has a ton of work do to as outlined earlier with all entities and with requirements we meet certain statutory time lines with criminal prosecutions, only place to cut is civil so Jerry Innes may not be available.

Prosecutor Will said the following are the general fund expenses and explanation of line items, there is very little non personnel items and he believes the tax increases are needed for the revenue sources, not being wasted it is being put to the proper places as statutory requirement needs to be done.
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Commissioner Williams said the salaries of the attorney’s are lower than private sector but asked about a comparison with benefits. Prosecutor Will said it is still not at the same level as the Bar Association we are below and when you go to private sector law there are other benefits such as; reduced workload, etc.  Chief of Staff Koury said being in private practice for over 20 years he said take $61,000 average salary for Prosecutor, add 14% PERS ($9,000), plus health insurance ($14-15,000) so at around $85,000. Take average pay based on Ohio Bar Association of $113,000, add 6-6.5% employment compensation ($8,000) and then private sector law is not picking up insurance, subtract $15,000 so at $106,000 vs. $85,000, so around a $21,000 difference.  He stated that there is no comparison from a prosecutor that has 17 years of experience vs. private practice attorney. The Prosecutor attorneys are there and when they were told hours were cut, they were excited to work only 8 hours a day, no more files home, or on weekend, etc. From our prospective, our prosecutors are not paid anything close to a comparative skilled attorney in the private sector with 17 years of experience.  He was not only in private practice in 20 years but was management partner for 12 years.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about sick, vacation, time off. Mr. Koury said time off is looked at hourly rate perspective, lawyers in private sector, if you are in a big firm they need to accumulate so many billable hours per year. He stated that our prosecutors are working well more than a 40 hour week and with all time off there is not a hard group of people working in county government, because they have no choice, because of time lines, court dockets, requirements, etc.


Commissioner Kokoski has never heard anyone say that their staff was overpaid. Mr. Koury said look at Assistant Prosecutor Innes he attends several evening meetings, weekends, etc.


Prosecutor Will said he tried to recruit 2 attorneys and 1 said even if he took a pay cut, the amount of hours worked would conflict with family issues.  Commissioner Kalo said we have had this problem other county departments as well, just like Community Development it is a training ground. Commissioner Kokoski said except for custodians, etc. the majority of county workers in her opinion are under paid. Prosecutor Will said at a lesser scale than private sector.

Commissioner Williams said in 2011 compared to 2012 there is an additional $700,692, 632,000 for salary increases. Commissioner Kalo said this is the adjustments in the salary account rather than doing the transfers. Commissioner Kokoski asked if the budget request for 2012 was increased. Prosecutor Will said no. Lisa Hobart, Budget Director said the budget request submitted in May is higher than 2011 budget. Mr. Koury said the tax budget reflected the addition of 3% to each line in a very abettor manner. Prosecutor Will said normal wish list. Commissioner Kokoski said they were hoping there was no wish list and the budgets are real. Mr. Koury said the expenditures list show the needs in each category.


Commissioner Kalo said he would like to see a tighter budget, prosecutor Will said go with the one presented today not tax budget.


Commissioner Kalo asked what happens if additional cuts, we are done to the bone, what is mandated and what the consequences of additional cuts are because there is only personnel. Prosecutor Will said the 3 general fund areas are; civil, adult/criminal and juvenile/criminal. Juvenile and Adult there needs to be a certain amount of people do to a  bare bone minimum for prosecution of offenses, the other is civil, look at all the entities that are served, this will be the area that will be hit as well as criminal division. We will have to start telling people that certain types of offenses will not be prosecuted, how you do this, not sure. Commissioner Kokoski asked what type of offenses, prosecutor Will said they would have to be prioritized.  When he spoke at the Lake Erie Landowners Association wanted to know why not more is being done to people that strip the houses, etc. and he said this is not a priority for Ohio Rehabilitation and Correction, they do not want these people sent to prisons they want to push more down to county level and there will be less emphasis dealing with these types of property crimes than there was previously and they do not agree with this but with the state level changes in the sentencing code and funding level at county and law enforcement and rehabilitation and correction. He said the only way to stop people from committing crimes is to lock up but this getting to expensive to lock everyone up and this will impact the community and this is happening all over the state.  Commissioner Kalo asked if the Ohio Prosecutors Association has come up with any numbers based on HB86 for the felony 4 & 5. Prosecutor Will said no, but his instinct is nothing good, programs to deal with criminal acts are great if they work and most cost effective but as the Sheriff and he talk there are certain people that will not respond to these programs and you will have to do something and the option is to incarcerate but this may not be an option.  When Elyria eliminated their jail years ago, Elyria municipal court backed up tremendously because no one went to court because if you went to court and Judge ordered you to jail,, there was no place to go, so people did not show up a bench warrant was issued, when picked up Judge yelled at you and he said going to jail, but no place to go so they went back on the streets.  They eventually transported prisoners to the Seneca County Jail, paying the cost of housing and transportation because they would not respond to other programs that were available.  He said incarceration is costly and people would like more efficient methods and realize can’t prosecute and arrest our way out but ultimately there is always a price to pay and can’t stop people from victimizing society.  He stated you always will need something, bottom line sword hanging over someone’s head to comply and will probably see a very adverse affect in the communities.   Commissioner Kalo said possible move to other facilities.


