WHEREAS, Resolution No. 00-304, adopted April 12, 2000 provides Equal Housing Opportunity within Lorain County, Ohio; and


Said resolution is as follows:

WHEREAS, the population of Lorain County, Ohio, includes people of different races, gender, religious beliefs and national origins, and

WHEREAS, the Lorain County Commissioners believe in the principle of equal rights and privileges for all citizens, and

WHEREAS, the United States Congress has adopted as the national policy to provide, within constitutional limitations, for fair housing throughout our country.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT, ordained by the Lorain County Commissioners of the State of Ohio:

Section 1.
Designation of Policy
That it is hereby designated to be the continuing policy of Lorain County to do all things necessary and proper to secure for all its citizens their right to equal housing opportunities regardless of their race, color, gender, familial status, religious belief, national origin, and handicap.

Section 2.
Definitions
That as used in this resolution, the following terms shall have these meanings:

(a) Real Estate Agent.  Real Estate Agent includes any real estate or broker salesman or an agent thereof, or any other person, partnership, association or corporation who for consideration sells, purchases, exchanges, rents, negotiates, offers, or attempts to negotiate the sale, purchase, exchange or rental of real property or holds himself out as engaged in the business of selling, purchasing, exchanging, renting or otherwise transferring any interest in real property.

(b) Board.  Board means the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County or its representative’s hereafter designated and appointed as the Fair Housing Board created by this Resolution.

(c) Discrimination, Discriminating or Discriminate.  The terms discrimination, discriminating or discriminate mean to render any difference in treatment to any person in the sale, lease, rental or financing of a dwelling or housing unit because of a person’s race, color, gender, familial status, religious belief, national origin, or handicap.

(d) Housing.  Housing includes any building, facility or structure or portion thereof which is used or occupied or is intended, arranged or designed to be used or occupied as the home, residence or sleeping place of one or more persons, groups or families and any vacant land offered for sale or lease for the construction or location thereon of such building, facility or structure.

(e) Lending Institution.  Lending institution means any bank, insurance company, savings and loan association or any other person or organization regularly engaged in the business of lending money or guaranteeing loans.

(f) Person.  Person means one or more individuals, corporations, partnerships, associations, labor organizations, legal representatives, mutual companies, joint stock companies, trusts, unincorporated organizations, trustees, trustees in bankruptcy, receivers and fiduciaries.

(g) Handicap.  Means with respect to a person:

(1) a physical or mental impairment, which substantially limits one or more of such person’s major life activities.

(2) a record of having such an impairment, or

(3) being regarded as having such an impairment, but such term does not include current, illegal use of or addiction to a controlled substance (as defined in Section 102 of the Controlled Substance Act, 21 U.S.C. 802)

(h) Familial Status. The protections afforded against discrimination pertaining to “familial status” as used in this resolution shall apply to all persons living in the same household who are related by birth, marriage, adoption or have a custodial relationship recognized or established pursuant to law.

Section 3.
Unlawful Housing Practices
It shall be an unlawful housing practice and a violation of this Resolution:

(a) For any person or Real Estate Agent:

(1) To discriminate against any person in the selling, leasing, subleasing, renting, assigning, or otherwise transferring of any interest in a housing unit.

(2) To discriminate against any person by refusing to transmit a bonafide offer, making false representations on the availability of the housing unit, which is for sale, lease, sublease, or rental.

(3) To include the terms, conditions, or privileges of any sale, lease, sublease, rental, assignment or other transfer or any housing, any clause, condition, or restriction discriminating against any person in the use or occupancy of such housing.

(4) To discriminate in the furnishing of any facilities, repairs, improvements, or services or in the terms, conditions, privileges, or tenure of occupancy of any person.

(b) For any lending institution to discriminate in lending money, guaranteeing loans, accepting a deed or trust or mortgage or otherwise making available funds for the purchase, acquisition, construction, alteration, rehabilitation, repair, or maintenance of any housing or discriminate in the fixing of the rates, terms, conditions, or provisions of any such financial assistance.

