Clerk stated that she received message from Lisa Hobart, Budget Director through Auditors Office Jason Kelleher that Auditor Mark Stewart was unable to attend today.

Commissioner Kalo said all budget hearings have taken place and we are all here today because the carryover from the ½% sales tax from 2 years ago ends at the end of this year and the Commissioners have put a ¼%, 5 year temporary sales tax on the November ballot. We have looked at doing 2 budgets; 1 with sales tax passing and holding par and 1 without sales tax and make up the $6 million dollar loss in revenue. There has been good feedback from various departments that additional monies would make the cuts less severe than the $6 million shortfall such as; Board of Elections charge backs in amount of $600,000; $700,000 from Title that Clerk of Courts Nabakowski said he would transfer to general fund during budget discussions; U-Trust approximately $3-400,000 based on past practice; $400,000 savings with the combination of Sheriff and 911 dispatch so the cuts should be closer to $3 million and hopefully carryover will be a little higher.  There have been some departments requesting money like Coroner $100,000; Veterans asked for $200,000 and taking out the relocation of offices per Commissioner Williams, so we need to find at least $3 million in budget cuts and services will be discounted, so we are asking the departments for their input to secure the cuts and Commissioners have spoke of several issues.  He stated that Commissioner Williams spoke of closing Pathways and Turning Point since it is not a mandate service with a savings of $600,000.  Commissioners Kalo said the Sheriff stabilization fund to $350,000 since only $50,000 has been used this year, so this gets us closer to the $2 million mark and he needs help from all Elected Officials in achieving this $2 million dollars in cuts and what will be the effect and would also resonate to the public in what services will be lost and tie into the message that will be presented for the next two months in regards to needing the revenue.
Judge Berta, Domestic Relations said Turning Point is for youths that are temporarily put out of their homes for domestic violence situations, not having an adequate place to go. There has been past discussions in closing this but some organizations have assisted because the problem would put a lot on children services.  Judges are required under statue to find a safe place for children. He understands the budget cuts are tough and it is something the Judges have spoken about and will make a joint decision at their next meeting.  Commissioner Kalo asked if there is alternative funding.  Doug Messer, Court Administrator said alternative funds are being looked at and also looking at ways to generate revenue for the county projects to offset the cost but need finalized numbers from the Commissioners in order to do this.  If facility is closed the savings is not $303,000 because you have to take out unemployment, overtime, etc. that will occur at detention home, because costs are shifting.  Judge Berta said we have federal funding and if juveniles are placed in a lock down facility that would have gone to a shelter they could loose this funding and jeopardize federal guidelines.  Commissioner Kalo said this is why discussions are taken place because everyone needs to know what will be the fallout with services being cut and have to have a balanced budget for 2012.  Judge Berta said if there is a juvenile that needs to be placed immediately there has to be a safe place or it would be immoral and liability.  Commissioner Kokoski asked how many children are at Turning Point.  Mr. Messer said it is a 10-12 average stay with an average daily stay of 5-8 in facility and Judge Berta said this all depends on the family situation.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there were alternatives. Judge Berta said foster care, which could shift to Children Services and Judge can order.

Mr. Messer said they are looking at hours paid and he has 12 eligible to retire and could possible save $100,000. Commissioner Kalo said this is only a one time savings and he said he does not believe that any Commissioners has entertained a 10-15% cut across the board they want to know what services will be lost with millions of cuts other than the suggestion of Turning Point, Stepping Stones and Stabilization equals almost $1 million so other departments will have to absorb somehow.
Commissioner Kalo said if you take a 10% cut to Treasurer and Recorder budget you do not get a cost savings of 1 employee; Treasurer would be closer to $65,000 a 17% cut, so percentages do not work. Recorder is down from 20 to 13 employees now. Percentage cuts have been ongoing for 4 years, it is now what will the county loose, there has to be a balanced budget.

Judge Berta said we all have operated under a less budget than in 2002 but what services is the public willing to loose and it could come down to employees working 4 day workweek, fewer less people.

