Commissioner Kalo said Soil & Water requested an executive session regards to personnel issues relating to budget.  She said budget discussions are not private. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said this is not a motion to do so and we will wait until they arrive.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin will not be at township meeting but will be at Penfield sales tax information meeting and he knows it is a proposal but hope that the commissioners will get information on the Presidential additional funds and would this affect safety forces and teachers and said the sales tax and additional money from government is needed.  Commissioner Kalo said he does not know what the federal government does, Sheriff applies continually on the COPS grant and the city entities receive this money.

Commissioners reconvened from executive session to open discussions with Soil & Water Conservation District.

John Born, Soil & Water said objective is in lieu of financial ability to function as a board and an employee could be dismissed and would like to request an executive session to discuss the elimination or dismissal of an employee.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the removal of an employee as a specific is correct.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said this is acceptable for executive session but no discussion of budget or alternatives.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said they are saying the reason to layoff an employee is because of the budget. Mr. Ternes said they only have 2 employees.

Motion by Kokoski, seconded by Kalo to recess into an executive session at 10:45 a.m. with Soil & Water upon roll call the vote taken, thereon resulted: Ayes: All.

Motion carried.

Commissioners reconvened at 11:26 a.m.
Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said the Clerk was not present and there was important discussions taken place and asked if this would be part of the record. Clerk Upton stated that she was just called and the recording was not on.

John Born, Soil & Water said they are looking at the end of the year laying of one of the employees that would directly affect the county commissioners efforts in phase 2 and this is why they are being proactive in the budget planning and making the commissioners aware so hopefully they can get funding, get the work done and by starting early there would be no surprises in order to enable Soil & water to get back on track.
Commissioner Kokoski said when she spoke with Mr. Born last week it sounded like it was an immediate layoff but he was just being proactive with a fair warning.  Mr. Born said there will be changes made for next year. 
Commissioner Williams stated the funding this year was $75,000 and asked how much will be needed for next year. Mr. Born said he is not sure but will look at putting a budget together. Commissioner Kokoski said if Nancy Funni, Soil & Water was laid off how does the phase 2 get done, what are the commissioner’s alternatives in order to get the epa mandated accomplished. County Administrator Cordes said if there is a layoff conducted, Soil & Water will not be able to do this work, Mr. Born said correct. 
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes wanted to clarify that none of these discussions took place in executive session.
County Administrator Cordes said commissioners could hire an employee to do but then it becomes an issue of dollar and sense as it was 
done through Soil & water, could do part time, full time, consultant or hire company to do but he has not reviewed anything relating to this and not sure what is best.  He stated the NPDES Phase 2 is a requirement of the EPA that needs to be met and it needs to be figured out. 
 Commissioner Kokoski said she is glad that there was prior notice but with the $75,000 that is given to Soil & water a match is given from the state, Mr. Born said they received 92% this year but not sure what it would be next year and if the commissioners would do this, then Soil & Water would not get a match, Mr. Born said correct.  Mr. Born said Soil & Water will put a budget together to figure all this out and their objective is to keep office open and they are fairly competent that they could do with a little help from commissioners and not stress troubled budget.

Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said an alternative is to transfer that employee under a county department. Commissioner Williams said if the transfer is done what about payout, etc.  County Administrator Cordes said we just did something similar with the Sheriff Dispatch that was hired through 911 dispatch, so there was no cash out or rehire and Commissioners have never participated in any of these.
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said there is further review needed 1) transfer employee to county department; 2) move service to another department and/or 3) need budget and then figure out. Commissioner Kalo said the fees collected are only around $6,000/year and possibly do on a part time until economy picks up County Administrator Cordes said look at increasing fees. Commissioner Kokoski said we could give Soil & Water the fees to get match, Mr. Ternes said fees are not matched.

County Administrator Cordes inquired about the rent. Commissioner Williams said the county owns the property so there is no need to collect the $21,900 Soil & Water owes for rent and he appreciates that they gave the commissioners a heads up and wished that other elected officials should do the same.  Mr. Born said budget is around $83,000, minus 1 employee and did not want to blind side commissioners and it was a good time to see the commissioners because harvest season is coming up. Commissioner Kalo asked when Soil & Water would know from the state what percentage they would receive, Mr. Born said not until June. Mr. Ternes said there is an appropriation fund that all county monies go into and then it is divided amongst all.
County Administrator Cordes said he heard 1 commissioner speak of waiving the rent. Commissioner Kalo said he would like to look at others before we do anything with any rent.
David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said Commissioners meet for 40 minutes and this conversation that was just had could have been discussed prior to the executive session. County Administrator Cordes told Mr. Ashenhurst if he had a problem and there was a violation of the sunshine laws then make it and stop telling the board how to manage their meetings.  Administrator Cordes told Mr. Ashenhurst if he believes there was a violation of sunshine laws, state it and whether you agree with the procedure or not is not his jurmain, what is jurmain is if there is a violation or not. Mr. Ashenhurst said stated he believes the commissioners violated the sunshine laws. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he has been to the supreme court 3 times and actually what occurred was not even a meeting, there was never a single word exchanged between either commissioners or between the members of soil and water, there was discussion from both boards to the him and they spent half of the time in the room stating that this could not be discussed, etc. and he has been to the Supreme Court 3 times on this issue and he has won all 3 times. Mr. Ashenhurst said then what was executive session. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said it was called because he was not sure what was going to be brought up and you don’t know until you get in there. Mr. Ashenhurst said it states that this is inappropriate to discuss the creation of a new position. He also stated that on September 23 at 10 am all public officials and the public are entitled to the records training and he would encourage all.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said she is sorry that there are some angry tones but would ask that the clarification is noted on the record as to why the executive session was called. She also stated that the citizens have a right to raise questions and information is always good..

Bob Ternes, Soil & Water said he is very supportive of the sunshine laws and there was discussion of the potential layoff and did not know there was a difference between dismissal and layoff and how this would affect the commissioners and the county. Commissioner Kalo said this is why they came back out because it was discussion of the layoff of 1 specific employee.

Elizabeth Rumics, Oberlin said the executive session listed is vary vague and was not sure why there had to be discussion with Commissioners and a  Soil & Water employee, it has been educational.
