JVS provides opportunities with different career and employment paths.

Commissioner Kokoski said her thoughts and prayers are with her two friends that passed away this week; Tim Donovan, President – UAW Local 2000 and Jerry Lewandowski Chairman Goodwill, they were both great guys and will truly be missed.

Commissioner Kalo attending the Avon Interchange groundbreaking, which was a 16 year process and the Commissioners, has been involved with the study that went through NOACA showing it would not be bad for Cuyahoga County. 

He attended CCAO meeting Tim Keene-Director of Ohio Budget Management speaking of budget cuts and said counties are just regional offices of state government and whatever they send down counties have to administer and implement and this was not fair how cuts were made. 
He attended the Apple festival on Saturday talking to residents and handing out fact sheet on sales tax and responses were mixed; comments from not using Sheriff’s office to cutting transit and things that did not have anything to do with the county such as police officers, etc.

He represented the Commissioners on Sunday at the Fleet Admiral King tribute on Hamilton Avenue, Lorain and dedicated a park.

He was invited by Cuyahoga Executive Ed Fitzgerald this past Monday at a press conference that was held at the Administration Building overlooking the wind turbine at Science Center to speak about the importance of wind in Ohio as an energy portion as the Governor and 2 representatives; one being Senator Tom Patton and they are introducing legislation to rollback the renewable portfolio standards, many people worked hard, this being his 7th year on renewable energy and 6 years working with Great Lakes Task Force and founding member of LEEDCo. And how important wind is and the offshore component of wind and not sure what is going on because there is a lot of discussion on shale and there are environmental issues that wind does not cause and has major concerns.  
He along with the Don Romancak, Community Development Director will be in Columbus tomorrow to meet with Department of Development 

Commissioner Williams said last Thursday he attended Township Association meeting and spoke about the sales tax and said Monday, September 26 at 7 pm there will be an informational sales tax meeting at Penfield Township Hall and speakers will be Commissioners, Sheriff, Prosecutor and Coroner.
Commissioner Williams attended Apple Festival on Friday speaking with individuals on sales tax and people need to be educated on what the county is responsible for and he also attended the Fleet Admiral King tribute and tomorrow he will be riding along with the Deputies.

Commissioner Kalo stated the fund shortage is approximately $2.8 million and would like to inform departments to prepare for next year and he is not prepared to do cuts this year he does not think a quick enough turn around and change because a lot of it effects the courts but this will give numbers to prepare if the sales tax does not pass.  

Commissioner Kokoski agrees that nothing can be done this year, a lot of these line items the money is already given at the beginning of the year with the budgets so can’t take back something already given.  She said it shows that there is $372,000 in additional cuts that need to be made but what about the savings of combining dispatch of 911/Sheriff.  Commissioner Kalo said this is included in the 2012 budget. 
Commissioner Williams said this is 2012 but what about 2013, because the 2012 budget is $54 million and don’t expect revenue to increase that much so if we don’t get around $42 million it will be a $12 million dollar deficit. Commissioner Kalo said if the sales tax does not pass we will see the devastation of county government.

Commissioner Kokoski said the anticipated revenues are a 1 time deal won’t see again so this is why the sales tax needs to be passed.

Commissioner Kalo said the shortfall of next year would be around $2. 5million. Commissioner Williams said yes budget of 2012 is $2.5 million shortfall but will need additional cuts for 2013. Commissioner Kalo said we still need this year $373,000 in cuts.  Commissioner Kalo said she is ok with the number and will have a better idea at end of this year, it is still early with the amount of monies that will be given back to the commissioners from departments.

Commissioner Kalo said he worked with the budget department to come with the funds that were returned and took 5% cut and came up with carryover.

Commissioner Kokoski said the Budget Department is conservative and we seem to do a little better and certificate is on the low side, she is optimistic and at end of year will see a decrease of $372,000. Commissioner Williams said 2013 will be bad, Commissioner Kalo said there would be major concerns

County Administrator Cordes said it is what it is and started cuts several years ago with the anticipation of the what the next 5 years would look like and we have cooperation from all departments now but back then we did not and these cuts will be significant and severe there will be slow service and delay of other services and we will have to make it work one way or the other.
Commissioner Kokoski said the cuts in the commissioners department like; building and grounds – won’t have to loose/lay anyone off because we will not replace the one person that just left and same with community development but custodial there would be a hardship to layoff 2, there is not that many left. County Administrator Cordes said now that the board has finalized their position regards to cuts he will go through departments and come up with what a strategy would be and he said the Commissioners have made other cuts that produced dividends already and some cuts we have prepared for and will be fine for this year and will have a strategy going into next year. 
He stated he heard the Office on Aging will be closed. Commissioner Kalo stated that we would eliminate the employee we still provide housing and in-kind but we have no salary money because it is not mandated.  County Administrator Cordes stated that there is a non profit group that runs things at the Gates Building, 2nd floor and we provided salary and benefits to the Director and administratively reports to him but for programmatic reports to the non profit board, so they will continue to exist they just have to figure out how they 1) pay the director or 2) replace director with some other form of guidance to keep themselves moving because they have a lot of programs such as; rsvp, meals on wheels and this will be significant for them and the Commissioners will continue to give them the in-kind space and support but can no longer support the salary.

