Commissioner Kokoski said she received an email and wanted to know if it was true that “if house sold after 2012 a sales tax of 3.8% will be paid”. No one was aware of this
Commissioner Kokoski said she received a call from a county school bus garage and First Lady Michelle Obama is pulling out all the vending machines from schools because she only wants healthy snacks and drinks

Commissioner Kokoski said the primary will be early on March 6, deadline is December 7, Clerk said yes


Commissioner Kokoski said the meeting went well in Penfield regards to the sales tax issue and both her fellow commissioners did a wonderful job but she was disturbed by Chronicle stating that “deputies were on the chopping block”. The Commissioners have never discussed this and even during these tough economic times the board has done whatever they could to increase road patrol and just found out that we will be adding deputies in addition the deputies being brought back with the combining of 911 and Sheriff dispatch.

Captain James Drozdowski said about 15 minutes ago he received a call from Senator Browns’ office indicated the COPS grant was approved in amount of $498,000+ which will bring 2 deputies back for 3 years, 4th year county would be responsible for.  He stated that this will give us 5 more deputies (3 from 911/sheriff dispatch and 2 from cops grant) and will give us more ability but they are still down. County Administrator Cordes said we could take the amount from the consolidation of the 911/sheriff dispatch.  

Commissioner Kokoski said they have given 2 deputies paid from solid waste; 3 deputies from combining 911/sheriff dispatch and 2 COPS grant
And she is very proud that we can provide this safety not only for the citizens but our deputies as well.  Captain Drozdowski said the deputies’ attitude is changing because they know that there is some relief with deputies coming back, so they will me even more elated when they here about the other 2 from COPS grant and stated they are doing a good job, just in the last 3 days caught 3 burglars on nights/days.  Commissioner Kokoski stated that Captain Drozdowski gave up his vacation to get this grant done, Captain Drozdowski said yes and everyone is doing their job

Commissioner Williams said when he was on patrol the concern is back up and even with sirens going and crossing the county it is about a 20 minute response.  Captain Drozdowski said this is becoming the norm but will help with these deputies coming back.  Commissioner Kokoski thanked him for the hard work, getting the grant together and approved.
Commissioner Kokoski said she will take credit along with previous boards and “we have not used our safety forces” to get this sales tax passed. They believe in safety don’t want nothing to happen to the deputies or residents and don’t want it on her shoulders.


County Administrator Cordes asked if the Commissioners are authorizing the 3 deputies to come back from the consolidation of 911/sheriff. Commissioner Kokoski said yes, when will the savings be seen. County Administrator Cordes said savings will come later in the year and go date will be sometime late in October and technology is read need to finish up ORI and interviewing is being conducted with respect of hiring current dispatch.
Commissioner Williams said this is the right thing because the Sheriff kept his bargain and we need too.
