BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that we herby terminate the Designation and Host Community Grant with Lorain County Landfill, LLC, Oberlin, Ohio.


Said agreement is considered a part hereof to this resolution as follows:

Termination of Designation and Host Community Agreement

This Termination Agreement is made and entered into the 5th day of October,  2011 by and between the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio (the “Board”) in its capacity as the Board of Directors of the Lorain County Solid Waste Management District (the “District”) organized and existing under the Constitution and laws of the State of Ohio, with offices located at 226 Middle Avenue, Elyria, Ohio, 44035-5641, and Lorain County Landfill, LLC, an Ohio limited liability company with offices located at 43502 Oberlin-Elyria Road, Oberlin, Ohio 44074 (the “Company”).


Whereas, the District and the Company entered a Designation and Host Community Agreement (“D&HCA”) dated April 21, 2010, which had a retroactive effective date of March 1, 2010.  The “whereas” provisions of the D&HCA are incorporated herein as if fully restated herein; and


Whereas, since May of 2011, Ohio EPA indicated that it intended to seek enforcement against the District by alleging the District’s payments to the Company, made pursuant to the D&HCA, were not authorized under the District’s current Solid Waste Management Plan (the “Plan”); and

Whereas, the District commenced settlement discussions with Ohio EPA and in lieu of the Ohio EPA commencing formal legal proceedings against the District, the Ohio EPA invited the District to enter into Director’s Final Findings and Orders (“DFFOs”); and


Whereas, the District agreed to sign the DFFOs, not challenge Ohio EPA’s allegations and explicitly provided that the District did not admit any violation of law; and


Whereas, in order satisfy the DFFOs’ orders, the District must terminate the D&HCA and its Landfill Designation Fee payment obligations to the Company thereunder; and


Whereas, with the termination of the D&HCA, the Company is no longer obligated to: reserve guaranteed disposal capacity for solid waste generated within the District; dispose of all Cuyahoga County, Ohio collected solid waste at the Company’s landfill; provide a ten percent (10%) tipping fee discount for self-hauled residential solid waste; participate in the District’s “Pride Day” county-wide clean-up event; provide free collection and disposal for County facilities under control of the Board; and any other obligations listed in the D&HCA (“D&HCA Obligations”); and

Whereas, pursuant to Section 15, the Termination section of the D&HCA, the District may terminate the D&HCA “if any third party that is unaffiliated with the Company or the Board commences formal legal proceedings to invalidate any provision of this Host Community Agreement, then the Company and the Board shall have the right to terminate this Host Community Agreement by providing thirty (30) days advance notice of termination to the other party”; and


Whereas, the District desires to terminate the D&HCA without having made payment to the Company of past due and owing Landfill Designation Fee payments required pursuant to the D&HCA.


Now Therefore, the parties fully incorporate the foregoing recitals and agree as follows:

1. The District hereby terminates the D&HCA and acknowledges that it has not made the required Landfill Designation Fee payments due and owing the Company for solid waste accepted for disposal by the Company for May, July and August pursuant to the D&HCA.  The District does not intend to make those payments and considers the D&HCA terminated.  By acknowledging the District’s termination of the D&HCA, the Company does not acknowledge the District has sufficient grounds to terminate.

2. The District represents that it is working to amend its current Plan pursuant to ORC 3734.55 and will use its best efforts to ensure the Plan, or Host Community Agreement referenced in the Plan, includes the necessary provisions such that the ORC 3734.57(B)(2) fee for the disposal of solid waste generated out-of-county will be $2.00 per ton.

3. The District represents that it will also use its best efforts to amend its current Plan so that the Plan, or Host Community Agreement referenced in the Plan, will include a lump sum fee paid by the District to the Company in exchange for a guarantee by the Company to provide disposal capacity for solid waste generated within the District in the amount of 1,250 tons per day for 3 years.  The lump sum fee will range from $835,000 to $1,440,000, based upon when the amended Plan is approved and how long the Company must hold open the guaranteed landfill capacity.

4. With the termination of the D&HCA, the Company no longer has any D&HCA Obligations.  Notwithstanding, while the District uses its best efforts to amend its Plan as described above, the Company will continue to meet the D&HCA Obligations on a voluntary basis so long as the Company, in its sole discretion, determines to do such.

5. Notwithstanding anything contained in this Termination Agreement, the Company reserves all if its rights with respect to the District’s termination of the D&HCA and non-payment of Landfill Designation Fee payments.  Assuming a Host Community Agreement can be mutually agreed to and is signed by the parties, the Company will agree to waive any rights it may have with respect to claims or rights reserved under this paragraph.  The parties intend to sign a Host Community Agreement only after the Director of Ohio EPA approves the amended Plan.

6. This Termination Agreement represents the entire agreement of the parties as to its subject matter and supersedes all other written and prior understandings.  

7. This Termination Agreement shall be governed by, and construed in accordance with, the laws of the State of Ohio.

8. This Termination Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of, and be enforceable by and against, the respective successors and assigns of each party.  Nothing in the Termination Agreement is intended to confer any rights on any person or entity, or to establish any third party beneficiary rights or obligations, other than as to the parties specifically referenced herein and their respective successors and assigns.

WHEREAS, Keith A. Bailey, Director, Lorain County Solid Waste Management District, by memo dated September 29, 2011, submitted the following:

“On September 8th 2011, four qualified proposals were received in response to our RFP for the E-Scrap Collection and Recycling Program. We have now completed our review and comparison of each… we respectfully recommend that the Board offer the contract for the E-Scrap Collection and Recycling Program for 2012 to RET3 Jobcorp, Inc. of Cleveland, with options to renew in 2013 and 2014. They are our current contractor, and we are certain that they can meet our specifications for the program without exception. Susan Lux, from Purchasing, concurs with this recommendation.


Offering the contract to RET3 Jobcorp will result in substantial savings. Their new proposal lowers the basic processing price from $.10 per pound to $.08. It also eliminates the current $270 per trailer transportation charge, and provides 1,000 shipping boxes and pallets at no cost. We estimate that these changes will lower the District's cost for 2012 by over $16,000 on the same volume of material as handled in 2011.

If you have any other questions, please contact me at extension 5442." All expenses related to this contract will be paid from the District’s E-Scrap Recycling Fund, Account Number 2260-0000-100-000-05-6700-6702."
