VALOR HOME, LORAIN – VETERANS

Dan Gillotti, By-laws committee Valor Home.  Mr. Gillotti introduced some of the members on the Executive Committee; to include; Sam Felton, Chair, Dale Smith, Vice-Chair, Leo Citro, Secretary, Bill Knapp, Treasurer, Dina Ferrer, Community/Publicity Committee, Don Attie, Finance, Don Bates, Government Affairs, Carol Knapp, VA Volunteer Service Committee.  Mr. Gillotti stated that Valor Home of Lorain County is a program that supports veterans and their dependents in and around Lorain County in their efforts to achieve lasting self-sufficiency.  This facility is located on 5th floor of St. Joseph Community Center, 205 W. 20th Street, Lorain and will provide 30 single occupancy rooms for male veterans. There are common areas to include living room, dinning room, kitchen, pantry, a library and computer room, mediation room, laundry room, bathrooms, staff offices and storage rooms. There will be support services both on site and community based. Each resident is assigned a case worker who has an office and preparation of meals, and laundry and cleaning are responsibility of residents.  October 4, 2010 Family and Community Services, Inc. received final approval form Veterans Administration for a grant to build Valor Home and hope to be opened winter of 2012. Total cost of project is about $700,000, grant from VA will pay 65% about $450,000 and Valor Home will raise almost $250,000 (35%). There are many ways to volunteer; adopt a room program, provide monetary contribution, purchase an engraved brick paver and/or help with construction, painting and decorating. As of March 2010 there are 14,000 beds nationwide, with just under 300 in the State of Ohio and Family and Community Services, Inc., operates three; Summit, Portage and Lorain

Commissioner Kokoski said she is happy to see this is finally happening, many people rallied to save St. Joseph and she even wore here orange shirt today proving that. She asked how long the stay is; Mr. Gillotti said maximum length is 2 years.

Commissioner Kalo said this is good project he as well as the Board of Commissioners, worked with Todd Roby and Stir Leckner to keep this facility opened.

Don Attie, said on behalf of the Veterans he requests that the Lorain County Veterans Service Commission offices be moved to the 1st floor of St. Joseph Community Center, Lorain to coexist with the Valor Home. This will serve the quality of life with the veterans coming home and many organizations are in support to make this a one stop center.

Mike Challender, Sustainability Coordinator and board member of South Shore CDC stated St. Joseph Community Center, Lorain filled an important gap with addition of onsite child care available to employees and adults students that utilize the center. Little Lighthouse Learning Center is on the 1st floor and also LCCC expanded new classroom space occupying the former emergency room area on 1st floor. This new space houses their medical assisting and state tested nurse aide programs. October 20 from 3-6 will have a ribbon cutting and at 5 pm, Lorain Sports Hall of Fame will have a reception to acknowledge the re-establishment and improvement of the Hall of Fame as well.  There will also be representatives from Valor Home, transitional housing for homeless veterans, and majority of funding resulted in a federal grant made possible with assistance of US Representative Betty Sutton.

Sam Felton, Veteran thanked the Commissioners and stated that the Lorain County Service Commission would be a good fit at St. Joseph Center. Commissioner Kokoski said it does make sense but Lorain County has no money and maybe a grassroots effort could do because in 2012 there is a $2 million dollar cut and 2013 it will be $10 million in cuts if the sales tax does not pass to the general fund. She stated it if is not broke the county can not fix at this time there are other things such as; roofs need repaired and the parking deck is falling down. Mr. Felton said he understood the financial concerns and stated there are enough people and in this room that he would hope that it could be done.  Commissioner Kokoski said she hopes the Veterans would be in support of Issue 22.
