Commissioner Kokoski said she would like to hear from everyone before a vote is taken.  Commissioner Kalo said this is what this resolution would do is to set the hearings.  Commissioner Williams said he would like to hear from all that are present today since there are a lot of Township Trustees and have Don Romancak, Director – Community Development to give a presentation.


Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said today is not a hearing or discussion or consideration on the merits to whether or not do anything with the building department. This motion would be to propose to set up public hearings.  He stated there are a lot of people present today to voice opinion of pros and cons but this is not for today.


Commissioner Kokoski said she spoke with Elyria Township Trustee Rob Scheitauer and he stated to her that they would not even like the Commissioners to set hearing dates. If the building department is eliminated are public hearing required, because we either need to be in 100% or get out 100%, since some townships have withdrawn.


Commissioner Williams said this department is voluntary and out of the 18 townships only 4 are involved. County Prosecutor Innes said if the building department closes, no hearings are necessary but would like opportunity to look at.


Commissioner Williams said he would like a presentation given to the Trustees and have them go back to the Association to take a vote because if we are going to go through and create a countywide building department it should be all jurisdictions including the cities and villages.  Commissioner Kalo said this would be a consolidation because they have their own rules and regulations. Commissioner Williams said the state is developing a consolidation fund sometime in February and this could be used for regionalism.  Commissioner Kokoski agreed.
Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said there is no hearings today and there are others that have not received notice therefore nothing can be considered on merit. Commissioner Kalo said he would withdraw, Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the motion that is on the table is just to set the hearings.

Rob Scheitauer, Elyria Township Trustee and President of Lorain County Township Association said he is speaking on behalf of the Township and asked that before the Commissioners set a date for  a public hearing on the process for expanding the area and scope of the building department in accordance with ORC 307.37 the association is requesting more communication between the Township Trustees, County Commissioners and the Lorain County Community Development Department before this item is brought up of a public hearing. The Township Association is requesting the county Commissioners and Community Development Department conduct a presentation to their association at the January 19, 2012 meeting explaining why it is necessary to enact a mandatory building code for all 18 townships. They are also requesting that the active members be allowed to vote on this issue at February 16, 2012 meeting to decide whether their townships want to participate in the county building program.  He was not aware that there was only 4 township, he thought there was 8 township out of 18 have chosen to participate in the county building department and was informed that 2 townships have chosen to withdraw and additional townships are considering this action also.  The average cost per home for building department inspections is $1,000, the construction trades are all ready struggling and additional fees will only make this situation worse.  When the program first started, it was for new homes construction only, now you need to get a permit for siding, roof replacement, storm doors, replacement of hot water tanks and furnace, etc.  He said to purchase a hot water tank for about $225, you need another $100 for inspection. The association will vote to take a stand if this request is not considered.  When you get into peoples pockets, they don’t forget. He personally believes this will create political suicide if you plan on running for re-election.
