HEALTH DISTRICT 1 MILL RENEWAL LEVY


Ken Pearce, Commissioner – Lorain County General Health District said since the early 1950’s the Board of Health has had public health levy.  In 1974 there was a failure of such levy but since this time it has continue to be approved and has requested to place a renewal on the primary ballot of 2012.  Health District is comprised of all townships and villages and the cities of; Sheffield Lake, Amherst, Oberlin, North Ridgeville and Avon. He stated that all cities under Ohio law are health districts but have option to form their own or can contract with the General Health District and this was done in 1960.  There are many serviced delivered on disease prevention, food inspection, health inspection, environmental inspection and nurse for 13 school districts.  They collaborate with the hospitals; Mercy and EMH in doing a comprehensive health assessment and once this is done which uses the Center for Disease Control system of behavior risk factor an analysis then will work with the communities to develop a community health plan for the county.  This is part of a component that leads to National Accreditation.

Commissioner Kalo thanked him and said they do a wonderful job and they also help with Solid Waste and the school district and this is a reasonable renewal levy.

Mr. Pearce said the levy currently generates about $3.8-3.9 million/year which is about ½ of the general health district budget and the other ½ is various grants and fees for services. There is a countywide WIC program that provides around 10,000/annuall a supplement nutrition for mothers and babies and these children are evaluated quarterly to make sure their growth is appropriate, breast feeding, etc and this is through FDA around $1 million/annually.

WHEREAS, The amount of taxes which may be raised within the ten mill limitation will be insufficient to provide an adequate amount for the necessary requirements of said Lorain County, Ohio; therefore be it

RESOLVED, by the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, two-thirds of all members elected thereto concurring, that it is necessary to levy a tax in excess of the ten mill limitation for the benefit of:


The Board of Health for the Lorain County General Health District provided in Ohio Revised Code Section 3709.29, 5705.191 and 5705.25;

for the purpose of:

Operating Expenses of the Lorain County General Health District

at a rate not exceeding 1 mill for each one dollar of valuation, which amounts to 1 cent for each one hundred dollars of valuation, for five year period, pursuant to Section  3709.29 of the Ohio Revised Code and other sections of law pertaining thereto.  This renewal levy is for a 5 year period for 1 mill.

Said levy shall be placed on the ballot at the primary election to be held on March 6, 2012.

RESOLVED, That said levy be placed upon the tax list of the current year after the February settlement next succeeding the election, if a majority of the electors voting thereon vote in favor thereof; and be it further

RESOLVED, That the Clerk of this Board of Commissioners be and is hereby directed to certify a copy of this Resolution to the Board of Elections, Lorain County, Ohio no later than 4:00 p.m. on December 7, 2011, and notify said Board of Elections to cause notice of election on the question of levying said tax to be given as required by law.

WHEREAS, Ron Nabakowski, Clerk of Courts submitted the following letter dated November 18, 2011;


“Newspaper articles have recently indicated that at least one commissioner is under the mistaken opinion that you’ve given money to the Title Fund which I refuse to “return”.
Since the world “return” suggests that you have given the title office something I’ve refused to give back, I must object. Because the regularity with which County Commissioners throughout Ohio purposely underfunded Title office budgets around the state, in 1993, the Ohio’s legislatures raised auto title fees and create the Certificate of Title Administration (CTA) fund.

And, in O.R.C. 2303.29, the legislature has directed that funds in the CTA were to be appropriated in an amount “sufficient for the prompt discharge of the clerk’s duties under Chapter 4505”.

After properly staffing his Title Office, my predecessor, Donald Rothgery, with the absolute best of intentions, voluntarily transferred $1,233,164 from the CTA to the General Fund, was created.

Mr. Rothgery transferred:
$183,606 in 1993





$392,264 in 1994





$260,460 in 1995





$238,891 in 1996





$157,943 in 1997

When I became Clerk in 2000 I was, frankly, unaware of the Legislature’s intention in creating the CTA fund. Therefore, I myself transferred $175,000 to the GF in 2002.

But, as the legislature very much dislikes passing fee increase’s the 1993 increase was meant to cover immediate needs plus the cost of inflation in running title offices for the next several years.

Between 1993 and 2009—when the legislature next raised title fees—there was an average inflation rate of 2.537% per year. Compounded over the 17 years between adjustments to the fee, by 2009 we had lost more than 35% of the purchasing power of these fees.

Consequently, in 2008 we had to come to the Commissioners for a loan to finish that year in the black.

Many other Clerks did not transfer single-year surpluses from CTA to their General Funds. Thus, for approximately eight years clerks in most of the Ohio’s 88 counties allowed their title fund balances to grow and were, thus able to draw these balances down over the next nine years to cover the costs of inflation on their title offices.

