Motion by Kalo, seconded by Kokoski to adopt. Clerk called for discussion.


Commissioner Williams discussed the cuts for 2012 budget of $2.5 million. Commissioner Kalo said it was $2.2 million and there were adjustments because economic development was not cut 100% but Team Lorain County was cut 100% and the Domestic Relations Judges did not take a $654,000 cut they only took $500,000.  Commissioner Kokoski said when the donation is received then that amount will come back. Commissioner Williams said only the $500,000. County Administrator Cordes said some adjustments are still being made through Children Services, Alcohol & Drug Addiction Services & Mental Health.  Commissioner Williams said he is disappointed by not receiving anything else back because this means more cuts to other departments in order to maintain what is needed. County Administrator Cordes said we are short a few hundred thousand, Commissioner Kalo said around $275,000.

Commissioner Kalo said he along with Commissioner Williams attended the CCAO winter conference in Columbus and it was stated that hopefully a casino allocation would be received sometime in July. 

Commissioner Williams said his concern is the numbers are still lower than discussed and 2013 budget will have a huge deficit and need to make larger cuts in the 1st quarter and he understand the board would like to see the number in January but cuts still need to be made. Commissioner Kalo said correct but he would like to see the numbers before cuts are made.  Commissioner Williams said he would like to get ahead. Commissioner Kokoski said she is not interested in doing anything now, until we have some firm numbers in January and then look at cuts and with the donation of $308,000, Domestic Relations is not going to cut there budget to compensate for this extra money being donated.  County Administrator Cordes said he is not sure and said last week the Commissioners asked Mr. Messer to speak to the judges. Commissioner Williams said he heard the response was there would be no additional cuts and the budget has been ordered.  Deb Tansy, Fiscal, Domestic Relations said correct, they took the cuts that were recommend for Turning Point and Pathways and then when ADAS board, LCCS, Mental Health heard these were not going to be funded they stepped up to fund program.  County Administrator Cordes said Domestic Relations took $505,000 and this was prior to the donation and they were going to keep it open. Ms. Tansey said the Judges can order their budget. County Administrator Cordes said there is no obligation of funds and as Commissioner Williams said these programs are not mandated under the code so now will they order things that are not mandated and then it becomes a balancing act and the Judges can order what they want when it is a prejudice of justice do not know if they can order what they want when it comes to running programs. Ms. Tansey said that is legality she is not familiar with she is not an attorney.  Commissioner Kokoski said can the budget not be reduced by $500,000. Commissioner Williams said it was reduced. Commissioner Kokoski said then why would not the $500,000 be added to the $1.9 million for cut. Commissioner Kalo said it was done as a journal entry so it is within the line item budget.  Commissioner Kalo said yes.  Commissioner Kokoski said Commissioner Williams’s concern is that we are way lower than what was stated and if the $500,000 was added we would be around $2.5 million. County Administrator Cordes said their budget was using other funds to support these programs but the overall number is the same but the savings to the general fund portion will not be and said he will check with Mr. Messer on the donation.  Commissioner Williams said there was a court order to keep the program opened with no reduction.
Commissioner Kokoski said her concern is that the Recorder was cut by $50,000 and laid off 3 people and she does not have agencies that would donate too to keep her department opened, this is not fair to other departments. County Administrator Cordes said he meet with the Recorder regards to layoffs and the numbers and sent a letter explaining the mechanics why certain things had to occur at certain times and movement of funds so sometimes the ripple effect is much larger.  Commissioner Kokoski said it shows that her budget was lean to start with.  County Administrator Cordes said all budgets are lean and will continue because there is no absorption of any money.  Commissioner Williams said the summary sheet that budget department approved said these are the departments that are affected. Mrs. Hobart said yes cuts for 2012. Commissioner Williams said the Sheriff is only for merger no additional cuts, Mrs. Hobart said yes.

