Commissioner Kalo said he would recommend a $.50 cent increase for 2012 and then $0.25 cent increase for each year thereafter until 2016, this is half the revenue that Commissioners Williams recommended because he believes the $1 increase would have an adverse affect.
Commissioner Williams said he would recommend $0.75 cent to regain what was cut.  Commissioner Kalo said not against at $0.75 cents would put it around $3 each way generating around $40,000.
Commissioner Kokoski said this money is not matched. Commissioner Williams said no but $50,000 was cut from transit and stated that the ridership will probably decline with any increase but should move up.  
Commissioner Kokoski said she likes the $0.50 cents then incremental increase each year and this would get to the same outcome as Commissioner Williams has recommended.  Commissioner Kalo said we could do $0.50 cents 2012; $0.50 cents 2013 then $0.25 each year thereafter.  County Administrator Cordes asked what the notice at the hearing. Pam Novak, Financial Officer, LCT stated that the press release stated the fare increase was no less than $0.25/year up to $1.00/year for 2012 – 2016.

Commissioner Kalo asked what the board was agreeable to even though he hates to do but this is for the sake of keeping some king of transit in the county. 

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the dial a ride. Mrs. Novak said it will increase just like the rest.

WHEREAS, Lorain County had a public hearing on December 7, 2011 on proposing fare increases and route changes effective January 1, 2012 – December 31, 2016; and


WHEREAS, this was advertised in Chronicle Telegram on November 11 and Morning Journal on November 25; and


WHEREAS, due to the budget constraints the following proposal has been approved to increase 2012 rates by $.50 cents; 2013 by $.50 cents; 2014 by $.25 cents; 2015 by $.25 cents and 2016 by $.25 cents.


The following changes will be effective January 1, 2012;

1) First Transit has indicated that they could transition 2 full time positions into 2 part time positions in order to keep as much service as possible on the streets. The cost savings will be $25,000.
2) Lorain County Transit currently has two vehicles providing Dial-A-Ride service during the morning hours and two vehicles in the afternoon. According to the rules and regulations relating to the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) we are required to have at least one Dial-A-Ride vehicle providing service during the same hours and days as the fixed routes (Routes 1/51 and 2/52). 
3) To have the least amount of impact on the riders, we are proposing to remove one vehicle from the Dial-A-Ride service, effective January 2. This will cut a total of 1,617.5 hours. The cost savings will be $77,510.
The total savings as proposed above will be $102,510. 
Proposed Additional Savings

In addition to the proposed cuts above, Lorain County Transit would like to propose the following:
1) Start/end the bus routes in Elyria at the Transfer Point (behind LifeSkills). By doing this we will eliminate one (1) hour of travel time per day to/from the bus garage. The bus routes currently start and end in Lorain

2) Start Route 2/52 at 5:30am, this bus will go from the Transfer Point to Lorain. When the bus gets back to the Transfer Point it will make its loop in Elyria with the service ending at the Transfer Point at 5:30pm. This route currently runs 6:00am to 6:00pm. We will maintain the 12 hours of service per day

3) Start Route 1/51 at 6:30am, this bus will go from the Transfer Point and make its loop in Elyria. When the bus gets back to the Transfer Point it will go to Lorain with the service ending at the Transfer Point at 6:30pm. This route also runs 6:00am to 6:00pm. Will maintain the 12 hours of service per day.

The passengers will benefit from these changes because their will be a bus in Elyria and Lorain every hour instead of every 2 hours so the passengers will spend less time on the bus. What I mean by this is, for example, the Route 2 will be in Lorain starting at 6:00am and then the Route 1 will be in Lorain at 7:00am so we will give the passengers better options.

These changes will make the fixed routes run more efficiently by increasing the frequency of service and we will be able to decrease our cost by approximately $11,932 by eliminating a total of 250 hours of travel time per year.

Total cost savings on all the above is $114,442;

2012 LORAIN COUNTY SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT DISTRICT

LITTER AND OPEN DUMP ENFORCEMENT AGREEMENT

WITH THE LORAIN COUNTY SHERIFF'S OFFICE
WHEREAS, the Lorain County Solid Waste Management District (District) developed a solid waste management plan that was ratified by the Lorain County political subdivisions and the Lorain County Commissioners.  The Plan Update was approved by the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (Ohio EPA) on December 5, 2007.  The Plan Update includes a Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program.  The program includes requirements to work with local law enforcement to determine the feasibility for increased litter law enforcement by 2012.  In addition, consistence with ORC 3734.57(G)(7), revenue from disposal fees may be used to provide financial assistance to local law enforcement agencies having jurisdiction with the district for enforcing anti-littering laws and ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the Lorain County Commissioners have determined that the solid waste district should implement the Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program beginning in 2011.  The Sheriff's Office and the District have developed this Agreement outlining the responsibilities of both departments including the services, term, payment, deliverables, revisions and other requirements.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises, covenants and agreements contained herein, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which is acknowledged herein, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1.
Agreement
The District agrees to fund at a not-to-exceed cost of $177,000.00 for calendar year 2012, enforcement of Ohio anti-litter laws and implementation of the Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program.

