Work is to be completed by November 30 and have proposed to utilize H-D Supply, Lake Erie Construction and Griffith Paving as subcontractors and using broken concrete as substitution for #30 ODOT 602. Project will be funded 74% by OPWC grant with 26% split between City of Oberlin and Engineer Acct#bridge proj; Authorize Administrator to notify Auditor to release retainage at completion of project
