Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said if there is going to be changes do a study because many people watch this broadcast and she has been

attending since 1997 and the quality and recording and document availability has been better.

Commissioner Kokoski said Hall has done this for many years and he is very dedicated.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin said he believes Mr. Rogers might have missed 1 meeting and agrees with Shirley that this should be

reviewed and live stream would be good; people need to see this broadcast.

Commissioner Williams would like to have the IT Director investigate a person to video tape, edit and broadcast it to the college

The State of Ohio will accept an objection to its approval of the release of funds and acceptance of the certification only if it is on one of the following grounds:  (a) the certification was not, in fact, executed by the responsible entity’s Certifying Officer; (b) the responsible entity has failed to make one of the two findings pursuant to Section 58.40 or to make the written determination required by section 58.35, 58.47, or 58.53 for the project, as applicable; c) the responsible entity has omitted one or more of the steps set forth at subpart E of 24 CFR Part 58 for the preparation, publication, and completion of an Environmental Assessment; d) the responsible entity has omitted one or more of the steps set forth at subparts F and G of 24 CFR Part 58 for the conduct, preparation, publication, and completion of an Environmental Impact Statement; e) the recipient has committed funds or incurred costs not authorized by 24 CFR Part 58 before release of funds and approval of the environmental certification by the State; or f) another federal agency, acting pursuant to 40 CFR Part 1504, has submitted a written finding that the project is unsatisfactory from the standpoint of environmental quality.

Written objections must meet the conditions and procedures set forth in subpart H of 24 CFR Part 58, and be addressed to: State of Ohio Department of Development; Office of Housing and Community Partnerships; Environmental Officer; P. O. Box 1001; Columbus, Ohio 43216-1001.

Objections to the Release of Funds on bases other than those stated above will not be considered by the State of Ohio.  No objections received after February 20, 2012 (which is 15 days after it is anticipated that the State will receive a request for release of funds) will be considered by the State of Ohio.

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) entered into by and between the Lorain

County Board of Mental Health as Fiscal Agent for the Integrated Services Partnership (ISP), the
Lorain County Board of Commissioners (BOC) and the Lorain County Juvenile Court (Court).

Whereas, the Court has for many years provided funding for a shelter home for children

known as the Turning Point; and

Whereas, the ISP has determined that Turning Point is a vital asset and resource for the

agencies participating in the ISP in achieving the mutual goals of the ISP and of the individual
participating agencies.

THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF the mutual covenants herein contained and

other good and valuable consideration the parties hereto agree as follow:

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The ISP hereby agrees to provide grant funding to the BOC in an amount not to exceed
$308,000.00 for the year 2012 to be paid to the BOC. Said funds are to be used for the
express and sole purpose of operating Turning Point in cooperation with the Court as has
been done in past years.

Said funds shall be deposited by BOC in an account within the General Fund designated
to Turning Point.
