COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Ron Nabakowski, Clerk of Courts stated that he would like support from the Commissioners to send with the application that is a collaborative effort between the Auditor and his office to submit that to the state that the Lorain County Auditor be the Deputy Registrar for the Elyria BMV location and his office would run it.  The discussed this about 2-3 years ago and were unsuccessful. The joint office makes sense rather than the public running from the Clerks office in downtown Elyria Administration Building to the license bureau at Chestnut Commons and then sometimes back again, this would make it a one stop shop and have additional revenue of $1-200,000.
Commissioner Kokoski asked about employee, Mr. Nabakowski said no additional his employees would be cross trained and would be under Auditor

Commissioner Kokoski said there is also a request of $25,000 to start up, Mr. Nabakowski said yes, but it will be repaid, just like it was in Ridgeville office.

Commissioner Williams said he likes to see a 4 to 1 return and this cooperation is good but said the project income is $134,000.  Clerk stated that the paperwork she just handed to him was actual parts of the RFP on the state website.  Mr. McDonald, Clerk of Courts Office said the complete RFP is on the website and profit should be $1-150,000, there is a staff of 12 now, combining would reduce to 8.  Mr. Nabakowski also stated that he state should give all registrars to the Clerk of Courts and BMV to the State Highway Patrol. He also stated when the office was set up on Broad Street it worked well.  Commissioner Williams will support the letter but would like to review the proposal.

Commissioner Kokoski said her thoughts and prayers are with Art Weber who passed away yesterday; he was a very dedicated community supporter and democratic leader.

Commissioner Kokoski said a spaghetti dinner will be held March 4 for Valor Home, cost $10


Commissioner Kokoski said the Sheriff gave here a copy of the Gongwer report showing the state is exceeding $70 million in revenue because he took from the locals to cover his budget, now it is time to give back and reinstate local government funds.

Commissioner Kokoski thanked Drug Mart and Fox8 because they donated $150 to our dog kennel from the sale of the calendar/almanacs


Commissioner Kokoski said the Attorney General Office has a local debt service collection program that is no cost to the county and Prosecutor is reviewing; Sheriff indicated he would participate but Commissioners needs to sign and run program.  Mr. Nabakowski said he is reviewing and Attorney Generals’ office will take from state income tax or lottery winnings.
Commissioner Kokoski said Sally Cornwell, worker in Clerk Courts office and prayers are with her with her husband passing away last week, stated that the county should get a payment up front along with correct information. Mr. Nabakowski said the office is doing everything they can as of now with collections.


Commissioner Kalo said Art Weber was a mentor and friend, him and his wife had no children but treated us all like their children, and will miss his super bowl parties.


Commissioner Kalo said the state has a $1 billion in revenue and sales tax is $1.3-1.7 and the biennial review is coming and money should be returned to local governments.


Commissioner Kalo said him and Lori attended Team Lorain County presentation on economic development and there has been over 6,000 new/retained jobs in Northeast Ohio.


Commissioner Kalo said he attended a meeting with Cuyahoga County Executive Fitzgerald and other area county officials regards to the turnpike lease. The state wanted to do a study that would have cost $1.5 million now expanded it with KPMG to $2.5 million. He stated Fitzgerald said his team of ed people could do it in house and surrounding counties participate. The turnpike has the best roads and is not done out of anyone’s general fund it is fee based on consumers.

Commissioner Kalo said him and Lori attended an endorsement event for Marcy Kaptur.


Commissioner Kalo attended the chili cook off in Avon for a police officer that was injured and congratulated Officer Chris Barton for putting this event together, an organization called “Lorain Blue” helping disabled officers.


Commissioner Kalo said Team Lorain County is working on the final draft and resolution with Team NEO to be subgrantee for new JOBSOH program with the counties; Erie, Huron and Lorain.


Commissioner Williams approached the board on video editing of the commissioners meetings and to eliminate $25,000, how does the board feel, Commissioner Kokoski said cap it, Commissioner Williams said if you go $.01 cents over you are in violation. Commissioner Kalo said violation is a strong word because work has been expanded there are some circumstances that allow this and last year there were additional hearings.  Commissioner Kokoski said this year she does not see any additional hearings.
Assistant Prosecutor Innes said he reviewed and contracts over $25,000 have to be bid. He gave an example of a salt agreement, you bid out and if it is a worse winter than expected you order more, but if it would continue annual, then a separate contract would have to be entered into.  He stated that the Commissioners had several public hearings last year that were needed; Commissioner Williams said it has been done for 6 years.

