WHEREAS, HB 108 / Nitro's Law is a bill to amend sections 959.131, 959.132, and 959.99 of the Ohio Revised Code to specifically prohibit an owner, manager, or employee of a kennel of dogs from committing cruel treatment of a companion animal; and

WHEREAS, to give a prosecutor who prosecutes an owner, manager, or employee of a kennel of dogs who commits cruel treatment of a companion animal discretion in prosecuting the owner, manager, or employee for the offense, and to remove certain language regarding the negligent treatment of companion animals; and

WHEREAS, This is a “stepping stone” to eventually having a first offense felony provision that will apply to all abusers that commit major cases of companion animal abuse, cruelty and neglect; and

WHEREAS, HB 108 / Nitro’s Law came about due to a tragic incident that occurred on October 22, 2008, when an elite dog training & boarding facility 'High Caliber K9' in Youngstown, Ohio was raided. Steve Croley, owner & trainer of High Caliber, was arrested, charged and convicted on just 4 misdemeanor infractions for starving 19 dogs, 8 of which died. This was just one more crime of horrendous proportions to add to the list of Ohio's growing atrocities of abuse committed against defenseless animals. Currently, Ohio is one of only 4 states left that does NOT have a first offense felony provision for animal cruelty. The other three being Alaska, Iowa and Pennsylvania; and

WHEREAS, A total of 19 dogs suffered extreme starvation and 8 of them lost their 

lives; 1 Rottweiler, 3 Doberman Pinschers, 1 American Pit Bull Terrier, 1 Border Collie, and 2 German Shepherds. Each of these dogs had a family and came from all over the United States and abroad for elite K9 training only to end up deliberately starved to death in their kennels at High Caliber. The owners of these dogs paid fortunes to ensure their care, only to have them suffer depraved acts of cruelty and neglect; and

WHEREAS, In February 2009 'Nitro's Law', then HB70, was introduced and passed the Ohio House of Representatives and was assigned to the Ohio Senate's Criminal Justice Committee for consideration and for nearly 1 year, this landmark Bill was grossly ignored by the Ohio Senate. On December 31, 2010, Nitro's Law ceased to exist; and

WHEREAS, In February 2011, the bill was reintroduced in the House as HB108, has passed the House’s Criminal Justice Committee in September, 2011 and has set idle waiting for Republican Ohio House Speaker Batchelder to bring it to the House Floor for a vote/3rd Consideration; and

WHEREAS, Ohio is running rampant with case after case of animal abuse, cruelty, and neglect. There have been 5 cases of highly publicized animal abuse in the Youngstown area alone in the past 2 weeks. We must put a stop to this nonsense. This should not be happening in a civilized nation such as ours; and

WHEREAS, This is not just about the welfare of Ohio companion animals. Look at the big picture and it has been shown that the link between animal abuse and more violent conduct has clearly been established. The dismembered body of a dog or cat today could very well be that of a child tomorrow.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, Lorain County Board of Commissioners hereby supports HB108 / Nitro’s Law to amend section 959.131, 959.132 and 959.99 of the Ohio Revised Code to specifically prohibit an owner, a manager, or employee of a kennel of dogs from committing cruel treatment of a companion animal.

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, Clerk is instructed to send this resolution to Ohio House of Representative Dan Ramos, District 56 and Matt Lundy, District 57 and Senator Manning, 13th District encouraging to take a step in protecting animals in Ohio.

Commissioner Kokoski said on February 29, Nicole from Governor Kasich’s office will be here to discuss St. Joe’s, Lorain

Commissioner Kokoski has been busy with candidate’s night and fundraisers
Commissioner Kalo asked Lorain Mayor Ritenauer and Keith Bailey, Director – Solid Waste to come up to discus recycling and plan.
Mr. Bailey has had discussions with City of Lorain on the volume based system and they would have been eligible to receive a $300,000 grant by December 31, 2010 if they switched. He stated that the City of Elyria has tripled their recycling in the first year. The commissioners will need to approve the plan by February 29 and would be effective March 6 or EPA would take over
Mayor Ritenauer asked if the commissioners would put the $300,000 grant back on the table as an incentive for the city to switch.

Commissioner Williams asked what other communities missed the deadline of December 31, 2010. Mr. Bailey said none

Commissioner Williams said could this money be allocated back into the grant. Mr. Bailey said there are two separate grants; 1) community grants and 2) volume based cart system incentive

Commissioner Kalo said in the new plan, all communities that participate are on a scale

Commissioner Williams said in speaking with County Administrator Cordes he indicated that the money could go back into community grant. County Administrator Cordes said the question was can money be reallocated and yes, budgets are a living document

Commissioner Williams said City of Lorain should have to pay back the money that was used from previous grants that did not meet criteria before any consideration is given. County Administrator Cordes said there are reviews being conducted as to the clarification with expenditures in accordance with state order.

Mayor Ritenauer said there is some questionable expenditure and they are going through to see where the money was spent in accordance with the state audit findings.

Commissioner Williams asked if City Council was going to approve this. Mayor Ritenauer said no but he is requesting that the money be placed back on the table if they do accept the volume based system and review contract with vendor.

Commissioner Williams said he would like a commitment by February 29 if they are going with volume based system. Mayor Ritenauer said there are several issues involved with the vendor and the automated system and would be unfair to put a date on the line because of negotiations.

Commissioner Kalo agreed with the mayor and stated the intent of solid waste is to increase recycling and the budget has $1.8 million should only have $1.5 million so the $300,000 was carried over.

Commissioner Williams said he would like to take 1 week to review.

Commissioner Kalo said City Council will meet next week and Commissioners need to approve by February 29 and if not then it becomes null and void.

Commissioner Kokoski said she would like to see Lorain move forward with the carts but not keep money tied up for 5 year decision, maybe a 1 year consideration.  She asked if after one year can the money go back into community grants. Mr. Bailey said it will go into general fund of their budget and Commissioners determine where the money would be allocated.

Mr. Bailey stated that it will take Allied at least 1 year to mobilize the volume based system in the City of Lorain and then they have to prepare residents, etc.  He also indicated that the EPA would like the commissioners to act on this because they are impressed with the county and community becoming volume based and City of Avon will be in the 2013-2014 contracts.

Commissioner Kalo said republic is also requesting a grant to expand. Mr. Bailey said right now recyclables go west of Lorain County, to Lorain County or Pennsylvania.
