CONSULTING AGREEMENT

This Consulting Agreement (this “Agreement”) is made effective as of March 1, 2012 (the “Effective Date”), by and between National Benefit Programs, Inc., an Ohio corporation, with its principal place of business located at 1650 West Fifth Avenue, Columbus, Ohio 43212 (the “Consultant”) and Lorain County, Ohio (the “Client”).  Each of the Consultant and the Client may be referred to herein as a “Party” or collectively, as the “Parties.”
WHEREAS, the Client and the Consultant do not intend to be bound to any employment contract, express or implied, or any portion of any such employment contract now or hereinafter in existence between the Client and any of its employees; 
WHEREAS, the Client and the Consultant hereby agree that the Consultant is not and shall not be considered an “employee” of the Client; and
WHEREAS, the Client and the Consultant intend to be bound by the terms of this Agreement, and further intend that this Agreement shall encompass all terms and conditions of their relationship;
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained herein, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows, intending to be legally bound.

The Client and the Consultant agree that the Consultant’s scope of services shall be limited to locating, monitoring, negotiating, structuring, reviewing and administering the following benefits provided by the Client:  life insurance, disability management insurance, health care benefits, dental, vision, prescription drug benefits, stop-loss coverage and similar employee-type benefits (collectively, the “Benefits”) and related services (collectively, the “Services”).  The Consultant will also analyze and review regularly with the Client whether or not it should maintain a self-funded, partially self-funded or fully insured plan in the provision of any of its Benefits.

In return for the performance of the Services, the Client shall pay the Consultant according to the compensation structure in place as of February 1, 2012.  The Consultant further agrees to maintain its pricing throughout the term of this Agreement and shall not increase its pricing for any of the Services during the term of this Agreement.  The Consultant shall be responsible for the payment of any and all out of pocket expenses related to the provision of the Services.  During the term of this Agreement, the Client agrees that the Consultant will be the sole and irrevocable insurance agent of record at all times during the term of this Agreement with respect to the provision of the Services.

It is the intent of the Client and the Consultant that the Client shall not be liable for any damages arising from any personal injury sustained by the Consultant resulting from any related activity to the Consultant’s duties.  The Consultant, by signing this Agreement, hereby assumes full responsibility for all damages or injuries Consultant may sustain in furtherance of her job performance or in furtherance of the Services.

Consultant is, as to the Client, an independent contractor and neither it nor any of its employees, shall be deemed to be an employee or agent of the Client for any purpose whatsoever.  The Consultant shall, at its own expense, comply with all applicable laws, including but not limited to tax laws, workers compensation laws and occupational safety and health laws and any regulations related thereto.
5.
Consultant agrees to perform the Services in a professional manner and in accordance with all statutes, regulations, administrative rules or other legal requirements of any pertinent governmental entity and without any conflicts of interest.
6.
It is further agreed that the provisions of the Ohio Workers’ Compensation Act shall not apply, and the Consultant shall not be eligible to receive benefits under the Ohio Workers’ Compensation Act.

The Client and the Consultant further agree that at the termination of the Consultant’s duties for the Client, the Consultant shall not be eligible for benefits under the Ohio Unemployment Compensation Law as codified in the Ohio Revised Code.

Consultant agrees to pay and be responsible for all Federal, state and local income taxes and other payroll taxes and will file all required returns related to such taxes, contributions and payroll deductions, in connection with any individuals utilized in the performance of the Services under this Agreement.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and shall terminate upon the fourth anniversary thereof.

All notices, requests, demands or other communications required or permitted to be given under this Agreement shall be given in writing and shall be deemed to have been given if delivered by hand or by certified mail, postage prepaid, effective upon receipt by each Party at the addresses first set forth above.  Any Party to this Agreement may, by notice given in accordance with this Section 11, designate a new address for notices, requests, demands and other communications to such other Party.
12.
This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the Client and its successors and assigns.  The rights and obligations of the Consultant hereunder may not be delegated, assigned or otherwise transferred.
13.
Failure to insist upon strict compliance with any of the terms, covenants or conditions hereof shall not be deemed a waiver of any such term, covenant or condition, nor shall any such failure at any one time or times be deemed a waiver or relinquishment at any other time or times of any right under the terms, covenants or conditions hereof.
14.
No modification or amendment hereof shall be effective unless and until the same shall be in a writing duly executed by both Parties hereto.