Commissioner Williams said the felony 4 and 5, how would this change with felony 2 & 3 because of the plea, are you still going to have ability to prosecutor.  Prosecutor Will said it will have an impact don’t see ability to impact the more serious of offenses and only reduce when there is a warranted reason.  


Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said this was a good discussion and would like to see this document at various locations such as library’s but was shocked with the salaries of attorneys and staff. People will not understand unless you show the comparable salary of private practice and have to remember that justice delayed is justice denied and justice depends on having not only good attorneys knowing when to prosecute and how to prosecutor and when not too and you will also need all other facilities to be staffed with competent people.  She stated a Judge was explaining how court loads increased, everybody is so crazy about the patrol at Sheriff’s department and you should not cut here, but maybe this is where you should start to cut, you would have less cases come forward but would have other terrible things but people might complain and then they might want to pay taxes. 

Commissioner Kalo said a wise attorney told him years ago, that if we laid off all the police and sheriff deputies for a month or two we would take care of all monetary issues. Ms. Johnson said you might get complaints but what is the difference..

CORONER BUDGET


Dr. Stephen Evans, Coroner said there have been major changes in the Coroner’s office; Dr. Matus served for 18 ½ years and retired unexpectedly. He took over on July 14 and Dr. Lockhart, Deputy Coroner was the only one that stayed and since this time there have been 3 other deputy coroners hired; Dr. Frank Miller (former Cuyahoga County coroner); Dr. John Daniels (previously on staff).  It was very difficult to find staff, he was turned down by 30-40 people, but within the month he has a staff of 4.  The physicians do it as a public service because the salary is only $9.62/hour and when they arrive at the scene they are the lowest paid person and it is unusually because most of these people are physicians; 2 are forensic pathologists (highest in coroner work).  He said prior, there were no pathologists on staff now there are two and hopes to keep them. 

He said this was a difficult decision to take over for Dr. Matus because he understands the problems and the only two things that allowed him to take over to try to do the job as Dr. Matus did was that Dawn stayed, more than right hand person, she is the office person and also Dr. Miller joined, he was coroner for Cuyahoga county for 4 years so he gives presence of experience of being a coroner in an even bigger county than ours and also helps with the autopsies.  Dr. Evans said he is comfortable with the 4 people on staff and they will be able to serve the citizens of the county.  

He has looked over the 2012 budget request submitted by Dr. Matus in May and has done some comparisons to other counties; Butler County is 8th largest at a budget of $917,378 with 214 autopsies; Lorain County 9th largest and budget is $438,333 with 28 autopsies (usually around 50) and Mahoning County is 10th largest at a budget of $700,000 and 175 autopsies.  He stated Dr. Matus only did the bare minimum autopsies required because of the budget and eventually this will catch up because there are many things such as autopsies that are mandated by the state especially when a person dies unexpectedly; is it a crime or infections disease, etc.  There are usually 1,800-2,000 deaths/year and about ½ of them are turned over to the coroner’s office so around 800-1000 deaths have been referred but then he said they only investigate about 210 and this year did 28 autopsies, when it is usually around 50.  The reason the number is low is because the deputy coroners are physicians, they go to the scene and can determine what the cause of death is without an autopsy and some of this is being pushed but being reasonable to serve public.  He stated other counties do not have physicians they are just investigators, costing more but the Coroners office is in charge of manner of death and cause of death.