(c) For any person or Real Estate Agent, with respect to any prohibited activity not specified in this Resolution, to publish or circulate or cause to be published or circulated, any notice, statement listing or advertisement, or to announce a policy or to make any record in connection with the prospective sale, lease, sublease, rental or financing of any housing which indicates reliance, determination or decision based on race, color, gender, familial status, religious belief, national origin or handicap.

(d) For any person or Real Estate Agent to assist in, compel, or coerce the doing of any act declared to be an unlawful housing practice under this Resolution, or to obstruct or prevent enforcement or compliance with provisions of this Resolution, or to attempt directly or indirectly to commit any act declared by this Resolution to be an unlawful housing practice.

(e) For any person or Real Estate Agent:

(1) To induce or attempt to induce the sale, transfer of interest, or listing for sale of any housing by making representations regarding the existing or potential proximity or real property owned, used, or occupied by any person, of any particular race, color, familial status, gender, religious belief, national origin or handicap by direct or indirect methods.

(2) To make any representations to a prospective purchaser or lessee that any housing in a particular block, neighborhood or area may undergo, is undergoing or has undergone a change with respect to racial, color, handicap, gender, familial status, religious, nationality or ethic composition of such block, neighborhood or area.

(3) To induce or attempt to induce the sale or listing for sale of any housing by representing that the presence or anticipated presence of persons of any particular gender, familial status, handicap, race, color, religious belief or national origin in the area will or may result in:

a. The lowering of property values.

b. A change in the gender, familial status, handicap, racial, color, religious, nationality or ethic composition of the block, neighborhood or area in which the property is located.

c. An increase in criminal or antisocial behavior in the area.

d. A decline in quality of the schools serving the area.

(f) For any person or Real Estate Agent to cause or coerce or attempt to cause or coerce retaliation against any person because such person has lawfully opposed any act or failure to act that is a violation of this Resolution or has, in good faith, filed a complaint, testified, participated or assisted in any way in any proceeding under this Resolution or prevent any person from complying with this Resolution.

(g) To deny any person access to or membership or participation in any multiple-listing service, real estate brokers’ organization or other service, organization or facility relating to the business of selling or renting housing or discriminate against a person in the terms or conditions of such access, membership or participation.

(h) To do any other thing or engage in conduct which would otherwise make unavailable equal housing opportunities.

Section 4.
Posting of Notices
Every Real Estate Agent shall post in a conspicuous location in that portion of his place of business normally used by him for negotiating the terms of a sale or lease of housing, and each person who operates a multi-unit residential building containing more than two units shall post at all times when prospective tenants are being interviewed, in a conspicuous location in that portion of this housing business normally used by him for negotiating the rental of a housing unit therein, a notice prepared by the Board which contains the following language, printed in black on a light-colored background, in not less than fourteen-point type:  

(a)  “It is a violation of the Fair Housing Law of Lorain County, State of Ohio for any Real Estate Agent, or for any person owning or managing

        a multi-unit apartment dwelling to:

(1) Deny housing to any person because of race, color, familial status, gender, religious belief, national origin, or handicap.

(2)
Discriminate against any person because of that person’s race, color, gender, familial status, religious belief, national origin or handicap with respect to the terms, conditions or privileges of housing accommodations or in the furnishing of facilities or services in connection therewith.”

If you believe you have been discriminated against, contact the Lorain County Fair Housing Board, the Ohio Civil Rights Commission or the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.

Section 5.
Fair Housing Board
(a) There is hereby created the Fair Housing Board to consist of three (3) members who are qualified electors of Lorain County and shall not hold any public office at the municipal, county, state, or federal level at any time while a member of the Board.  The day the Board member files petitions with the County Board of Elections shall be the date of the disqualification.  No Board member shall be appointed who is employed in any real estate or lending institution.

(b) The Commissioners shall appoint the Board members.  Of the members first appointed, one shall hold office for a term of one year; one for a term of two years; and the other for a term of three years; and their successors shall be appointed for terms of three years.  The Commissioners shall fill all vacancies by appointment for the unexpired term.  A Board member whose term has expired shall be eligible for re-appointment to the Board.