Commissioner Williams said the Recorder is moving around personnel from copy department so this position could be eliminated without reduction of services.  Ms. Nedwick said this person makes copies, copy department was located in the back is now moved up front that will move all the files from the basement into her department.  This was done so anyone of her employees could make copies rather than losing an employee upfront to go to the copy department. The Recorders office makes copies, this will also have to be manned to certify deeds, mortgages, it is a very active busy department and have to agree with Judge Berta what services do the public want.  She said this department generates revenue and give back more than what is spent and by making this move the space will be free in the basement.  If employees are 
reduced, lines will be longer, she has 10 employees there is nothing more to give, she does e reordering, do 8 for 8, and management was on 32 hours. She is not sure of what her cut is other than reading it on facebook which was around $25,000. Commissioner Kokoski said she is unaware of this. Commissioner Williams said he spoke with people and what he is looking at and sure it is different from his colleagues but he would reduce Recorders Budget from $610,000 to $500,000. Recorder Nedwick said she would have to review. Commissioner Williams said he knows the services are valuable but a cut could happen and it will not hurt many people because revenue will continue to come. Commissioner Kalo said it would just take longer to get service. Commissioner Williams said the $111,000 cut is steep but we need to cut and get to the $3-4 million and personnel will have to be cut but if the sales tax does not pass there is a true deficit and we have to be prepared. 
Commissioner Williams would like to come up with numbers today and explain to the public that this is what is going to be lost if sales tax is not passed. Commissioner Kalo said this would give everyone an opportunity to discuss the services that will be lost to the public and he knows no one will be happen, even the Commissioners department will be taken severe cuts we need to talk about no longer funding OSU extension which would eliminate 4H program, but it is not a mandated services even though this is dear to him because he has gone to the fair each year since 1983 and participating, also transit (zero, some, none) also Soil & Water (but not sure who would report NPDES, construction, off water run, but reports have to be done).  He stated Lorain County has never gone through something this severe, we have never seen this and they are asking everyone to help get to the cuts that have to be made, what services will be cut and what would be the ramifications.  He stated that the Recorders office would slow down but it is the only place that revenue would still be generated.  Commissioner Kokoski said $100,000 out of a $400,000 budget is ridiculous. Recorder Nedwick said this office works along with Prosecutor, Clerk of Courts, Civil, Auditor and Treasurer and this is frustrating when she has done everything she could to get the budget to work.  Commissioner Williams said the Recorder has done great things and appreciates it but the cuts need to be made.
Treasurer Talarek said back in the 80’s times were bad and the office was only opened to the public 4 days a week, lost 20% of personnel.  He also stated his office along with the Recorder and Auditor work together people have real estate and all money collected comes through his office, everyone wants service but no one wants to pay for it and if employees are cut it will take a long time for process.  He has no part time, no overtime and there are only 11 people and he would recommend that his office is closed to the public on Wednesday so people can catch up.  Commissioner Williams said if the office is closed 1 day how many people will be eliminated, Treasurer said 1 or 2 people.
Clerk of Courts Nabakowski said his office is not opened until 10 am. The justice center should be shut down on either Monday or Friday, turn off all the lights and lock the doors. He asked are you having this race to have the worst services in the State of Ohio is beyond him.  He would think this meeting should be cancelled, go out and start knocking on doors and explaining to people who have no idea what the county does and why this tax is needed. He was a Commissioner and it was bad then and they worked hard to get more money, people do not know what the county government does for them and the Commissioners are now trying to have them feel pain and maybe people would pay more taxes, is this your theory. Commissioner Kalo said he does not think this is it. Mr. Nabakowski said he has been working on Shop Lorain County which he believes the Commissioners should do, but they are not and revenue is just as important as expenditures, there is 15-17 cents going to Cuyahoga County where this sales tax is 200% more than Lorain County, people are spending their money, sales tax is not a big deal to them, it is no where near the kind of pain that will be caused by shutting down by the pain that has already been caused with people not having jobs, no transportation, on welfare and pennywise is having stupidity.  He said shut the building Monday or Friday, save on utilities.