Commissioner Kokoski said there is cut of $50,000 for custodial are we cutting that there or somewhere else. County Administrator Cordes said in his discussions he understood this was being taken out but it was a global of all other commissioners departments and if it can work he will move the money between. Commissioner Kokoski said she is uncomfortable with letting custodians go. County Administrator Cordes said once we look at the numbers we can move money from other one place to another and we have had people leave early in the year and didn’t replace but he has a recommendation to replace someone that left over 7 months ago and don’t want to look at the temporary of what we have this year want to look at the permanency of the cuts for next year.  

County Administrator Cordes stated he met with Doug Messer, Court Administrator – Domestic Relations yesterday and spoke of several issues but most of the departments were waiting to see what the Commissioners were going to do so they could respond. Commissioner Kalo said this has been his discussions with other elected officials as to where we will be and this gives us a good road map going into next year with another $372,000 and if there is any fluctuation in additional returns this number might not be as severe.  


County Administrator Cordes said ok, just like Commissioner Williams has said we have figured this out for 2012 but we are still deferring roof repairs, maintenance, vehicles, etc. with the crumbling infrastructure but the needs are not being attended too. He stated Commissioner Kokoski was coming down back step of deck and there was a broken handle, but it will only continue to get worse and we keep putting them off which is going to create even bigger problems and cost will be greater.  

Commissioner Kalo asked Linnette Gourd, OSU Extension to come up and stated this is a great program and he doesn’t like proposing these things.

Linnette Gourd, OSU Extension Education, Family & Consumer Science, County Director indicated the county appropriations from 2005 until 2011 have reduced significantly with Solid Waste each year at $17,400 but in 2005 general fund was $325,423; 2006 was $325,423; 2007 $293,000; 2008 $293,000; 2009 $243,000; 2010 $86,400 and 2011 was $86,400 and they do not have enough money or funds to pay severance to employees unless changes are made prior to the end of the year.  This past Monday gave layoff notices to 3 employees, reduce 2 others and will close the office on Friday, opened 4 days/week. The revised 2012 budget shows these changes but need $171,000 and trying to get grants, and user fees and stated that they have outdated computers the infrastructure stuff does not get done and doing what they can with what they have.  Commissioner Kalo asked what the minimum funding is for OSU to operate and keep 4H, he said there are over 1400 families involved but it is no mandated.  Ms. Gourd said the budget reflects $90,400 less from last year because she works with Medina County 1 day/week as shared services so they pay $12,800. Commissioner Kokoski said the proposed cuts are taken the account to $0.00 what does this  mean for OSU extension, Ms. Gourd said the office will be gone.  Commissioner Kokoski asked how many people are employed there, Ms. Gourd said 3 educators (1 in family consumer science, 1 in 4H youth development and 1 in agriculture/horticulture), 2 part time support staff and 1 nutrition that is federally funded but unless family consumer science is there as an education the federal funds for the nutrition is not available. Commissioner Kalo said there is also the Carteens program that is used by Domestic Relations for kids that have driving issues. 
Commissioner Williams asked how many kids go through the programs, Ms. Gourd said over 2,000 youths are involved in 4 H programs and there was a summer nutrition program done this year through Elyria City Schools, composting programs through solid waste funds and also put a school garden in at Westwood School, Wellington.

Commissioner Kalo said this program is very important to the county but at this point it is not mandated requirement and Commissioners have to fund other departments in the criminal justice system that are mandated.
County Administrator Cordes said employees do not get severance pay this is trailing cost such as; vacation and sick time. He said with regards to the cuts they would be effective for 2012 but changes will need to be made this year to begin to eliminate some trailing costs going into 2012 and while some additional funds are available for these things there could be significant bounce with trailing costs that may not be sufficiently shored up to pay.  He is not worried right now, because he is also optimistic that the numbers could come in higher than what is anticipated because the numbers are conservative but departments will need to make changes now rather than wait because the trailing cost could be up to 40-50%. 
County Administrator Cordes said he will look at budget and we are starting to see some dividends on those trailing costs on the long term leases when we closed office service, we have outsource printing, etc.
Ms. Gourd said they are trying to be proactive so they do not have these trailing costs. She also presented the Commissioners with a folder containing information from the Director of OSU that was presented at the Northeast regional County Commissioners Association meeting last week and their advisory meeting will be held November 7 to go over what the critical needs are staff changes. Commissioner Kalo said we would also appreciate any support we can get for Issue 22 from the extension and their constituents.