In order to help the General Fund, I have been able to raise in excess of one hundred thousand dollars each year – from sales of passports, passport photos, limited deputy registrar services and fees from residents of Cuyahoga County and the eastern area of Lorain County, which once went to Cuyahoga County. These sales significantly enhance the amount of money I am able to contribute to the GF.
To assure Lorain County’s CTA fund will be - - in the language of ORC 2303.29- “sufficient for the prompt discharge of the clerks’ duties under Chapter 4505. I have calculated the “safe level balance” for the CTA fund for the next 20 years.

With this letter I am confirming that the CTA fund still has a surplus of $450,000. Together with the $250,000 transmitted earlier, this completes the contribution of $700,000, which I told Commissioner Kalo I’d hoped to be available for transfer to the general Fund in 2011.

Therefore, you may consider this your authorization to transfer $450,000 from the CTA fund to the General Fund.

Jonette should check with CORSA to see how this fits with the County coverage.

Par 10:

Although the term of the agreement is 15 years, this gives the State the right to end it upon 90 day’s notice if the State needs the area. Again, I do not know what would cause the State to do that, but potentially 90 days after construction of the storm sewer line, the State could require its removal.

“During the construction of the Island Road Resurfacing Project in Eaton Township the contractor encountered a nonfunctioning sewer that was the outlet to the roadside ditches along Island Road. The existing tile ran northwesterly across a parcel of land owned by the State of Ohio as part of the Grafton Prison Facility. The lack of a functioning outlet for the roadside ditches delayed the widening of Island Road due to the flooded condition. We were able to get permission from the State of Ohio to remove the failed tile to provide positive drainage from the ditches provided that we replace the tile. The State agreed to provide the County with an easement for the new tile.

Enclosed is the easement that was prepared jointly by the County Engineer and State of Ohio. We understand the concerns raided by the County Prosecutor in his letter dated October 17, 2011 in paragraphs 1 and 10 of the easement. They have required 15 year term of the easement with a terminal clause upon 90 days notice.
The State is not willing to change these terms however we believe it to be highly unlikely that they would terminate the easement or not agree to extend the easement. If the State did terminate and request the tile to be removed the County Engineer would be able to relocate the storm system to run along Island Road and Capel Road.

We desire to construct a new tile where the existing tile was located which is now an open ditch and we request the County to accept the enclosed easement. Please call if you have any question on this request.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT



Commissioner Kokoski said she mentioned before about charging inmates for their stay at the jail and in the Dayton Daily News on November 28 their was a news article, which Sheriff Stammitti gave to her stating “the new Ohio Attorney General Office Service states the legislators have authorized  the state to offer collection services to local courts and service is free to local governments but debtors will be charged a 10% collection fee plus an additional 4% interest and if debtors are persistent in non payment then the fines and fees can be deducted from the person(s) state local income tax.  She forwarded to Sally Cornwell, Clerk of Courts office and deals with it daily trying to recoup funds and suggested that if a criminal case is sentenced that person could provide to the office for verification of address, phone number and make a $50 payment, because this might be the only payment received, or the person(s) could make payment arrangements and has forms for this.  She said as a board or in conjunction with the Sheriff should try to recoup these fees.
Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin asked what these fees are for? Assistant Prosecutor Innes said courts costs, fines, etc.

Commissioner Kalo said he has been working on budget issues and stated that there would be a $10 million shortfall and he has researched the local government funds which was passed in 1934 went into effect in 1935 when the first sales tax for Ohio was 3%. Local governments were guaranteed 40% of this revenue to help counties provide services to the poor, help communities provides essential services to their residents and help pay for local schools. He stated that Governor George White stated that “he shall now approve the sales tax with the knowledge that, by doing so, our schools and local governments will be saved from bankruptcy and chaos in the year 1935”. This year, the Local Government Fund amounted to a 3.68 percent share of all of Ohio's major tax revenues. The County Commissioners Association has worked hard to try to save whatever dollars that can because this years $8 million shortfall was saved on the backs of local governments via counties, cities, township and villages. Just the other day, Township Trustee from Carlisle had to layoff a fireman because there was not enough money, police and fire levies are not passing. There was an issue in Columbia Township for police that did not pass. The voters in this county have stated they are not going to give any more money. The county has been able to provide core services, one of the top job creators in TeamNEO region in the past 4-5 years despite the forecast, we have asked the taxpayers to raise the revenues and we were shot down again, the 3rd time and this year Lorain County again was told by the Governor that local revenue sharing funds which come from the sales tax collected by the state, would be cut. This cut in revenue sharing represents a broken promise by the state of Ohio. Legislators passed this in 1934 to help provide services that they have mandated for them to do by the laws that are passed. Currently the state of Ohio collects 5.5% of our 6.25% to fund state operations, that is approximately $160 million that goes to Columbus and they have chosen to cuts us even more this, which puts us into more of a shortfall for 2013 but have tried the best we can but had to cut our Sheriff’s Department, our jail is on the chopping block, Prosecutor, Courts, Coroner and all other services that are provided by Auditor, Treasurer, Recorder and Commissioners.  He is asking the Board by resolution and have already forwarded this to Pete Gerken, Lucas County Commissioner – Chair of Metropolitan CCAO committee and asks the state legislators to take 1% of the 5.5% that they take would return about $30 million and redistribute based upon the local government sharing program $10 million to this county and $20 million to the other cities, villages and townships. He thinks this is a fair proposals and it takes us back to where we once were and will send to Columbus, he has spoken with Representative Ramos, left a message for Lundy and will also send to Senator Manning and Representative Boose for consideration.  He said the last time he looked the state representatives were elected by our votes to represent us in Columbus and do the best of their ability to provide these services it is not the other way around, they were not appointed by Columbus, State of Ohio.  A few weeks ago after Senate Bill 5 got crushed, Governor Kasich stated that “state government is not here to bail out local governments, he thinks this is the wrong way of looking at it”.  Actually local governments are not here to bail the state out, you have to get your house in line to give us our money back.