OSU/4H

Commissioner Williams asked if Judge Walther had made a decision on using the money from the sale of Green Acres for OSU/4H programs. Commissioner Kalo said he received an email stating that the reverse raffle for 4h raised around $36,000. 
Commissioner Kokoski said if Judge Walther would permit this usage she would agree to give the funds to 4h for 1 year. County Administrator Cordes asked for a direction and he will take care of it, that it’s the recommendation of the Commissioners to the Judge as to how the money would be spent. Commissioner Kalo said the Judges decision is for the benefit of children and he has had many entities requesting funds.
County Administrator Cordes said it is still the decision of the Commissioners, Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said this is correct. Commissioner Kalo said what services are received from the extension because funding the extension allows this county to have a 4h program and there should be some dialogue with the extension office, also there is the npdes issue.  County Administrator Cordes said he was not suggesting what should and should not be funded he just wants to make sure that the board maintains the authority over their decision. Commissioner Kalo said him and Judge Walther have both spoken to Dr. Lisa Fox and attend the fundraiser and need to look to see what the shortfall is, the appropriation of solid waste in amount of $17,600 for environmental to get to the total of $103,800, it is not just our general fund. County Administrator Cordes said he understands, and solid waste program supports this, just things are being looked at differently.  

Commissioner Kalo said next week the Board should ask the Judge for the shortfall, which includes the fundraiser.  Commissioner Williams said the fundraiser was like $36,000 and this money should be used by them for 2013 and he would like this board to give 1 year to keep them going and have them fundraise for the year so then they can maintain. Commissioner Kokoski agreed.  Commissioner Kalo said we don’t fund the 4h program; we fund the OSU extension for them to qualify for 4h programs.  Commissioner Kokoski said without OSU business, there is no 4h. Commissioner Kalo said $103,800 is the minimum for extension to keep 4h. County Administrator Cordes asked what the desire of the board was if the money is given to OSU how does this influence women and children.  If it goes to OSU to match for extension agent, Commissioner Kalo said the intend was and his discussion with Judge Walther was this would be used as a match to help with a donation to fund the OSU extension for 4H, which is a children’s organization and match from Green Acres sale, which benefited children but OSU extension would qualify for a 4h program he thinks would be within the intend of the law.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if we can give $87,000 or make up the difference. County Administrator Cordes said how do you make the argument of hiring an OSU extension agent is directly related to women and children. Commissioner Kalo said he thinks Judge Walther has some ideas on this and we could ask that two years of appropriation goes towards 4h $50,000 this year and $50,000 next year.  Commissioner Williams said he will call Dr. Fox to see what her thoughts are. Commissioner Kalo asked what would be the minimum amount needed for OSU extension less total amount of solid waste for environmental leaving the general fund amount and fundraiser and whatever the balance is ask this from the Judge.  Commissioner Williams said the money raised from the reverse raffle should not be used for reduction.

Commissioner Kalo said it around $103,800 to fund OSU to have a 4 h program, then reduce $18,000 solid waste so it around $85-86,000. If we use the women/children money to fund OSU extension agent which then brings a match does not bring the intend of the sale of the property, it could be a stretch but his discussions with Judge Walther was with the 4h program doing a donation to the county general fund to OSU extension to qualify the match would be the intend of the sale of the dollars would benefit women/children.  Commissioner Kalo asked Assistant Prosecutor Innes how this was, Mr. Innes said it is up to the Judge but understands what was discussed.