The Sheriff's Office agrees to employ two (2) deputies assigned full-time to investigate open dump complaints and to prosecute violators, assist in public education of Ohio litter laws and penalties for violations, and enforce all littering and unsecured load laws.  The solid waste deputy 's primary responsibility is litter law enforcement; however, consideration in the performance of these duties must be made for the prevailing responsibility of the Sheriff to preserve public peace.  The solid waste deputy serves as the Sheriff's office liaison with the District, and will keep the District apprised of all solid waste activity in their jurisdiction for compliance with any state or local rules and regulations.  The solid waste deputy will be expected to attend meetings of the Lorain County Commissioners and other District meetings upon request of the Commissioners or District Director to report on specific local litter and open dump enforcement issues.

The District and Sheriff's Office has prepared a specific scope of services or work plan that identifies the details of the work (duties, patrolling hours, jurisdictions, etc.) expected under this Agreement.  The scope of services is included as Attachment A to this Agreement.

2.
Term
The term of this Agreement shall commence on the 1st of January, 2012 and terminate on December 31, 2012.  The Agreement must be renewed and approved annually by the Lorain County Commissioners.

3.
Payments
The District shall allocate, in their budget, an annual amount of $177,000.00 for the services of the two (2) full-time deputies in 2012.  The District shall be responsible for payment of all compensation for the deputies.  The Sheriff shall provide invoices to the County Budget Director for fuel, motor vehicle and other non-payroll costs.

4.
Deliverables
The Sheriff's Office agrees to file quarterly program status reports to the district by the fifteenth of the month following the close of each calendar quarter.  The forms for these reports will be provided by the District.  The first report is due April 15, 2012, the second report is due July 15, 2012, the third report is due October 15, 2012 and the final report is due January 15, 2012.  The quarterly reports should include all activities since the approval of this Agreement or the previous quarterly report.

All financial books and records of the Sheriff's Office that pertain to the Agreement shall be open to inspection pursuant to Section 9.235 of the Revised Code and shall be held to standards consistent with generally accepted accounting principles.

5.
Revisions
If the Sheriff's Office wishes to revise any portion of this Agreement, a program revision form must be submitted to the District and approved in writing by the District Director prior to the revision becoming effective.  The District has the authority to reject any revision if the request is not in compliance with the District's Solid Waste Management Plan and the approved program.

6.
Financial Review
Pursuant to Section 9.235 of the Revised Code, the financial books and records of the Sheriff's Office that pertain to this Agreement shall be open to inspection by the District.

7.
Disposition of the Unspent Funds or Funds Expended on Illegitimate Purposes
At the end of 2012, funds not expended during the year in fulfillment of the services and activities listed in Section 1 of this Agreement and the approved budget must be returned or repaid to the District.  Upon receipt of the final quarterly report for the contract year from the Sheriff's Office on January 15, 2013, the District will issue a closeout report that states any remaining funds the Sheriff's Office is due or owing to the District.  Repayment shall be made to the District by  April 15, 2013.

8.
Terminations
This agreement may be terminated by the District upon the occurrence of any of the following:

a.
Failure to implement any of the listed activities in Section 1 and Attachment A.

b.
Improper use of District funds for items other than personnel used to implement activities in Attachment A;

c.
Failure to provide the deliverables listed in Section 4 of this contract to the District by the due dates;

d.
Notification from the Sheriff’s Office stating a wish to terminate the contract, and return any and all contract funds awarded;

e.
A serious shortfall in District funding; and

f.
The rendering of a decision by a court that this contract agreement or the contract awarded under this agreement exceeds the authority of the District to award contracts, or is in any other way unlawful, in whole or in part.  Termination will occur immediately upon notification of the occurrence of an above listed event.  Notification of termination will be sent by certified mail to the Lorain County Sheriff’s Office.  Further expenditures of District funds beyond the effective date of termination are prohibited.

9.
Equipment Disposition
Any equipment to be purchased shall be negotiated under separate agreement with the solid waste district.

10.
Entire Agreement
This agreement shall constitute the entire agreement between the parties, and any prior understanding or representations of any kind related to the subject matter of this agreement preceding the date of this agreement shall not be binding upon any party except to the extent incorporated in the agreement.

11.
Amendment
This agreement shall not be amended except in writing signed by all parties.

12.
Validity of Provisions
Each provision of this agreement shall be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law.  If any provision or application of a provision shall, to any extent, be judged invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this agreement and the application of that provision to the other circumstances shall not be affected.

 13.
Assignment
This agreement may not be assigned by either party without prior written consent of the other party.

14.
Governing Law
This agreement shall be governed by the laws of Ohio.