Assistant Prosecutor Innes recommends that the contract stay within $25,000 and if go over need another arrangement. Commissioner Kokoski said don’t we have checks and balances in our purchasing department to make sure that the contracts are not going over.  Assistant Prosecutor Innes said there are exceptions to bidding and all counties face these differences as well as townships because there are other entities that have 1 bidding standard and we have several units of bidding levels.  
Commissioner Williams recommendations is not to do editing and use the $25,000 elsewhere. He spoke with Ernie Smith, IT Director and this video tapping can be done with no editing and still be put out there. He said the issues that the county is having the $25,000 could have gone to Nabakowski for an investment for the county for additional revenue and there has been a trend of increased contract, he could not even find where this was bid out.  Commissioner Kalo said he is fine with how it is. Commissioner Kokoski said Hall does a good job, it shows transparency to the public. Commissioner Williams said transparences will not be lost.  Commissioner Kokoski said who is going to get the broadcast to TV.  County Administrator Cordes said his understanding of Commissioner Williams’s position is that it will not be on cable just live stream; Commissioner Kokoski said no it would be both.  Commissioner Williams said the county owns the equipment in the back to do this, then burn to DVD and provide to cable. County Administrator Cordes said the county does not have cable access. The last 13 years, there has been a partnership with the College to do, this is delivered to them in a format to be broadcasted and they slot into various segments of their programming.  He said could we do, he is not sure would have to review and don’t know what this process is.  Commissioner Williams said Ernie Smith, IT Director said he could do and give access to network, County Administrator Cordes said he is not sure if the board wants to head into this direction and he does not want our IT people driving back and forth to college, this is a waste of time.
Commissioner Williams said look at Elyria High School or other people, there are many options to be looked at to reduce this $25,000.


Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin said her last hearing exam indicated she had a small deficit in her ear in the upper ranges and find it very hard to hear Mr. Williams for the most part at these meetings and she did not catch on for sometime when he was talking about $25,000, she gathers it was on the video situation.  It seems to here if you are going to transfer from what there is now there needs to be a study and how the other facilities that might be considered really work.  She stated Oberlin student’s video recorded the City council meetings and then it drops off, no shows so there is not complete coverage on a regular basis or adequate coverage.  If this were to be transferred you would need to have someone in charge, like Ernie or Mr. Cordes. As a citizen it is unfortunate to hear this repeated again without an adequate study of the whole matter. Commissioner Kokoski said this is her concern, you get what you pay for; if there are volunteers from the schools; they loose interest, are sick, Commissioner Kalo said not in the school budget to do this, Commissioner Kokoski said there are a lot of things and she has been here 7 years and Hall has never missed a meeting and is 100% on time and done a good job, is not one of their picks, does not even live in Lorain County has no party favors and afraid to make chance because she does not know what to expect, what will be gotten for free.  She said all the employees are working way more then they have before with additional job duties because of the cuts and you can not expect Mr. Cordes, Ernie or anybody else to worry about tapping meetings, getting them to the college or whatever else it takes to get done and Hall has done a good job and does not want to change. Commissioner Williams said $25,000 could go towards transit, 4h programs, recorder for her toner, etc. we can set up this system where the clerk can actually hit the buttons, there are 3 of them it is not rocket science, the townships pay $50 to have someone record and information is still provided and it can be done at a lower cost. He said the names do not have to appear on the screen, or at podium, this is a waste of money.  He would like to have a commitment from the Board to look at other proposals of the schools and if they can do this for a reduced cost.  Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski said anyone can gather information and bring back to this board for discussion, there is no carte blanche approval there is no board that has agreed to give commitment before review.