15.
If any provision hereof shall be determined to be unlawful, improper or unenforceable for any reason, the remaining provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.  It is the intention of the Client and the Consultant that if any provision of this Agreement is susceptible to two or more constructions, one of which would render the provision unenforceable and the other or others of which would render the provision enforceable, then the provision shall have the meaning which renders it enforceable.

16.
This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the Parties hereto in respect of its subject matter and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous agreements between the Parties hereto in connection with the subject matter of this Agreement.  No officer, employee or other servant or agent of the Client or of the Consultant is authorized to make any representation, warranty or other promise not contained in this Agreement.  No change, termination or attempted waiver of any of the provisions of this Agreement shall be binding upon the Client or the Consultant unless in writing and signed by the Party to be charged.

17.
The Parties agree that any dispute arising from this Agreement or action or proceeding to enforce this Agreement or any of its terms shall be brought in federal court in the United States District Court for the Northern District of Ohio or in the Court of Common Pleas of Lorain County, Ohio.  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Ohio.

Don Romancak, Director – Lorain County Community Development said this is annual report of ed projects in the county and is open to all political subdivisions.  He said EDA is an office of Ohio Department of Commerce, similar to block grant and hud and in order to access funds especially public works there needs to be levels of streets which are usually in City of Elyria & Lorain. EDA requested the county’s program be revamped for true strategy.  There are two primary projects 1) public works ranking; City of Lorain water tower is #1 on list been there for 4-5 years and 2) economic adjustment; Lorain Eagles Building, GIS program and then EDA determines what the counties priority is for economic development.  He stated after review, there is a unique opportunity to work with the college and should deserve great consideration.


Commissioner Kokoski asked why the City of Lorain has been #1 but received no funds. Mr. Romancak said there were some issues of over the years and there is still not a clean title to the land, location is at IRG Ford plant, Lorain and there was also a Brownfield grant there so there are restrictions. The last time a water tower was funded in this region was tied directly to US Steel expansion.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if all cities and townships know of this, Mr. Romancak said they are aware.
County Administrator Cordes said the water tower is a good project but EDA also looks for enhancement of jobs and this is a competitive grant.

Tracey Green, Lorain County Community College thanked Mr. Romancak because they learned of this opportunity at end of 2011. In September 2011 there was a groundbreaking of SMART Center, a facility to help sensor based companies get commercialized to help create jobs and project has been recognized at local, state and federal levels. During this process, it caught the eyes and ears of NIST, National Institute for Standard and Technology and Department of Commerce and Office of Innovation Entrepreneurship. A visit with NIST shared the bridge of research and commercialization they learned that the past 18 months NIST was doing a road mapping process looking at the commercialization process at national and international levels and the study showed that the SMART center already identified these procedures. They wanted to develop a new concept center that provides a multi shared user facility where companies can come in and get the advanced packaging for liability testing and simulation work. SMART is leading in moving this industry forward and going through discussion with NIST and Department of Commerce encouraged them to the eda funding. The application was submitted in December to focus on how this public works funding to outfit the labs in SMART that not only meet the local and state needs that are indentified but also the national need, so SMART can be utilized as a federal resource both from a research and federal lab technology transfer but also for industries and the scope that it would have in Lorain County by bringing industries here.  She said that there are 30 companies that have been indentified that are being served or sought to be served by SMART that are within 5 miles of the economic distressed communities.
County Administrator Cordes said in speaking with Dr. Church, President – LCCC he believes within his discussion with supporters D.C. we have an extraordinary opportunity to raise to the next level for the funding and this would probably be the only time to submit because SMART will officially be opened in 2013.

Commissioner Kalo said this is a great facility and we are the silicone valley. Ms. Green said they will have a conversation tomorrow with the Chicago EDA people regards to this project.

RESOLUTION NO. 12-144
RE:
PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF NOTES IN AN AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $5,220,000, IN ANTICIPATION OF THE ISSUANCE OF BONDS, TO PAY COSTS OF CONSTRUCTING A SALT STORAGE FACILITY AND IMPROVING HIGHWAYS, ROADS, STREETS AND BRIDGES LOCATED IN THE COUNTY, TOGETHER WITH ALL NECESSARY APPURTENANCES THERETO.


WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 11-113 adopted by this Board on February 23, 2011, the County of Lorain (the “County”) issued its $5,065,000 Highway Improvement Note, Series 2011, dated March 17, 2011 and maturing March 16, 2012 (the “Outstanding Highway Note”) to pay costs of improving highways, roads and bridges located in the County, together with all necessary appurtenances; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 11-527 adopted by this Board on August 10, 2011, the County issued its $300,000 Salt Storage Facility Improvement Note, Series 2011, dated September 6, 2011 and maturing March 16, 2012 (the “Outstanding Salt Storage Facility Note”, and together with the Outstanding Highway Notes, the “Notes”) to pay costs of constructing a salt storage facility, together with all necessary appurtenances; and


WHEREAS, this Board finds and determines that the County should issue notes to retire, together with other funds available to the County, the Outstanding Notes and to pay costs of the issuance of the Notes; and


WHEREAS, the County Auditor as fiscal officer of this County has certified to this Board that the estimated life or period of usefulness of the improvement described in Section 1 is at least five years, the estimated maximum maturity of the bonds described in Section 1 is 20 years, and the maximum maturity of $2,161,688 of the principal amount of the notes described in Section 3 is June 7, 2026; the maximum maturity of $680,000 of the principal amount of the notes is March 29, 2027; the maximum maturity of $130,000 of the principal amount of the notes is June 5, 2027; the maximum maturity of $110,000 of the principal amount of the notes is June 3, 2028; the maximum maturity of $25,000 of the principal amount of the notes is March 24, 2025; the maximum maturity of $15,000 of the principal amount of the notes is May 29, 2029; the maximum maturity of $1,565,000 of the notes is March 22, 2030; and the maximum maturity of $227,942 of the notes is September 20, 2030; and the maximum maturity of $305,370 of the notes is September 6, 2031.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, that:


Section 1.  It is necessary to issue bonds of this County in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $5,220,000 (the “Bonds”) to pay costs of the construction of a salt storage facility and the improvement of highways, roads, streets and bridges located in Lorain County, together with all necessary appurtenances.


Section 2.  The Bonds shall be dated approximately July 1, 2012, shall bear interest at the now estimated rate of 6% per year, payable semi‑annually until the principal amount is paid, and are estimated to mature in 20 annual principal installments on December 1 of each year that are in such amounts that the total principal and interest payments on the Bonds in any fiscal year in which principal is payable is substantially equal.  The first principal payment of the Bonds is estimated to be December 1, 2013.


Section 3.  It is necessary to issue notes in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $5,220,000 (the “Notes”) in anticipation of the issuance of the Bonds and to retire, together with other funds available to the County, the Outstanding Notes.  The Notes shall be dated March 14, 2012 and shall mature on June 14, 2012.  The Notes shall be designated “Various Purpose Improvement Notes, Series 2012” and shall bear interest at a rate not to exceed 6% per year (computed on a 360‑day per year consisting of twelve 30 day months), payable at maturity and until the principal amount is paid or payment is provided for.  The principal amount of the Notes (not to exceed $5,220,000) and the rate of interest on the Notes shall be determined by the County Administrator in a final terms certificate (the “Final Terms Certificate”).


Section 4.  The principal of and interest on the Notes shall be payable in lawful money of the United States of America, and shall be payable, without deduction for services of the County’s paying agent, at a corporate trust office of The Huntington National Bank, or at the principal office of a bank or trust company requested by Ross, Sinclaire & Associates, LLC (the “Original Purchaser”), provided that such request shall be approved by the County Administrator after determining that the payment at that bank or trust company will not endanger the funds or securities of the County and proper procedures are available for that purpose (the “Paying Agent”).  


Section 5.  The Notes shall be signed by at least two members of the Board of County Commissioners and by the County Auditor, in the name of the County and in their official capacities, provided that all but one of those signatures may be a facsimile.  The Notes shall be issued in the denominations and numbers as requested by the Original Purchaser and approved by the County Auditor, provided that no Note shall be issued in a denomination of less than $100,000.  The entire principal amount may be represented by a single note and may be issued as fully registered securities (for which the County Auditor will serve as note registrar) or other uncertificated from in accordance with Section 9.96 and Chapter 133 of the Revised Code if it is determined by the County Administrator that issuance of fully registered securities in that form will facilitate the sale and delivery of the Notes.  The Notes shall not have coupons attached, shall be numbered as determined by the County Administrator and shall express upon their faces the purpose, in summary terms, for which they are issued and that they are issued pursuant to this resolution.  