           An autopsy can cost up to $2,000 with pathology, slide, blood, etc so if you do 200 x $2,000 = $400,000 before any office is opened.  He stated that Dr. Matus did an excellent job and kept the budget less than surrounding counties and he has worked along the side of him for 18 ½ years and proud to work with him and hope to follow and continue what he has started and he can not replace Dr. Matus, this is a big loss as well as the deputies coroners, he can not replace just follow in his footsteps and Dr. Matus had a skill to do autopsies that he developed which saved the county money.
Commissioner Kokoski said the 28 autopsies do not reflect out of county.  Dr. Evans said no, with having 2 pathologists on staff we are hoping to do everything in county because it will save money and serves county in a quicker turnaround.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked about life flight. Ms. Quarick said there is no control the revised code states when an injury occurs in one county and death occurs in other, the county in which the injury occurred will also incur the expense of the autopsy.  Commissioner Kokoski said usually when it is a car accident an autopsy would not happen but it seems to be a gravy train for Cuyahoga County when people are life flighted there, it is automatically done. Commissioner Williams asked what the cost is. Ms. Quarick said it is $1200 for the ones that are not requested. Dr. Evans said there can also be charges for transportation, lab, etc. Commissioner Kokoski asked if there could be an agreement. Dr. Evans said this is an agreement and it is less than what it normally is. Dr. Evans said Cuyahoga County does an autopsy on everyone, he said their budget is $12 million and can’t compare to them because they are 4 times bigger but 4 times into $12 million = $3 million so we are still not equivalent we are in the $4-500,000 budget. The difference is they do 18,000 autopsy/year and anyone that dies they do an autopsy no investigation like this county and this has served the county well under Dr. Matus and is cost effective and the people want answers fast.  He said autopsies are done that benefit the county; such as when young people die unexpectedly is there a crime, is there a diseases, etc. but there comes a point that put Dr. Matus reputation and now his reputation at stake and if things are not done that have to be done, people don’t think about the coroners office unless there is a mistake made and reputations are at stake. He stated Dr. Matus did a tremendous job and tried to do his best with the budget and he is trying to continue with this service but it is a challenge.  
Commissioner Williams said he heard that Dr. Evans would like his office closer to Elyria. Dr. Evans said he is opened to whatever the Commissioners would like to do, he lives in northern part of the county and he can meet with Mr. Cordes and the possibility. He stated the office in Oberlin is very nice with the accommodating space, he is not against some of the benefit to the previous Coroner was that it was closer to his residence and the Coroner runs to the office frequently even at night, they are there 24 hours/day – 365 days/year, holidays, weekends, etc and Elyria would be closer and he is opened, this is not a sticking point, whatever is best for the county and he has space that is required. Ms. Quarick said also that it is accessible to people at all hours. Dr. Evans said also a safe neighborhood.  Commissioner Kalo said maybe a county building would not be. Commissioner Kokoski asked what about 1 Park Landing.  Ms. Quarick said you also have to be sensitive to the families that are dealing with a traumatic life experience and to walk through a building past offices, etc is not a nice thing to do to the citizens; they are not filing a deed.  Commissioner Kalo said they close that building at 5 pm. She also stated that Oberlin was good because it is central for all of Lorain County and law enforcement agencies, parking good, neighborhood is awesome, safe and friendly and very accessible.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if the coroner had to be in county seat. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the law has been changed.  

Commissioner Kalo said there is an increase in the budget. Dr. Evans said  utilities cut, because there was a combination of phone, internet, etc. take to $4,000; advertising and printing was at $500 could be $200 (name needs to be changed on cards/stationary etc); and salaries is higher to keep 4 deputies with 2 pathologies and 2 coroners at $9/hour will not keep long and trying to stop revolving door, this does not serve the county well and professional services was changed because we are doing more autopsies with cost from hospital, and will do more than 20 because they will miss if not do more and state and county will be disappointed and will do around 50-70 and could dependent; homicides are done, babies 2 years and younger, people in jail, young adults 17 and under, etc.