(c) The executive secretary of the Board shall be appointed by the Lorain County Commissioners and shall be an employee of Lorain County.

(d) A Commissioner may recommend the removal of any member of the Board for neglect of duty or malfeasance in office to the Board of County Commissioners.  The Commissioners may remove a member of the Board from office by the vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the Board of Commissioners only after having first given to such member a copy of the charges against him/her and an opportunity to be publicly heard in person or by counsel in his/her own defense and any such removal shall be final.

(e) Two members of the Fair Housing Board shall constitute a quorum for the purpose of conducting the business thereof.  A vacancy on the Fair Housing Board shall not impair the right of the other members to exercise all the power of the Board.

(f) Each member of the Fair Housing Board shall serve without salary, but shall be paid necessary and actual expenses expended in performing the business of the Fair Housing Board.

(g) The Fair Housing Board is charged with the following duties to implement the state policy of this Resolution:

(1) To investigate all complaints of unlawful housing practices which are filed with it.

(2) To initiate complaints of unlawful housing practices on the basis of auditing or testing carried out by its staff or volunteers authorized by the Fair Housing Board.

(3) To endeavor by conciliation, to resolve such complaints.

(4) To hold hearings, subpoena witnesses, compel their attendance, administer oaths, take the testimony of any person under oath, and in connection therewith, to require the production for examination of any books or papers relating to any matter under investigation or in question before the Fair Housing Board.

(5) To recommend to the County Board of Commissioners, when it deems necessary, educational and other programs designed to promote the purposes stated in the Resolution.

(6) To adopt rules and procedures for the conduct of its business.

(7) To do such other acts that are necessary and proper in order to perform those duties with which it is charged under the terms of this Resolution.

Section 6.
Procedures and Enforcement
(a) Any person subjected to an unlawful housing practice may file within 360 days of the alleged violation with the Fair Housing Board a complaint in writing, sworn to or affirmed, which shall state the name and address of the person alleged to have committed the violation complained of and the particulars thereof, and such other information as may be required by the Fair Housing Board.  The Fair Housing Board may also corroborate or initiate complaints on the basis of testing carried out by its staff or volunteers authorized by the Fair Housing Board.

(b) Upon the filing of a complaint the representative of the Fair Housing Board shall make such investigation, as he/she deems appropriate to ascertain facts and issues.  If the representative investigator shall determine that there are reasonable grounds to believe a violation has occurred, he/she shall attempt to conciliate the matter by methods of initial conference and persuasion with all interested parties and such representatives as the parties may choose to assist them.  Conciliation conferences shall be informal and nothing said or done during such initial conference shall be made public by the Fair Housing Board or any member of the Fair Housing Board or its staff unless the parties agree thereto in writing.

(c) The terms of conciliation agreed to by the parties shall be reduced to writing and incorporated into a consent agreement to be signed by the parties, which agreement is for conciliation purposes only and does not constitute an admission by any party that the law has been violated.  Its chairman shall sign consent agreements on behalf of the Fair Housing Board.

(d) The representative is authorized to seek the cooperation and aid of the Ohio Real Estate Board or Ohio Civil Rights Commission in any investigation under this Resolution.

(e) If the representative determines that the complaint lacks reasonable grounds upon which to base a violation of this Resolution, he/she shall so inform the Fair Housing Board and the Fair Housing Board may in its discretion dismiss such complaint or order such further investigation as may be necessary; provided, that the Fair Housing Board shall not dismiss such complaint without first affording the complainant an opportunity to appear before the Fair Housing Board.

(f) If the representative, with respect to a matter which involves a violation of this Resolution, fails to conciliate a complaint after the parties have in good faith attempted such conciliation, fails to effect an informal conciliation agreement or a formal consent agreement or determines that a complaint is not susceptible of conciliation, he shall notify the Fair Housing Board immediately and the Fair Housing Board shall thereafter schedule a public hearing to determine whether a violation of this Resolution has been committed.  