Judge Walther said the services suck and the idea of closing the building is not going to work, the courts are opened 247 days a year and are mandated to be opened 240 days, it is not legal to close. Commissioner Kokoski said we can’t close county government 1 day a week, Judge Walther said there are only 7 days that could be closed per judicial but this is not an invitation to close.  Mr. Nabakowski said not every building has to be opened, have courts come to this building, Court Administrator Lubbe said that would not be proper. 
Commissioner Williams said we need to get back to reality, Mr. Nabakowski said this reality, more money needs to be raised. Commissioner Kokoski said we have tried to do this three times. Mr. Nabakowski said he has attorneys hounding him because he does not open until 10, have people trying to do notary, can’t do.  Commissioner Kalo said the budget has to be balanced for 2012 and there is a serious shortfall, and we will go out and work on sales tax but we have to know now what services will no longer be there, that is the reality and Commissioners do have the ability to cut the budget.  Mr. Nabakowski said he has more faith in people and they need to know the true story. Commissioner Kalo said this is what we are trying to do today and over the next week in what services will be cut; suggestions were closing the building, shutting down one day to the public in the Treasurers, Recorders office will be slow but same revenue and Judge won’t close, we don’t have a choice, Budget Commission will not pass a budget that does not balance, there is a $48.5 revenue figure for 2012 and budget needs to reflect.  No one wants services cut and they have gone out before; Prosecutor Will and Sheriff were the faces of the last campaign for the ½% sales tax that was previously imposed and the ballot language was terrible because it looked like we were passing another one unless you read down and stated “keeping the one you had” and everyone agrees.   Mr. Nabakowski said redo ballot language, Commissioner Kalo said we have no choice they prepare and asked Election Director Adams about the revised code and how it goes out. Mr. Adams said it has been sent to Secretary of State Office, Mr. Nabakowski said be aggressive.

Judge Walther had to leave but stated a theory of law “justice delayed is justice denied”.  He has made cuts and returned money and it is the responsibility of the Commissioners to fund the budget and a tax needs to be imposed.  

Mr. Nabakowski said the county has cut for 4 years and revenue is needed.

Judge Zaleski said the job needs to be done, Commissioner Kokoski asked how do you get another job in government, Judge said impose the tax.

Commissioner Kalo said there was not an unanimous movement this year, a tax is on the ballot in November and hope the public will see but we still need to have a balanced budget going into 2012 and this is also going on throughout the state.  He receives notices from CCAO and Lake County Sheriff has begged the Commissioners to impose a sales tax, counties have laid off entire sheriff’s office like Ashtabula.  This Board has been trying to not just make this a safety tax it is a criminal justice tax because the bulk of the money goes to the services of Sheriff, jail, Clerk of Courts, Prosecutor,  Judges and if this does not pass, numbers are needed and what services will be cut.

Treasurer Talarek said we are all suppose to be working together like adults, we are the 87th lowest inside mileage (tax on real estate), 9th largest county and one other county has lower sales tax than we do, the county needs to generate revenue.  Commissioner Williams said we are asking the taxpayers to approve the sales tax, he said he would not impose a sales tax this year and the other two can not do it, so this notion of this happening is off the table, we can sit around and talk about this and that should be done or we can go through the budget and work together to get it down to $3-4 million or you can get up and leave the table and Commissioners will make the decision and the departments will live with it. Commissioner Kalo said he would rather talk and he knows it is not comfortable but it is something that needs done.
Commissioner asked Treasurer Talarek asked how much 1 employee would be, $50,000. Treasurer Talarek said this is high, but if it includes benefits, etc. than almost.


Common Pleas Court Administrator Tim Lubbe said there is an obligation to fund, the courts have submitted a budget that is reasonable and necessary and there is no option to delay, it is mandated.  Commissioner Kalo said there are some services that are not mandated, such as 4E, 4D these are reimbursed, so no savings and asked what are we going to lose if the Prosecutors sustain cuts for 2012, what is affected, everyone works together, because the courts as a separate part of justice has an ability to meet all mandated codes and entry budget and this does not apply to other parts that are a major part of the courts to do their job. He said what if there is no Prosecutor in the courtroom, Mr. Lubbe said job could not be done.
Commissioner Kalo said previous year the Prosecutors office took at 15%, working 15% less and now we are back if not worse at this point again.  
Prosecutor Will said his budget this year is $2.150 million, less $533,000, a 22% cut since 2007 and there are more courtrooms now and salaries are at the 2002 level.  His office intertwines will all and if another reduction has to take place it will be in the civil office to also include adult/juvenile criminal. He said when you cut his department, it puts people out the door, its not going to be slow, it is not going to be done and bad things will happen. There will be no more opinions, no more contract reviews, no representation for townships and he is already done employees. 
Commissioner Kalo said the budget is $4.5 million of general fund with rollover criminal justice account so total budget is around $2.9 million, what will happen if the department was cut $250,000. Prosecutor Will said nothing will be done, this will affect a lot of people/departments.