Commissioner Kokoski said originally they were suppose to give 40% and we are going to ask for about 18% so not even asking for what is actually due to us, it is just a portion and will 100% support this resolution.

Commissioner Williams said he normally does not support resolution telling the state what to do, but does agree with Commissioner Kalo that in 1934 the state promised to give money back and we are not telling the state what to do, just getting what is due to us.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin commended Commissioner Kalo for the information on the local government funds and passing this resolution and told Commissioner Williams “it is our place as citizens individually and as local governments to tell Columbus what to do”.
Joe Thayer, Lorain and President - AFL-CIO, asked about #10 the MOU with Sheffield Township and the Neighborhood Stabilization asked if there was Davis Bacon language and responsible bidder included. Commissioner Kokoski said it is automatic because it is federal. County Administrator Cordes said Davis Bacon is included because of the funds but he is not sure about responsible bidder criteria. Don Romancak, Director – LCCDD said this MOU outlines responsibility of the township which is essential notifying property owners, ensuring property is vacating and when the county will contract on behalf of the township so the language is not in the MOU but it is within county policy.  Mr. Thayer asked how the contractors would be notified. Mr. Romancak said this will be publicly bid out. County Administrator Cordes said it depends on threshold. Mr. Thayer said he wanted to make sure that the contractors of Lorain County had fair opportunity. Commissioner Kalo said without a doubt and Commissioner Kokoski said they will have opportunity.  Mr. Thayer said what about discussion on project labor agreements.  County Administrator Cordes said project labor agreements has been somewhat addressed with local preference so all local contractors but unfortunately with litigation we were forced to change this and the county will continue to bid projects and hope that the locals are awarded.

Mr. Thayer asked about #15 J.L. Reichert, Inc. and log jams asked if this money is federal or state. Commissioner Kalo said no this is money collected by residents and projects are completed through SWAC.  Mr. Thayer asked how vendors were awarded. Commissioner Kalo said there were many bidders and J.L. Reichert was the lowest, many others were out of county. County Administrator Cordes said this is local money collected for storm water management and was delayed several times with the specifications and the Engineers Office did the notification 

Mr. Thayer said maybe more phone calls need to be made to local contractors to see that is spread evenly.  County Administrator Cordes said if a list is provided he will pass it along but the hard thing is that contractors do not show up at the job site. Mr. Thayer said some of the problem is the enforcement of the rules and regulations in all entities of the counties for consistency.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin asked about #19 under correspondence and wanted to know if the money from the sale of Green Acres is to be used for children or is there other obligations or is it gone. Commissioner Kalo said no he has spoke several times with Judge Walther, Probate and his intent is to see it benefit the children and the $265,000 is in a specific account but nothing has been set up.  County Administrator Cordes said the funds are in the general fund and placed a restriction on but not a specific account. Ms. Johnson said there are other worthy organizations that can use the money as well.  County Administrator Cordes said his understanding is the county can use the money for current program that the general fund pays for but needs approval from the courts it was not a freefall of money from the community that would like it for their programs.  He said something like Domestic Relations programs for children. Commissioner Kalo said Judge Walther is still reviewing and hope to have more dialogue before budget in two weeks.  County Administrator Cordes said there has been a lot of up keep to this building since Children Services left the keys to the Commissioners and general fund has paid for this and should look at a charge back.

Commissioner Kokoski said if Judge Walther said some of the money could be used for 4H, she would be willing to do this for 1 year to fund to give them the opportunity to do fundraising to support themselves after this because it is a valuable assets to the community it has been around along time and what would be a fair without the 4H and she has had several letters, calls and pictures and she was once in 4H.  Commissioner Kalo said Lisa Fox Wright, Veterinarian has put together a reverse raffle gala this Saturday, it is sold out, so they have been working on this.

Commissioner Williams said he has also spoken to many 4h’ers and they are trying to get money and he believes in the program and he would be willing also to give them something if the Judge is ok until they can support themselves.

Ms. Johnson said 4H is a very valuable program but there are other youth/children programs that have been cut and hope that no decision is made until competitiveness is done. Commissioners stated that the Judge is reviewing all possibilities, whatever they may be.