Judy Nedwick, County Recorder said we are not raising fees she does not have the authority to do this so the resolution will need to be clarified, this is just a redistribution of existing equipment fund that was established in 2001 through the General Assembly to make sure Recorders have up to date technology.  The General Assembly amended this law in 2010 permitting the Recorders to ask the Commissioners for $7 rather than $4.
She stated that her office has done everything. A document comes in and cost $28, 1st 2 pages. She became Recorder in July 2003 and General Assembly passed the Ohio Housing Trust Fund amendment and added a $14 fee to record a document and this money goes to Columbus. A document to include death certificate, divorce decree, deed to property is $28; $14 to Columbus, $12 to general fund and $2 to equipment fund of recorder and this is the only source of income for this office to keep technology going and this office run as efficient as they can and they are down from 23 employees to 11 employees and these girls work hard and serve the public hard and the public gets treated the same making great stride in this office to assist the public with their documents and in their search. Each additional page cost $8; $4 go to Trust Fund, $4 to general fund; marginal entries that go with lien releases, etc cost $4; $2 to Trust Fund and $2 go general fund; copies cost $2. She stated that the Governor wants oil and gas work, works with Columbus sitting on the legislative committee whether it will come to flourish in Lorain County is yet to be seen but want is seen in her office is researchers pulling leases and these books are falling apart, copies cost $2; $1 to Columbus and $1 to general fund. In January more leases will be filed and will sit down with Farm Bureau, Columbus regards to fracting and people want the research done and this office can not do a legal research, the researchers are coming from all over the country and they do not care what they have to pay and this is common knowledge in southern Ohio.  The books are failing apart, the equipment fund is not going to help her fix the books but these are not her records or Commissioners records they are Lorain County records and if they get destroyed there goes all the gas leases, they are very fragile.  The first $50 million goes to Ohio Trust Fund by 88 counties and this money is to come back to the counties to help with low housing to help people and it is going to be her mission in 2012 to get some of it back, because it is not coming back right now, the rest of it balances the state budgets. She stated that what her office makes balances the county’s budget, the state budget and she is at a lost. She comes to the Commissioners with less employees to make her equipment serve the 11 employees including her to help her system current and capable we have band aid it and whatever the Commissioners can give above the $2 to help her in the equipment fund to help the public, gas/oil, and help her people because they deserve the respect to of having a good office and good technology to work with.
Commissioner Kokoski said there was an $80,000 shortfall in toner. Ms. Nedwick said she thinks she can work this out since toner comes from her supply account and if toner does become a problem because of oil and gas she will be back up to the Commissioners asking for this money. 

She stated that Dave Keener has worked with the various vendors to cut contracts; Coit system was $2100 down to $1600, the Kodak machine was cancelled and go with an as needed basis for the film; negotiated with Casnet, renegotiated with Geisel, film storage, typewriters and this office is not sure what else could be done and begging for $1-2 into her equipment fund and have not asked for this increase in years and if it is not granted not sure what she will do. She has no fluff but employees get tired these are not bodies it is people and their families and lives and she has been here 28 years and it sure has changed and begging you for the recorder of Lorain county to get along with the technology for this year.

Commissioner Kokoski asked how much this would equate to if this was transferred? Mrs. Nedwick said there were 40,000 documents done so far this year and that is a slow year and this is an important office to real estate and housing is slow right now. She as an elected official by the citizens of Lorain County and had promised them, they would be served in the best way they can and it is helping them find records and she is proud of her service and she wants to be able to do it with some sense of dignity and this is why she is begging them to go to $3 or $4 and knows that $7 is excessive and some counties are lucky and she understands and appreciates and has worked with every request that has come from the Commissioners office but she can not keep this office going on $2.
Commissioner Kokoski said if it was $3 would make $40,000. Commissioner Williams said it is not an increase. Mrs. Nedwick said no, it is not an increase it is redistribution, it is not general fund money it is a carry over she can not pay salaries, and it is technology only. Commissioner Kokoski said it is not general fund monies. Mrs. Nedwick said she can not use it in salaries. Commissioner Kokoski said if we do this then we would have to find the $40,000 in the general fund budget somewhere else.

Dave Keener said it is a matter of distribution the $14 stays in Lorain County; $12 to general fund and $2 to equipment and if it can be changed $10 to general fund and $4 to equipment fund and this office is a revenue generated office. County Administrator Cordes said almost all departments in the general fund are a revenue fund, Commissioner Kalo said except courts. County Administrator Cordes said they make revenue but it stays in the courts.  County Administrator Cordes said the argument is because we get it from a lot of departments “they produce for the general fund”. Ms Nedwick said with due respect she has to do this resolution annually even though it could be done for 5 years and she should have done it sooner but was waiting to see what happened with the sales tax and will be back next September/October. Commissioner Kokoski asked if other accounts could be used for this, Ms. Nedwick said it can not be done it is only for equipment.  Mr. Keener said equipment has not been purchased since 2001/2002 and have implemented e ready and people receive their documents back right away saving on postage.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if her equipment goes to the data board, Ms. Nedwick said all of it does and there has not been many.  Commissioner Kalo said with the layoffs he would not be opposed to doing $1 since the oil and gas will be picked up and maybe reduce next year back to $2 if numbers go up. Ms. Nedwick understands, she has to come back annually and if it is not granted she just does not know what to do, she can’t close. Commissioner Kokoski said if $1 is given where would the $40,000 come from. Commissioner Kalo said can we do a scale. County Administrator Cordes said this resolution has to be done with a set amount and reviewed annually and if money goes up Commissioners have authority to transfer. Mr. Keener said it is not accumulative it happens annually and if revenue increases it could offset. Commissioner Kalo said not a general fund appropriation and he asked about the big sale that just happened on RT2 NW Baumhart property with Mark Haynes Construction at Sheriff’s sale. Ms. Nedwick said this would be a conveyance fee she would still only get $28.  Commissioner Kokoski said this office does need it; cost of technology goes up and go that long without up dating, Ms. Nedwick said if the system crashes the recording would be done and this is a horrible thing.