Commissioner Williams asked about elimination of the cable services to the Commissioners in amount of $2,800.  Commissioner Kokoski said is this for commissioner’s accounts as a whole. County Administrator Cordes said general fund. Commissioner Williams said commissioners and juries. County Administrator Cordes said Administration Building, Justice Center and some other entities this is not just 4th floor.
Tim Lubbe, Court Administrator – Lorain County Court of Common Pleas said the Commissioners are free to do but would request not to eliminate cable to the grand jury because ultimately we would just cost shift from Judges to Commissioners. He stated the jury comes in, they sit for long hours. Commissioner Kokoski said if she has cable in her office it can be taken out, she only watches tapes on her TV. County Administrator Cordes said it is not like home, you can not just eliminate an office TV this is a commercial account and he would like to have more information on what this total figure covers because it is not only the 4th floor.  Commissioner Williams said there was a total of $15,000 for cable, $2,500 for Commissioners and $800 for Detention Home.
Commissioner Kalo said the jurors are called to serve and sit a while and asked about coffee. Mr. Lubbe said no. Commissioner Kokoski said no transportation, no coffee no TV. Mr. Lubbe said there is a small TV and jurors are chosen to serve, it is a long walk there is no transportation provided and he receives calls that jury service is a burden, employers are not accommodating and if you do not show there is a potential for being arrested, they get a small stipend. He met with the Judges in the difficulty of getting a pool of jurors and he would caution in making this more cumbersome to these people. Commissioner Williams said there could be a screen with projector and use the internet, he gets frustrated because it is like we are in the 90’s. Mr. Lubbe said if there is an alternative he would review. 
Commissioner Williams said there is a bigger issue going into 2013 and the board is not making the small hits, this is like low hanging fruit and said in October there would be a $10.5 million deficit, 2 weeks ago it is as low as $2 million back up to $4-5 million and in December it was stated cuts would be made in mid January. Commissioner Kokoski said the 1st quarter. Commissioner Kalo said we were going to review but during this process the legislators have changed and other actions with HB225 and the additional revenues. He stated yesterday working with the Auditor, Board of Elections and Director Paul Adams there would be savings in the mailing program of $40,000 in special and general election, so this is around $800,000, based on. Commissioner Kokoski said the program with the AG’s office. Commissioner Kalo said that is a possibility and projected casino revenue so around $1.5-1.8 million based on $1 billion from state and giving some back to the local governments, so he is not prepared until we don’t have another answer because we should be picking up a couple million dollars. Commissioner Williams said you are telling people you will put a sales tax out there but not willing to make cuts. Commissioner Kokoski said over $18 million in cuts have been made since she has become Commissioner. Commissioner Kalo said if there is no other avenue of revenues through the State because these things have all changed within the last couple of weeks that would make a severe difference in the budget shortfalls.  Commissioner Williams said even with funds from state there will be no deficit, Commissioner Kalo said no. Commissioner Williams said then cuts need to be made not saying $10 million. Commissioner Kalo said the $10 million is from the tax budget it is around $2.3 million in cuts, $1.1 million coming back and this is were $4-5 million is at plus $8000,000 additional revenue , $1 million casino and $1.3 million less on inside mileage that will be applied for on justice center.  Commissioner Williams asked what the board is willing to cut. Commissioner Kalo said he can not answer this because there are too many scenarios until the state of Ohio has its biennial is done, because if 1/3 is given from sale tax it would be about $10-11 million of 30% equal $3.3 million.  Commissioner Kalo asked Neil Lynch, Commissioner Williams assistant and Amherst Township Trustee if the Ohio Township Association is fighting for additional dollars, Mr. Lynch said correct. Commissioner Williams understands but still there is a deficit so cuts are needed. Commissioner Kalo said correct just not sure what the number is.  Commissioner Williams said he likes to plan ahead, Commissioner Kalo said you can't because of the state legislators.


Rick Krueck, Kipton Village said an article in the Chronicle states that Ohio is sitting on a rainy day fund and it is raining all over. Commissioner Kalo said in the Governors address there was a check for $.89 cents and then their budget director wrote another check for $0.89 cents and now there is $247 million in the rainy day fund and took 30% from the locals.  Mr. Krueck said they need to give it back, Commissioner Kokoski said this is criminal.

PUBLIC COMMENT 






(Please limit your comments to three minutes)