The Notes may be issued to any securities depository (a “Depository”) that is a clearing agency under federal law operating and maintaining, with any participants contracting with a Depository under a book entry system and includes security brokers and dealers, banks and trust companies, and clearing corporations or otherwise (“Participants”), a system (a “book entry system”) under which (i) the ownership of beneficial interests in the Notes and the principal of, and interest on, the Notes may be transferred only through a book entry, and (ii) a single physical Note certificate is issued by the County and payable only to a Depository or its nominee, with such Notes “immobilized” in the custody of the Depository or its agent for that purpose. If, and as long as a book entry system is utilized, (i) the Notes may be issued in the form of a single Note made payable to the Depository or its nominee and immobilized in the custody of the Depository or its agent for that purpose; (ii) the beneficial owners in book entry form shall have no right to receive the Notes in the form of physical securities or certificates; (iii) ownership of beneficial interests in book entry form shall be shown by book entry on the system maintained and operated by the Depository and its Participants, and transfers of the ownership of beneficial interests shall be made only by book entry by the Depository and its Participants; and (iv) the Notes as such shall not be transferable or exchangeable, except for transfer to another Depository or to another nominee of a Depository, without further action by the County.


If any Depository determines not to continue to act as a Depository for the Notes for use in a book entry system, the County Administrator or the County Auditor may attempt to establish a securities depository/book entry relationship with another qualified Depository.  If the County Auditor does not or is unable to do so, the County Auditor, after making provision for notification of the beneficial owners by the then Depository and any other arrangements deemed necessary, shall permit withdrawal of the Notes from the Depository, and shall cause the Notes in bearer or payable form to be signed by the officers authorized to sign the Notes and delivered to the assigns of the Depository or its nominee, all at the cost and expense (including any costs of printing), if the event is not the result of County action or inaction, of those persons requesting such issuance.


The County Administrator and the County Auditor are each also hereby authorized and directed, to the extent necessary or required, to enter into any agreements determined necessary in connection with the book entry system for the Notes, after determining that the signing thereof will not endanger the funds or securities of the County.


Section 6.  The Notes shall be sold to the Original Purchaser at private sale by the County Administrator at a purchase price of not less than par plus accrued interest in accordance with the provisions of this resolution, the Final Terms Certificate and the Note Purchase Agreement (as hereinafter defined).  The County Administrator shall sign the Final Terms Certificate fixing the principal amount of and the interest rate of the Notes and providing any approval of an alternate Paying Agent, cause the Notes to be prepared, and have the Notes signed and delivered, together with a true transcript of proceedings with reference to the issuance of the Notes if requested by the Original Purchaser, to the Original Purchaser upon payment of the purchase price.  The note purchase agreement (the “Note Purchase Agreement”) now on file with the Clerk of this Board is approved, and the County Administrator is authorized to sign and deliver, on behalf of the County, the Note Purchase Agreement with such changes that are not inconsistent with the provisions of this resolution, are not materially adverse to the interests of the County and are approved by the County Administrator.  That any such changes to the Note Purchase Agreement are not materially adverse to the interests of the County and are approved by the County Administrator shall be evidenced conclusively by the signing of the Note Purchase Agreement by the County Administrator.  Any member of this Board, the Clerk of this Board, the County Administrator, the County Auditor and other County officials, as appropriate, are each authorized and directed to sign any transcript certificates, financial statements and other documents and instruments and to take such actions as are necessary or appropriate to consummate the transactions contemplated by this Resolution.  The County Auditor is authorized, if it is determined to be in the best interest of the County, to combine the issue of Notes with one or more other note issues of the County into a consolidated note issue pursuant to Section 133.30(B) of the Revised Code.