The Fair Housing Board shall serve upon the respondent a statement of charges and a summons and shall serve upon all interested parties a notice of the time and place of hearing.  The respondent or his authorized counsel may file such statements with the Fair Housing Board prior to the hearing date, as it deems necessary in support of its position.  The hearing shall be opened to the public, except that the respondent may request in writing a private hearing; the determination of such request shall be discretionary with the Fair Housing Board.  The hearing shall be held not less than fifteen days after service of the statement of charges and summons.  Two members of the Fair Housing Board must sign the summons so issued and the issuance of such summons shall require the attendance of named persons and the production of relevant documents and records.  The failure to comply with a summons shall constitute a violation of this Resolution.  The interested parties may, at their option, appear before the Fair Housing Board in person or by duly authorized representative and may have the assistance of an attorney.  The parties may present testimony and evidence, and the right to cross-examine witnesses shall be preserved.  All testimony and evidence shall be given under oath or by affirmation.  The representative shall keep a full record of the hearing, which record shall be public and open to inspection by any person, and upon request by a principal party to the proceeding, the Fair Housing Board shall furnish such party a copy of the hearing record, if any, at such cost as the Board deems appropriate.

(g) If at the conclusion of the hearing the Fair Housing Board shall determine upon the preponderance of the evidence that the person complained against has violated this Resolution, the Fair Housing Board shall, after consultation with the Assistant Prosecutor in executive session, state its findings to and cause requiring the person complained against to cease and desist from such unlawful conduct and to take such affirmative action as will effectuate the purposes of this Resolution, with notice that if the Board determines that the person complained against has not after fifteen (15) calendar days following service of the Fair Housing Board’s order compiled with the order, the Fair Housing Board will recertify the matter to the Assistant Prosecutor for enforcement.

Upon recertification to the Assistant Prosecutor for enforcement, he shall seek compliance by appropriate civil action brought in the name of the Fair Housing Board of Lorain County before a court of competent jurisdiction.  In any such proceeding, where the court determines that there has been a violation of this Resolution, the court shall award compensatory damages and, where appropriate, punitive damages, along with attorney fees.  The court may also order such other relief, as it deems necessary or appropriate.

(h) If at the conclusion of the hearing the Fair Housing Board shall determine upon the preponderance of the evidence of the record that the person complained against has not violated this Resolution, the Fair Housing Board shall state and publish its findings and issue its order dismissing the complaint.

Section 7.
Scope of Resolution
The provision of this Resolution shall apply to all housing located within the territorial limits of Lorain County, State of Ohio under the Board of Commissioners jurisdiction.

Section 8.
Other Legal Action
Nothing contained in this Resolution shall prevent any person from exercising any right or seeking any remedy to which he might otherwise be entitled or from filing any complaint with other agency or court of law or equity.

Section 9.
Severability
Section and sub-sections of this Resolution and the several parts and provisions thereof are hereby declared to be independent sections, sub-sections, parts and provisions and the holding of any such section, sub-section, part or provision thereof to be unconstitutional, void or ineffective for any cause, shall not affect nor render invalid any other such section, sub-section, part or provision thereof.

Section 10.
Effective Date
This Resolution shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by law.


And;

WHEREAS, Resolution 00-304, shall be amended to include military status to the designated protected classes to be consistent with the State of Ohio and Federal Fair Housing legislation; and

WHEREAS, the said duties, Section 5 Part (g) and Section 6, of the Lorain County Fair Housing Board shall be omitted; and 

WHEREAS, the change in duties of the Fair Housing Board maintains compliance with the regulations and recommendations from the State and reduces the liability of the County by placing investigatory responsibility with the State, and 

WHEREAS, the duties of the Lorain County Fair Housing Board shall be limited to referring fair housing complaints to the Ohio Civil Rights Commission and assist in the resolution of impediments to Fair Housing choice.
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that Resolution 00-304, adopted April 13, 2000 will be amended to include military status as a protected class and Section 5, part (g), and Section 6 shall be omitted; and the duties of the Lorain County Fair Housing Board shall be limited to referring fair housing complaints to the Ohio Civil Rights Commission and assist in the resolution of impediments to Fair Housing choice.