George Koury, Prosecutor Chief of Staff said he was once a Commissioner in the 80’s, there was 24% unemployment, he made the tough decisions, took the beating, there is no sympathy, and he would refuse to reside over the demise of the county. He said people are suffering out there will not receive the minimum service that they should receive for law enforcement, we are now talking about people’s lives and they would be down to 1999 levels
Commissioner Kokoski said at this table there are two former commissioners (Koury & Nabakowski) and asked what their suggestions would be to them, what do they do. Mr. Koury said with all due respect he would not be doing this on August 31, he would have done it this past January and are we giving the citizens the minimum responsibility that they respect from us. Commissioner Kalo said they also have to give us the revenue in order to support these services.  
Commissioner Williams said he brought up in January the county should have made cuts and was told wait until we see what the state is going to cut because it might not be that bad. Mr. Koury said he has provided a response if the office was cut a ¼ million dollars.

Commissioner Williams said he was looking at $500,000 cut to the Prosecutors office, Prosecutor Will said he read the facebook. Commissioner Williams said there is a deficit and numbers have to be cut, this is a large budget and services are viable. He said the Sheriffs office is life or death and have heard that road patrol is not mandated, people in the township do pay for it and deserve to have it, and we all need to work together.

Commissioner Kokoski said she had not seen the facebook posting. Commissioner Williams said Brad Dixon, Chronicle Telegram had a posting “where would the commissioners look at taking cuts” and he responded and he put his proposal on facebook. Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski said they wished that this was shared with them.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked Commissioner Williams how much money in this facebook posting are you trying to cut. Commissioner Williams said in this facebook response was $2.2 million; cut pathways $500,000; Prosecutor $500,000, Recorder $111,000; Clerk of Courts 1/2 million.

Commissioner Kalo said the $700,000 is either a cut or revenue and he has been doing it as a additional revenue on top $48.5 million certificate, as he stated at the beginning of the meeting; $700,000 here, $600,000 in return charges from board of elections; $3-400,000 u-trust; additional $1 million carryover vs. $7 million tax budget around a $7-8 million in carryover which has been shared with Fitch’s & Moody’s. These are the numbers he has been working with to get around a $3 million dollar cut. Commissioner Kokoski asked if this was on the $42 million dollar revenue, so a total revenue of $50 million, Commissioner Kalo said about $49.5 million, can’t use $700,00 from Clerk because this is additional revenue.
Commissioner Williams said Clerk of Courts will have project carryover of $1 million dollars in title. Commissioner Kalo said this office needs around $300,000 to begin 2012. Clerk of Courts Nabakowski said the title fee increases every 7 years and it is starting to be steady and his predecessor Rothgery gave back as well as he has done for the past 16 years to the Commissioners office.  Commissioner Williams said Commissioners could just cut the budget and he gets upset when office tells him they give money back each year, which is money the Commissioners gave them initially, $1 million carryover in this time. Mr. Nabakowski said there is $80 million in the investment fund, Treasurer Talarek said $93 million. Commissioner Williams told Mr. Nabakowski that he has given this county a black eye with the amount of people that he has hired, you have a small, little army down there.  Mr. Nabakowski said he has less working for him now than he did when he took job in 2000, Commissioner Williams said maybe there should be less.  Sally Pack, Clerk of Courts Office told Commissioner Williams that he needed to do his homework, you really have no clue, there are 5 less people in the legal division alone.

Commissioner Kokoski said we are starting to pick at each other, but it is no one at this table’s fault as to why we in the situation we are in; if interest income goes back to where it was a few years ago, there is $6 million dollar shortfall we could have in 1 year.  