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said she was impressed with the recording of last week’s meeting and the people that spoke about transit and pleased to hear the effort by the Commissioners to encourage the public to speak up and have a chance to speak. This has been a big difference since she has been attending since 1997 and believes Mr. Kish would appreciate the quality of the taping and hearing  She also commended on what Mr. Ashenhurst said last week on the fees that would be charged to person(s) in jail and would like to have a copy of this resolution that was passed in 1998 because Mr. Dixon, Chronicle wrote an article about it in December and asked if there was some kind of record keeping for a period of time to see who is charged, how much is it cost and how much is made.

Richard Hadaway, Mertle Road, Carlisle Township said he has adopted many dogs from the kennel and worked with various vets and spoke to many on the policy of putting dogs down, especially with pit bulls. He stated that Vets do not study the specification of breed and it would be impossible to do unless it was done by dna and putting these animals down is cruel.  He said these dogs are never allowed out of the cages, you are killing off the breed its ridiculous, and not all dogs are vicious.  He would like to have this law looked at because it is not right. Many dogs bite, its normal but are they always viscous why this breed is singled out.  He stated he has Dr. Fox on record saying “he would be sued if a dog was released and it bites someone”.  There is SB14 that would make it illegal to do and we are the only state that does this. Commissioner Kalo asked him to forward his information so they could review.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said he hopes he is never cut off again.  The WPC program relates to the prisons in the Midwest and the jail fee.  He still does not know everything concerning his friend that is in this county jail but what they talked about on this was that people that have debts and scheduling court appearances and when someone fails to appear they are arrested and the person he is speaking of is in jail now for 60 days and the crime showing on jail roster is failure to appear, so it does appear that we are jailing people on deftness and not on other particulars. Commissioner Williams said in his opinion, people that are in jail belong in jail and you keep coming here and saying that this county is putting people in jail for $600 for failure to pay child support, you have no evidence of this, you are misleading the community. Mr. Ashenhurst said he is making a statement on the jail. Commissioner Williams said there is no evidence, do you have evidence, Mr. Ashenhurst said no but he will bring it up on his computer. Commissioner Williams said he will not continue to hear that the county is doing something wrong, you continue to make the court system look like they are not doing their job or jail is not doing their job, and the payment of $600, he is emotional on this but if you don’t pay your child support then you probably deserve to be in jail because you are hurting your kids.  Mr. Ashenhurst said it cost this county more to have this person in jail for 60 days then this person owes and he will pull it up for him. Commissioner Williams said he will leave now, he has heard enough and when he is talking he will come back.  Mr. Ashenhurst said at the end of last week’s meeting there was a comment made by the Commissioners that a citizen committee could put something on the ballot and asked if he could be given the ORC # and does this ally to sales tax, property tax and/or sin tax. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he has not done the research. Commissioner Kalo said call the Board of Elections, Paul Adams and ask him.  Mr. Ashenhurst also congratulated Commissioner Kalo on this election to the President of Northeast District for CCAO and can he be made aware of these meetings and the topics of discussion or place it on board correspondence.  Commissioner Kalo said he is going to try to have a meeting at LCCC Smart Center as well as the Casino in Cuyahoga County.