Shirley R. Johnson, Oberlin looked at the manual from the state regards to open meetings and records and the original one was passed in 1950’s and started by Chuck Mosley, Republican representative and local editor and strong advocate for open meetings, then Don Pease came along after in state government and was an advocate. In the same way the constitution was developed along time ago and meeting laws were adopted and need to remember that discussions that talk about open meeting and open records we need accurate and objective reporting to the public and have professional video recording of public meeting, it is important to history, it is improvement of accuracy and has not read the minutes for a long time of the Commissioners and not sure what is in or out and know that the video tape shows the public about the Commissioners as people have to vote for that the newspapers don’t say and have to remember the newspaper and journalism is confined and have less coverage at all meetings. In Oberlin the newspapers have changed hands and in the last several months there is no a lot of objectives or reporting what is going on in city council or school board meetings and stated again that it is important to continue to have the message and since she has been coming since 1997 it has been a great deal.  Also in relation to comments made by Mr. Lubbe, she has been called to the jury once and does not usually watch TV, but a lot of people do, and was called for a case in Oberlin that involved a family that she had some personal contact with and sat for hours before she was disqualified to sit and there needs to be something for these people to do while waiting.  She stated that what is really being discussed is part of our national problem, what will be paid for in government, how much government should be but never hear any discussion on the consequences of the cuts that would be made.
Commissioner Williams said with video editing, it will still be televised once information is gathered. Ms. Johnson said no this is her point, you know now that it is done in a good and accurate way, you don’t know what it will be and maybe it could be proved once information is received but from her experience since 1947 and going to meetings in Oberlin and in the county she has not found this to be correct that the substitute that he is suggesting would work. Commissioner Williams said the county owns the video equipment and have the IT personnel and if the townships can take a video camera and capture all the information and give it to the residents and pay only $50 I am sure that we could do this and would put his engineering background on it as well.  We could do video streaming and achieving on website. Commissioner Kalo said he would agree that the live streaming should be done.  Commissioner Williams said he is not getting rid of information just provide a different way, the $25,000 could go to transit or video editing.  Mrs. Jonson said she does not believe this should be the choice because she does not know how accurate the reporting would be, now she is going to be forced to look into township records to see what the tapes are like and how open it is and she really does not have time.  Commissioner Williams said he wants to live within the budget and keep services that will provide good services to the citizens but there is a deficit coming and we need a plan for the future.  Is it necessary for people to watch TV prior to these meetings on the TV, or Prosecutor to watch TV in his office or the jury, it is a small dollar amount but if you can’t make the small cuts how are you going to get people to buy in to support the sales tax, it failed by 2/3, we have to change the way we think. Mrs. Johnson said this is the national trend, national argument what government needs to spend money on and have a national deficit for all sorts of reasons and don’t want to have a private argument she is just expressing her opinion as a citizen and somewhat amateur expert on open meeting and records law.  Commissioner Williams said he encourages her to come up it makes it better.  
Commissioner Kokoski said if cable was discontinued and we had another incident like 911 attack, or homeland security, there was no information available to the county and makes it feel like we are going back in to the dark ages.  Commissioner Williams said most people have smart phones, Commissioner Kokoski said what happens if we can’t get through, Commissioner Williams said satellite would go out, turn on the radio.

Rick Krueck, Kipton Village said with the commissioners engineering background you should see the value of the $25,000 it is a bargain for video and it is quality.  Commissioner Williams said Hall does a great job but $25,000 is not needed, we have cameras and equipment but the names will not appear at bottom of screen could have 3 different shots, it just won’t be the bells and whistles and he does not feel that this is needed, the information can still be given to the public and only spent $1500 for internet streaming.  He said the board has taken a stand and is done with the conversation.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin addressed the County Administrator;
1) Have an anti-idling policy on fleet. Mr. Cordes said no only Engineer, we really do not need this

2) 2 sided copy policy? Mr. Cordes said some

3) Energy audits? Mr. Cordes said yes and this was under HB7, energy conservation bonds

4) Low flush toilets? Mr. Cordes said this was part of energy conservation along with lights, insulation, windows, HVACs, etc.

Mr. Ashenhurst said we are talking about less cost for identical services, no quality argument and this is low hanging fruit to reduce line 

items, not to eliminate the entire line item.  Commissioner Kalo said it is similar to the $40,000 savings in postage for the Board of Elections which has been discussed since the sales tax was crushed.  Mr. Ashenhurst said it is better to squeeze line items rather than cutting. Commissioner Kalo agreed, we need to look elsewhere like investing our money in local bonds to get revenue. Commissioner Williams said if JVS or other volunteers can do this and information is still getting out there, you might not get same quality as Hall but would like to review.  Commissioner Kokoski said this has been debated to death. 
Commissioner Kokoski said the parking deck has new lights which are cost effective and high efficient, Commissioner Kalo said it cost $12,000, maintenance department did it and save $20,000/year.  Commissioner Kokoski said when the windows were done you can no longer here the cars, rain or wind outside. County Administrator Cordes said to replace the windows would have cost $800,000 so the county got a local company for about $65,000 and renovated and sealed all windows and biggest challenge is to keep them closed because then the inside air pressure is off inside the building between floors.