Section 7.  Proceeds of the Notes sufficient, together with other funds available to the County to pay the principal of and interest on the Outstanding Notes shall be deposited into the Bond Retirement Fund and used to retire the Outstanding Notes.  The remaining proceeds of the Notes shall be deposited in an appropriate fund of the County and used to pay costs of issuance of the Notes.  Any proceeds of the Notes not spent within 60 days after the issuance of the Notes shall be transferred to the Bond Retirement Fund and used to pay the principal of and interest on the Notes when due.  All interest earned on amounts on deposit in any fund derived from proceeds of the Notes (including interest earned on such interest) shall be credited to the fund and used for the purposes set forth above, and shall not be transferred to the General Fund.  All proceeds of the Notes and interest earned on those proceeds (including interest earned on such interest) are appropriated for the purposes set forth above.


Section 8.  The par value to be received from the sale of the Bonds or of any renewal notes and any excess funds resulting from the issuance of the Notes shall, to the extent necessary, be used to pay the debt charges on the Notes and the Bonds and are pledged for that purpose.


Section 9.  During the year or years in which the Notes are outstanding, there shall be levied on all the taxable property in the County, in addition to all other taxes, the same tax that would have been levied if the Bonds had been issued without the prior issuance of the Notes.  The tax shall be within the ten‑mill limitation imposed by law, shall be and is ordered computed, certified, levied and extended upon the tax duplicate and collected by the same officers, in the same manner, and at the same time that taxes for general purposes for each of those years are certified, levied, extended and collected, and shall be placed before and in preference to all other items and for the full amount thereof.  The proceeds of the tax levy shall be placed in the Bond Retirement Fund, which is irrevocably pledged for the payment of the debt charges on the Notes or the Bonds when and as the same fall due.   


In each year to the extent money is lawfully available and appropriated from the County’s receipts from the State of Ohio gasoline excise tax, the County’s receipts pursuant to any joint agreements with any municipality (including, without limitation, the City of Lorain, the Village of Grafton, the Village of LaGrange, the Village of Sheffield and the City of Sheffield Lake), available moneys on deposit in the Bond Retirement Fund or proceeds from the sale of obligations by the County, the amount of the tax levy may be reduced by the amount or amounts so available and appropriated.  Nothing in this paragraph diminishes the pledge of the full faith and credit and the taxing power of the County to the prompt payment of the Notes or the Bonds.


Section 10.  This Board covenants that it will (i) restrict the use of the proceeds of the Notes in such manner and to such extent, if any, as may be necessary after taking into account reasonable expectations at the time the Notes are issued, so that the Notes will not constitute obligations the interest on which is subject to federal income taxation or “arbitrage Bonds” under Sections 103(b)(2) and 148 of the Internal Revenue Code and the regulations prescribed thereunder, and (ii) to the extent possible, comply with all applicable provisions of the Code and the regulations prescribed thereunder necessary for the interest on the Notes to remain exempt from federal income taxes including any expenditure requirements, investment limitations, rebate requirements or use restrictions.  The County Auditor or any other officer having responsibility with respect to the issuance of the Notes is authorized and directed to give an appropriate certificate on behalf of this County on the date of delivery of the Notes for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings, setting forth the facts, estimates and circumstances and reasonable expectations pertaining to the use of the proceeds thereof and the provisions of said Sections 103(b)(2) and 148 and regulations thereunder.  


The County covenants that it will use, and will restrict the use and investment of, the proceeds of the Notes in such manner and to such extent as may be necessary so that (a) the Notes will not (i) constitute private activity bonds, arbitrage bonds or hedge bonds under Sections 141, 148 or 149 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the Code) or (ii) be treated other than as bonds to which Section 103(a) of the Code applies, and (b) the interest on the Notes will not be an item of tax preference under Section 57 of the Code.


The County hereby represents that the Outstanding Notes were treated or designated as a “qualified tax-exempt obligation” for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.  The County hereby covenants that it will retire the Outstanding Notes within 90 days after the issuance of the Notes, and that it will use the proceeds of the Notes, together with other funds available to the County, to pay the debt charges on the Outstanding Notes.  The County represents that all other conditions are met for treating the Notes as “qualified tax-exempt obligations” and not to be taken into account under subparagraph (D) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, by reason of subparagraph (D)(ii) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.