RESOLUTION NO. 11-527
RE:
PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF NOTES IN AN AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $300,000, IN ANTICIPATION OF THE ISSUANCE OF BONDS, TO PAY COSTS OF CONSTRUCTING A SALT STORAGE FACILITY, TOGETHER WITH ALL NECESSARY APPURTENANCES.


WHEREAS, the County Auditor as fiscal officer of this County has certified to this Board that the estimated life or period of usefulness of the improvement described in Section 1 is at least five years, the estimated maximum maturity of the Bonds described in Section 1 is 20 years, and the maximum maturity of the Notes described in Section 3 is 20 years.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, that:


Section 1.  It is necessary to issue bonds of this County in an aggregate principal amount of $300,000 (the “Bonds”) to pay costs of constructing a salt storage facility, together with all necessary appurtenances.


Section 2.  The Bonds shall be dated approximately August 1, 2012, shall bear interest at the now estimated rate of 6% per year, payable semi‑annually until the principal amount is paid, and are estimated to mature in 20 annual principal installments on December 1 of each year that are in such amounts that the total principal and interest payments on the Bonds in any fiscal year in which principal is payable is substantially equal.  The first principal payment of the Bonds is estimated to be December 1, 2012.


Section 3.  It is necessary to issue and this Board determines that notes in an aggregate principal amount of $300,000 (the “Notes”) shall be issued in anticipation of the issuance of the Bonds.  The Notes shall be dated the date of issuance, and shall mature on March 16, 2012.  The Notes shall be designated “Salt Storage Facility Construction Notes, Series 2011” and shall bear interest at a rate not to exceed 6% per year (computed on a 360‑day per year consisting of twelve 30 day months), payable at maturity and until the principal amount is paid or payment is provided for.  The rate of interest on the Notes shall be determined by the County Administrator in the final terms certificate in accordance with Section 6 (the “Final Terms Certificate”).


Section 4.  The debt charges on the Notes shall be payable in lawful money of the United States of America, at the Columbus, Ohio office of The Huntington National Bank or at an office of a bank or trust company requested by Ross, Sinclaire & Associates, LLC (the “Original Purchaser”), provided that such request shall be approved by the County Administrator in the Final Terms Certificate after determining that the payment at that bank or trust company will not endanger the funds or securities of the County and proper procedures are available for that purpose (the “Paying Agent”).  


Section 5.  The Notes shall be signed by at least two members of the Board of County Commissioners and by the County Auditor, in the name of the County and in their official capacities, provided that all but one of those signatures may be a facsimile.  The Notes shall be issued in the denominations and numbers as requested by the Original Purchaser and approved by the County Auditor.  The entire principal amount may be represented by a single note and may be issued as fully registered securities (for which the County Auditor will serve as note registrar) or other uncertificated form in accordance with Section 9.96 and Chapter 133 of the Revised Code if it is determined by the County Administrator that issuance of fully registered securities in that form will facilitate the sale and delivery of the Notes.  The Notes shall not have coupons attached, shall be numbered as determined by the County Administrator and shall express upon their faces the purpose, in summary terms, for which they are issued and that they are issued pursuant to this resolution.  


The Notes may be issued to any securities depository (a “Depository”) that is a clearing agency under federal law operating and maintaining, with any participants contracting with a Depository under a book entry system and includes security brokers and dealers, banks and trust companies, and clearing corporations or otherwise (“Participants”), a system (a “book entry system”) under which (i) the ownership of beneficial interests in the Notes and the principal of, and interest on, the Notes may be transferred only through a book entry, and (ii) a single physical Note certificate is issued by the County and payable only to a Depository or its nominee, with such Notes “immobilized” in the custody of the Depository or its agent for that purpose. If, and as long as a book entry system is utilized, (i) the Notes may be issued in the form of a single Note made payable to the Depository or its nominee and immobilized in the custody of the Depository or its agent for that purpose; (ii) the beneficial owners in book entry form shall have no right to receive the Notes in the form of physical securities or certificates; (iii) ownership of beneficial interests in book entry form shall be shown by book entry on the system maintained and operated by the Depository and its Participants, and transfers of the ownership of beneficial interests shall be made only by book entry by the Depository and its Participants; and (iv) the Notes as such shall not be transferable or exchangeable, except for transfer to another Depository or to another nominee of a Depository, without further action by the County.