Mr. Nabakowski said he did a study of the justice building and there was a carryover of $30-35 million. Commissioner Kokoski said there was $25 million dumped into the justice center before they took office and now they are paying the $1.8 million note, we are all dealing with our predecessors and what the taxpayers are willing to give us and unless they understand what the county does, they would not support a sales tax. 
Commissioner Kalo said he is not interested in doing cuts this year, we have a budget and need to present to the public exactly what services will be delivered and it probably will not be nice and if it means Clerk of Courts not open till noon everyday, we will have to live with it, if it means we will not have civil attorneys then we have no choice because this is all the public has given us to work with, he does not have an answer if it does not pass, there is no additional revenue, don’t have a fund to pull money from.
Doug Messer, Court Administrator – Domestic Relations asked if there is money for trailing costs, Commissioner Kalo said this is why cuts have to be made in order to cover, also because of SB5 there will be more retiring. He is not asking for specific cuts today and numbers are being proposed and come back in a week to say this is what will be lost, he would hope the same from all departments. His cut to the Prosecutors office would be around $250,000 and Commissioner Williams is looking at $500,000 we need to look somewhere in between to see what would be lost.  Commissioner Kalo said he would rather paint the roads in gold, but we do not do roads, we need to provide services.  In the past when there was money; new justice center $1.8 million note some refinancing was done so it is around $1.3 million in 2013, population shift lost $3.6 million in revenue that was distributed annually to other entities in the county. There was around $3.5 million 2 year cut from the State of Ohio, increase healthcare costs so employees are paying more, we have been trying everything but we are at the point and need everyone’s help and he is friends with a lot at this table but we need to get to this number and there is no way everyone will be happy.  Mr. Nabakowski put pressure on CCAO, Mr. Kalo said he has and he is also working with the Jobs Ohio and even tried to help Recorder out with her funds at the state but the state just keeps cutting like the federal government and we have to accept.
Recorder Nedwick said her office also helps balance the state budget with the Ohio Housing Trust Fund as well support this county and sitting here it is education to people, we need to get out there and let them know how important that these services are and get the respect of the people for their jobs, if we are here to serve them, if we were not here to serve then they would not be elected officials.  

Commissioner Kalo asked Prosecutor Will to come back and say what will happen if $250-500,000 was cut from his budget.  He said Commissioners have not agreed to what cuts are going to be they are looking for input.  

Commissioner Kokoski said in speaking of JOBS OHIO we spend a lot of money in economic development with Team Lorain County, Glide which are good things that work in creating jobs like TeleTech, Steel plant but this maybe something and when asked citizens in this county, the answer is jobs but are we in a position right now to fund job creation, job retention, she does not know and we need to look at even though Ted is not in favor and not sure about Tom but just like Pathways is important to some, jobs are important to Commissioners but can we fund everything mandated or not.

Dennis Will Prosecutor said civil division will be cut as well as criminal division. Commissioner Williams said he is a strong believer to prosecute all criminals but issue on hand is, can we offer, will it lead to more plead bargaining, defense attorneys challenging because it has not been done in a timely manner and do more speedy trials. There is no disregard for anyone but where is the money going to come from, there has been discussion on imposing tax on the people, people are going through the same thing they do not want additional tax they feel they are getting hit hard and this tax is a 50/50 shot of passing, there are other levies going on in November. We need to show them and tell them what it will do to the county government. 

Commissioner Kalo said the Auditor is not here.


Commissioner Kalo said the Coroner has asked for an additional $100,000. Dr. Evans said his predecessor submitted this budget which he was no longer able to do on this budget.  He has 6 employees and the doctors earn $9/hour and do as a public service. Deaths have to be investigated, last year there were only 29 autopsies done. Commissioner Williams said the budget is $429,000, Ms. Quarick said $525,000 has been requested because a value resource was lost in Dr. Matus. He had over 18 ½ years looking at death scenes and able to do a good job without having to do autopsies and his experience can not be replaced so more toxicology is need. Dr. Evans said even if Dr. Matus was here he realized that these services had to be done, some of it is mandated to do.

Commissioner Kalo asked what would happen if we did not do it. Dr. Evans said it is illegal. Prosecutor Will said the county could be sued, doctor could be sued independently it is a mandated service.  Dr. Evans even if the ones that are not mandated the people expects someone to show up to take care of the body, can not leave families to do it is not an option, and it could be a public health risk. Ms. Quarick said the Coroner is responsible for the transport of the body from the scene.

Paul Adams, Board of Elections said in his capacity as Director he would not guess as to where the opinions of the people are and look back at the financial crisis in 2008/2009 there were additional levies in communities put on the ballot that passed and all politics are local. If the residents believe that it is something they want or believe in, even if the economy is bad they will vote for it.  In regards to the 2012 budget, this office lives in a 4 year cycle, in 2008 was a presidential election, same thing next year and 35 precincts have been eliminated in the last 6 months and in 2012 there will be 199 precincts and the last time it was small was in 1960. The question is now is, how long will the lines be and closed 10 polling locations and as the Director he would not feel comfortable in closing anymore but if there is a place to be reviewed it can be. The pollworkers get minimum wage and can work up to 12 hours and they are much appreciated. 
Commissioner Williams said at the 1960 levels there was no early voting, Mr. Adams said there has always been the 35 days before absentee but up until recently people did not take advantage of this and this was part of the equation to close areas. 