The County represents that it has not formed or participated in the formation of, or benefited from or availed itself of, any entity in order to avoid the purposes of subparagraph (C) or (D) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, and covenants that it will not form, participate in the formation of, or benefit from or avail itself of any such entity.  The County further represents that the Notes are not being issued as part of a direct or indirect composition issue that combines issues or lots of tax-exempt obligations of different issuers.  


The County further covenants that (a) it will take or cause to be taken such actions that may be required of it for the interest on the Notes to be and remain excluded from gross income for federal income tax purposes, (b) it will not take or authorize to be taken any actions that would adversely affect that exclusion, and (c) it, or persons acting for it, will, among other acts of compliance, (i) apply the proceeds of the Notes to the governmental purpose of the borrowing, (ii) restrict the yield on investment property, (iii) make timely and adequate payments to the federal government, (iv) maintain books and records and make calculations and reports and (v) refrain from certain uses of those proceeds, and, as applicable, of property financed with such proceeds, all in such manner and to the extent necessary to assure such exclusion of that interest under the Code.


The County Auditor, as the fiscal officer, or any other officer of the County having responsibility for issuance of the Notes is hereby authorized (a) to make or effect any election, selection, designation, choice, consent, approval, or waiver on behalf of the County with respect to the Notes as the County is permitted or required to make or give under the federal income tax laws, including, without limitation thereto, any of the elections provided for in Section 148(f)(4)(C) of the Code or available under Section 148 of the Code, for the purpose of assuring, enhancing or protecting favorable tax treatment or status of the Notes or interest thereon or assisting compliance with requirements for that purpose, reducing the burden or expense of such compliance, reducing the rebate amount or payments or penalties, or making payments of special amounts in lieu of making computations to determine, or paying, excess earnings as rebate, or obviating those amounts or payments, as determined by that officer, which action shall be in writing and signed by the officer, (b) to take any and all other actions, make or obtain calculations, make payments, and make or give reports, covenants and certifications of and on behalf of the County, as may be appropriate to assure the exclusion of interest from gross income and the intended tax status of the Notes, and (c) to give one or more appropriate certificates of the County, for inclusion in the transcript of proceedings for the Notes, setting forth the reasonable expectations of the County regarding the amount and use of all the proceeds of the Notes, the facts, circumstances and estimates on which they are based, and other facts and circumstances relevant to the tax treatment of the interest on and the tax status of the Notes.


Each covenant made in this section with respect to the Notes is also made with respect to all issues any portion of the debt service on which is paid from proceeds of the Notes (and, if different, the original issue and any refunding issues in a series of refundings), to the extent such compliance is necessary to assure exclusion of interest on the Notes from gross income for federal income tax purposes, and the officers identified above are authorized to take actions with respect to those issues as they are authorized in this section to take with respect to the Notes.


Section 11.  The legal services of the law firm of Benesch, Friedlander, Coplan & Aronoff LLP (“Benesch”) are hereby retained.  Those legal services shall be in the nature of legal advice and recommendations in connection with the authorization, sale and issuance of the Notes and rendering an opinion to the Original Purchaser on the date of the issuance of the Notes.


In addition, this Board recognizes that few legal firms actively represent public and private entities in connection with the authorization, sale and issuance of obligations by Ohio political subdivisions, and that the Original Purchaser may in the future request Benesch to represent the Original Purchaser in matters unrelated to the County.  If the Original Purchaser makes such a request, this Board authorizes the County Administrator to waive any conflict arising from Benesch’s representation of the Original Purchaser in matters unrelated to the County.


Section 12.  The Clerk of this Board is directed to deliver a certified copy of this resolution and the Final Terms Certificate to the County Auditor.


Section 13.  This Board determines that all acts and conditions necessary to be done or performed by the County or to have been met precedent to and in the issuing of the Notes in order to make them legal, valid and binding general obligations of the County have been performed and have been met, or will at the time of delivery of the Notes have been performed and have been met, in regular and due form as required by law; that the full faith and credit and general property taxing power (as described in Section 9) of the County are pledged for the timely payment of the principal of and interest on the Notes; and that no statutory or constitutional limitation of indebtedness or taxation will have been exceeded in the issuance of the Notes.


Section 14.  This Board finds and determines that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board and that all deliberations of this Board and of any committees that resulted in those formal actions were in meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.


Section 15.  This resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its adoption.