If any Depository determines not to continue to act as a Depository for the Notes for use in a book entry system, the County Administrator or the County Auditor may attempt to establish a securities depository/book entry relationship with another qualified Depository.  If the County Auditor does not or is unable to do so, the County Auditor, after making provision for notification of the beneficial owners by the then Depository and any other arrangements deemed necessary, shall permit withdrawal of the Notes from the Depository, and shall cause the Notes in bearer or payable form to be signed by the officers authorized to sign the Notes and delivered to the assigns of the Depository or its nominee, all at the cost and expense (including any costs of printing), if the event is not the result of County action or inaction, of those persons requesting such issuance.


The County Administrator and the County Auditor are each also hereby authorized and directed, to the extent necessary or required, to enter into any agreements determined necessary in connection with the book entry system for the Notes, after determining that the signing thereof will not endanger the funds or securities of the County.


Section 6.  The Notes shall be sold to the Original Purchaser at not less than par plus accrued interest at private sale by the County Administrator in accordance with the provisions of this resolution, the Final Terms Certificate and the Note Purchase Agreement (as hereinafter defined).  The County Administrator shall sign the Final Terms Certificate referred to in Sections 3 and 4 fixing the interest rate which the Notes shall bear and providing any approval of an alternate Paying Agent, cause the Notes to be prepared, and have the Notes signed and delivered, together with a true transcript of proceedings with reference to the issuance of the Notes if requested by the Original Purchaser, to the Original Purchaser upon payment of the purchase price.  The note purchase agreement (the “Note Purchase Agreement”) now on file with the Clerk of this Board is approved, and the County Administrator is authorized to sign and deliver, on behalf and in the name of the County, the Note Purchase Agreement with such changes that are not inconsistent with the provisions of this resolution, are not materially adverse to the interests of the County and are approved by the County Administrator.  That any such changes to the Note Purchase Agreement are not materially adverse to the interests of the County and are approved by the County Administrator shall be evidenced conclusively by the signing of the Note Purchase Agreement by the County Administrator.  Any member of this Board, the Clerk of this Board, the County Administrator, the County Auditor and other County officials, as appropriate, are each authorized and directed to sign any transcript certificates, financial statements and other documents and instruments and to take such actions as are necessary or appropriate to consummate the transactions contemplated by this Resolution.  The County Auditor is authorized, if it is determined to be in the best interest of the County, to combine the issue of Notes with one or more other note issues of the County into a consolidated note issue pursuant to Section 133.30(B) of the Revised Code.


Section 7.  The proceeds from the sale of the Notes, except any premium and accrued interest, shall be paid into the proper fund or funds and those proceeds are appropriated and shall be used for the purpose for which the Notes are being issued.  Any portion of those proceeds representing premium and accrued interest shall be paid into the Bond Retirement Fund.


Section 8.  The par value to be received from the sale of the Bonds or of any renewal notes and any excess funds resulting from the issuance of the Notes shall, to the extent necessary, be used to pay the debt charges on the Notes and the Bonds and are pledged for that purpose.


Section 9.  During the year or years in which the Notes are outstanding, there shall be levied on all the taxable property in the County, in addition to all other taxes, the same tax that would have been levied if the Bonds had been issued without the prior issuance of the Notes.  The tax shall be within the ten‑mill limitation imposed by law, shall be and is ordered computed, certified, levied and extended upon the tax duplicate and collected by the same officers, in the same manner, and at the same time that taxes for general purposes for each of those years are certified, levied, extended and collected, and shall be placed before and in preference to all other items and for the full amount thereof.  The proceeds of the tax levy shall be placed in the Bond Retirement Fund, which is irrevocably pledged for the payment of the debt charges on the Notes or the Bonds when and as the same fall due.   