Commissioner Williams asked what the cost was in closing the precincts, Mr. Adams said around $1,500/year but it is reflected in his request.

Commissioner Kalo said the Auditor’s budget is $1.7 million and his not present. Commissioner Kokoski said she is not happy he is not here. Commissioner Williams said he is looking at $300,000 cut. Commissioner Kalo asked Jason Kelleher, Auditor’s employee sitting in audience if he would convey this to Auditor Stewart and have him convey what services would be lost.

Treasurer Talarek said he is not speaking for the Auditor but the Auditor, Reorder & Treasurer all work together. The reason the Board of Revisions is still hearing cases is because Auditor/Treasurer/Commissioners office has been short to hear cases and October 1 Auditor has to submit to the state the real estate taxes.  He said if these departments are cut it will slow down services and in the 25 years he has been here they have had an excellent schedule.

Commissioner Kalo said the last time the sales tax was passed was 1985/86, Mr. Koury said 1986. Mr. Koury said the Prosecutor office also represents the county on tax appeal cases in Columbus and this is through the civil office


Commissioner Kalo said there are different views of cuts, discussion was had on $500,000 savings to Pathways/Turning Point, Recorder $50-100,000 and same with Treasurer, $350,000 from budget stabilization for jail.


Captain Drozdowski he said the Sheriff cuts everything and if all departments back up this means that the jail population is going to increase we are at $90-95/day and less people can make bond, they can not control who goes to jail.  Commissioner Kalo asked about the revolving door and releasing inmates, Captain Drozdowski said only a federal judge can order a decree and the last time it happened was because the county was sued federal over the number of inmates in the jail.  He stated that the type of people that are in jail today are not the type of people that were in jail in the 80’s, if these people are let out they will commit again, there are minimum deputies on road and at justice center  and people will start taking the matter into their own hands.
Commissioner Williams said cuts are not popular but there is around $3.57 million to cut; $300,000 to Commissioners, $20,000 Records Center; $100,000 building and grounds; $75,000 office services; $40,000 telecommunications; waiting for contract on custodians; $300,000 Auditor, $100,000 Treasurer; $500,000 Prosecutor; cut Pathways & Turning Point; $3-500,000 Clerk of Courts and return the $700,000; $110,000 Recorder.

County Administrator Cordes said if the records center is cut, records are no longer going to courts, prosecutor’s office and other departments, there are only 3 employees there. Commissioner Kalo said $20,000 is not an employee, it has to be a $40-50,000 cut. This office will do what they will have to do, we have already had a 10% cut this year and 5% before, while other departments did not take a cut so how many more cuts will this office take at the expense of other departments not taking cuts and we just ask for similar equitable treatment. As far as shared services these are things that we have given to various departments and will no longer provide they will get double dipped because he does not have the money to provide these services to the other departments. Shared services are such things as contracts, service maintenance, etc, and Domestic Relations just sent one over today regards to mental health services that we have been doing for years.
Commissioner Williams said he is looking to cut $3.5 million because Ted is around $3 million in cuts and he is at $4 million so let’s just split.  
Commissioner Kalo told County Administrator Cordes that he would have the same opportunity just like everyone else what will be lost in a week’s time past on approximate numbers, what are we or not going to do and go forward with it for 2012, so everyone has a quarter to prepare for what is going to happen if the sales tax is unsuccessful.  He does not believe that one quarter of cuts will give any significant savings for us when you bundle all the trailing costs and give opportunity to change how the office will be operated.

Commissioner Williams said #10 and #11 he has no reductions.

Commissioner Kalo said #21 – commissioners miscellaneous/allocations at $7.9 million are mandated/semi mandated.

Commissioner Kokoski said this is where the sales tax was put because it was at $2.6 million.  County Administrator Cordes said yes.