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING FOR COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAMS

Linda Blanchette, Lorain County Community Development Department is conducting the 1st public hearing for FY12 Small Cities Community Development Block Grant also known as CDBG.  This program uses both State and Federal Dollars and is administered locally by the Board of County Commissioners through their Community Development Department which is located at 226 Middle Avenue, 5th floor, Elyria Ohio. 


She said there are acquired and entitlement communities.  An entitled community must have a population greater than 50,000 residents.  Entitlement cities and Counties receive their funding directly from the Federal Government.  Elyria and Lorain are entitlement communities. An acquired city is a community with a population less than 50,000 with concentrations of low and moderate income families; they receive an earmark from the state but must work with their local County.  We have two acquired cities, Sheffield Lake and Amherst. North Ridgeville is a State entitlement community which means they bypass the County and receive funds directly from the State Department of Development.  Lorain County is an acquired County meaning its populations is less than 200,000 once the population from (in our case Elyria and Lorain) is removed from the counties total population.  Acquired Counties receive their funding directly from the State Department of Development.  

Today is to inform the public that:

· 1) this program is available, 

· 2) the types of eligible projects, 

· 3) the State of Ohio has identified its general objectives for the use of these funds, 

· 4) the total anticipated Federal allocation to the State has been divided and budgeted to meet the community needs, and 

· 5) we are prepared to hear from persons, organizations and officials from this County concerning the needs that exist in our communities and which needs might we be able to meet using CDBG funds.

· Housing Advisory Committee meeting will be held today, February 29th at 1:00 p.m. on the 4th floor, Meeting Room D

Overview - The CDBG Plan receives it authority from:

· 1) Housing & Community Development Act of 1974 as amended in 1992

· 2) HUD - Entitlement and State Small Cities CDBG Allocation to States

· 3) The act established three (3) national Objectives to be met - Any activity which uses CDBG Funds must meet one of the NATIONAL OBJECTIVES.   The Three National Objectives are: 

· a) Benefit Low and moderate income persons and households

· b) Aid in the elimination of slum and blighting conditions

· c) Meet an urgent community development need

· This act further established a list of eligible community development activities which can be funded with CDBG dollars to include:

· a)  activities designed to create jobs for low income and moderate income individuals.

· b)  provision of housing - specifically the improvement of housing stock and items related to the improvement of housing stock.

· c)  public facilities improvements

· d)  activities designed to remove architectural barriers

· e)  and public service activities under certain circumstances

· These five activities can be undertaken as long as they meet one of the three stated National Objectives

· The State of Ohio expects to receive an allocation from Federal 2012 Housing and Urban Development (HUD) funds.  Additional State funds will be earmarked to provide a match

· Lorain County received $389,000 in Formula Grant allocation for the FY 2011 grant year and we expect to receive a lesser amount of funding for 2012 as the State CDBG funding has been reduced by 8%.  The amount has not yet been determined.

· Lorain County received $500,000 in CHIP funds for Fiscal Year 2010 and is eligible to apply for up to approximately $500,000 for the 2012 grant.  As the HOME funds to the State have been reduced by 38%, the State expects to fund approximately 50 CHIP applicants.  The State was able to award funding to 74 CHIP applicants for the FY2010 CHIP grant.    

A Fair Housing activity is mandatory and a requirement for receiving grant awards.

Lorain County has utilized primarily four (4) programs in years past.  These programs include:

· Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP)

· Formula Allocation Program

· Water and Sanitary Sewer Program

· Economic Development Program

The first wines included Concord, Niagara and Pink Catawba. In the 1980's, additional wine vineyards were established, including Vidal Blanc, Chambourcin, Riesling, Chardonnay, Cabernet Sauvignon, Pinot Grigio and Delaware. Today, all these grapes are available as our wines. They also offer three styles of Lake Erie Champagne made in the traditional method champenoise, as well as; 
fresh grape juice in the fall for drinking or home wine making. custom label program, variety of wine related accessories and steak fry venues, etc.  Mrs. Klingshirn stated that the wine industry is over $72 million tourism in Ohio, there are over 150winners, producing 1.5 million gallons of wine and the link has provided them business as well.