In each year to the extent money is lawfully available and appropriated from the County’s receipts from the State of Ohio gasoline excise tax, the amount of the tax levy may be reduced by the amount or amounts so available and appropriated.  Nothing in this paragraph diminishes the pledge of the full faith and credit and the taxing power of the County to the prompt payment of the Notes or the Bonds.


Section 10.  This Board covenants that the County will (i) restrict the use and investment of the proceeds of the Notes in such manner and to such extent, if any, as may be necessary after taking into account reasonable expectations at the time the Notes are issued, so that the Notes will not constitute obligations the interest on which is subject to federal income taxation or “arbitrage Bonds” under Sections 103(b)(2) and 148 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) and the regulations prescribed thereunder, and (ii) to the extent possible, comply with all applicable provisions of the Code and the regulations prescribed thereunder necessary for the interest on the Notes to remain exempt from federal income taxes including any expenditure requirements, investment limitations, rebate requirements or use restrictions.  The County Auditor or any other officer having responsibility with respect to the issuance of the Notes is authorized and directed to give an appropriate certificate on behalf of this County on the date of delivery of the Notes for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings, setting forth the facts, estimates and circumstances and reasonable expectations pertaining to the use of the proceeds thereof and the provisions of said Sections 103(b)(2) and 148 and regulations thereunder.  


The County covenants that it will use, and will restrict the use and investment of, the proceeds of the Notes in such manner and to such extent as may be necessary so that (a) the Notes will not (i) constitute private activity bonds, arbitrage bonds or hedge bonds under Sections 141, 148 or 149 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the Code) or (ii) be treated other than as bonds to which Section 103(a) of the Code applies, and (b) the interest on the Notes will not be an item of tax preference under Section 57 of the Code.


The County hereby designates the Notes as “qualified tax-exempt obligations” for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.  In connection with that designation, the County hereby represents and covenants that as a “qualified borrower,” it, together with all its subordinate entities or entities that issue obligations on its behalf, or on behalf of which it issues obligations, in or during the calendar year in which the Notes are issued, (i) have not issued and will not issue tax-exempt obligations designated as “qualified tax exempt obligations” for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, including the Notes in an aggregate principal amount in excess of $10,000,000, and (ii) have not issued, do not reasonably anticipate issuing and will not issue, tax-exempt obligations (including the Notes, but excluding obligations other than qualified 501(c)(3) bonds as defined in Section 145 of the Code, that are private activity bonds as defined in Section 141 of the Code, and excluding refunding obligations that are not “advance refunding obligations” as defined in Section 149(d)(5) of the Code) in an aggregate amount exceeding $10,000,000 unless the County first obtains a written opinion of nationally recognized bond counsel that such designation or issuance, as applicable, will not adversely affect the status of the Notes as “qualified tax-exempt obligations”.


The County represents that it has not formed or participated in the formation of, or benefited from or availed itself of, any entity in order to avoid the purposes of subparagraph (C) or (D) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, and covenants that it will not form, participate in the formation of, or benefit from or avail itself of any such entity.  The County further represents that the Bonds are not being issued as part of a direct or indirect composition issue that combines issues or lots of tax-exempt obligations of different issuers.  


The County further covenants that (a) it will take or cause to be taken such actions that may be required of it for the interest on the Notes to be and remain excluded from gross income for federal income tax purposes, (b) it will not take or authorize to be taken any actions that would adversely affect that exclusion, and (c) it, or persons acting for it, will, among other acts of compliance, (i) apply the proceeds of the Notes to the governmental purpose of the borrowing, (ii) restrict the yield on investment property, (iii) make timely and adequate payments to the federal government, (iv) maintain books and records and make calculations and reports and (v) refrain from certain uses of those proceeds, and, as applicable, of property financed with such proceeds, all in such manner and to the extent necessary to assure such exclusion of that interest under the Code.