Commissioner Williams said takes $1.1 million out.  Commissioner Kokoski said this is for unemployment, professional services, annual audit, CAFR, burial indigent veterans, matching grants, jail subsidy, vacation/sick leave payouts, consultants, memberships, indigent attorney fees, etc. there is  no way $1.1 million will come from here. Commissioner Kalo said no it will have to come from other lines.  County Administrator Cordes said when an unemployment bill comes you have to pay or go to court. Commissioner Kalo said this is where all those funds are parked for trialing costs but not sure if enough is in there.
Commissioner Williams said take $300,000 from Auditor; $100,000 Treasurer; $500,000 Prosecutor; #35 & #36 Pathways/Turning Point close; Coroner keep same; Clerk of Courts take $700,000 back and reduce $3-500,000; Board of Elections not much; Recorders $110,000; Veterans stay.  

Commissioner Kalo said he does not agree with these numbers but not having Auditors input he will leave until he has more information, Treasurer $40-50,000; Prosecutor $250,000; Jail $350,000; Recorder $45-50,000; Pathways/Turning Point close; Clerk of Courts with the $700,000 coming back around $150,000 and he with all his preliminary cuts he is around $2 million.

David Keener, Recorders IT said if shared services are cut this really needs to be looked at closely because it will trickle down such as #4 building and grounds; #5 office services; #6 telecommunications; #7 custodial and common costs, etc.  County Administrator Cordes said if you take $100,000 from office service there will be no mail because there will be no postage. Commissioner Kalo said this office was closed 3 years ago, there is 1 person and the bulk of this budget is for postage.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said with all these budget discussions she has not heard how Commissioners will inform the people. Commissioner Kalo said he would hope next week they could organize a sales tax campaign meeting and we needed to get through this process to inform the public what it will be. 
George Koury, Prosecutors Chief of Staff said this is a tough process and this should have started in January and then all elected officials could have had opportunity to look at this and educate the people over a longer period of time and they will all do the best they can.
Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners deserve some due because we had a brand new Commissioners that did not know budget process and learn through the first 5-6 months that was done in the past and a lot of the political rederict is cut, cut, cut and then he realized that additional revenue was needed it took some time.  Mr. Koury said he took office in January 1985 and they had it resolved in May 1985 along with Mr. Jacoby and decisions were made and he determined what had to be done.  He also stated if the public does not understand unless they need the service.
Commissioner Kalo said he would ask that by next week he would like to hear about the proposed cuts with the numbers that were discussed today.  He said in their own departments, Commissioner Williams has put some severe cuts with his proposal and not sure if it could all be done because there is a lot of non mandated items that we have been like transit, osu, glide, etc. and we are all in the same place we are not picking on anyone, this has been the first time we have done budget discussions and it has been an informative meeting.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if we are just going to go ahead with the proposed numbers that Commissioner Williams gave, Commissioner Kalo said no he just asked for the departments to look at the numbers that were thrown out there because he has different numbers and he would like to know what services will be cut if any of these numbers were to be used and we have to get this message out to the public or the sales tax does not have a shot of passing and we have no way of what we are getting into in 2012.

Commissioners took a break at 5 minute break before discussions were had with the Veterans Service Board.

Commissioners returned at 12:08 p.m.
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VETERANS 