Todd, Director of Marketing – Victory Park, N. Ridgeville said they are a premier destination for sport teams to host games of all sorts and events and soon the re-opening under new management will begin. Visitors Bureau provides a good networking, promotions through all social media, brochures, etc.

Mr. Patel, Country Inn Suites, Elyria has been the manager for 10 years and is also a board member of the Visitors Bureau.  He stated that the sports market has taken off in the last 2 years and there are many destination spots in the county.


County Administrator Cordes stated that the data is old but this county is still considered a donor county but we are between Cuyahoga and Erie County and have lots to offer because of our lower taxes.

Commissioner Williams said he travels a lot because his children are with a premier soccer team and our county should be able to host these events.


County Administrator Cordes asked if the restaurant is opened at Victory Park. Todd said the construction is ongoing and hope to have it opened soon.


Commissioner Kokoski said since the last time the bureau gave a presentation it has come a long way and is impressed. Ms. Bickel said she works with Team Lorain County and tries to promote this county in all aspects.


Rex Engle, Oberlin Inn has managed for 20 years and is Chair of the Bureau said we are the first county to offer a marketing plan and received grants and the marketing efforts are wonderful with only a staff of 3.


Patty Young, co-owner Wellington Implement is also a board member on the bureau and Ms. Bickel has moved this bureau to the forefront with the media edge and is very proactive.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR



Mr. James R. Cordes said there has been discussion on the issues of disability transportation for veterans and each Commissioner has expressed concern with information that was presented that indicated they did not enact to eliminate or restrict these services. 

Commissioner Kokoski said there was a letter sent stating the “commissioners stopped service for veterans to get to appointments” and this is not the case. This issue dealt with the contract submitted 1 week ago that was not bid out, the fact that this request was not bid; someone blamed the commissioners in eliminating service. County Administrator Cordes said there were 4 pieces of requested requisitions last week; 2 for LifeCare (1 – December billing which will be paid and 2) was the contract in amount of $90,000 and no supporting documents stating this was bided, exempted, etc.  

Commissioner Kalo said even if there were questions on bidding this out the board would not stop this service cold, County Administrator Cordes said no one up here notified anyone that there was a service disconnection nor stated service was discontinued, the $90,000 requisition needed clarification of proper bid service.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said “bid” is a generic word and for the program to be reinstated a bidding process does need done. Commissioner Kokoski said last week Commissioner Williams asked Mr. Bates if this could wait a week for more clarification, Mr. Bates indicated yes. 
County Administrator Cordes said the board has the right to scrutizne all requisitions that come before the board; Commissioner Kalo said this is the board’s job.  County Administrator Cordes said this service needs to be bid and we can work with agency to facilitate this getting done if they choose and thanked the Clerk for helping on the application, but there needs to be a clear understanding and sending out a letter stating the Commissioners have cancelled service is not the way to conduct this relationship.  Commissioner Kalo said this was irresponsible for him to do this. Commissioner Kokoski suggested that they deal with the Veterans Service Commission board directly.  

G. Robert Childers, Chair of Lorain County Veterans Service Commission said yes they would work with the Commissioners and he was not familiar until after the fact that this transpired. There was discussion about 1 month ago that service could be cancelled because the contract was null and void and it is important that both boards discuss this.
Commissioner Williams said last week there was a packet that needed to be filled out for a vehicle, Clerk Upton stepped up and facilitated this application; Clerk stated Jonette/Safety and Pam/LCT helped as well. Commissioner Williams said we are trying to work together and the board was able to find a small vehicle that had handicap accessible that can be used to help the veterans and just wanted to say we are willing to work but everyone needs to be up front and also looking at transit maybe helping with the transportation. County Administrator Cordes said the reduction of transit service has driven a need back to the other agencies and transportation is needed. 
Commissioner Williams said the board would like to work together as a partnership for the veterans and all residents and not to see something in the newspaper that causes confusion. Mr. Childers said this surprised him.

County Administrator Cordes said the contract could be done as a month to month but needs to be rebidded asap to correct these deficiencies.
Commissioner Kalo asked Mr. Childers to communicate this to all the veterans organizations as quick as the other messages went out.

County Administrator Cordes thanked the Board for including LCCC into the CEDS for possible funding, they are asking for $4 million but if we get anything this would be nice for leverage economic incentives for jobs.