The County Auditor, as the fiscal officer, or any other officer of the County having responsibility for issuance of the Notes is hereby authorized (a) to make or effect any election, selection, designation, choice, consent, approval, or waiver on behalf of the County with respect to the Notes as the County is permitted to or required to make or give under the federal income tax laws, including, without limitation thereto, any of the elections provided for in Section 148(f)(4)(C) of the Code or available under Section 148 of the Code, for the purpose of assuring, enhancing or protecting favorable tax treatment or status of the Notes or interest thereon or assisting compliance with requirements for that purpose, reducing the burden or expense of such compliance, reducing the rebate amount or payments or penalties, or making payments of special amounts in lieu of making computations to determine, or paying, excess earnings as rebate, or obviating those amounts or payments, as determined by that officer, which action shall be in writing and signed by the officer, (b) to take any and all other actions, make or obtain calculations, make payments, and make or give reports, covenants and certifications of and on behalf of the County, as may be appropriate to assure the exclusion of interest from gross income and the intended tax status of the Notes, and (c) to give one or more appropriate certificates of the County, for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings for the Notes, setting forth the reasonable expectations of the County regarding the amount and use of all the proceeds of the Notes, the facts, circumstances and estimates on which they are based, and other facts and circumstances relevant to the tax treatment of the interest on and the tax status of the Notes.


Section 11.  The Clerk is directed to deliver a certified copy of this resolution and the Final Terms Certificate to the County Auditor.


Section 12.  The form of the engagement letter now on file with the Clerk of this Board from Benesch, Friedlander, Coplan & Aronoff LLP (“Bond Counsel”) to provide its services as bond counsel in connection with the issuance of the Notes (the “Engagement Letter”) and the conflict waiver now on file with the Clerk of this Board from Bond Counsel to be signed by the County and the Original Purchaser (the “Conflict Waiver”) are hereby approved, and the County Administrator is authorized so sign and deliver, on behalf and in the name of the County, the Engagement Letter and the Conflict Waiver with such changes that are not inconsistent with the provisions of this resolution, are not materially adverse to the interests of the County and are approved by the County Administrator.  That any such changes to the Engagement Letter or the Conflict Waiver are not materially adverse to the interests of the County and are approved by the County Administrator shall be evidenced conclusively by the signing of the Engagement Letter and/or the Conflict Waiver by the County Administrator.


Section 13.  This Board determines that all acts and conditions necessary to be done or performed by the County or to have been met precedent to and in the issuing of the Notes in order to make them legal, valid and binding general obligations of the County have been performed and have been met, or will at the time of delivery of the Notes have been performed and have been met, in regular and due form as required by law; that the full faith and credit and general property taxing power (as described in Section 9) of the County are pledged for the timely payment of the debt charges on the Notes; and that no statutory or constitutional limitation of indebtedness or taxation will have been exceeded in the issuance of the Notes.


Section 14.  This Board finds and determines that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board and that all deliberations of this Board and of any committees that resulted in those formal actions were in meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.


Section 15.  This resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its adoption.

TREASURER  BUDGET

Dan Talarek, Lorain County Treasurer submitted a budget and since then Chief Deputy Jim Lempowski retired on July 31 and will not be replaced.  Commissioner Kalo asked where that money is, Mr. Talarek said these funds will stay within fund to cover other items.

Commissioner Kokoski thanked Treasurer for the budget and not a wish list; we all need to be realistic


Mr. Talarek said his budget is $430,053, has 12 employees and 10% of his budget is general fund and there is around $1/2 billon that comes into this office and each week, month, year they balance to the penny.  He stated there is $153 million in the investment portfolio and $9.5 million is general fund. In 2007 there was $8.3 million in investment earnings; last year was $2.2 million, approximately $6.2 million short.  He stated the estimated this year was $1.5 million but next year he will need to decrease to $1.2 million, so another $300,000 less for general fund. The callabes were getting called at .25% now .7%.


Commissioner Kokoski said the sales tax revenue was increased, Mr. Talarek said he was not sure because other funds are leveled.


Mr. Talarek said the Board of Revisions, which Auditor, Commissioners and Treasurer have appointment on this board and there are 2 employees. This year so far they have 1,511 cases. Property owners file if they think their property value is incorrect but proof is not a tax increase, they need to compare homes in the area that have sold and October 1, Auditors has to send all value to the state of Ohio.