Commissioner Kalo said the Veterans are here today regards to a letter that County Administrator Cordes sent. Sam Betounes, Veterans Commissioner member said this letter only gave the members 6 days to continue healthcare and this is mean spirited. Commissioner Kalo said the plan other than elected officials; no resolution states the Commission is to be included on the plan. Mr. Bates said this has been over 20+ years, prior to 1981 because Mr. Dickerson has it as well as Mr. Koba. Mr. Betounes said elected officials are only part time. Commissioner Kalo said the county does not offer insurance to board members. Mr. Betounes said there are only 3 people on the commission now that receive healthcare coverage. Commissioner Kalo said the commissioners are the fiduciaries. County Administrator Cordes said there are only 3 part time county elected officials - the Commissioners and other county elected officials are full time and the last plan change was in 1997.  
Commissioner Kalo said this was brought up because of the code, which Veterans have been very explicit about what is to be done and not done. 
County Administrator Cordes said the Commissioners are the fiduciaries and decide eligibility and he was not aware of any authorization to allow special enrollment and based upon the Ohio Revised Code this board by resolution would authorize payment of healthcare and nothing has been found. He asked Counsel to work with Veterans. Mr. Bates said the Commissioners should have this in their achieves prior to 1981.  Mr. Bates said under McKinley Dickerson his wife is a retire of the county; County Administrator Cordes said dual county employees have that option of the healthcare.  County Administrator Cordes said the Clerk was unable to find any resolutions, Clerk stated she did look through 1980’s.  Mr. Betounes asked if there was anything that first allowed Veterans Service onto the plan, Clerk stated she was unable to find anything and stated it shows the Veterans Board only receives $500 monthly compensation and nothing further.  Mr. Childers said he did find resolutions in the 90’s that reference increases in pay.  Commissioner Kalo asked other counties about payment to board members and healthcare and the following information was received on Veterans Commission - Stark County receive $7,152.34 annually, and PERS but no healthcare, Lake County has 5 members receive $7,000.32, PERS and life insurance but no health insurance, Butler County receives $7,000 annually and no insurance and Mahoning County pays only a portion of life and healthcare insurance.  
Mr. Bates said there have been no raises since 2002 and he advised his commission that these raises were done improperly in accordance with the regulations and the budget was approved that did include this and the Board of Commissioners approved.  County Administrator Cordes said there was no line item budget with salary and employees so therefore you can’t approve it as a whole. Commissioner Kokoski said there was a year with supporting documentation that requested raises and the commission did not even know this, Mr. Bates said this was in 2009. County Administrator Cordes said the commissioners were not aware of this until a couple of months ago when they started looking into the budgets and the regulations in the codes, etc.  
Mr. Betounes said what is the appropriated time to terminate.  Commissioner Kalo said these discussions have been ongoing because the Prosecutor stated that the county has been in violation. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he spoke with the Commissioners and Veterans Commission and have searched for resolutions and there has been improper things done, no resolutions and he does represent both Commissioners and Veterans and it is up to the Commissioners to set fair compensation.  Mr. Betounes said 6 days is a short window to be dropped off healthcare; County Administrator Cordes said they would be eligible for COBRA once terminated. Mr. Betounes said what if someone has an alignment, will they continue to receive healthcare, County Administrator Cordes said if they choose to continue on COBRA and pay full coverage they can be covered up to 18 months. 
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes asked if the Veterans Board was meanable to sit down because he did relate back to the Commissioners that the Veterans were not interested at one time and felt their positions were correct or would the Veterans Commission like to meet with the Commissioners to discuss further because 6 days notice was brief. County Administrator Cordes said there are legal issues 1) no authorization of payment of coverage and 2) eligibility of members.  Commissioner Kokoski has no problem in extending coverage for another month until further discussion. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said this meeting needs to be serious. Mr. Betounes said his additional reaction is the length of time. Commissioner Kalo asked Mr. Betounes if he was aware of the issue with plan. Mr. Betounes said it was presented to him that the Commissioners were looking into the compensation and benefits, there was nothing specific and no resolutions could be found and the Commissioners resolutions are not his problem. County Administrator Cordes said the payments are the board’s problem and Veterans process payroll but there is no resolution authorizing the payment but Veterans are still processing so this Commission has the problem. Veterans need to get a resolution from the Commission for this authorization. Commissioner Kalo said there are issues with two things; compensation and benefits, Veterans Commission takes their stuff directly to the Auditors and the Commissioners do not see for authorization. County Administrator Cordes said when he spoke with the Auditors office they were unaware of any resolutions relating to the authorization of payment to the Veterans.  Mr. Bates said the Commissioners responsible are to set compensation under 5901. Mr. Bates said under the compensation portion it is the fault of both boards because prior resolutions were passed for the budget so this is a resolution authorizing.  

Mr. Childers asked what the cost of insurance is; County Administrator Cordes said he thinks it is around $1100/month for family and $550/month for single. Mr. Childers asked if he could pay self pay until end of year because he has meet his deductible. County Administrator Cordes said there is no self pay, COBRA is the cost of the plan + 2%.  Mr. Betounes said cobra is $1,327.50 for family and $529.20 for single and Mr. Dickerson pays a reduced rate. Mr. Childers said he not only thinks about himself but Mr. Koba has an ill wife and this 6 day notice, County Administrator Cordes said back in the 90’s a lot of non profit agencies were in eligible to be in the county insurance so they were dropped and he will see if someone has met deductibles this would follow with cobra.
The Veterans and Commissioners have agreed to meet September 7 at 11 am.

Discussion continued and the following resolution was adopted;
